You are aware that during the last year the
world was facing challenges posed by Corona-19
and Omicron virus. I sincerely wish that the
world at large and our State in particular will
overcome this pandemic through our sincere
efforts to eliminate the virus.

My Government has tried its level best to handle
and mitigate the adverse impacts of COVID-19.
This crisis has been utilized in a positive
manner to effectively implement our Hon’ble
Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji's concept of
“Atma Nirbhar Bharath” by enhancing our
capacity and health infrastructure.

We are proud to mention that India has not only
produced two vaccines but also successfully
exported them to other countries. We are
working in close association with the Central
Government to see that the vaccine reaches
every eligible person.

My Government and I persbnally also, thank the
doctors, nurses, police, other health & frontline
workers and people who worked so hard during
the pandemic.

I would share that notwithstanding the
challenges and hardships faced due to
COVID-19 epidemic, my government has
successfully managed the same.

Different fields like management of Covid War
Room, Tele Medicine, Patient Management and
Home Isolation Management has been handled

-effectively by my Government with the usage of

advanced technology. Due to our interventions
Karnataka has been able to curtail the death
rate.

We are strictly following the technique of
5 T’s (Testing, Tracing, Tracking, Treatment and
use of Technology) to successfully manage
Covid 19 from day one. This has been a model
for the country and received recognition of the
Government of India by way of ' National
e-Governance Award for our IT enabled
COVID-19 management.

Vaccine programme has been taken up on a war
footage and in this 6000 vaccine centers are
working every day. In total 9.33crore people
(1st dose 4.89crore, 2nd dose 4.18crore] have
been vaccinated. This constitutes 100%
vaccination for 1st dose and 85% people for the
2nd dose.

Karnataka has done more than 6crore COVID

tests — one of the highest in the country. Also
five INSACOG certified laboratories are carrying
genome sequencing to identify variants of
concerns of Covid-19.

10) Triaging of the patients is being carried out

within 12 hours of the positive report of the
Covid-19 test. Accordingly, the treatment
protocol such as Home isolation / Covid Care
centres / hospitalization are being done.

A total of 540 physical triage centres
(168 centres in Bangalore and 372 centres in
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other districts) are presently functioning.
Tele consultation is being given to those who are
in Home Isolation and are monitored regularly.

11)Till date 2.50 lakh Medical Kits have been
distributed to adults and children in Home
Isolation. The same will continue to cover all the
patients in Home Isolation.

12) Karnataka has augmented the Medical Oxygen
generation by 1200 MT by installation of
PSA/VSA plants and oxygen concentrators. We
could successfully manage oxygen requirement
during the present 37 wave.

13) The grant released under Emergency Covid
Response Package II of Rs.840crore is being
utilised effectively to provide necessary
emergency facilities.

14) 55,256 HDU beds, 7,216 ICU beds, 6,123 ICU-
ventilators beds (Total 1,94,363 beds) are now
available in the district hospitals, Taluk level
hospitals and community health centres.

' 15) Under Ayushman Bharat, 8.25 lakh cards have
been issued since July 2021. About
Rs. 875crore amount has been spent to treat
6.7 lakh beneficiaries.



16) Karnataka stands second in the country in
utilization of Telemedicine based health services
through National Health Mission.

17) The possibility of children getting affected by
Covid-19 was understood and a new campaign
by name “Arogya Nandana” was started in
coordination with Education, Women & Child
Development, Rural & Panchayat Raj and Urban
Development departments. Till date health
checkups have been done for more than
70 lakh children.

18) 50 bed Ayush hospitals have been openéd in
Gadag and Mangalore cities at a cost of
Rs.9crore. Cabinet has approved opening of the
new Ayush University in Shivamogga.

19) As one of the most progressive States in the
country, as a part of the celebrations of
75th Independence Year, the State has declared
several plans and is implementing the same.
14 programmes including Amrutha Raitha at
panchayat level, Amruth Grameena Vasati
Yojana, Amrutha Nirmala, Amrutha Shala
Moola  Soukarya  Karyakrama, Amrutha
Anganavadi Kendra, Amrutha Nagarothana have
been declared by the State.



