Mr
Justice Vikram Nath is the
senior-most Judge from Alla-
habad High Court and hzas
been functioning in that High
Court since his elevation.”
The apex court collegium
also recommended four other

Judges for appointment as
Chief Justices of Rajasthan,
Kerala, Meghalaya and Chhat-
tisgarh High Courts.

The decision was taken by
the apex court collegium,
headed by Chief Justice Ran-
Jan Gogol and comgrising Jus-
tices 8 A Bobde, N ¥ Ramana
on April 8 and it was uploaded
on the apex court website on
Wednesday, PTT
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
