é/uarely, it did not hit him. But

it hit the hand of the person
sitring next to him and fell
on the tloor of the stage mak-
ing a loud explosion-like
sound,” he said, adding that
his father sustained injuries
on his leg.

The police, who were

questioning evewitnesses at
the time of going to press,
are yet to identify the cause
of the blast. They have cor-
doned off the area for furth-
er investigation.
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
