In 1984, he
was made minister for tour-
tsm and religious endow-
ment under Ramakrishna
Hegde’s government, and
also held the lahour and agri-
culture portfolios.

In 1985, he was re-elected
as MLA from the same con-
stituency and was made min-
ister in 1987 for religious en-
dowment. He had contested
seven times in the assembly
elections.

Chief Minister B S Yedi-
yurappa offered his condo-
lences after hearing of his
demise. “Amarnath Shetty
held ministerial posts in
Ramakrishna Hegde and J
H Patel’s governments. He
was a simple politician,”
he said.
