The proposed land of 24.11 acres at Sindhanur was
handed over to the Horticulture Department by Revenue
Department in the year 1967-68. The total area of the land
is 22 acres and 11 guntas, out of this 2 acre land was
handed over to APMC Sindhanur. At present, there are
about 120 sapota trees that are around 58 years old. The
land adjacent to the D-40 canal, which served as the main
water source for the said horticulture land, have been
converted into residential plots, resulting in the
disappearance of the water canal. Consequently, the
horticulture land no longer has a permanent irrigation
system. Although the department has recently drilled a
new bore well, no water has been obtained, and since
there is no other source of water, the number of trees
drying up has increased significantly.

The court case O.S. No. 81/14, which had been filed
regarding the original ownership of the said horticulture




land, was dismissed on 06-07-2023.
Sri Elluru Raghavendra and others had filed an interim
application in WP No. 203621 in the High Court,
Kalaburagi Bench on 03-01-2020, and it was dismissed on
18-08-2025. '

Further, the court case RA/49/2023, which had been filed
in relation to the said land, was dismissed on 16-10-2024.

Sri Elluru Veeresh, son of Mariyappa Shetty, filed
Misc/5312/2024 before the Il Additional District &
Sessions Court, Raichur, sitting at Sindhanur on 12-11-
2024 on the ownership of 24.11 acre land, and the case
has been adjourned to 18-02-2026 for hearing.

In background of various court cases related to the
Sindhanur horticulture farm it has become an obstacle for
taking development activities in the land.

However, in front of the compound wall of the
Government Horticulture Garden, Sindhanur, around 200
unauthorized box shops that had been constructed were
cleared in 2024 with the cooperation of the Raichur
District Administration and the Police Department.

To prevent any further unauthorized encroachment on the
cleared land, the Deputy Commissioner of Raichur District
instructed that a 2.0-meter-high chain-link mesh fence be
constructed and tree saplings be planted and maintained
in the vacant area.

Accordingly, during the year 2024-25, a chain-link mesh
fence was constructed at an expenditure of Rs. 5.00
lakhs.Under the Departmental Scheme for the year 2025-
26, a programme has been formulated for propagation of
2000 ornamental saplings and 2000 ornamental pots.
Under the Challenge Fund Programme, a plan has been
prepared to cultivate 2.0 hectares of maize.

Under the programme for maintenance of farm, a target
has been set to clear 6.0 hectares of forest area and to
provide 10 tons of farmyard manure.
A total grant of Rs.6.215 lakh has been sanctioned, and
action is being taken to implement the said works.
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The proposal is not before the Government.
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
