Hrgher education campuses are typically rather large, inoluding expansive landscapes and

striking architecture. tligher education is becoming more and more in detnand as a result of
the expanding population and urbanization. One ol the nraiu recotnrnendatious of the

National Education Poticy 2020. which places a specific ernphasis on the developrnent of the

higher education sector in unsewe'dr'underserved areas. is to airtt for 50% GIR bv 2015 rn

respoDse to the gro!ving dernand.

Is the demand lor higher educalron growing I'aster than our sector's capacity to meel it? To
raise the GER, a sufficient number olhigher education instinulions (HEIs) must exist. On the

other hand. the rninimal standards, such as the land requirement. that are iu'rposed f'or thi'
founding of universities actually restrrct the establishment of uerv institutions lather thar)

prornoting their creatiou. partrcularly in urban areas and hilly regiols. (iouttguous land

availability is a constant concem in each of these places.

The steep terain, poor connectivity, and propensiry Ibr landslides, etc.. make il dilficult to

construct instinltions that can meet the demands of the local population. As a result. the local
populace taces signrficant financial hardship as they must go to ueighboring towrrs irl search

of high-quality higher: education

In the sarne vein, our cities are grorvrng exponentially. Even u,hile our citres only rnake up

-l% of the country's area. they account for a stag.eering 60% of rts GDP. whrch rs drrvrng
increased dernand tbr higler education. Studies shorv tliat a region's abiliry to thrive
economrcally is positively correlated with the number of institutions in that region. LIowever.
imational requiremeuts limit the potential tbr higler education to expand in urban and hitly
areas.

Ensuring equitable development across all regions essentially lequires access to (pallty
education tbr all rn each region. The National Education Policy 2020 made a numtrer of
proposals lbr the country's higher education systenr's growth. The relevant paras tiorn the
NEP 2020 prornoting GER, ale giveu below:

By 2040, all higher education instirulions (HEIs) shall airn ro becorne

rnultidisciplinary instinrtions and shall arm to have larger student enrolurents,
preferably in the thousands, tbr optimal use of infrastrucnue and resoruces an<l .lbr

the creation of vibrant multidisciplinary communities. Since this process will takc
time, all HEIs will frnt plan to becorne rmrltidisciplinary by 2030 and lhen gtadually
lncrease srudent strength to the desired levels.

The rnain thrust of this policy regarding higher education is to end the fragmenration
of higher education by translbnning higher education instihrtions into large
multidisciplinary universities. colleges. and HEI clusters/Knowledee I [lhs. e ach of

The ancienl

lndian universities Takshaslrila, Nalanda, Vallabhi, and Vikarnshila, '.vhich had

thousands of students liom India and the world studying in vibrant multidisciplinary/

environmeuts, amply demonstrated the type of great success that large

multidisciplinary research and teacling universities could bring. lndia urgently needs

to bring back this great Indian tradition to create rvell-rounded aud inuovative

individuals, and which is already transibrming other countnes educationally attd

economically

N4ore HFlls slrall be estabtished and developed in rurdet'served regiors to ensure full
access, equir,v, and inchrsion.

There shall. by 20-]0, be at least one large urultidrsciplinary HEI in or near every

district. Steps shall be taken torvards developing high-quality higher educalion

institutions, both public and private, that have a mediurn of inshuction irr

local/Lrdian lauguages or bilingually.

'l he airn rvill be to increase the Gross Enrolment Ratio rn higher educatron.

rncluding vocatrorral educatiou. tiorn 26.3% (2018) to 50% by 2035. While a number

ofnew institutions may be developed to attain these goals, a large part ofthe capacity

creation will be achieved by consolidating, substantially expanding, and also

According to currer)t standards, the amount of land needed for higher education
rnstitutions ranges frorn square rneters per student to hundreds of acres. all ol'u,hich
must be contiguous and free of all encurnbrances.

