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There are 557 Hopcoms stalls in the state, out of
which 416 stalls are functioning and 141 stalls are
closed. District-wise details are provided in the
Annexure.

Reasons :

l. lntense business competition from
prestigious malls and private traders in
Bengaluru. ln some areas, stalls have been
demolished due to road widening and metro
construction.



ll. Some stalls are located in less populated areas'

hence due to less transaction stall are closed.

lll. Private traders sell fruits and vegetables in
mobile carts and on road side, this has

reduced the sale proceeds of Hopcoms.
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Yes, rules are there.
No private individuals sell fruits in Hopcoms stalls.

Most of the stalls are managed by the employees

of the Hopcoms. Some stalls are given on

franchise. Online billing system is in place in the

Hopcoms stalls and the prices are fixed on daily

basis and uploaded to the weighing scales.

Franchrsees also sell fruits at the prices fixed by the

Hopcoms every day. There is no scope for selling

fruits at a higher price.
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Yes. ln the interest of profitability of Hopcoms, a
provision has been made to sell other
agricultural/food products as per byelaws.

o Rice supplied by Karnataka Oil Federation
is being sold in the Hopcoms stalls.

. The basic objective of Hopcoms is to
purchase and market fruits and vegetables
grown by member farmers at a reasonable
price
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Total sanctioned posts are 782 in that 438 staff are
working in HOPCOMS in the state, and 344 posts
are vacant.
Day to day activities are being carried out by
employing staff on outsource basis, to avoid any
disruption due to shortage of staff
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Bangalore Hopcoms has incurred loss in the
previous 4 years as per the audit report. This loss

is due to the payment of post-retirement financial

benefits to the increased number of retired

employees during the period.
To come out of this following measures are taken:

1) Long term loan from the government for
working capital has been received to increase the
daily turnover of Hopcoms, steps are being taken

to supply fruits and vegetables at wholesale prices

to hotels, factories, organizations.
2) To sell fruits and vegetables through mobile
vehicles.

3) Fruits and vegetables are sold at apartments
across Bengaluru.
4. The current audit report for the year 2024-25 is

in progress and it is expected to be profitable.
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Bangalore Hopcoms has taken a loan of Rs. 15

crores from the Government for working capital at

an interest rate of 10.25 percent.
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
