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In the past 2 years, i.e, during 2023-24 and 2024-25, for the
development works under the jurisdiction of the Department of
Horticulture at the University of Horticultural Sciences, Bagalkot, a
total of 3 works were approved under the NABARD RIDF Tranche-
27 (2021-22) at a cost of %4,365.00 lakhs, and 01 work was
approved under the NABARD RIDF Tranche-29 (2023-24) at a cost
of ¥800.00 lakhs.

Out of this, over the last 2 years i.e., ¥2,275.00 lakhs in the
financial year 2023-24, and ¥381.38 lakhs in the financial year
2024-25 a total grant of ¥2,656.38 lakhs has been released.

Besides, Rs. 15 lakhs for establishing Kisan Mall at Bagalakote,
Rs. 3995 lakhs for construction of Administrative and Academic
Building of Horticulture College, Alamela, Rs. 150.00 lakhs for
establishing Seed Bank, Rs.489.00 lakhs for
establishing information Knowledge Centre for collecting real
time area, production, crop health data, Rs.75.00 lakhs for
research to find solutions for varietal conservation of Byadagi
Chilles and Leaf curl and Thrips has been sanctioned. Keladi
Shivappa Nayaka Agriculture and Horticulture University is
sanctioned with Rs. 43.61 lakhs to conduct research on Arecanut
Leaf Spot.
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Yes, the Government is aware of the need for funds for various
basic infrastructure, and other works at UHS, Bagalkot. Based on
the availability, the funds are being released in a phased manner.
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The Government has sanctioned a total of 2,028 acres and 35
guntas of lands to the University of Horticultural Sciences,
Bagalkot and its affiliated Horticultural Colleges for various
academic, research, and extension activities.
