After giving our thoughtful and dua consideration,
we ara of the view that the judgmant dalivered in
chg;g_tm_m_dioal__@uage {supza) needs reconsideration.
Wa do nok propede to stata reasons in detail at this
stage so as to see that it may not pnjudicially affect
¢he hearing of the matters. TFor this purpose wa have
kept in mind the following observations appearing in the

constitution Bench judgment of this Court in shagnandan

Faswan (supra) as undar:

".... If tha Review Bench of +the apax
court were raquired to give reascons, the
Review Banch would have to discuss the case
fully and elaborately and expose what
according to it constitutes an error in the
reasoning of the Original Bench and this would
inevitably result in pre-judgment of the case
and prejudice its re-haaring. A reasoned
ordar allowing a review petition and zatting
aside the order sought to be reviewed would,
evan befora the Te-hearing of the CASe,
dictate the direction of the re-hearing and
such direction, whethsr of binding or of
persuasive wvalua, wonld aonoaivahly in nost
cases adversely affect the losing party at the
re-hearing of the case. We are thereforas of
the view that the Review Bench in the presont
case oould not be Ffaulted for not giving
reasons for allowing the Review Paetition and
directing re-hesring of the appeal, It is
significant to note that all the threa Judges
of the Review Bench were unanimous in taking
the view that “any decision of the facts and
Circumstances which . constitutes errors
apparant on the face of record and |y reasons
for the findings that these facts and
circumstances constitute aexroxs apparent on
the face of record resulting in the success of
the review petition, may have the poasibility
of prejudicing the appeal which as a result of
my decision has to be re-heard..,.”

Suffice it is to mention that the majority view has
not taken into consideratien acwme binding precadants and
ROre partioularly, wae find that there was no discussion

among the members of the Banch befors pronouncaement of

the judgment.
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Ro, therafors, allow these raview patitions gnd

reacall the judgmant dated 18% July, 2013 and direct that

the matters ba haard atfresh. The review patitions stand

OFFICIAL RESOLUTION

Dr.Sharanprakash Rudreappa Patil,Hon’ble Minister Of

Medical Education:-

"The NEET examination system, which severely affects
the medical education opportunities of poor rural students,
makes schooling redundant and deprives the rights of the
State Governments to admit students in State Government
Medical Colleges, should be abolished.

And also the Karnataka Legislative Assembly
unanimously urges that the Union Government should
immediately provide to exempt the State of Karnataka from
this examination and to provide medical admissions based on
the Common Entrance Test (CET)} marks conducted by the
State Government obtained by students considering the
repeated irregularities in the NEET examinations, the Union
Government should also make necessary amendments in the
National Medical Commission Act, 2019 (Central Act 30 of
2019} so that the NEET system is given up at the National
Level."
