Regarding laborers working under the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA scheme

The Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme has been

notified in the State since 2006, under which 100 days of unskilled work is

provided in a financial year to each registered rural household.

Along with providing unskilled work to rural laborers, durable community assets

that support rural infrastructure development are being created. Under the

MGNREGA scheme, works are implemented as per the list of 266 permissible

works prescribed by the Gol.

Under the MGNREGA scheme for the year 2025-26, the Government of lndia has

fixed the notified wage rate for Karnataka at t370 per day.

Under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme, an

average of 53.00 lakh people are employed every year in the State. During the

FY2025-26, from April 2025 to the end of July 2025, a total of 32.55 lakh people

have been employed under the scheme.

The Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme is a

demand-driven programme for unskilled work. Under this scheme, the wage

component is funded by the Central Government and directly transferred to the

beneficiaries' accou nts through DBT, based on the person-days generated. As on

18.08.2025, an amount of t238.52 crore towards wages remains pending for credit

to the accounts of workers employed under the scheme.

The achievements of the state under the NREGA scheme in the last 2 vears

ln the FY 2023-24, under the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA scheme, 54.02 lakh people

were employed. Against the target of 13.00 crore person-days set by the Central

Government, 13.85 crore person-days were generated, achieving 106.54%. A total

of t3839.22 crore wages were directly transferred to the workers accounts. Overall,

an expenditure of t6298.54 crore was incurred under the scheme.
