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The government has not noticed the supply of
poor quality equipments by the Department of
Agriculture.

However on verification of seed samples it has come
to the notices of the government.

Before stocking the different types of seeds
supplied by the Agriculture Department at the Raitha
Samparka Kendras, the concerned companies ensure
the quality of the seeds and only the quality seeds are
stocked. However, before commencement of th
scason, seed inspectors draw the seed samples, send
them for analysis and ensure the quality of the seeds
before distributing to the farmers.

In case, if the seeds are found substandard, such seeds
will not be distributed to the farmers and action will be
taken against such companies as per Seed Act.

To ensure the supply of good quality seeds to
farmers, the State Government is enforcing the Central




Soad Laws viz.. Seed Act 1966, Seed Rules 1968 and |
Qeed Control Order 1983. On regular basis notilied
Seed Inspectors will randomly draw the samples from

the seed dealers and send them for analysis to conliri |

its quality parameters. Wherever substandard seeds are

noticed, action has been taken as per the provisions ol
the Seed laws. Further, action has been taken against

seed dealers distributing seeds (o farmers without valid
Seed license by seed inspectors and agriculture
specialists. Government of Karnataka has constituted
separate vigilance squad at State and division level
curb sale of spurious seeds. '

During present season, 7.52 lakh quintals |
(Kharif-4.06 lakh quintals and Rabi/Summer-3.40 lakli
quintals) of seeds have been distributed (o 1111'!&:‘1‘.‘;‘

under Department subsidy schemes. Farmers purchase

seeds from both Department’s Raitha samparka
kendras and also from authorized private dealer shops.
Seed inspectors notified from the Department will
draw seed samples both from Departments Radtha
Samparka Kendras and also [rom authorized private
dealers shops and these seeds will be analyzed in the
different seed testing laboratorics (Gingn atht,
Bangalore, Dharwad, Davanagere) of the state. Durin:
2022-23 totally 9614 seed samples have been analyzed
and out of which 227 samples are found substandurd.
With respect to these substandard seeds 154 cases have
been booked as per Seed Act. With respect 10
remaining 73 samples  case filing 15 under progress,
Details are provided in Annexure-I and 11.

[n the current year, vigilance (eams have
conducted inspection of seed outlets in various districts
of the state and 19 cases of unauthorized stocking have

been detected and confiscated. Licenses wer




suspended in 13 cases. Licenses were canceled in 2
cases. Cases have been filed in court for the remaining
4 cases. Around 434 quintals of sowing seeds worth
02.67 lakhs were seized in the said cascs, the details of
which are provided in Annexure-3.

In the current year, cases of crop loss due to supply
ol substandard seeds have not been reported to the
Government.

In case of crop loss due to supply of substandard
sceds, the farmers can file a complaint in the Consumer
Forum and if it is confirmed that the crop loss is due to
poor quality of seeds, they can get compensation as per
rules.
