. Expression of Interest (Eol) will be called, for selection of Service Providers to

express their willingness for establishment of Hobliwise Krishi Yantra Dhare
Centres.

Hobliwise work order will be issuad selected service providers with an
instruction to carry out Breli minary Bench Mark Survey about the farm
machineries required by the farmers as per the local cropping pattern in
coordination with ihe depariment.

Based on the Hobliwise Preliminary Bench Mark Survey conducted, the list of
farm machinery prepared with permission of the department, will be discussed
and approved by the District Lavel Copimittes constituted under the
Chairmanship of Chief Evecutive ()fficer (CEQ) of the Zilla Panchayat for
implementation, monitoring and fixation of rental charges of the farm
equipments to be shelved in CHSC Centres.

The farm machineries approved in the District Level Comimittee, procured from
the approved rate contract list of the department and shelved in the CHSC by
providing a suBsidy of 70 %. The farm machineries which are not available in
the departmental rate contract list which are required by the krishi yantra dhare
centres can be procuied through GEM (Govermment 2-Market)/KTPP Act and
for the equipments less than one lakh by genera! purchase regulations.

The subsidy for the farm machineries which are snelved in the krishi yantra
dhare centres will be provided only after verification and conformation from
department officiais. :

The District Level Committee can revise the rental rates of the farm
machineries shelved krishi vantra dhare centres once in six months or
fortnightly during the peak seasons, considering the expenditure of fuel,
maintenance and prevailing rental rates.

The departmental officers have to visit the krishi yantra dhare centres from time
to time to review the maintenance and the account keeping of the centres.

The Service Providers will submit the progress report to the concerned officers
every month.

0. An Administrative cost of Rs.1.50 lakhs will be provided one time to each

krishi yantra dhare centre. After complete utilization of slab wise allocaied
subsidy, based on the annual turnover of the centres a subsidy of Rs.5.00 lakhs
is being given for centres with annual turnover of Rs.10.00lakhs and Rs.2.50
lakhs for centres with less than Rs.10.00lakhs of annual turnover, for
procurement of new farm machineries and replacement of equipments at the
rate of 50% subsidy.
