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Lalbagh Garden is'a mega botanical garden spread over
240 acres. Daily more than 10,000 in the morning and
3,000 walkers in the evening and 3-4 thousand- tourist
visit the park. This will be more than 12-13 thousand

These days in order to take up .effectwe cleaning

work meetings and demonstrations are held with
private sector experts and hygiene exerts as well
as institutions and agencies. Based on their
suggestion effective measures for clean work are
adopted.

During 2020, 175 new dustbins are supplied by |.
private ‘institutions under CSR. Further, long
duration practical training imparted to the
cleaning staff of Lalbagh continuously by |-
engaging the service of 4 hygiene experts for 3
years . .

Lalbagh is made into 9 divisions and the {
respective supervising officer /staff are taking up

«cleaning on priority . effectively. Overall
supervision is taken up by ‘Assistant Director of
Horticulture and Deputy Director of Horticulture,
Lalbagh garden.

. Daily one team cleans up roads and prime places

while other two teams take up cleaning works in |
other areas of the garden by grass cutting,
disposal of dry leaves and twigs & stems. Fourth
team is disposing the dustbin trash. For this
purpose one tractor, two tippers, one Compactor
and two supervisors are engaged.

. The organic waste (leaf , cut grass, twigs etc) |-
collected in the garden are utilized for compost

making behind :deer nursery and rock in the
garden. Excess organic waste is transported to
biocentre under control of the department for

making compost and vermicompaost. Annually 25 |
tons of compost is made and utilized.

8. The other waste collected in Lalbagh is taken out
of Lalbagh by the contractor on daily bases
through compactor.

9. In order to prevent the entry of plastic bottle/
other plastic items and food covers into the
Lalbagh by visitors /walkers one lady home guard
is appointed each at four gates who inspect
everyone before entry. Plastic items/bottles are
removed there itself. -

10. Earlier 136 gardeners were sanctioned for
Lalbagh maintenance, now it is reduced 29. A
total 107 gardeners post are vacant, This has
'effected better maintenance of Lalbagh.
