PREAMBLE:

The Bangalore Palace (Acq‘ui"siti(an' and Transfer) Act, 1996 was
enacted to provide for the acquisition and transfer of the Bangalore Palace

and open space around it in the public interest and for its preservation and

for matters connected therewith. The assent of [lis Highness the President
of India was received on 15.11.1996 and the act was published in the official
gazette on 27.11.1996.  The Act was challenged before the Hon’bie High
Court of Karnataka and the Writ Petition was dismissed in favour of the
Government of Kamataka on 31.03.1997. :

The legal heirs of the Maharaja of Mysore approached the Hon'ble
Supreme Courl of India with several Special [.eave Petitions against the
judgment of the Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka. The Hon’ble Supreme
Court in its Record of Proceedings dtd:30.04.1997 has ordered status-quo in
Bangalore Palace Grounds.. Later in the Record of Proceedings
dtd:14.09.1998 and 25.01.2001 the Hon’ble Apex Court has allowed the
legal heirs to conduct the programs which are not inconsistent with the
object of the Acquisition Act, with the prevmus permission of° DPAR,
Government of Karnataka. :

Accordingly, the Government of Karnataka have issue the Guidelines
for according permission to conduct various functions in Bangalore Palace
Grounds for the first time in 2007. Later these Guidelines were revised-in
2008. The Hon'ble High Court of Karnataka in. WP N0:27299/2012 and WP

No:47827/2012 have orally observed that the guidelines should be precise

without giving scope for wide diseretion and resulting in discrimination and
should be as per the Hon'ble Supreme Court direciion. Hon’ble Legislative
Council sub committee has also obsérved on the similar lines. Henee, the
Governiment has found it necessary to revise and formulate new and
consolidated guidelines in consonance with the object of the Acquisition
Act, 1o help to take appropriate decision in according permission to conduct
various functions in Bangalore Palace Grounds.

Hence, the following order.

GOVERNMENT ORDER NO. DPAR 184 PSR 2012,
BANGALORE, DATED:21.12.2012

In the circumstances explained in the Preamble, the Government arc
pleased to issuc the following guidelines, in supersession of all the earlier
guidelines, for necessary guidance and compliance of all the concerned:

I. Only short-term programs not exceeding 3 days will be permitted
depending upon the merits of each case.

2. Structures erected, if any, for the permiteed short duration programs,
should be dis-mantled immediately-after completion ¢f the programs.
- 3. Programs which can be permitted include:
a. Marriage and Marriage Reception.’
b. Birthday paities.

¢. Political Party-Canfetences.

d. Flower shows and the programs related to Horticulture, -

- Forestry, FEnvironment related events.
e. Religious functions & Gonferences.
f. Programmes related to tree planta_&idn, ete.,
g. Any }l)rt)g,ram organized by the 'I.jépaﬂm'erlts' of the Statc

Government and the Government of India by its own resources.

4. No trees shall be cut and no damage ti the green cover in the
Bangalore Palace premises shall be caused.
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Applications for Government permission should be made oné month
prior to the date of the programs so that proper prior inquiry and due

diligence can be exercised on the event.

No Commercial activities like trade fairs, consumer exhibitions etc,
will be allowed.

No- functions in wh_i-c_h_pro.mot.i.qn, sale and serving of liquor and other
prohibitory items are involved shall be permitted.

. For each legal heir (Brether and Five Sisters) only orie function shall

be allowed on any one day to avoid traffic congestion and accidents
and also in view of ecological conservation.

. Events where risk of life or safety of participants as well as spectators,

is involved shall not be permitted.

10.Permission should not lead to any violation of the limits prescribed in

the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000.

11.Even though the Police protection, Fire Foree contingents are

provided by the Departraents of the Government after due payment of
the fees as, specified by the concerned authorities, the onus of the
responsibility of the safety and security of the people who gather
during the events uisc Jies on the legal heirs concerned and the
organizers of the event, : |
