(iv) all opencast workings;

(v) all conveyors or aerial ropeways provided for the bringing into or
removal from a mine of minerals or other articles or for the removal of
refuse therefrom;

(vi) all adits, livels, planes, machinery works, railways, tramways and sidings

in or adjacent to and belonging to a mine;
(vii) all protective works being carried out in or adjacent to a mine;
(viii) all workshop and store situated within the precincts of a mine and the
same management and used primarily for the purposes connected with
that mine or a number of mines under the same management;
