Whereas it is expedient further to amend the Registration Act 1908 (Central
Act 16 of 1908) in its application to the State of Karnataka for the purposes
hereinafter appearing;

Be it enacted by the Karnataka State legislature in the Seventy Sixth year of
the Republic of India as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be called the

Registration (Karnataka Amendment) Act, 2025.
(2) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by

notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

2. Amendment of section 17.- In the Registration Act, 1908 (Central Act 16
of 1908) (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Act), in section 17,-
fi) in sub-section (1), after clause (€}, before the proviso, the following shall
be inserted, namely:-
“(f) power of attorney authorizing transfer of immovable property with
or without consideration:”
it} in sub-section (2), clause (vii) and the entries relating thereto shall be
omitted.”
3. Amendment of section 33.- In the Principal Act, in section 33, in sub-
section (4),-
fij for the words “may be proved”, the words “shall be proved” shall be
substituted; and
(ii) after sub-section (4} as so amended, the following proviso shall be
inserted, namely:-
“Provided that a proof to the effect that the person executing the
power of attorney is alive shall be produced as specified in the rules
made under this Act.”
4. Amendment of Section 89.- In the Principal Act, in section 89, afier sub-

section (4), the following shall be inserted, namely:-

“(5) The documents executed by the Government Officers or certain public
functionaries as notified under section 88, shall send the documents electronically
to the Registering Officer within whose jurisdiction, the whole or any part of the
immovable property comprised in the documents is situated, and such officer shall
file the said document electronically in his appropriate Book number and shall get

the same preserved electronically ”

DRAFT RULES
1. Title and Commencement.- (1) These Rules may be called the

Karnataka Registration (Amendment) Rules, 2025.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the

Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 67.- In the Karnataka Registration Rules, 1965

(hereinafter referred to as the said rules), in Rule 67, the existing clause shall be



numbered as Sub-Rule (1), and after Sub-Rule (1), as so numbered, the

following shall be inserted, namely:-

"(2) For the purpose of Section 17 (f), Power-of-Attorney presented for
registration containing a recital that the attorney holder is authorized to transfer
the immoveable property with or without consideration and if the principal
resides,-

(i) in any part of India, it shall be registered in the office of a Sub-Registrar;

(ii) outside India, it shall be executed before and authenticated by the Notary
Public or any Court Judge, Magistrate or Indian Consul or Vice-Consul or
representative of the Central Government and registration of such Power of
Attorney is not necessary."

3. Amendment of Rule 171.- In Rule 171 of the said Rules, after Clause (xvi)
and the entries relating thereto, the following shall be inserted, namely:-
"(xvii). Section 33, that the representative, assignee or agent authorized
to present the document fails to produce proof that the person who
executed the power of attorney is alive and where the original power of
attorney or certified copy thereof, in case it is intended for multiple

transactions, is not annexed to the document sort to be registered.
Explanation: For the purposes of this Clause, proof of life means,-

(a) A Life Certificate issued by Magistrate or Gazetted officer or Post
Master or Inspector of Post office or Police officer not below the rank of
Sub-Inspector or Tahsildar or Assistant Revenue officer or Revenue
officer of the concerned local authorities or Panchayat Development
officer or Chief officer of the Municipalities or Commissioner of the City
Corporations or Muncipal Commissioner certifying that the person who
has executed the power of attorney and now resides in any part of India
is alive and such certificate shall be producéd within seven days from
the date of its issue; or Digital Life Certificate generated through the
UIDAI Aadhaar based Face Authentication Technology System,
certifying that the person who has executed the power of attorney and
now resides in any part of India is alive and such certificate shall be

produced within three days from the date of its issue.

(b) A Life Certificate issued by the Notary Public or any Court Judge,
Magistrate or Indian Consul or Vice-Consul or representative of the

Central Government certifying that the person who has executed the

power of attorney and now resides out of India is alive and such

certificate shall be produced within fifteen days from the date of its

issue."”
