written permlsston of the Chief Commissioner and orders have been issued under
section 307 of the gMP Act 2020 by the Zonal Commiss'\oners prescribing Lermis &
conditions of the Trade Licence to the Printers that without cubmission of the TOPY of
the written permiss’ron ynder section 158, the corrasponding disptay material shotl
not be printed.
