Applications have been received from the public to consider the
criterion of BPL for allotment of seats under RTE Quota. Many circulars have

been issued from time to rime about the entry class, admissible age,

neighbourhood etc. |

In view of the experiences during the course of implementation of RTE

Act, it is felt necessary to revise circulars and Government Orders and to issue

comprehensive order for effective implementation of the RTE Act-2009.

In the letter read at (7) above the Commissionef of Public Instruction,
has sent a _proposal to government 1o modify the Age of the child,
Neighbourhood and Disadvantaged group & weaker section accordingly
the followihg'order.

Under the circumstances explained above, following guidelines are
issued relating to admissible age, neighbourhood, selection process for
admission of children under section 12(1)(c) of the RTE Act 2003.- '

The schools claiming minority educational institutioﬁ*status should be
required to upload the copy of the certificate from the competent authority.
Coples of all such certificates should be sent to Director (Urdu and Other
Minority Language} for verification and _confirmation within a week. All such
schools having valid certificates from competent authority shall be outside the
purview of RTE quota. -

Age of the child

Under Section 3 of the RTE Act, Free and Compulsory Education is for Children“.
in the age group of 6-14 years. But Sections 11 and 12 of the-said Act makes

pfovision for pre-school education. where a school specified in clause (n) of
Section (2) imparts pre-school education, the provisionsbf_'dausés (a) to (c)
shall apply for admission to such pre-school education. Hence the state hereby
dec_lafes that 3 years 10 months to 4 years 10 months for entry to LKG, & 5

Neighbour hood

- The provision regarding neighbourhood schools as specified in Rule-4 of
the Karnataka Right of Children to Free and Compuisory Education Rules-2012
apply to such admissions. tn case of rural area 1 km “from the
habitation/viliage for classes 1 to 5 and in urban area, the area of the
neighbourhood shall be the area of ward notified for .the purpose of
governance of the local authority. Distance of 1 km wilt not apply in urban
area. ' ,

Parents residing in the neighbourhood can apply maximum five schools
giving preference only to schools located in the neighbourhood.

Admission under RTE quota can be sought only in 3 _n_eighbourhood
school. In urban areas, a municipal ward constitutes the neighbourhood,

whereas in rural area of 01 km from a habitation or village will constitute the

neighbourhood. For the purpose of mapping in the software, habitation or a

village in rural area and ward in urban area can be taken as the
neighbourhood. ' '

In urban areas if a ward has governmént school, aided school and
unaided RTE quota school (ie, unaided school not having minority educational
institution status), the parents residing in that ward may seek admission for

their children in any of such schools in that ward including admission in the
'unaided school under RTE quota. '

If a ward does has-only government school and / or aided school but
does not has an unaided RTE quota school, the parents residing in that ward

cannot seek admission for their children under RTE quota in any unaided
school outside that ward.

Only in the event of ward not having any school, the parents residing in
that ward may seek admission for their children under RTE quota in an unaided
schoot in neighbouring ward.
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Norms prescribed above for mapping, admission 10 the neigh.bourbood
in urban areas will apply to mapping, admission in schools located in 2
habitation or a village inrural areas. '

Selection Process ‘

Unaided schools shall earmark at-least 25% of their strength of the entry
class as on 30" September of the previous year in conformity with’ figures
mentioned in UDISE. Out of 25% of the seats, 7.5% of seats shall be provided

"to children belonging to Scheduled Caste and 1.5% of seats to Children

belonging to “Scheduled Tribe. The balance of 16% seats shall be provided to
other Categories of children belonging to disadvantaged group and children

belonging to weaker sections living in the neighbourhood.

Parents seeking admission under RTE quota have to apply through
online. Those who have no access to internet can approach with required
documents either the Head Teacher or the Block Education Officer concerned
and get their application processed through online.

Applications received shall be scrutinized through software in’ batch
mode electronically and SMS shall be sent to the parents concerned in batch

‘mode to rectify the mistakes, either through internet dlrectly or through the

jurisdictionat Block Education Officer, within the stipulated time.

Parents can approach the jurisdictional Block Education Officer with
required documents for rectification of thoseé mistakes which cannot be
rectified through software.

After causing thorough verification of relevant documents the BEO
concerned shall upload the entries: List of ehg:ble candldates shall be
generated through online software.

