The Concessionaire shall adhere to the Construction Requirements and achieve COD on
or before the Scheduled Project Completion Date.

The Concessionaire may undertake Construction Works by itself or through a Sub-
contractor possessing the requisite technical, financial and managerial
expertise/capability, but in either case, the Concessionaire shall remain responsible to
meet the Construction Requirements. Concessionaire shall obtain prior approval from
BBMP before appointing sub contractor.

The Concessionaire, shall before commencement of Construction Works have requisite
organization and designate and appoint suitable officers/representatives as it may deem
appropriate to supervise the Project, to deal with the BBMP Representative and to be
responsible for all necessary exchange of information required pursuant to this
Agreement.

For the purpose of determining that Construction Works are being undertaken in
accordance with the Construction Requirements and O&M Requirements, the
Concessionaire shall with due diligence carry out all necessary and periodical tests in
accordance with the Construction Requirements and O&M Requirements. The
Concessionaire shall maintain proper records of such Tests and the remedial measures
taken to cure the defects or deficiencies, if any, indicated by the Test Results.

All tests shall be conducted in accordance with the Construction Requirement. If the
Tests are successful and the Project Facilities can be safely and reliably opened for
operation the Completion Certificate shall be provided by the BBMP Representative.

Provided, notwithstanding that certain works or things forming part of Construction
Works are not complete, if following tests. BBMP Representative determine that the
Project Facilities can be safely and reliably opened for operation. BBMP Representative
may issue Provisional Completion Certificate to the Concessionaire. The Provisional
Completion Certificate shall have appended thereto a list of outstanding items jointly
identified by the BBMP Representative and the Concessionaire ("Punch List"). All Punch
List items shall be completed by the Concessionaire within such time as may be
determined by the BBMP Representative, not exceeding 90 (Ninety) days of the date of
Provisional Completion Certificate or for such further period as may be provided by the
BBMP Representative. Upon satisfactory completion of all the Punch List items, the
BBMP Representative shall promptly in any case within 15 days thereof issue
Completion Certificate.

Provided that the COD is delayed beyond 120 (One Hundred Twenty) days of
theScheduled Project Completion Date. BBMP shall subject to the provisions of Article 8
be entitled to terminate this Agreement and take necessary actions as per Article 8.

General Obligations
The Concessionaire shall at its own cost, risk and expense:

(a) investigate, study, design, renovate, operate and maintain the Project Facilities in
accordance with the provisions hereof:

(b) obtain all Applicable Permits as required by or tinder the Applicable Law and be in
compliance thereof at all times during the Agreement Period:

(c) comply with Applicable Law governing the operations of Municipal Solid Waste
processing units and sanitary landfill until at all times during the Agreement Period.

(d) endeavour to sell or otherwise dispose off, all recyclables in a manner which is not
detrimental to the environment:

(e) endeavour to improve the ancillary conditions and infrastructure related to the Project,

(f) procure and maintain in full force and effect, as necessary, appropriate proprietary
rights, licenses, agreements and permissions for materials, methods, processes and systems
used in or incorporated into the Project:

(g) make efforts to maintain harmony and good industrial relations among the persorinel
employed in connection with the performance of its obligations under this Agreement and
shall be solely responsible for compliance with all labour laws and solely liable for all
possible claims and employment related liabilities of its staff employed in relation with the
Project and hereby indemnifies BBMP against any claims, damages, expenses or losses in
this regard and that in no case and shall for no purpose shall BBMP be treated as employer
as employer in this regard;

(h) make its own arrangement for construction materials and observe and fulfill the
environmental and other requirements under the Applicable Law and Applicable Permits

(i) be responsible for all the health, security, environment and safety aspects of the Projects
at all times during the Agreement Period.

(i) Ensure that the Projects Facilities remain free from all encumbrances and take all steps
necessary to remove encroachments, if any;

(k) upon receipt of a request thereof, afford aecess to the Project Facilities to the authorized
representative of BBMP for the purpose of ascertaining compliance with the terms,
covenants and conditions of this Agreement.

(I) Procure and maintain all utilities such as electricity, water, telecommunications,
sewerage etc, as required by the Project Facilities

(m) Pay all taxes, duties and outgoings, including utility charges relating to theProject
Facilities.
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(n) Abide by the instructions issued by BBMP or any Government Agency as
consequences of a breach of any of its obligations under this Agreement.

(o) Entire processing of MSW shaft be done in closed environment.

(p) Greenery (Buffer zone) shall be developed around the site.
(q) Entire property shall be fenced.

(r) Preference shall be given to the local people for the employment.
(s) It is the responsibility of the agency to ensure good relationship with local residents.
(t) Existing pollution control norms shall be strictly adhered to.

(u) Pollution level shall be monitored periodically.

(v) Company shall adhere to the instructions/policies/ orders issued by the Government or
other Authorities, from time to time.

(w) The company shall appoint a full time Environment Engineer for the plant.

(x) The company shall receive and commence the processing of MSW within the
scheduled period stipulated in the agreement.

(y) To get the health checkups of the staff and workers of the facility once in six months
i.c., in the month of January and July of every year and submit the reports of the same to
BBMP.

The Concessionaire shall weigh the MSW and get it duly certified by the BBMP
Representative in the manner as set out in the D&M Requirements. The Concessionaire shall, on
the Sth day of every month or in case the Sth day of month is a holiday then on the following
working day of such month, submit the BBMP a staternent ("Waste Receipt Statement™)
providing the following details, in the manner as set out in the O&M Requirements:

(i) Total quantity of Municipal Solid Waste supplied by BBMP in the previous month
calculated in accordance with Clause 4

(ii) Tipping Fee payable to the Concessionaire in accordance with Schedule6.

(iii) Amount payable, if any, to the Concessionaire by BBMP in accordance with Clause
5.1 and Clause 6.1

(iv) Amount payable, if any, to BBMP by the Concessionaire in accordance with Clause
4.11(b)

(v) Quantity of Municipal Solid Waste on each day of the previous month along with proof
of certification of the same by the BBMP Representative

(vi) Amount of Tipping Fee for the previous month calculated in accordance with
Schedule 6.

(vii) Details of MSW processed and by-products extracted & rejects / inerts disposed.

(viii) Compost analysis report.
