Fixation of pay under Ruls 41-C of the KCSRs Clarification regarding Rule 41-C of the KCSRs was
introducad by Government Notification No. FD 118 SRS 78, dated 3-11-1 978, regulates initial
fixation of pay, where a Military officer of the rank of Junior Commissioned Officer or below -
discharged from Wiiitary service before superannuation is appointad to a post in the Siate Civil
Services in accordance with the Rules regulating appointmant thersio. '

According to the Armny Rules, a psrson in Military service may be discharged-
(1) on fulfiliment of the conditions of his enrolment of having reached the stage at which
- discharge may be enforced; or 7
{2) on completion of the period of Army Service;
{3)  on being found medicaily unfit for further service; or
, {’4) - on request before fulfilling the conditions of enrolment; or |
{3} Asameasurs of disciplinary penaity.

ltis hereby clarified that the provisions of the aforesaid rules are applicable only if a military officer
of the rank of Junior Commissioned Officer or below discharged from Military service with Military
pension/reservist faafwar injury pay, before superannuation is appointed fo a post in accordance
with the rules regulating recruilment thereto. The benefit of the Rule Is not applicable fo othar cases
of discharge from Military services.

These orders shall be deemsd to have come into force with effect from 11-4-1 963.

The pay of persons already fixed in accordance with G.0.No HD 102 MSS 73, dated 17-12-1974
shall be deemed to have been fixed in accordance with the provisions of these orders.

Ex-Military personal are appointed from time to time to various posts in the State Civil Services
along with others by “direct recruitment’ in accordance with the rules of recruitment made under the
proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution. Some of these ex-military persons are in receipt of
pension according to the defence regulations. The qusstion whether the empioyment of the
persons in State Services made in accordance with the rules of recruitment applicable to any post
constitutes re-employment attracting the provisions of Rule 313 (b) of the KCSRs has been

examined and the following clarifications are issued:

() The appaintment of discharged military personnel to posts in the State Civil Services in
accordance with the rules of recruitment, prescribed for the posts cannot be treated as
re-employment and therefore Rule 313(b) of KCSRs is not applicable to their cases. The
said rule applicable to pensioners who are re-employed in State Civil Services under Rule
15 of the KCS (General Recruitment) Rules, 1977.

(f) The pay of ex-military personnel appointed to posts in the Siate Civil Services in

- accordance with the rules of recruitment prescribed for the posts has to be fixed ordinarily

at the minimum of the time scale of pay of the posts to which they are appointed, subject to
general orders issued by Government providing for higher starting pay in some cases.

The Ex-Combatant Clerks of Defence Forces of the Government of India who were released or
discharged from the Forces without pensionary benefits and who have been or are appointed as
Second Divisicn Clerks in accordance with the rules of recruitment applicable to these posts are
“entitled to the fixation of initial pay at a higher stage above the minimum of the pay scale of the posts
by grant of premature increments equal to the number of their completed years of service as
combatant clerks under the provisions made in G. 0. referred to above (G.O.No FD 32 SRS 78,
dated 22-6-1978). in the context of application of the above mentioned order, it is considered
riecessary to clarify how to determine whether a person was or was not a combatant clerk in the
defence forces. In the defence, there are both combatant clerks and non-combatant clerk. Whiie
both have the cierical designation, a combatant clerk is in addition, ‘uninformed and is recognised
by a military rank’, A non-combatant clerk is not given military a rank, Therefore, while considering
the request of any person in this behalf, it is necessary to make verification of the military rank
assigned to him in the defence forces. in order to avoid errors, it is heréby directed that all such
cases should be referred to the Secretary, Rajya Sainik Board who should certify whether any
person could be considered to be an ex-combatant clerk eligible for the benefit contemplated in ihe
G.O. dated 22-6-1978. '

Cases in .which the benefit of the G.0. has already been given should be reviewed if necessary in
consultation with the Secretary, Rajya Sainik Board.
