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“candidate who have studied in Kannada
Medium from 1% to 10" standard in places
outside the state of Karnataka and passed the
qualifying examination from any Government
or Government recognized educational
Institution.”




Provided that such candidates need not appear
for Kannada Language Test conducted by the
Karnataka Examinations Authority.
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
