3 BENEFITS EXTENDED TO WAR WIDOWS/ BATTLE WOUNDED. Benefits
extended to the War Widows/ Dependents or battle wounded with more than 50% disability
during War/ War like operations are as follows :-

(a) Ex-Gratia grant of Rs 5,00,000/- to Window/ Dependents of Soldiers killed in
action and Battle Casualty with more than 50% disability. Rs 1,00,000/- to the battle
casualty with below 50% disability. Ex-Gratia of Rs 25 lakhs is given to the War Widows
from Chief Minister Relief Fund since Feb 2016.

(by 2 Acres of Wet Land or 4 Acres of Rain Fed or 8 Acres of Dry land is given. If
land is not available for allotment, a cash grant of Rs 10,00,000/- is admissible.

(c)  Cash grant for construction of house for Officers/ JCOs Rs 6,00,000/- and Other
Ranks Rs 4,50,000/-.

(d)  Free site measuring 40 x 60 ft for Offrs & JCOs and 30 x 40 ft for Other Ranks.
