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THE KARNATAKA SOCIETIES REGISTRATION (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2024 

A Bill further to amend the Karnataka Societies Registration Act, 1960. 

 Whereas, it is expedient further to amend the Karnataka Societies 

Registration Act, 1960 (Karnataka Act 17 of 1960) for the purposes hereinafter 

appearing. 

 Be it enacted by the Karnataka State Legislature in the seventy second year 

of the Republic of India, as follows:- 

1. Short title and commencement.-(1) This Act may be called the 

Karnataka Societies Registration (Amendment) Act, 2024. 

 (2) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by 

notification appoint. 

2. Amendment of the Preamble.- For the Preamble of the  

The Karnataka Societies Registration Act, 1960 (Karnataka Act No. 17 of 

1960), (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Act), the following shall be 

substituted namely:-  

“WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the registration of 

literary, scientific, charitable,  Social Cultural, other societies 

and clubs  in the State of Karnataka;” 

3. Amendment to section 2.-In section 2 of the Principal Act),- (i) for clause 

(a) the following shall be substituted, namely:- 

“(a) “Administrator” means an officer appointed by the state 

Government under section 27A of the Act;” 

(ii) after clause (a) so substituted, the following shall be inserted, 

namely:- 

“(a1) Byelaws” means the byelaws registered or deemed to have been 

registered under this Act and includes Memorandum of Associations and Rules 

and Regulations existing on the date of commencement of this Act;  

“(a2) “Chief Executive” means honorary / paid employee by whatever 

name called who discharges the duties, functions and responsibilities and day to 

day administration of the society and who is the custodian of the records, assets 

and liabilities of the society as provided in the Act, Rules and Bye laws; 

“(a3) “Committee” means the executive committee electedor 

administrator appointed to whom the management of the affairs of a society is 

entrusted by its bye laws; 
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“(a4) “Court” means in the City of Bangalore, City Civil Court and 

elsewhere, the Principal Civil Court of place of Registration of Society; 

“(a5) “Honorary Member” means a person  appointed by the 

Government or managing committee of the society  without payment of admission 

fee or annual subscription or any type of fees; 

(iii) after clause (b), the following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“(b1) “Nominal Member” means a person having business dealings or 

transaction with the society or utilizing the services of the society for a temporary 

period and has no right to vote in the election of office-bearers or to become an 

office-bearer or to attend any meetings convened by the society;  

“(b2) “Office Bearer” means the President/ Chairperson, Vice 

President/ Vice Chairperson, Treasurer, Chief Executive by whatever name called 

or any other person among the managing committee to whom the powers and 

functions of the managing committee are entrusted with;  

(iv) clause (d) shall be omitted; 

(v) after clause (e), the following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“(e-1) “Society” means an organization run by a group of persons or 

association of persons or other association of individuals including clubs, with the 

object of non-profit making providing sports, gymnasium, cultural, recreational 

and other service activities; 

(e-2) “State Government” means the Government of Karnataka; ” 

(vi) for clause (f) the following shall substituted namely:-  

“(f) „year‟ means the year ending on the 31st day of March”.  

 4. Amendment to section 3.- In section 3 of the Principal Act,-  

(i) after clause (c), the following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“(c1)Promotion of Social and Cultural activities; 

(ii)  after clause (g), the following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“(h) Clubs providing sports, gymnasium, cultural, recreational and other 

service activities of entertainment” 

5. Amendment to section 4.- For section 4 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted, namely:- 

“4. Conditions of registration.- Every society carrying on activities 

mentioned under section 3 consisting of at least seven and more persons shall be 

registered within six months from date of commencement of the Karnataka 

Societies Registration (Amendment) Act, 2024:   
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Provided that, in case of a club consisting of fifty and more persons shall be 

registered within six months from the date of commencement of the Karnataka 

Societies Registration (Amendment) Act, 2024.  

Provided further that, a society already registered under the Companies Act, 

1956(Central Act 1 of 1956) or the Companies Act, 2013 (Central Act 18 of 2013) 

shall not be registered under this Act. 

Provided also that, a society or club already registered under this Act before 

commencement of the Karnataka Societies Registration (Amendment) Act, 2024 

need not be registered under this section.” 

