THE BANGALORE PALACE (UTILIZATION AND REGULATION OF LANDI
oRDINAICE, 2025

(Promulgated by the Governor of Karnataka in the seventy sixth year of the Republic of
India and lirst published in the Karnataka Gazette Extra-ordinary on the 29th day of

January, 2025)

An Ordinance to determine the utilization and regulation of land of the Bangalore

Palace which has been acquired under the Bangalore Palace (Acquisition arld Transfer)

Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act 18 of 1996) and under which the land relating to the Bangalore

Palace now vests with the State of Karnataka;

Whereas, the total va.lue of t]:re entire extent of 472 acres and 16 guntas of the

Bangalore Palace has been determined in accordance with sections 8 and 9 of the

Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act t8 of 1996), which

has been determined to be Rupees Eleven Crores;

And whereas, the constitutiona.l validity of the Bangalore palace (Acquisition and
Transfer) Act, 1996 (Kamataka Act l8 of 1996) has been upheld by the Honble High court
of Karnataka, and there is no stay on the operation of the Bangalore parace (Acquisition
and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnata_ka Act tg of 1996) by the Honble Supreme Court in the
appeal;

And whereas, by the judgment dated 1O.12.2024, the Honble Supreme Court in
contempt case No. 6gg of 2021etc. has directed to grant transferable development rights,



valuing the part of the Bangalore Palace ear-marked for thc purpose of road widening, in

accordance with the prevailing guidance value of the adjoining areas in accordance with

section 45B of the Karnataka Stamp Act, 1957 (Karnataka Act 34 of 1957);

And whereas, the hnancial effect of the judgment of the Honble Supreme Court will

be grave on the exchequer of the State of Karnata.ka, and uPon the urban planning of the

city of Bengalum. Further, the same is not consistent with the total compensation

determined as per the Banga.lore Palace (Acquisition and Trarsfer) Act, 1996 (Kamataka

Act l8 of 1996);

And whereas, the Civil Appeals relating to the constitutional validity of the

Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act 18 of 1996) are

pending consideration of the Honble supreme court and the grant of the transferable

devetopment rights will be an irreversible process, which will have a severe ramification on

the Statei

And whereas, the Kamataka lrgislative Assembly and Karnataka tegislative

Council are not in session, and the Honble Govemor of Karnataka is satisfied that the

circumstances exist which render it necessary and expedient to exercise powers under

Article 213 (1) of the Constitution of India, and promulgate the following Ordinance,

namely;-

l. Short title, appllcatlon and comrneucement.- (1) This Ordinance may be
called the Bangalore Palace (Utilization And Regulation Of Land) Ordinance, 2025

(2) This Ordinance shall appty to the Bangalore Palace

(3) It sha come into force on 27.O1.2025

2. Dclinitions.- ln this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(A) 'Baagalore Palace" shall have the same meaning as defined in clause 12) of
section 2 ofthe Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 lKarnataka
Act 18 of 1996);

(B) "Infrastructure ProJect" incrudes any infrastructure development towards the
larger public interest:



{C) 'Clslmants" shall have the same meaning as,-

(i) 'Lcgsf Rcprctcrtatlvcs' and 'Heirs' as dehned in clause (5) of section 2 of the

Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act 18 of

1996); and

(ii) 'Othcrs", "Other Persons" and "Othes Interested Persons' as defined in clause

(6) of section 2 of the Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act' 1996

(Karnataka Act l8 of 1996);

(D) "CompeEsatlolr' shall include any amount that is payable and shall also

include transferable development rights;

(E) "Cornmlssloncr" shall have the same meaning as defined in clause (4) of section

2 of the Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Kamataka Act 18

of 1996);

(F) 'Traltsfcrable devcloPoent rights" shall have the same meaning as defined in

clause (k) of sub-section (28) of section 148 of the Kamataka Town and Country

Plarning Act, 1961(Karnatal<a Act 11 of 1963) read with the Karnataka Town and

Country Planning (Benefit of Development Rights) Rules, 2016;

(G) 'Statc Govemaent" shall mean the Government of Karnataka and include the

instrumentalities of the Government of Karnataka such as the Bruhat Ben8alum

Mahanagara Palike and the Bengalun: Development Authority.

3. Utllizatiou of Land for hfrastructure projcct.- (1) For the purpose of any

infrastructure project, the State Government is empowered to utilize any portion of the

Bangalore Palace, which is covered by section 4 of the Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and

Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act l8 of 1996).

{2) Notwithstanding any judgment or order of any court or any earlier decision taken
by the state Government, the state Govemment is empowered to not go ahead with any
infrastructure project, in whole or in part, under sub_section (l).

