Jurisdiction of the Magadi Planning Authority:- 
 The villages of Magadi Taluk in Bangalore Rural District, under the 
jurisdiction of Bangalore Region Development Authority viz. Kasaba Hobli of 
Magadi Taluk and Madabal Hobli 125 villages and 36 villages of Tavarekere 
Hobli in Bangalore South-Taluk of Bangalore Urban District totally 161 
villages were declared as Magadi Local Planning Area as per Karnataka Town 
& Country Planning Act, 1961.  The extent of the Local Planning Area was 
501.52 sq. km.

2. Approval of Layouts:

Thereafter, the 
applicants submit application for approval of layout enclosing the order 
copy of conversion of land. Such proposals are scrutinized in accordance 
with rules, and the subject will be placed before the meeting of the 
Authority and after approval of the Authority, the layouts will be 
approved as follows:- 
 
a) As per Sec 17 of the Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act 1961 

and government circular No:NaNaEe/112/Bemrupra/2005, dated: 
26.05.2005, the layouts are being approved and 60% sites were 
released after completion of all the developmental works in the 
approved layout by the applicant.  After securing the required 
certificates for having completed all the development works from the 
concerned departments, after considering the rquest of the applicant in 
this regard, the remaining 40% of the sites are being released after 
verification of the development works. 
 

b) As per the modified order bearing No. NaAaEe/599/MyAaPra/2012 
dated: 03.12.2012 in regard to approval of layouts after seeking the 
approval of Authority at first instance 40% of the sites were released.  
After taking into consideration the developments in the layout 30% of 
the sites were released at the second instance and remaining 30% of 
the sites were released after completion of all the development works 
in the layout as per rules.   Sites of Layouts were released in the 
proportion of 40%: 30%: 30% ratio. 
 

c) As per government notification No:NaAaEe/08/TTP/2013, Dated 24-
05-2014 the following procedure is followed for approval of layouts. 
First Stage:- 

 Applicant to submit application for approval of layouts with 
necessary documents.  

 After scrutiny of application and documents the proposal will be 
placed in the authority meeting.  

 As per the decision of the meeting the fee notice will be issued 
to the applicant as per KTCP Act 1961, Section 17(2). 
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 As per Demarcation Plan, the Parks and open space, Roads, 
Civic Amenity sites would be developed and fencing would be 
done for parks. The developer to handover Roads, Park and 
open space to Local authority and Civic amenity sites to 
Planning authority.  

 The developer should submit application to the authority for 
release of first stage 40% sites after developing road, park and 
open space, CA sites, Drainage works, rain water harvesting etc. 

 After completion of handover of road, park and open space to 
Local authority and CA sites to Planning authority, the authority 
may finalize the draft plan as per Zonal regulations. 40% of the 
sites selecting from the different parts of the layout will be 
released by putting the condition to develop the layout within 2 
years. 

 
Second Stage:- 

 The developer should develop the layout as per the 
specifications issued by the PWD/ BWSSB / KWSSB / 
BESCOM / Horticulture department. 

 The developer should submit letters for carrying out civil works 
like roads, CD works, Drainage works, water supply pipeline 
certified from competent authorities in panchayath limits and 
from engineering section of zilla panchath for urban area.  

 As per the completion certificate issued by competent 
authorities the subject will be placed in the authority meeting 
for release of 2nd Stage 30%. 
 

Final Stage:- 
 After release of sites in 2 stages as mentioned above the 

remaining 30% sites should be released after completion of all 
the infrastructure works like Road works, water supply lines, 
electric supply, rain water harvesting, park development, 
sewage treatment plant and planting of trees.   

 The Developer has to submit completion certificate from 
competent authority regarding completion of all developmental 
works and may request for release of balance 30% sites. 

 If developmental works are satisfactory the authority may place 
the subject for release of balance sites in the authority meeting 
and may release the sites.
