1. Introduction:

The Doddaballapura Planning Authority is working under the administrative control of the
Government and it is a Statutory body constituted by the Government. The Planning Authority is
started functioning form 11.05.2018 in the office of the BMRDA, No.1, Ali Askar Road, Bengaluru.
The Chairman is the Head of the Authority who is appointed by the Government and the officer of
the cadre of Joint Director of Town & Country Planning is the Member —Secretary of the Authority

and is the executive Member of the Authority.

2. Commencement of the Doddaballapura Planning Authority functions:

In view of the need for systematic Planning and to control and regulate the developments in
and around Doddaballapura city, the Karnataka State Government intends to create Doddaballapura
Local Planning Area. For this purpose 257 villages of BIAAPA vic., Bangalore Rural District,
Doddaballapura Taluk, Kasaba Hobli, Doddabelavangala, Sasalu, Madure and Bangalore North
Taluk, Hessargahatta Hobli and 37 villages from Nelamangala Local Planning Area, Bangalore
Rural District, Doddaballapura Taluk Madure Hobli, Total 294 villages were taken away from the
jurisdiction of BIAAPA and Nelamangala Planning Authority as per Section 4(B) of Karnataka
Town & Country Planning Act, 1961, vide Government Notification No: NaAaE/95/BMR/2016
dated: 30.11.2017.

The Doddaballapura Local Planning Area has been declared with 294 villages in
Government Notification —II, bearing No: NaAaE-95-BMR-2016 Dated: 30.11.2017. The area
covered in the Local Planning Area is 77,277 Ha (772.77 sq. kms). The Doddaballapura Planning
Authority has been constituted vide Government Notification No: NaAaE-95-BMR-2016
Dated :20.03.2018, under section 4(c) of the Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act, 1961
Accordingly, the Doddaballapura Planning Authority is started functioning with effect form
11.05.2018 in the Bangalore Metropolitan Region Development Authority office Building,
Bangalore.

The Chairman is the head of the office and is appointed by the Government. The Government
in Notification No: NaAaE-95-BMR-2016 dated: 20.03.2018 has appointed the Metropolitan
Commissioner, Bangalore Metropolitan Region Development Authority, Bangalore as the
Chairman of the Authority and Joint Director of Town & Country Planning as the Member-Secretary
and Municipal Commissioner, CMC, Doddaballapura has been appointed as the Member of the
Authority. The Member —Secretary being the Chief Executive Officer of the office, looks after all the

The Doddaballapura Local Planning Area Consists of 265 villages of Doddaballapura
Taluk of Bangalore Rural District and 29 villages of Bangalore North Taluk of Bangalore
urban District totally includes 294 villages in the jurisdiction. The boundary of Local
Planning Area covered on North by Gowribidanur Taluk, South by Nelamangala &
Bangalore North Taluk, East by Devanahally and Chikkaballapura Taluk and West by
Koratagere Taluk. The Doddaballapura city is located at a distance of 50 km from Bangalore
city. The National Highway-207, the State Highway-9, 74, 94 and 39 are passing through the

Local Planning Area.

Administrative Structure of Doddaballapura Planning Authority:

Doddaballapura Planning Authority office started functioning at Bangalore ,
BMRDA office building w.e.f. 11.05.2018. The Chairman appointed by the Government

will be the head of the office and the Member —Secretary of the Planning Authority being the

Chief Executive Officer looks after and supervises all the administrative and technical
functions in the office.

Office Location of Doddaballapura Planning Authrity:

The Doddaballapura Planning Authority has been constituted on 20.03.2018 and is
started functioning from 11.05.2018 in the office of the Bangalore Metropolitan Region

Development Authority, Bangalore temporarily.

After the posts created by the Government for Doddaballapura Planning
Authority, there is a proposal to shift the office from Bangalore to Doddaballapura.

subject was placed before the 2" meeting of the Planning Authority held on 30.10.2018

and in the meeting it was resolved to verify the availability of private buildings including
the two proposals suggested by Hon'ble MLA of Doddaballapura, which are suitable for
office purpose with sufficient parking space and finalise one among them. After the
building is finalized, the Member Secretary has been instructed to correspond with the
public works Department for fixation of the monthly rent. J

@ After detailed verification, one building belongs to Smt. H.P. Mamatha, which is E

located opposite to Doddaballapura city police Station, 'D' Cross with a dimension of 103 x
35 feet area (Ist Floor) has been finalized for availing on rental basis Accordingly on
26.12.2018 requested the public works Department, Doddaballapura to decide the
monthly rent of the proposed building.

Doddaballapura Planning Authority Functioning & Management:

The Doddaballapura Planning Authority has been constituted on 20.03.2018 and is
started functioning from 11.05.2018 in the office of the BMRDA, Bangalore temporarily.

For the newly constituted Doddaballapura Local Planning Area, until the Master Plan
being prepared and approved by the Government, it is necessary to adopt the Landuse and
Zoning Regulations which were earlier approved by the Government for the some area or

neighboring Local Planning Area.

This subject was placed before the 1" meeting of the Planning Authority held on

02.06.2018 and in the meeting it was resolved to submit the proposal to Government for
adoption of BIAAPA Master Plan land uses and Nelamangala Planning Authority Zoning
Regulations for the newly constituted Doddaballapura Local Planning Area. Accordingly
the proposal was submitted to Government on 18.06.2018.

The Government considered and approved the Planning Authority's proposal and
passed the Notification bearing No: NaAaE:156:BMR:2018 dated: 29.09.2018 . As per
Government Notification BIAAPA Master Plan land use proposals are applicable to the
areas which were taken out from the jurisdiction of BIAAPA and included in the
Doddaballapura Local Planning Area. Also Nelamangala Planning Authority Zonal
Regulations are applicable to the Doddaballapura Local Planning Area until the Master
Plan is being prepared and approved by the Government.

