1. GENERAL :-

The Bengaluru Development Authority (BDA)
came into force with effect from 16th January 1976
under a separate Act of the State Legislature viz. the
BDA Act, 1976. The Authority has been
established with the twin goals of Planning
functions of the City Planning Authority and the
developmental functions as in the erstwhile City
Improvement Trust Board (CITB). Bengaluru is a
Metropolitan City covering an area of 1306 sq.kms
attracting people around the world. The Authority
aims at checking the haphazard and irregular
growth of the city. The Garden City has a glorious
past with varied cultures, life styles and enjoys a
very salubrious climate.

2. FUNCTIONS:-

The Bengaluru Development Authority performs
mainly planning and developmental functions:

I. Planning:-

The Bengaluru Development Authority is
designated as the Planning Authority under the
Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act, 1961.
The planning functions in brief involve the
following:

Preparation of Development Plan for

Bengaluru.

Preparation of Scheme Plans.

Approval of Development Plans for Group
Housing and Layouts.
Approval of Building Plans (BDAJurisdiction)

Other statutory functions under KTCP Act.

Formation of Ring Road to minimize traffic
congestion and facilitate commuters to reach
their destination quickly.

Rejuvenation of tanks which are vital for all
living beings and increase the ground water
level.

Construction of Grade Separators to prevent
Traffic jam and to provide safe, speed and
smooth transport.

II. Development:-

Functions of the Departments:-

a) The Administrative Department, handles all
matters related to allotment of sites, houses, CA
sites and their post allotment work. The functions
also include assessment and collection of property
tax for sites / houses and collection of lease amount
from commercial shops. The Department is also
entrusted with the responsibility of all
establishment and general administrative matters.

b) The Engineering Department is primarily
concerned with the execution of various
developmental schemes in the layouts and also
construction of infrastructure works. The
department also monitors the execution of water
supply and underground drainage works in BDA
layouts taken up by BWSSB and electrification
works executed by BESCOM.

¢) The Town Planning Department is
responsible for preparation and revision of the
Master Plan for Bengaluru Metropolitan Area,
preparation of Layout Plans, approval of
Development Plans for Layouts and Group
Housing Schemes and generally assists the
Authority in its function as the Planning Authority
of Bengaluru.

d) The Land Acquisition Department works in
close liasion with the Engineering Department for
the purpose of acquiring lands required for
executing various developmental schemes.

e) The Finance Department renders advice to
the Authority on various financial issues and is also
entrusted with the responsibility for maintenance of
the accounts of the Authority. This Department also
oversees the demand, collection and balance of
dues to the Authority.

f) The Law Department advises the Authority
on various legal issues, handles litigations by and
against the Authority in various courts, etc

g) The Special Task Force Department also
known as Vigilance Department protects the
properties of BDA and Green Belt area from
encroachment and unauthorised constructions.

h) Public Relation Wing looks after issues
covering the media and public complaints.

i) Estate Section is concerned with the
monitoring and management of property records,
identification of encroachments of BDA lands and
recovery of encroached lands by demolishing
unauthorised structures.

This section also deals with allotment of shops /
office space in BDA Complexes and collection of
licence fee.

j) The Forest and Horticulture Department
looks after works on environment, improvement of
lakes, etc.

k) EDP Cell is entrusted with the task of
computerisation of offices and records of BDA.

B.D.A. Cadre and Recruitment Rules have been
revised and the same was approved by the

Government on 5.6.2001 vide
No.UDD/135/BAS/2001.

(b) Allotment of Residential Sites/ Flats:-

During the period 01.04.2017 to 31.03.2018, the
Authority has allotted 518 1BHK, 556 2BHK &
348 3BHK flats in various layouts viz.
Valagerahalli, Halagevaderahally, Kanminike,
Doddabanahalli, Alur, Kommaghatta and
Malagala Layout.

Further, the Authority has issued a notification on
19.12.2017 for allotment of 5000 sites of various
dimensions in Nadaprabhu Kempegowda Layout.