20) Further, it is envisaged to provide portable piped
water to all rural households in the state by
providing connections to 27.14 lakh households
in 2022-23 and 17.45 lakh households in
2023-24. Out of 5965 Grama Panchayats, 5571
Grama Panchayats which have room for solid
waste management have been approved for
detailed project reports.

21) 750 villages are identified under Amrutha
Grama Panchayat Yojane to develop them
comprehensively by utilising the grants provided
for the prevailing schemes. In order to
implement this properly, Rs.187.50 crore is
provided to allocate Rs.25 lakh to each Grama
Panchayat.

22) The Government of Karnataka has launched the
Integrated Public Grievances Redressal System
(iPGRS) from November 2021, and all necessary
steps have been taken to ensure that the
citizen’s grievances are disposed in a timely and
transparent manner.

23) In Delta Ranking among “Aspirational Districts”
in the country, which have a special focus of
Hon’ble Prime Minister through Niti Ayoga;
Raichur and Yadagiri districts have been ranked
first in the "Education" and ‘“Infrastructure”
categories, respectively. Niti Ayoga has granted
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special grant of Rs.3crore to each of these
districts.

24) The state ranks 11t in milk production, 6t in
egg production and 10t in meat production,
contributing 3.53% to the state's GDP. We rank
4th in the Business Index (Growth, Equality and
Sustainability) & 4t in the SDG India
Index and we lead in implementation of
11 Sustainable Development Goals (Neeti
Ayoga 2019).

25) The Revenue Department is implementing
computerization of its records and services
including Akar Bandh, Maps, and other citizen
services.

26) Drone / UAV based survey work has been
going-on in collaboration with the Survey of
Inda in Bangalore City and five districts namely
Tumkur, Ramanagara, Belgaum, Hassan and
Uttara Kannada.

27)1 am happy to note that SWAMITVA project of
Government of India is being implemented in
14 districts of the State under which Property
Cards for the rural residential properties are
being given.

28) Door-step  delivery of pension for the
beneficiaries is being taken up. Also



comprehensive annual verification is being
taken up using Navodaya Mobile app, as a
result of the same 3.15 lakh dead/migrant/
ineligible beneficiaries have been identified and
Rs.378 crore has been saved annually to the
State exchequer by stopping pensions to them.

29) The State is experiencing frequent flood since
2018 and many number of people and animals
have lost their lives and huge amount of crop
and infrastructure has been damaged.

30) In the year 2021-22 due to untimely rains and
flood, large number of families got affected. 496
care centres were opened to provide shelter
to 1,38,504 flood affected people. The Karnataka
State Natural Disaster Centre gave timely
forecast regarding the flow of rivers and people
who were likely to be affected were shifted in
time. For those whose houses were affected by
water gushing into the homes during resent
incessant rains, for this my government has
added Rs.6,200/- to the amount of
compensation and paid Rs.10,000/- to each
affected family. This way, Rs.85.86crore
compensation has been paid to 85,862 affected
families.



31) In total Rs.400.52crore has been paid for house
damage and Rs.5 lakh, Rs.3 lakh and
Rs.50,000 has been paid based on the quantum
of damage to reconstruct the houses.

32) As per NDRF norms the Government deposited
money in the accounts of the flood affected
farmers through DBT in a record time. 18.02
lakh farmers got Rs.1252.80crore in their
accounts. The State has announced above the
NDRF norms an exgratia by Rs.6,800/- per
hectare for rain fed, Rs.11,500/-per hectare for
irrigated’ and Rs.10,000/- per hectare for
perennial crops. A sum of Rs.1,135.58crore is
sanctioned for the same out of this
Rs.1129.46¢crore has been deposited in the bank
accounts of the affected farmers till date.

33) During 2021-22, in order to fight COVID-19,
an amount of Rs.300crore to BBMP,
Rs.512.37crore to all Deputy Commissioners,
Rs.10crore to Home Department, Rs.5crore to
Fire Extinguishing department and Rs.5crore to
Prisons department has been paid.

34) The Government of Karnataka has declared
compensation for all who died of COVID-19. In
this compensation is Rs. One lakh to the BPL
family members and Rs.50,000/- to others.
A total of Rs.280crore has been released for this

purpose.