Broadly the land requirements lbr establishing univelsities are, as given beloiv:

Central l]niversities: 500 acre

State Universitiesi As per the Srate Act

Private Universities: As per the State Act

Deemed to be Universities: 30 sq. mt. per studerl (As per 2019 Regulationsl

Even while higher educatronal instinrtiotls typicalty occupy a sizable amount of land. very
little of that area is actually used. l'he lirnited availability of land conrbined lvith lhe high

lurilut)u land recluireutent stall(laxd is a signiticattt lrarrisr to ally reglon's progress il)

educatlon. The minimum land requiremenl ought to be set in a rvay that promotes the

development of further univelsities. It is oecessary to rationalize the anrount of land rteeded

kt set up higher education institutions by taking into account the rise in GER, the expar)siou

of crties, the diversity of (opogaphy, and the growh of higher education institutions.
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1'lre Unrvelsir,v Graltts Colnorission rnade the decision to reevah.ate and ratrona[ze the lilnd
requirement 1br the establishrnent of uew higher education irrstihrtions in light of this. 'fhe

cornrnittee's goals included, among other things, recomurending standards auct gurdeliues tbr
figuring out the amolrnt of land oeeded, taking into acccunt hcw institutions noiv iise ilr!=ir

space, the availability of. land. and the advancements in technology that make it possible to
learu at any tirne and ti'orn any location.

The Charrman, UGC Constituted the expert comminee to look into the various aspects of
establishing the universities in the country and rationalize thc minimum land requirement.

l'actors Considered for Rationaliziug I-and Requilerncnt:

Nlultidisciplinary Education:

As NEP 2020 promotes rnultidisciplinary education, the requirernents of intlastructure iu

every institution to ofl'er programmes require a revisit. UGC's Guidelines for 'franslbrnung

Higher EducatioD Institutions into Multidisciplinary Instimtions provrde lor valious

approaches, such as collaboration between institutions and merger of instirutions to help

rnstitutions otTer multidisciplinary instirutions. These policies underline that land

lequirernents need not tre based ou the nurnber of progranmes offered.

Availability of Land:

With rhe ever-incrcasing demaud for higher education, more higher education irxtirutions
are required in cities and underserved/unserved areas such as hilly areas. I{orvever.
population growtir and difticult terrain of hills often become a limiturg factor in establishing

rurstitutions. 'fhe cornrnittee cousrdered the land requrrement against the backdrop ol the

-qrolvth of Higher Educatidnal Institutions, the cost of land. ancl the different landscapes irr

the countn,.

0nline Education:

The NEP 2020 encourages all modes ol learning. The online being an important rnode of
leaning. its Ilexibility stands out as one of the major advantages for students. With UGC
(Establishment and Operationalization of Academrc Bank of Credits (ABC) Scheure rn

['lrgher Educatiou) Regulations.

202t, extendilg the freedom to eam up to 50% of credits from institutions other than the

host institution, students can study at their own pace, on their own time, and lhm virtually
anyrvhere in the world. This lurther reduces the land and other physical infrastrucnrre

requirernent for higher education rnstitutiol)s.

Open Spaces:

'l'he potential [oles open spaces rvith vegetatiou ol1 canrpus play have been rvell

docurnented. Open spaces with plants, walkways. shades and lights collectivell' create att

environurent appropriate lbr creative and irurovative ideas (USGBC 2009 ) than lbmral

classes. The design of the carnpus should, therefore. be in hannony with the local ecology

and sufficient open space.

6. I\{etropolitan cities aud Hllly Reglons:

Considering the constmints in the rnetropolitan cities and hilly terains, lbr land, the

Cormrittee recommends the following:

a The la[d requirement should be l0 acres with a 3-acre open space.

a Tlie land leed not be contiguous, scattered expausion lnay be permllted.

a Veftical expansion may also be permitted, wherever the law pennits. Accordrngly.
the built up area can be reduced. But the total area of open space should be

nraintained as ,3 acre {o supporl a healthy green carnpus.

Nole: UGC can consider proposals to establish unrversities lhat do not conlbnn to the above
lequirements on a case-to-case basrs.