While considering the applications of children belonging to

_Disadvantaged Group & Weaker Section, the applications. of children whose

parents’ or. guardian’s annua! income is equal to or less than Rs. 01 lakh shall

" Preamble:

1 In_accordance with provision of sub-section (2) of section 35 of lhe. Right of

~ Children 1o Free and Compuisory Education Act 2009 (hereinalter called RTE Act),

Government of Karnataka had issued detailed guidelines vide referenee (1) on 8.2.2016
regarding age of the child, neighborhood criteria. prool for income, residence,
disadvantaged group and weaker seclion, and selection process for admission of.
children in privale unaided schools as per section 12(1)(c} of the RTE Acl. Since then

there have been cerlain changes requiring modification of certain guidelines lo be
foliowed for the admissions for academic year 2017-18. :

2. For providing relief to the families of farmers who have committed suicide due to
drought conditions, it has been decided to arrange free education for their children. It is
felt necessary to include such children under the category of those belonging to
disadvantaged group for purpose of admissions as per seclion 12(1){c) of the RTE Acl.

3. There -are requests from several parents, people's represenlatives and non-
governmental organizations lo allow for admissions in the adjacent wards in urban
areas. At the same time, il is noted thal several schools are not in a position to meel the
requisite percentage prescribed in section 12{1){c) of the Act due to lack of applicalions
frorn parents residing in the neighbourhood. At the same time, such schools find it

1
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impracticai due to paucity of lime duting the admission process lo approach the
government under rule 7(3) of the Karnataka Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules-2012(hereinafter called RTE Rules) to extend lhe -neighbourhood
limits. On consideration of such requests and the time limitation being faced by the
schools 1o get the prior approval, it has been decided to provide a standing framework
for considering the applications received from the parents residing in adjacent wards in
municipal corporation areas and in villages adjacent to the urban areas as a second
preference after fully considering the applications received from the neighbourhcod as
prescribed in rule 4(1) of the RTE Rules.

4 In the previcus years, each RTE applicant was provided with an opporunity lo
apply for a RTE. seat ciling 5 preferences of his choice in a single application. It was
noticed that there were more than one lakh duplicate applications as several parents
filed multiple number of applications. using different government recognized identity and
residence proof documents. As the admission process is based on IT system based

randdmrse1eclion (lottery system). the duplicate applications provide unfair advantage to
such parents and their children, . :

5. It was also noticed in previous years that there were several applications from
parents residing in areas much beyond the neighbourhood limits prescribed under rule
4(1)seeking admissions in schools perceived to have betler quality of education. Due lo
limitations of the address validation criteria and process, some of those applications got
considered in the random selection process on par with the applications. received from
the parents residing in the neighbourhood. During the consullation process, suggeslions
have been received to improve the validation process in order to prevent such allempls.
The use of Aadhaar for validaling identity and address of the applicants has been found

lo be an effective way for weeding out-duplicate applications and {for applying. the
neighbourhood crileria in a consistent manner. )

b. For facilitaling application, selection and admission process in consislent,
objective;- convenienl and hassle free manner, and for giving adequate time to the
parents. to apply for and get Aadhaar enrollment done. the Stale Government had
issued a notification under the Aadhaar Act and the Aadhaar Regulations 2016 on
12.12.2016 vide reference 7 prescribing use of Aadhaar and authentication. In
pursuance of thal notification, specific arrangements have been made lo facilllate
Aadhaar enrollment of parents and their children al Revenue Hobli, Taluka and Dislrict
levels and in BEBMP area through Alalji Jana Snehi Kendras, permanent enrollment
centers in district revenue offices, Karnataka-One and Bangalore-One centers.

7. The reimbursement of expendilure incurred by the private schools for sludy of
children admitted under section 12(1)(c) of the RTE Actis funded by the Government of
India and the Government of Karnalaka jointly as part of Sarva Shiksha Abhlyana
(SSA). The Government of India vide ils nolification at reference 10 has mandated use
of Aadhaar for providing benefits under the SSA in convenient and hassle free manner. '
The notification provides for furnishing proof of possession of Aadhaar or undergoing
Aadhaar -authenticalion or enrolling for Aadhaar or applying for Aadhaar. The

’ notiﬁcal_lon requites the Slate Governmenl to ‘make arrangements for Aadhaar

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enrollment of the prospective peneficiaries. The notification also provides for alternate
document to be provided by those who are unable to gel the enrolment done inspite of
making a request for the same. ' :

8. In the letter at reference 8, the Commissioner of Public Instruction-has senl a
proposal to Government to modify certain guidelines for effective implementation of the
admissions provisions under the RTE Act. :

9. in view of the above .considerations, fdllowing guidelines are issued as per
provision of section 35(2) of the RTE Act, These guidelines modily or supersede the