6. Amendment of section 6.- For section 6 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted, namely:- 

“6.Requirements with respect to bye law.-  

The byelaws of a society shall provide for the following matters, namely:- 

(i) Name, place, address and area of operation of the society; 

(ii) Objectives of the society; 

(iii) Activities that could be taken up by the society; 

(iv) Admission, qualification and disqualification of members; 

(v) Constitution of the committee and sub-committees and their terms of 

office; 

(vi) Qualification and disqualification for the membership of the managing 

committee / directorship; 

(vii) Duties, functions and responsibilities of the managing committee; 

(viii) Procedure for the election of the members of the managing committee; 

(ix) Procedure for the election of office-bearers; 

(x) Powers, duties and responsibilities of the office-bearers; 

(xi) Notice to convene the managing committee and sub-committee 

meetings, annual general meeting, special general meeting and other 

meetings;  

(xii) Conduct of annual general meeting, special general meeting, 

committee and sub-committee meetings, procedure to be followed at 

such meetings including voting by the members; 

(xiii) Recording the proceedings of the meetings of the General Body, 

Special General Body, Committee and sub-committee; 
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(xiv) Writing up and maintenance of books of accounts and records etc., 

preparation of financial statements and returns to be filed before the 

Registrar; 

(xv) Custody of records, assets, liabilities and cash; 

(xvi) Mobilization of resources for managing the society including admission 

fee, membership fee or annual subscription; 

(xvii) Subsidiary organizations that could be formed by the society; 

(xviii) Any other provisions relating to the achievement of the objectives of 

the society. 

(2) There shall be registered with the bye law of the society, which shall 

contain provisions relating to admission of members, general meetings, 

proceedings at such meetings including voting by members, the committee and 

proceedings of meetings of the committee:  

Provided that save as otherwise provided in this Act, no bye law of a society 

shall exclude any member from being entitled to vote. 

(3) The bye law of the society shall be printed or typewritten, be divided 

into paragraphs numbered consecutively and be signed by each subscriber to the 

bye law (who shall add his address, description, age and occupation, if any) in the 

presence of at least one witness who shall attest the signature and shall likewise 

add his address, description and occupation.  

(4) The Byelaws of a society shall be in kannada. If it is in English or any 

other language, a certified copy of the kannada version shall be filed within three 

months from the date of registration”.  

7. Amendment of section 8.- In  section 8 of the Principal Act, after sub-

section (2) the following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“2(a) If the Registrar is unable to dispose of such application within the 

period of Sixty days in sub section (2) the society and its byelaws shall be deemed 

to have been registered.” 

8. Insertion of new section 8A.- After section 8 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“8A. Appointment of nominee by the Government.- If the land has 

been transferred, leased, rented or granted or any other facility is given on 

concessional rate by the State Government to a club, one nominee of the concerned 

Department of the State Government shall also be a member of the Governing body 

of the club.” 
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9. Omission of section 9.-Section of the Principal Act, the following shall be 

Omitted. 

  10. Amendment of section 10.-For section 10 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be  substituted, namely:- 

“10. Amendment of Byelaws.-  

(1) A society may, be a resolution passed in the annual general body or 

special general body meeting convened in the manner specified herein 

after, amend the provisions of its Byelaws, so far as may be required, to 

enable it to- 

(a) alter extend or abridge such purpose of other purposes specified in 

section 3; or 

(b) carry on the administration of the society more economically or more 

efficiently; or 

(c) attain its main purpose by new or improved means. 

(2) No amendment proposed under sub-section (1) shall be valid unless such 

proposal for amendment has been agreed to by two thirds of the 

members entitled and voting at a general meeting. 

(3) Every proposal for approval of such amendment shall be forwarded to the 

Registrar within forty five days from the date of the general meeting along 

with such fee as may be specified. If the proposed amendment: 

(i)  is not contrary to the provisions of this Act and the Rules; 

(ii) is not inconsistent with the principle of social justice; 

       Registrar may register the amendment within a period of sixty days from 

the date of receipt of the proposal. 

(4) If the Registrar is unable to dispose of such application within the period 

specified in sub-section (3), the amendment of the byelaws shall be 

deemed to have been registered. 

(5) No amendment of the Byelaws shall be valid unless such amendment has 

been registered or is deemed to have been registered under this Act. 

(6) The Registrar shall forward to the society a copy of the registered 

amendment together with a certificate signed by him, and such 

certificate shall be conclusive evidence that the amendment has been 

duly registered or is deemed to have been registered. 

(7) If the Registrar refuses to register the amendment of the byelaws under 

sub-section (3), any person aggrieved by such refusal may appeal to the 
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Registrar of Co-operative Societies in Karnataka to register the 

amendment. 

Provided that such appeal shall be accompanied by such fee as may be 

specified by the “Registrar of Co-operative Societies. 