(3) If the State Government decides to not go ahead with any infrastructure project
under sub-section (2), it shall;



(a) restore that part of the portion of the Bangalore Palace which was sought to be

utilized under sub-section (l) but subsequently not gone ahead with or not

utilized under sub-section (2);

(b) restore the possession of that part of portion the Bangalore Palace as it was,

prior to when such land was sought to be utilized under sub-section (1), but

subsequently not gone ahead with or not utilized under sub-section (2); and

{c) bear the entire expenditure for (a) and (b)

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for time being in force, if
the State Government has utilized any part ofa portion ofthe Bangalore Palace under sub-

section (1), the State Government shall pay compensation to the claimants as per this

Ordinance under section 4.

4. Compensatlor Payable for Utillzatlou.- (1) Notwithstanding any judgment or

order of any court, or anything contained in any law for the time being in force, which is

contrary to this Ordinance, the guidance value of the tand shall be in accordance with this

Ordinance for the purpose of compensation.

(2) For the purpose of calculation of compensation for any Portion ofthe Bangalore

Palace utilized under sub-section (l) of section 3 ofthis Ordinance, the proportionate value

shall be as per section 8 and section 9 of the Bangalore Pa]ace (Acquisition and Transfer)

Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act 18 of 1996), which shall be deemed to be the guidance value

under section 45E} of the Karnataka Stamp Act, 1957 (Karnataka Act 34 of 1957) from the

appointed day under the Bangalore Palace {Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka

Act 18 of 1996).

Explaoation I. - For the determination of"guidance va.lue,,, the valuation as per the
Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and rransfer) Act, 1996 shall be deemed to be guidance
value under section 45B of the Kamataka stamp Act, l9s7 (Kamataka Act 34 of l9s7)
notwithstarding any judgment or order of any court to the contrary.

Explanatlon Il. - The expression "appointed day,, shall have the same meaning as
under sub-section (1) of section 2 0f the Bangalore parace (Acquisition and rransfer) Act,
1996 (Karnatal<a Act l8 of 1996), i.e. 2t.1t.1996.

(3) The compensation payable to the claimants shall be as follows:
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(a) an amount being the proportionate value as per sub-section (21 proportionate

to the extent of the land, or as the case may be;

(b) transferabte development rights on the proportionate value as Per sub-section

12).

(4) The claimants shall have no other right to compensation, ottrer than as

prescribed by this Ordinance and notwithstanding any order or judgment of any court.

(5) The compensation under this Ordinance shall be adjusted proportionately

towards payment offinal compensation as determined by the Commissioner under section

13 ofthe Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Karnataka Act l8 of 1996).

16) The claimants shall be liable to indemniry the State Government for the

utilization ofany compensation under sub-section (3), in the event the same is inconsistent

with section 8 and section 9 of the Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996

(Karnatal<a Act 18 of 1996).

(7) Notwithstanding any order or judgment of any court to the contrar]r, or to any

other law for the time being in force, the compensation determined under section 8 and

section 9 of the Bangalore Patace (Acquisition and Transfer) Act, 1996 (Kamataka Act 18

of 1996) read with this Ordinance shatt be final

(8) In the event of any inconsistency of any order orjudgment of any court with this

Ordinance, for tl.e determination of compensation of lands utilized under sub-section (1)

of section 3, the provisions of this Ordinance shall prevail.

5. Payment of compensatlon on edstettce of disputes betwec! the claimants.-
(l) In the event of any disputes between the claimants for the purpose of claiming
compensation, the state Government shall deposit the compensation determinable under
this Ordinance before the Commissioner.

(2) No claimant shall be entitled to withdraw any compensation from the
commissioner under section 13 of the Bangalore palace (Acquisition and rransfer) Act,
1996 (Karnataka Act I8 of r 996), in the event of existence of inter-se disputes between the
claimants, without fumishing a certified copy of the final decree of a competent civil court
to the Commissioner:
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Provided that before the Commissioner releases the compensation to such claimant

in whose favour a final decree has been Passed settling the inter-se disputes, the

Commissioner shall provide an opporhrnity of oral hearing to any person interested.

Provided further that the Commissioner shall not release any compensation to any

claimant under sub-section (2), if the operation of the final decree is stayed by any court

in appellate proceedings.

(3) The Commissioner shall disburse the compensation to the claimant in terms of

sub-section (2) only upon being fully satisfied that the claimant is the riShtful recipient of

such compensation in accordance with section 20 ofthe Bangalore Palace (Acquisition and

Transferl Act, 1996 (Kamataka Act 18 of 1996)

(4) The decision of the Commissioner under sub-section (2) and (3) shall be final

6. Protectior for sctio! taLcrr in good faitb.- (1) No proceedings, civil or criminal,

shall lie against any officer of the State Government or its instrumentalities, in respect of

anything which is good faith, done or intended to be done, in pursuance of tiis Ordinance.

(2) Notwithstanding any order or judgment of any court, any officer of the State

Government or its instrumentalities, shall not be liable for any punishment for any act or

for anything which is in good faith, done or intended to be done, in pursuance of this

Ordinance.

7. Ordiaancc to havc overriding effect,- Notwithstanding anything contained in

any other Act for the time being in force, which are inconsistent with this Ordinance, shall

not apply to the Bangalore Palace.