Preparation of Master Plan:

As per section-9(1) of the Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act, 1961, every
planning Authority has to prepare the Master Plan within 2 years from the date of
declaration of Local Planning Area and submit it to the Government for provisional
approval. Before carrying out a survey of the area for the purpose of preparing a Master
Plan, the Planning Authority has to make a declaration ofi ts intention to prepare such
plan under section-10 of KTCP Act, 1961 and shall submit a copy of such resolution

with a copy of plan showing only boundary of the entire area proposed to be included in

the Master Plan to the State Government. @
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& This subject was placed before the 3* meeting of the Planning Authority held on §

21.02.2019 and in the meeting it was resolved to publish the declaration ofi ntention to
prepare Master Plan for Doddaballapura Local Planning Area under the provisions of
Section-10 of KTCP Act, 1961. As per the meeting resolution, the process of publication

1s in progress.

3. Details of approvals given by the Authority:

i) Land Conversion Cases: The Planning Authority is furnishing technical opinion for the
conversion of the lands from agriculture to non-agricultural purpose for the proposals
received from the office of the Deputy Commissioner, Bengaluru Rural /Bengaluru
Urban District as per the provisions of Zonal Regulations & the Approved Master Plan

for the local planning area of Doddaballapura.

In the current financial year, the Planning Authority has furnished technical opinion for
92 cases to the revenue authorities for the conversion of the land form agriculture to non
agricultural purpose. Also furnished technical opinion for 10 cases pertaining to section-

109 of Karnataka Land Reforms Act to the Revenue Authorities.

ii) Layout Approval cases: The applicants submit the layout application form along with
Conversion Order obtained from Deputy Commissioner for the specific purpose and all
the other concerned documents to the Planning Authority. After scrutinizing the
submitted documents, the proposal will be placed in the meeting of Planning Authority to
get the administrative approval for the proposed layout plan. After obtaining the
administrative approval, the fee notice for the remittance of the Betterment Fee, Scrutiny
Fee & Lake development fee will be given to the applicants. Once the stipulated fee is
paid by the applicants to the office, as per the section 17 of the Karnataka Town &
Country Planning Act, 1961, the provisional approval will be given to the layout plan as
per the norms.

After ensuring the completion of all development works such as formation of the roads,
C.D works, Drainage works, Drinking Water Connection, Electric Power Connection,
Fencing & Gardening of Parks, Fencing of C.A areas, Street lighting & handing over of
Roads & Parks to Local bodies & C.A sites to Planning Authority at free of cost, The
Planning Authority after conducting the physical inspection & verification, will accord

the approval for release of 100% of sites in the Layout.

The Planning Authority has given 13 such approval to the multi unit layouts & 08 Single

Sgi unit layouts, total 21 layouts in the current financial year & sent to the concerned local E!Z
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@ bodies to take up further action & to initiate the implementation works. §

iii) Commencement Certificate Cases:

The Planning Authority issues commencement certificates in respect of the proposals
received in its jurisdiction for the construction of the building under sec 15 of the Karnataka
Town & Country Planning Act, 1961. The approved building plan along with the
commencement certificates will be sent to the concerned local authority to take up further
action at their end. The Planning Authority has given 18 commencement certificates in this
financial year.

iv) Change of Land use Cases:

The owner or the legal entity of the land, who intends to develop his land for the purpose
other than that earmarked in the approved Master Plan, has to make an application, along
with relevant documents, to the Doddaballapura Planning Authority for consideration. The
authority shall, after verification as per the guidelines issued by the Government, ifi t finds
that the changes sought are relevant to planning principles and are in public interest and are
not in contravention to any other statute, publish the proposal in one or more daily
newspapers, inviting objections from the public within a period of not less than fifteen days.

The Authority then reviews the Change of Land Use proposal with the public objections
received if any and passes a resolution, recording reasons, regarding its consideration or
non-consideration for change ofl and use. The CLU cases considered by the Authority are
submitted to the Government for approval through Bangalore Metropolitan Region
Development Authority. The Government, with the technical opinion of the Bangalore
Metropolitan Region Development Authority passes order approving or rejecting the case,
as it thinks fit. The Authority and the owner of the land shall abide by such Government
order.

In the Current financial year the Authority has cleared 16 cases of change ofl and use and 10
cases ofl and use assigning under the provisions of Section 69(2) of KTCP Act, 1961.

Development works:

No development works have been taken up during the year 2018-19 from the date of
Constitution of the Authority in Government Notification No: NaAaE-95-BMR-2016
dated: 20.03.2018.

Meetings of the Authority:
The Planning Authority has conducted 03 meetings in the current financial year. All

necessary actions has been taken to implement the decisions taken at the authority meetings@
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6. Budget:
As per Section 68(b) of the Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act, 1961 and as per Rule

22 of the Karnataka Planning Authority Rules, 1965, the planning Authority has prepared the

budget for the financial year 2019-20 and placed the subject before the 3" meeting of the Authority

held on 21.02.2019 and the budget has been approved, The budget has been sent to the Deputy
Commissioner, Bangalore Rural District on 20.03.2019 for approval as per Government Circular
No: UDD-447-MyApra-2016 dated: 19.04.2017. In the budget an amount of Rs. 7,95,74,595/- has
been envisaged for the year 2019-20. Out of this estimated amount Rs. 10,00,000/- has been
earmarked for making payment towards 5% of the total collection of Betterment charges to the

Karnataka State Town Planning Board.