(c) Stray sites:-

The Authority has been empowered to allot Stray
sites as per Rule 5 of BDA (Allotment of Sites)
Rules 1984 and the guidelines issued by the State
Government vide Circular No.UDD/129/MNJ/97
dated 06.08.1997. During this period 11 stray sites
have been allotted. (Annexure-B)

(d) Alternate Sites:-

The Authority is empowered to allot alternate sites
in pursuance of Rule 11(A) of Allotment of Sites
Rules 1984. The Committee for allotment of
Alternate sites has taken decisions to allot alternate
sites in respect of 196 cases during the period, to
such of those allottees to whom sites could not be
made available due to various reasons such as
prolonged litigations, unauthorised constructions
on the allotted sites, multiple allotment, HT/LT line
passing over the sites, etc.

(e) Issue of Lease cum Sale Agreements / Sale
Deeds:-

During the period, a total number of 1563 Lease
Cum Sale Agreements and 3038 Absolute Sale
Deeds have been issued.

(f) Civic Amenity Sites:-

During the period commencing from 01.04.2017 to
31.03.2018, a total number of 22 C.A. sites have
been allotted to various Government and Non-
Governmental Organisations, for various purposes
like establishment of Offices, Educational
Institutions, Hospitals, Centre for development of
Art, Social and Culture, Rehabilitation Centre,
Centre for Mentally and Physically challenged /
Disabled, Hostels etc., and the amount realised out
of this allotment is 47,46,34,271/-. The list is
annexed to this report vide Annexure-C

(g) Revenue Sections:-

For the effective administration and maintenance
of properties belonging to the BDA, the territorial
jurisdiction of the Authority has been divided into
four Revenue Divisions. The total number of
properties in BDA jurisdiction for the period
ending March 2018 are 88299. The Annual
Revenue demand from these properties is estimated
at 36,49,21,584/- At the end of March 2018, an
amount of 18,74,16,970/- has been collected. The
unrealised amount stands at 17,75,04,614/-

BDA has handed over 1,32,292 properties to
BBMP. The balance revenue demand from these
properties is 83,27,179/- and at the end of March
2018 a total of 7,17,443 has been collected and
outstanding balance is 76,09,736/-

Totally the annual revenue demand of all properties
during the year 2017-18 is 37,32,48,763/- Out of
this BDA has collected 18,81,34,413/-. The
outstanding balance remains at 18,51,14,350/-.

6. ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT:-

1. Improvements to 9 major junctions all along
Outer Ring Road [ORR] from Central Silk
Board junction to Hebbal flyover.

It was planned to take up the work of construction
of grade separators / underpass / Flyovers at 09
major junctions [Veerannapalya, Hennur,
Kalyannagar, Nagavara, Mahadevapura,
Kadubeesanahalli, Bellandur, Devarabeesanahalli
and HSR layout, 14th main junctions] all along
ORR at an estimated cost of Rs. 360.00 Crores on
tender basis and the works have been entrusted to
different agencies. Among the above 9 junctions
the construction of flyovers at Veerannapalya,
Nagawara, Kalyannagar, Mahadevapura,
Bellandur, Devarbeesanahalli , HSR layout, 14th
main, and Kadubeesanahalli junctions and
underpass at Hennur junction have been
completed. In Hennur junction, the flyover work is
nearing completion. However, steps have been
taken to complete the flyover at Hennur junction by
May - 2018. In Doddanekkundi junction, left side
flyover work have been completed and the right
side flyover work is under progress.

2. Improvements to 6 major junctions all along
Outer Ring Road [ORR] from Kanteevara
Studio to Hebbal flyover.

BDA has taken upthe construction of grade
separators [Underpass / Flyover] all along ORR at
major junctions at Bhadrappa Layout, Kuvempu
circle & BEL circle, Tumkur Road Junction,
Kanteevara Studio Junction at an estimated cost of
Rs.35000/- lakhs. The flyover work at Bhadrappa
layout junction at an estimated cost of Rs.2895.00
Lakhs and underpass work at Kuvempu circle &
BEL circle at an estimated cost of Rs. 3994 Lakhs
have been taken up on tender basis and the work is
completed.

The construction of grade separator at Sri
Kanteerava studio junction has been taken up at an
estimated cost of Rs. 4700.00 Lakhs. Flyover work
is completed and the same was inaugurated by the
Hon'ble Chief Minister on 19-06-2015. The land
acquisition for underpass work is under progress &
the work will be completed after completion of land
acquisition process.