35) During 2021-22 Rs.16.88crore grant was
provided for the comprehensive development of
the schools in which the eight Jnana Peetha
Awardees of the State have studied.

36) During 2021-22, Rs.577.71crore was provided
by the Central Government, and supplementary
to that, Rs.1469.26crore amount was provided
by the State Government for implementation of
Mid Day Meals and Ksheera Bhagya schemes.

37) Karnataka is the first State to implement the
National Education Policy (NEP) in the country.
New syllabus has been developed for the same.
Comprehensive University and College
Management System (CUCMS) software has
hteen developed to implement the effective
Education and Administrative system under
NEP. Proper policy will be framed and grants
will be released to implement the "Marali
Taynadige" scheme for utilizing the knowledge of
indigenous people abroad.

38) Labour friendly work-environment is goal of my
Government. Accordingly, 12946 inspections
were carried out under various Labour Laws
and 2018 cases were filed against the guilty
employers for violating the Act. A total of 2033
cases were disposed of in various courts and a
fine of Rs.21.19 lakh has been imposed.
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39) Under the 'Ambedkar Karmika Sahaya Hasta'
scheme 2.26 lakh labourers under 11 categories
of unorganized sector have been registered
namely coolie, house-keepers, wrappers,
tailors, mechanics, washer men, goldsmiths,
blacksmiths, potters, barbers and bhatti

- workers. They have been provided with smart
cards. Further, an amount of Rs.237.89 crore
has been provided during lockdown period in
the 2nd wave of Covid-19 to support 11.89 lakh
labourers at the rate of Rs.2,000/- per head.

40) During 2021-22 my Government has transferred
Rs.960.99crore directly to the accounts of
48 lakh farmers under Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Samman Nidhi Yojana.

41)2 lakh MT paddy, 4.75 lakh MT Ragi and
81 thousand MT White Jowar has been
purchased under the Minimum Support Price
during 2020-21. The State has implemented the
Central Government’s One Nation One Card
scheme effectively.

42)In the field of Micro Irrigation, district-wise
action plans have been approved to the tune of
Rs.301crore and till date 25 thousand
beneficiaries have been identified to get the
Micro irrigation units.
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43) During 2021-22, a total of 256.95 lakh plots
have been covered under crop through use of
Mobile App based crop survey.

44) As a measure of Suo-Motu Citizen Benefit
Delivery system, an amount of Rs.126crore has
been transferred to the bank accounts of
5.2 lakh students to promote the education of
children of farmers under the "Chief Minister's
Farmers' Vidya Nidhi”.

45)In total . 54,658 lakh hectare area has been
treated with watershed activities with a view to
implement  drought resistant watershed
" activities identifying 100 taluks which have
worst groundwater depletion.

46) Karnataka Power Corporation has approved
installation of 11.5 MW power plant in
Ramanagar district using 600 TPD of solid
waste supplied by BBMP at the cost of Rs
240crore.

47) The electrification of 18,569 bore-wells under
the Ganga Kalyana Yojane was planned out of
which 10,534 bore-wells have been electrified.

48) The state ranks first in the country with the
installed capacity of 15374.55 MW from
renewable energy sources. This includes
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244,55 MW; Solar 116.45 MW, Wind
128,10 MW and 126 MW under the
ISTS category.

49) My Government is constructing 20 feet high
statue of Akkamahadevi in Udutadi in
Shikaripura at Shivvamogga along with an
Amphitheatre, Tourist Bungalow, and other
tourist infrastructure such as walkways,
children's park, at an estimated cost of
Rs.9.00crore and also announce to construct
Kittur Rani Chennamma and Sangolli Rayanna
Statue at Suvarna Vidhana Soudha, Belagavi.

50) My Government has extended the area of
cultivation of different horticulture crops to
57.05 hectares. Drip irrigation has been
implemented in 18,777 hectare area and 20634
beneficiaries are benefitted.

51) Protected farming practices have been
introduced in 3347 hectare area. Also, 4228 Bee
boxes have been distributed. 1128 activities of
processing and harvesting have been taken up.