. earlier guidelines to the extent those guidelines are inconsistent or contrary to

guidelines issued through this order. This order should be read wilh the -order dated

If some of the seals
reserved for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe remain unfilled at the
neighbourhood level even afler consideration of the second preference
applications as envisaged in para 2 lo 5. those seals will be assigned to
remaining categories of children belonging to disadvanlaged group and weaker
seclion as defined in Rule 2(e) & 2(f) of the RTE Rules. In case, the seals
reserved for such other categories of children remain unfilled at the school level,

those- seats shall be filled from among children from Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribe. - - '

Preamble:

1. In accordance with provision of sub-section (2) of section 35 of the Right of
Children lo Free and Compulsory Education Acl 2009 (hereinafter called RTE Act),
Government of Karnataka has-issued delailed guidelines vide reference (7) on 4.3.2017
regarding neighborhood criteria, proof for identity, residence, disadvantaged group and

weakeT seclion, applicalion process, and selection process for admission. of children in

privale unaided schools other than minority schools, as per seclion- 12(1)(c) of the RTE
Act, .

2. Based on lhe experience of implementation of lhe admissions under seclion
12(1){c) of the RTE Act since 2012, it.is found neéessary lo prescribe guidelines {or
determinalion of the number of seats lo be earmarked in each prlvale school for such
admissions in consislent and objeclive manner.

3 It is' noted that there are variations in strength of class 1 in several schools on’
year-to year basis. The aclual slrength gets known only after completion of the
admission process in normal course, i.e, admission of children outside the scope of
section 12{1Xc) of the RTE Act. By thal lime, it becomes loo lale to earmark number of

seals for selection of children through lhe IT syslem based random process for

admission under the RTE Act. For the purpose of determining the number of seats lo be

'earmarked for admission under the Acl during academic year 2017-18, !here is a need

1o, pfescribe 3 specific benchmark
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4. Section 12 {1){c) ol the RTE Act stipulates that.a privale unaided schocl shall
admit in class 1, 1o the extent of at least 25 percent of the strength of that class, children

‘belonging 1o disadvantaged group and weaker section in the neighbourhoed and

provide free and compulsory education lill its completion. The Act provides further that
whaere such school imparts pre-school education, the above mentioned provision shall
apply to such pre-school education. The. pre-school education is generally referred .as-
pre-primary education in Karnataka in classes LKG and UKG. o

5. There are a number of standalone pre-primary schools imparting education in
classes LKG and UKG only. Those schools have not heen covered under Lhis provision
of the Acl as the parents admitting their children in such standalone schools under the
RTE Acl would have 10 look for admitting their children again in class 1 in another
school providing primary education after two years of pre-primary educalion. 1t will not
be practical to arrange admission of such children in another schoof, besides the
selection itself being based on random selection by the IT system.

6. There are a.number of prmary schools impaning pre-primary education also. In
those schools the classes starl from LKG. It is noted that several of such schools have
wo entry levels,'i.e., they admit children at starl of the pre-primary education in class
LKG, and also admit children at start of the primary education in class 1. The
agmissions in class 1in ceveral cases is over and above the children ptomoled from
class UKG in the same school to class 1, i.e., fresh admission are done in class 1 for
lhe children who have not studied in the same school al pre-primary level. As a result,

several of such schools have much higher sirength in class 1 as compared 10 the . -

strenglh in class LKG.

7. it is noted from analysis of \he admission data of academic year 2016-17 that

“inere are 2281 schools imparting pre-primary and primary education both but having

much higher student strength in class 1 as compared to (hat in class LKG. In those

- 2281 schools, the total student strength in class 1 is higher than the strength in dass

LKG by nearly 50200. These schools by declaring class LKG as the enlry level for
purpose of admission under the RTE Act, though they have been admitting students in
class 1 also, have been evading their responsibility under the Act towards the children
pelonging 10 disadvantaged gfoup and weaker section. in view of 'such attempls 10
evade, il is found necessary 10 prescribe guidelines to determine numbet of seals lo be
earmarked in a consistent and objective manner for admission in.class LKG and class !
in schools having two entry levels.

8. In the letter at reference 6 the Commissioner of Public Instruction has sen! a
proposal 1o Government to modify certain guidelines for effective implementation of the
admission provisions under the RTE Act. C

9. in view of the above considerations, following guidelines” are issued 3s pefl
provision of seclion 35(2) of the RTE Act. These guidelines modify or supersede the
eafhier guidelines to the extent those guidelines are inconsistent or contrary 1o
guidelines issued through this order, This order should be read with the order of even
number dated 3.3.2017 al reference 7.