10(a ) Registered Office. - Every registered society shall- 

(1) have a registered office to which all communications and notices may be 

addressed and shall file with the Registrar notice of situation of such 

office and of any change thereof within such period as may be prescribed 

after the date of the registration of the society or after the date of change, 

as, the case may be ; 

(2) Keep displayed on the outside of its registered office its name in a 

conspicuous position, in legible characters and, if the characters 

employed therefor are not those of Kannada, also in the characters of 

Kannada. 

10(b) Area of operation of the society.-Society shall be registered whose 

area of operation for the purpose of admission of members is within the State of 

Karnataka.    To open units outside the State, the society shall take prior 

permission from the Registrar of Co-operative Societies in Karnataka. 

10(c) Committee.- (1) Every registered society shall have a committee of not 

less than seven members to manage its affairs.  

(2) A copy of the register shall be filed either at the time of the 

registration of the society or within such period as may be prescribed from the 

appointment of the members of the first committee and the notice of any change 

among the members of the society or of the committee shall be filed within such 

period as may be prescribed from the date of such change. 

(3) The members of the committee shall be appointed / elected at a 

meeting of the society by a resolution of a majority of the members present and 

entitled to vote thereat. 

(4) The term of office of the members of the committee shall not exceed 

five years from the date of their appointment /election. 

(5) The members of the committee shall be eligible for re-appointment. 

(6) The chief Executive of the society or any staff of a society shall not 

have a right to contest in the election of the office bearers of the committee.” 

11. Amendment of section 11.- In section 11 of the Principal Act, for sub-

section (3)  the following shall be  substituted, namely:- 
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“(3) A special general meeting may be convened at any time on the 

direction of the registrar, or on the requisition of not less than one-third of the 

number of members of the committee, or one-tenth of the total number of 

members of the society, entitled to vote who shall state in writing the business for 

which they wish the meeting to be convened and the committee shall, within ten 

days from the date of the receipt of the requisition, proceed duly to call a meeting 

for the consideration of the business stated on a day not later than forty days from 

the date of the receipt of the requisition.  

Quorum:- One tenth of the total member for both Annual General body 

Meeting and Special General body Meeting quorum is required.”  

12. Amendment of section 12.-In section 12 of thePrincipal Act,-  

(i) in sub-section (1) for the words “The governing body of every society 

registered under this Act shall keep at the registered office of the society or at such 

other place in the State as the governing body thinks fit, proper books of account 

with respect to,-”the words “The Committee of every society registered under this 

Act shall keep at the registered office of the society proper books of account with 

respect to,-” shall be  substituted. 

(ii) for sub-section (3) the following shall be substituted namely:- 

“(3). Every society shall maintain accounts of all its branches / 

subsidiary institution along with main office.” 

13. Amendment of section 13.-For section13 of thePrincipal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

“13. Balance sheet and annual list of Committee to be filed with 

Registrar.- On or before the fourteenth day succeeding the day on which the 

annual general meeting of a society is held, there shall be filed with the Registrar a 

list of the names, addresses and occupations of the members of the Committee 

then entrusted with the management of the affairs of the society and a copy of the 

balance sheet and income and expenditure account of the society and all its 

branches and allied institutions audited by a person who under section 226 of 

the Companies Act, 1956 (Central Act 1 of 1956), can act as an auditor of 

companies registered in the State of Karnataka.  

Provided further that, where a society has failed to file such records for a 

consecutive period of five years, after obtaining prior permission of Registrar of 

Cooperative Societies can file the records for a period up to 10 years.  

        In case of society which has failed to submit records to the registrar for 

consecutive period of 10 years the Registrar, may after giving a reasonable 

opportunity of being heard to the society, by an order cancel the registration of 
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such society and direct dissolution of the society, and thereupon the assets of the 

society shall be distributed, and the liabilities discharged in the same manner as if 

the society had been dissolved under section 22.” 

14. Amendment of section 21.-For section 21 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

“21. Amalgamation and division of registered societies. – 

(1) Any two or more registered societies may with the prior approval of the 

Registrar, by special resolution of both or all such registered societies, 

become amalgamated together as one society, with or without any 

dissolution or division of the funds of those registered societies or any of 

them. 

(2) Any registered society may with the prior approval of the Registrar, by 

special resolution, divide itself into two or more societies. The 

resolution shall contain proposals for the division of the assets and 

liabilities of the registered society among the new societies into which it 

is proposed to divide it and may specify the area of operation of, and the 

members whom will constitute, each of the new societies. 

(3) No amalgamation or division of a registered society under sub-section (1) 

or sub-section (2), as the case may be, shall have any effect until and 

unless the new society or societies is or are duly registered in accordance 

with the provisions of this Act. 