Construction of underpass all along ORR at
Tumkur Road (Goragunte Palya) junction has been
taken up at an estimated cost of Rs 6060.00 Lakhs.
An extent of 12A-04G of land belonging to Private
and Defence Department are yet to be acquired for
this work. There is no progress in acquisition of
defence land. 90% of piling work for foundation of
underpass is completed. Due to delay in acquisition
of defence land and paucity of funds in BDA, it was
decided to handover this work to BBMP vide Board
resolution No.214/17 Dt:21.12.2017.



3. Construction of unidirectional underpass
along ORR and widening of existing flyover
from Kempegowda International Airport
towards Bengaluru city at Hebbal junction.

The above works have been approved vide
Authority Resolution No. 110/2014 and No.
111/2014 dated: 20-08-2014 at an estimated cost of
Rs. 30.00 Crores and 50.00 Crores respectively.
These works have been entrusted to M/s PJB
Engineers Pvt. Ltd., on tender basis. Construction
of separate loop from Airport Road to Bengaluru
City is under progress.

4. Formation of Peripheral Ring Road around
Bengaluru city:-

It was planned to form Peripheral Ring Road from
Tumkur Road [NH-4] crossing Bellary Road Old
Madras road and Sarjapura Road to join Hosur
Road [NH-7] having a length of 65 kms. The Govt.
Vide G.O No: UDD/326/BLA/2011 Bengaluru
dated: 19.01.2013 have accorded approval to
implement the project of formation of PRR under
the financial assistance of JICA or HUDCO. G.O
has been 1ssued vide No:
UDD/Bem.Aa.Se/345/2013 dated: 20.09.2013 to
take up the PRR with the financial assistance from
JICA.

The compensation to the land loser are to be paid as
per “The Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation
and Resettlement Act, 2013 of Land Acquisition
Act. Accordingly, the DPR has been revised to Rs
11,950 Crores. As per “The Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act,
2013”, the social economic survey work is

completed. The Environmental Clearance has
already been obtained from SEIAA, Government
of Karnataka. The said plan is included in rolling
plan of JICA and JICA has agreed in principle to
give a loan of Rs. 3850.00 Crores for the PRR.
Different proposals for mobilisation of funds
required for the land acquisition and the project is
under progress.

5. Arkavathi Layout :-

As regards the Arkavathi Layout, modified scheme
has been approved vide Govt. Order No.
UDD/426/MNJ/2011 Bengaluru, dated 18-06-
2014. The formation of layout and allotment of
sites are under progress. Around 8868 sites of
different dimensions have been allotted to the
allottees and the land owners. Further, formation of
layout is under progress. Developmental works
such as construction of R.C.C drains, culverts and
improvement of roads (excluding asphalting) have
been taken up in Arkavathi layout at an estimated
cost of Rs.201 crores and work is under progress.

6. Details of Developmental works in following
layouts:-

Banashankari 6th Stage (Block 1to 11)

An amount of Rs.19.00 Crores was sanctioned for
the improvement of road work during the year
2015-16 and the work has already been completed.
During the year 2016-17, an amount of Rs.50.00
Crores was sanctioned for improvement of roads,
providing chain link fencing to parks, providing
road side drains etc., and about 60% of the work has
already been completed and the balance work is
under progress.



Water Supply Works :-

For supply of drinking water, laying of pipes are
completed and the BWSSB Authorities have to
commission the supply of water to the individual
houses.

Under Ground Drainage Facility:-

For Underground drainage system, laying of pipes
work is completed. Sewage water treatment plants
are to be constructed by the BWSSB and
commissioning work has to be taken up.

Further Extension of Banashankari 6th Stage
(4th'B','T' and 'H' Block)

During the year 2016-17, an amount of Rs.11.50
Crores have been sanctioned for improvement of
roads, providing chain link fencing to parks,
providing road side drains etc., and about 60% of
work have been completed and the balance work is
under progress.

Water Supply Works :-

DPR submitted by the BWSSB for Rs.88.20 Crores
towards drinking water supply was approved by the
authority. The tender process has been completed
by the BWSSB and work is under progress. The
necessary lands required for the same is already
handed over to BWSSB. Against which, a total cost
of Rs. 88.20 Crores and Rs.24.40 Crores have
already been paid to BWSSB.

Under Ground Drainage Facility:-

DPR submitted by the BWSSB for
Rs.140,20,47,798, towards providing UGD
facilities to the layout approved by the authority.
The action to be taken up by BWSSB to commence
the work. The necessary lands required for the same
is already handed over to BWSSB.