52) The Kisan Rail program has been launched to
transport the fruits and vegetables grown by the
farmers to various states through the railways.
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53) Under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Scheme, a total of
59.13 lakh people of 31.54 lakh families are
provided with employment during the current
year. In this year, so far, 13.24crore human
days of employment have been generated and a
total of Rs.3769.95 crore has been paid.
Dudiyona Baa, Badu, Krishi honda and Soak pit
campaigns have been planned and 13.1 lakh
works are going-on in the State.

54) Karnataka is a bio and ecology rich State with
endowment of beautiful forest and wild-life
resources. Forest Department and our people
are  protecting the ecology and my Government
is with them in their efforts.

55) Under the Botanic Garden programme, existing
135 gardens are open for public use and
another 06 are flourishing.

56) The Karnataka State Pollution Control Board
has established a Command and Control system
to provide clarifications regarding environment
and pollution related matters under one roof.
Further GPS based tracking of the vehicles
transporting contaminated water/biomedical
waste/ hazardous waste has been implemented.
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57) The Board has purchased 4 vigilence vehicles to
fecilitate the concerned regional officer to for air
and water contaminating industries and
activities. Retired Army officers are assigned to
these vehicles in squad format.

58) Seven new Centers have been set up to measure
the air quality in Bangalore. In addition to this
the board plans to set up 4 of such centers in
other severely polluted cities in the state.

59) Under the World Bank-assisted Dam
Restoration and Development Project Phase-1I
and Phase-IIl, the Water Resources Department
has approved restoration and development of
58 dams in the State at a cost of Rs.1,500 crore.

60) The State has created Dam Safety Organisation
{(DSO) in accordance with Dam Safety
Act - 2021 for exclusive purpose to provide
for surveillance, inspection, operation &
maintenance and safety of Dams.

61) The Government has given priority to the
re-habilitation and re-settlement of 20 villages
coming under the submergence of Alamatti
Reservoir at RL 524.256m of Upper Krishna
Project Stage - III and has provided
Rs.2,500crore during the current year.
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62) Upper Bhadra Project has secured all the
statutory clearances of the Central Government
(including investment clearance) and is in the
final stages of the accreditation of the “National
Project”.

63) During 2021-22, 20 schemes have been taken
up at a cost of Rs.4,757crore under Water
Resources Department.

64) The lift irrigation projects have been undertaken
on Tungabhadra and Krishna River for drinking
water and ground water development in
Yalaburga taluk and Koppal taluks of Koppal
district at a cost of Rs.290crore and
Rs.498.80crore respectively.

65) In order to control the declining ground water
levels in the state, under the Karnataka
Groundwater (Development Management Rules
and Regulation} Act 2011 and Rules 2012, the
Karnataka State Government has made it
mandatory to get the rig machines drilling the
piped wells registered with the Karnataka
Ground Water Authority.

66) Similarly, in taluks where utilization of ground
water is over 100 percent, the users’ registration
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and permission from the designated District
Ground water Committee is made mandatory.

67) Under the slogan "Be an entrepreneur, be an
employer”, Government is promoting
entrepreneurship and providing employmeht.
Further, the Government plans to set up
industrial townships along the Bangalore -
Mumbai and Bangalore-Chennai industrial
corridors.

68} Karnataka tops with 48% of India's Gross
Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) flows during
April-June 21 and Karnataka also tops the
“Major States” category under the Bharath
India Innovation Index 2020’ published by the
Neeti Ayoga of the Government of India.

69) A committee comprising of experts and resource
persons has been constituted to finalize the
Karnataka Mineralogy Plan for 2021-2026.

70) Funds raised for the District Mineral
Foundation Fund are being used for the
development of people living in the mine-
affected areas of the state and also for the
development of mining areas. A total amount of
Rs 690.32crore has been collected by the DMF
out of which Rs. 339.61crore is utilized for
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Pradhan Mantri Khanija Kshetra Kalyana
Yojana. Further, Rs.66.45crore has been spent
for Covid-19 prevention.

71) With a view to reduce the financial burden on
the shoulders of the farmers, the fees charged
by the Agricultural Products Marketing
Committees [APMCs| has been reduced from
1.5% to 0.60%.

72) Chamarajanagar Institute of Medical Sciences
with 450 bed capacity has been established.
Further, Institute of Gastro Entology and Organ
Transplant, Bengaluru has been dedicated to
public service.