(4) Upon the registration of the new society or societies, as the case may be, 

the assets and liabilities of the original registered society or societies 

shall, subject to the provisions of section 14.” 

15. Amendment of section 22.-For section22 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

 “22. Provision for dissolution of societies and adjustment of their 

affairs.-Any number not less than three-fourths of the members of any society may 

determine that it shall be dissolved and thereupon it shall be dissolved forthwith, 

or at the time then agreed upon, and all necessary steps shall be taken for the 

disposal and settlement of the property of the society, its claims and liabilities, 

according to the procedure laid down in Bye law of society. 

Provided that no society shall be dissolved unless three-fourths of the 

members shall have expressed a wish for such dissolution by their votes delivered 

in person, at a special general meeting convened for the purpose:  
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Provided further that whenever the State Government is a member of, or a 

contributor to, or otherwise interested in any society registered under this Act, 

such society shall not be dissolved without the consent of the State Government.”  

16. Amendment of section 23.-For section23 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

“23. Upon dissolution, no member to receive profit.- (1) If upon the 

dissolution of any society registered under this Act, there shall remain, after the 

satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall 

not be paid to or distributed among the members of the said society or any of 

them, but shall be given to some other society, to be determined by the votes of not 

less than three-fifths of the members present personally at the time of the 

dissolution, or in default thereof, by the principal civil court of original jurisdiction 

of the district.  

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), it shall be 

lawful for the members of any society dissolved, to determine by a majority of the 

votes of the members present personally at the time of dissolution of such society 

that any property whatsoever remaining after the satisfaction of all its debts and 

liabilities shall be given to the State Government to be utilized for any of the 

purposes referred to in section 3. 

17. Amendment of section 24.-For section24 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

“24. Inspection of books: - All documents of registered society filed with 

the Registrar shall, at all reasonable hours be open to inspection for any member of 

the society on payment of prescribed fee.  The member may apply copy or extract of 

any document on payment of prescribed fee and such certified copy shall be prima 

facie evidence of the matters therein contained in all legal proceedings whatever.” 

18. Amendment of section 25.- In section25 of the Principal Act, in sub-

section (2) in clause (c) for  sub-clause (iii) the following shall be substituted 

namely:- 

“(iii) when an enquiry is completed under this section, the Registrar 

shall communicate the result of the enquiry to the society to initiate action as per 

the enquiry report and submit compliance within three months from the date of 

receipt of enquiry report.  If the committee fails to submit compliance report within 

the stipulated time action will be initiated against the committed as per sec.27.A.” 

19. Amendment of section 28.-For section28 of thePrincipal Act, the 

following shall be substituted namely:- 

“28. Offences and penalties.-If,—  
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(a) the president, chairman, chief executive or any member of the 

committee or any officer of a society contravenes the provisions of sub-section (2) of 

section 9, or sub-section (2) of section 10, or sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 11, 

section 12 or section 13;  

(b) the president, chairman, chief executive or an officer or member of 

the committee of society willfully makes or furnishes a false return or makes or 

furnishes a return or statement which he does not believe to be true; or  

(c) any person willfully or without any reasonable excuse disobeys any 

summons, requisition or lawfully written order issued under the provisions of this 

Act or does not furnish any information lawfully required from him by a person 

authorized in this behalf under the provisions of this Act,  

-such president, chairman, chief executive, member or person shall, on 

conviction, be punishable with fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees.” 

20. Insertion of new section 30A.- After section 30 of the Principal Act, the 

following shall be inserted, namely:- 

“30A. Power of the Government to make model Bye-laws and 

adaption of such model Bye-laws by the clubs.- (1) In respect of matters related 

to the clubs, the Government may, after previous publication make model Bye-laws 

applicable to the clubs.  

(2) A club may by resolution adopt the model Bye-laws in respect of matter 

specified under sub-section (1), and such Bye-laws shall come into 

force in such club from such date as the club may specify by a 

notification. 

(3) (a) The Government may by order direct any club to adopt the model Bye-

laws within such period not being less than three months from the 

date of publication of such model Bye-laws.  

 (b) If the club fails to adopt the model Bye-laws within the period 

specified above the said model Bye-laws shall be deemed to have 

come into force in such club after completion of the said period.” 

21. Substitution of expression.- In the Principal Act, for  the words 

“Memorandum of association and rules and regulations” “governing body”, 

“Principal secretary”, “Karnataka Appellate Tribunal” where ever they occur, the 

words “Byelaws” “Committee”, “Chief Executive” “The Registrar of Co-operative 

societies in Karnataka”  shall be substituted.