7. Construction of Affordable Houses for EWS,
LIG and MIG:-

The Government of Karnataka has allotted 326
acres 18 Guntas of land for taking up of housing
projects to be allotted at affordable prices to the
Economically Weaker Section of the Society &
other public at 50% of market price 190 acres 15
guntas of land has been handed over to BDA, for
which Rs.40.25 Crores have already been paid to
the Government. BDA has taken up construction
of 13535 units at a cost of 2653.00 Crores in 13
different places of Bengaluru. The project at
Nandini layout, Halagevaderahalali, Malagala,
Kothanur, Doddabanahalli Phase I and Phase — 11,
Kommaghatta phase — I and Phase - II,
Valagerahalli Phase I to Phase V, Kanminike Phase
—II, [l and I'V, Alur Phase - I have been completed.
Works are under progress at Valagerahalli Phase -
VI,Nadaprabhu Kempegowda layout Phase — 3,
Allur Phase - II, Malagala Phase - II, Kanminike
Phase - V, Thippasandra, Gunjuru Phase I and
Phase —II So far 6248 flats have been allotted to the
General Public. The Financial progress for
Housing project is Rs. 1985.69 Crores. The
allotment of 2705 units is under progress. Works of
2 Phases of Housing project at Kondasapura has
been approved and work is yet to be started.

8. Training Centre for Higher Education
Womens Hostel and other building for SC/ST
and OBC:-

The Bengaluru Development Authority has
approved construction of Training centre in the
premises of Bengaluru University at an estimated
cost of Rs. 500.00 lakhs for imparting training to



SC/ST candidates appearing for All India Civil
Services. The work was entrusted on tender basis

and the work is completed. Request has been made
to the Principle Secretary, Social Welfare
Department on 31.01.2016 to take over the
premises and to handover the same to Bengaluru
University.

The construction of hostel building for women
belonging to SC/ST/OBC category at an estimated
cost of Rs. 11.27 Crores in Jnanabharathi campus
has been awarded to the tender agency and the work
is nearing completion and the expenditure of Rs.
12.00 Crores has been incurred.

Construction of Girls Hostel at BSK 6th Stage was
sanctioned for Rs. 5.35 Crores and the work was
awarded on tender basis at a contract amount of Rs.
5.44 Crores & the financial progress of Rs. 90
Lakhs has been achieved. At present the works
have been stopped by the contractor and action has
been taken to cancel the contract BDA has also
planned to construct Boys Hostel Building for
SC/ST in Sy No. 1, 2, 2/1, 2/2, Yellikunte village,
HSR sector -3 at an estimated cost of 1300.00
lakhs. The scheme is under process for
Administrative & Technical approval. The
financial assistance for taking up the construction
of Hostel building in Yellikunte village is yet to be
released by the Social Welfare Department.

9. Construction of National Military Memorial:-

Government of Karnataka vide its order No.
HD/91/KSN/2008 dated: 25.02.2009 have
entrusted the work of Construction of National
Military Memorial to Bengaluru Development
Authority in the land at High Grounds (near Indira
Gandhi Musical Fountain), Bengaluru in an extent
of 7A-22.5G. Foundation for the Memorial has

been laid on 10.02.2009.The work of construction
of Motivation Hall and installation of Defence
Models at the Memorial Site is completed, except
the area to be developed around the Veergallu after
erection of the same. The work of preparation of
Veeragallu has been entrusted to the agency on
tender basis at a contract amount of Rs. 94.00 lakhs.
The shaping and carving of the stone is nearing
completion. The work of transportation of
Veeragallu has been entrusted to the transport
agency. The transporter has mobilized the
equipment and skidding of the stone is completed
and carving is nearing completion. The Veeragallu
will be transported and erected at the Memorial site
by the end of April—2018

10. Construction of Skywalks :-

After Construction of flyover and underpasses and
making outer ring road a signal free corridor,
vehicles are running at high speed along these roads
and junctions of National Highways. Pedestrians
are facing lot of difficulty and risks while crossing
the road and fatal accidents are occurring leading to
loss of life. To avoid the risk to life of pedestrian
and safe crossing, the authority has constructed
Five skywalks i.e., @, Kalyananagar junction,
Babusabpalya junction on outer ring road and K.R
Puram Sante Maidan, Kasturi Nagar Junction and
Ramamurthy Nagar junction all along ORR at the
estimated cost of Rs. 4.71 Crores. The Outer Ring
road has been handed over to BBMP on Feb—2016.
Embassy Group have taken up construction of
skywalks in front of Manyatha Tech Park on CSR
basis. ORRCA has taken up construction of
skywalks on outer ring road near ECO space
Devarbeesanahalli.

a. Construction of New Puttanna Kanagal
Theatre Shopping Complex & MLCP at
Jayanagar 4th Block.