73) Every family with priority, Ration Card is being
distributed 5kg of food grains per month. State
Government has decided to distribute one kg
additional rice free of cost as it would bear
additional expenditure with effect from
01.04.2022.

74)My Government has created Secondary
Agriculture  Directorate to implement a
sustainable secondary agriculture system and
to raise the income of farmers through optimal
utilization of primary agriculture products, local |
human resources and skills for value addition.
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75) The Hyderabad - Karnataka  Regional
Development Board has been renamed as
Kalyana-Karnataka Area Development Board.
The Department of Personnel and
Administrative Reforms (Hyderabad—Kai‘nataka
Special Cell) has been shifted to Kalaburagi to
work under the Kalyana Karnataka Regional
Development Board.

76) It gives me pleasure to share that a historical
record was created by joint singing of
3 Kannada songs by more than 20 lakh
Kannadigas and Kannadigas residing outside
India on occasion of Rajyotsava celebrations on
15t November 2021. '

77) The Nadaahabba-Dasara Festival was
celebrated in Mysore, Srirangapatna & Madikeri
and the Kittur Festival was meaningfully
celebrated in remembrance of  Rani
Channamma.

78} Reporters and photographers of print and
electronic media have been issued media
recognition cards to facilitate them to
participate in various government programs.
They have also been provided with smart cards
to travel free of cost in all the KSRTC Buses.
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79) My Government has enacted the “The Bruhat
Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike Act”, for the
systematic & transparent administration of the
Bengaluru city. Infrastructure and development
works in Bangalore city worth Rs 8,015crore
have been approved.

80) Bengaluru Metro is serving Bengalureans well
and I am happy to note that 7.53 km stretch
from Mysore Road to Kengeri has been opened
for public service from August 2021.

81) The Bangalore Metro Rail Project with 32.54 km
in Phase-1I will be completed by 2022-23 and
will be open to the public usage.

82) The up-gradation of the existing water
purification unit situated in Koramangala and
Challaghatta valley will be taken up to prevent
contamination in Bellandur And Vartoor lakes,.

83) Bengaluru city will get 7750 lakh liters of
additional water supply by the implementation
of Kaveri water supply 5t stage project at an
estimated cost of Rs.5550crore.

84) The Government has approved the works of
purification units to provide portable water to
Bangalore from Tippagondanahalli Reservoir.
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Further, under Ettinahole project 2.5 TMC of
water has been allocated for use.

85) Serving the drinking water needs of the citizens,
nearly 1.03 lakh Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes families living in slums are
being provided with 10,000 liters of Cauvery
water free of cost.

'86) In addition to this, the Jalaspandana Program is
being conducted at 16 different locations in
Bangalore city on the 3rd Saturday of every
month by BWSSB.

87) BBMP has selected 158.27 km of 77 roads to
make them pothole free. Further, 83.91 km long
road has been converted to white-topped Road.

88) In the Tender Sure model, 47 roads of 33 km
length have been taken up to provide space for
pedestrians.

89) KSNDMC has implemented 28 Water Level
Sensors in rain water canal to alert public about
flood.

90) During the last 2 years, the Karnataka
Government under “Mukhya Mantri Nava
Nagarotthana Kriya Yojane” has provided a
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grant of Rs..317.25crore for rejuvenation and
comprehensive development of 33 lakes.

91) BBMP is also implementing as part of Ease of
Service Delivery, computerized building map
approval and online change in land-use. Auto
Plan software is used in LBPAS (Land and
Building Plan Approval System), for online
approval of building map. |

92) Transport Department has made: its services
ONLINE and now citizens can obtain 30 services
online - including driving licenses, vehicle
registration certificates and services online.

93) Further, Bike Taxi scheme has been
implemented to provide Last-Mile-Connectivity
to the people of Bengaluru and other major
cities.

94) Transport Department, with an aim to improve
safety and security of women has developed an
app, installed CCTV cameras in 5000 buses and
information display boards in bus stands.