Construction of new Puttanna Kanagal Theatre
Complex and multi level car parking work is
estimated at Rs. 119.55 Crores based on CSR of
2010-11, The work was entrusted to M/s NCC Ltd.,
on the basis of Deferred payment (60:40) for an
amount of Rs. 252.27 Crores. The block — 1
building was completed by January — 2015 and the
action has been taken to shifting of the existing
vendors to Block -1 building. The construction
work of Block -2, 3 & 4 will be taken up after
shifting of vendors to Block — 1 building. The
Hon'ble Lokayukta, Government of Karnataka in
their order dated: 05-01-2018 has directed to hand
over the already constructed Block — 1 building to
BBMP and the same was handed over by BDA to
BBMP on 06.01.2018. The final bill of block — 1
building is not yet paid to the contractor and the
cost of the construction of block — 1 work is Rs.
56,63,15,304/- has to be refunded by BBMP.

b. Re-development of Malleshwaram Market:-
The Bengaluru Developmnent Authority (BDA)
has taken up major market buildings related to Re-
development of Malleshwaram Market on Sampige
Road at Malleshwaram, Bengaluru. As per the
2011-12 SR rates, the estimate has been prepared
for Rs. 76.30 Crores for this project. The work was
entrusted to Sri. P. Vijaykumar, Class -1 contractor
on tender basis, for an amount of Rs. 132.00 Crores.
Basement Roofing wall work is under progress, B1
and B2 roof work, partially completed. The
retaining wall work on west side and north side is
under progress & with an economic growth of Rs.
56.72 Crores.

c. Construction & Re-development of
Multipurpose Commercial complex and vehicle
station at KR Puram “Sante Maidana”
Construction of Multipurpose commercial
complex at 'Sante Maidana' K.R.Puram,
Bengaluru. The project cost is prepared for Rs.
50.00 Crores based on 2017-18 SR rates. The
tender for the projectis under progress.

d. Development/Rejuvenation of 123 lakes :-

As per the Govt Order, BBMP has handed over
Lakes to BDA for Rejuvenation and Development.
At present there are 33 Lakes with BDA for
Development.

Out of 33 lakes, Survey in respect of 22 lakes
has been completed by the Revenue Authorities.
No Encroachment is identified in 07 lakes.
Encroachment on 07 lakes has been cleared and
19A-30G of land has been recovered by the Govt.

Fencing of 11 lakes has been completed and
fencing in respect of 8 lakes is under progress.

Fencing to remaining 19 lakes will be taken up
as soon as survey work is completed and
encroachment is cleared by the Revenue
Authorities.

Out of 33 lakes, 10 lakes are being developed
with an estimated cost of Rs.42.06 Crores and the
works are nearing completion.

In the first phase, De-weeding in Bellandur
lake has been completed with an estimated cost of
Rs.4.00 Crores. In the second phase, De-weeding
with an estimated cost of Rs.10.00 Crores, Fencing
work amounting to Rs.2.00 Crores and Flood
control works in Bellandur and Varthur lakes
amounting to Rs.28.00 Crores is under progress.

7. TOWN PLANNING DEPARTMENT:-

The Bengaluru Metropolitan Area (BMA) i.e., the
Local Planning Area of Bengaluru City is 1219.5 sq
kms. BDA is functioning as the Planning
Authority for the Local Planning Area (LPA) of
Bengaluru under the Karnataka Town and Country
Planning Act 1961. The Town Planning Section
looks after the planning functions of BDA. The
main functions of the Town Planning Section are as
follows:-

1) Revision and Preparation of Master Plan for
Bengaluru Metropolitan Area and its
implementation.

2) Approval of the Layout plans, Development
Plans in favour of Private Developers House
Building Co-operative Society, Town Planning
Schemes of BDA etc., as per the provisions of
Zoning Regulations & BDA Act.

3) Taking necessary action for change of land use
under section 14-A & 69 (2) of KTCP Act, 1961.