95) Karnataka’s Transport Corporations have
always been a model for the country and have
won seven awards in the current year.
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96) Education is the foundation of the society and
I am happy to share that 3,370 Primary and
High School buildings were started under
RIDF-25 project in collaboration with NABARD
and out of which 2,875 Primary and High school
buildings are completed. '

07) On the commemoration of 75% Independence
Day celebration, under Amrut Rural Scheme,
housing for the homeless in selected 750 gram

panchayats was planned.

98) With an aim to provide stable homes for the
landless slum dwellers, 3.36 lakh Title Deeds to
slum dwellers on Government properties in
Dharwad, Vijayanagar and Mysuru Districts.

99) 151.09crore amount in the form of Grant-in-Aid
has been provided to 31,415 beneficiaries for
the self employeement from Dr. B.R. Ambekdar
Development Corporation, Karnataka Adi
Jambhava Development Corporation, Dr. Babu
Jagabheemarao Leather Industries Development
Corporation, Karnataka Tanda Development
and Karnataka Safayi Karmachari Development

Corporation.
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100) Karnataka has consistently retained first
position as the most innovative State.in
rankings by Niti Ayoga in the years 2019 and
2020 as per India Innovation index.

101)Karnataka is the first state in the country to
bring out Engineering Research and
Development Policy 2021 (Engineering R&D
Policy 2021).

102) State Government has amended the Karnataka
Public Transparency Rules (KTPP Rules) by
exempting certain clauses in order to

encourage new industries and units.

103)Karnataka’s Bio Science & Technology
economy has grown from 22.6 Billion Dollars to
24.4 Billion Dollars. According to Karnataka
Bio Economic report 2021 it is projected to
grow by 40% in the first half of the current
financial year and reach 30 Billion Dollars by
the end of current financial year.

104)Government has implemented a special
incentive plan in 2020 to attract financial
investments in ESDM Sector. The State
Government has announced the establishment
of Venture Capital fund of Rs.100crore to

further strengthen the pro industrial

environment.

105)In order to identify and nurture talented under
graduates in the State, 320 students have been
identified for awarding scholarship of Rs.1,000
per month under Science Talent Search

Scheme.

106)The Seva Sindhu scheme is providing the
online services of all Departments of the
Government of Karnataka through various
service centre such as Grama One, Bengaluru
One, CSC Service Centre, Karnataka One
Centre to the public. The main objective of this
project is to provide Government Services in
cashless and paperless manner.

107)Janasevaka Project was launched with
objective of delivering Government services to
the doorstep of the citizens and simplifying
their daily life.

108) Under Grama-One Scheme citizen applications
for services -delivered through the
Government’s flagship scheme “Seva Sindhu”
will be accepted. Additionally, applications for
the Right to Information Act, the Chief
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Ministers relief fund will also be accepted. In
all Gram Panchyats in the State the Grama-
One Centres will be opened.

109)Centre for Smart Governance under
e-Governance Department is developing
software applications for many departments.
This enables department to become IT enabled
and computerize their working with support
from e-Governance Department.,

110)Karnataka State remote sensing application
centre has developed a Karnataka
Geographical Information  portal  which
contains more than 500 layers of geographical
information in the State of Karnataka and data
of over 20 lakh public property.

111)I am happy to share that flight services have
been commenced between Kalaburagi to
Tirupati, Hindon (Delhi) and Mumbai. It is the
fastest growing Airport among the 2nd Tier of
Cities. The new airports are coming up at
multiple cities such as Shimoga, Vijayapur,
Bellary, Hassan, Uttara Kannada District and
Raichur.
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112) Expansion of railway network in Karnataka as
well as Bengaluru with experiditure sharing
model is underway. My  Government
implementing Two-Way lines by sharing
expenditure with Railway Department. Under
KSHDP my Government has approved
re-construction of 2,300 km of State highway
at a cost of Rs.3,500crore.

113)In Bengaluru, at the estimated cost of
Rs. 18crore, construction of Nirbhaya Buildings
and Womens Police out post are in progress
under the safe city scheme.

114)The Fire Department has saved 2891 people
and saved about Rs.794.60crore of private and
public property. Further, steps are being taken
to start Civil Defense wunits in Dakshina
Kannada, Udupi, Uttara Kannada, Bellary,
Dharwada and Belagavi Districts.

In the present
Government tenure 2.96 lakh houses have

been constructed.