4) Approval for bifurcation and amalgamation of
sites (coming in the BDA approved layouts and
sites allotted by BDA)

5) Furnishing technical opinion on planning
matters for sanction of building plans to the
Engineering section and also to furnish technical
opinion regarding Zoning Regulations to the
concerned departments and private individuals.

6) Extending Technical assistance to different
wings of the authority

7) Furnishing land use opinion as per RMP 2015
for conversion of lands to Revenue Authorities.

Activities in the current year:-

1) RMP-2015 has been approved by Government
dated 25/06/2007. As per KTCP Act under section
13-D, the master plan has to be revised once in
every 10 years. BDA has taken up preparation of
RMP-2031 in the year 2014 and has submitted draft
Revised Master Plan, 2031 to the Government.
The Government has accorded approval to the draft
master plan 2031 on 22/11/2017. As per the KTCP
Act 1961 under section 13(1) action has been taken
and submitted to the BMRDA for final approval on
31.01.2018. In the meanwhile Government has
ordered vide order No: I®g 516 Posze 2017

Dated:20.03.2018 to extend 30 days time for filing
objections / suggestions from the public and review
the same through Committee formed by the
Government.

2) Now the updation of RMP 2015 has been taken
up. Digitization and incorporation of approved
layouts, Development plans, change of land use
details, Base map and existing land use maps,
preparation work is under active progress.

During the current year 62 Development plans
(Residential / Non Residential) have been approved
in favour of private individuals and 26 Residential
layout plans have been approved in favour of
Private societies / individuals and work orders have
been issued.

Proposals for change of land use are being
processed and submitted to Government as per
Section 14A of the Karnataka Town and Country
Planning Act, 1961. 02 change of land use
proposals are approved by the Government and
under section 69(2) and 20 proposals have been
approved at the Authority level.

The Deputy Commissioner, Bengaluru District,
Bengaluru has sought opinion for conversion of
lands in respect of 1390 cases, out of which
opinion has been furnished for 1306 cases.

During the current year, total 101 Bifurcation /
Amalgamation applications have been received.
Out of this, 41 applications for Bifurcation /
Amalgamation have been disposed off and in 20
cases, technical opinion is furnished for approval of
building plans as per Zoning Regulations.

The Estate Wing is playing a vital role in
ensuring co-ordination among Engineering,
Land Acquisition, Law Wing and STF in
identification of BDA land encroachments and
venturing joint operation of demolishing
unauthorised structures and removal of
encroachments, recovery of properties and
fencing and formation of layouts in the
recovered areas. BDA has conducted joint
operation of demolition of unauthorised

constructions and recovered 24 Acres 10 gts of
land worth 502.00 crores (Five Hundred and
Two Crores) during the current year.

In the last one decade, the BDA
has widened the area of its operation and has
undertaken the basic infrastructure projects like
Construction of Underpasses, Ring Roads,
PRR, Grade Separators and also new layout
projects. BDA has taken up many infrastructure
works of International standards. It is again a
milestone in the history of BDA that the RMP-
2015 1s approved and enforced detailing the
future development of Bengaluru with a great
vision to make Bengaluru a Top End Model
City in the country.

BDA has already allotted 5000
sites of various dimension to the General
Public. Further, BDA has invited application
from the General public for allotment of 5000
various dimension sites.

Bengaluru Development Authority has allotted
518 1BHK, 556 2BHK and 348 3BHK flats
during 2017. BDA has also adopted
computerisation in its administration to bring
more transparency and efficiency. It is
significant to note that currently the BDA has
taken up steps to rejuvenate around 13 lakes in
Bengaluru City providing walking paths,
boating facilities etc., A modern, Residential
Training Centre complete with all facilities for
imparting training to the candidates belonging
to SC/ST community appearing for Civil
Service examinations and other competitive
examinations is being constructed in Bengaluru
University Campus. Besides a Women's Hostel
for students belonging to SC/ST and OBC is
also being constructed. BDA has taken up
construction of National Military Memorial
(Rastriya Sainika Smaraka) in the heart of the
City, which is the first of its kind in the country,
to pay homage to the martyrs and also to
inculcate sense of pride among the Youths.
BDA is also forming an exclusive “Sculpture
Park” spread over in 9 acres which is again one
of its kind in the entire country. The vision of
BDA is to make Bengaluru more attractive and
a model city in the Country in collaboration
with all other core departments of the State
Government.
