7. Provision for taxation:

a) Provision for taxation for the year is the estimated current Income tax determined to be
payable in respect of taxable income under the provisions of Income Tax Act.1961

b) Deferred tax is the tax effect of timing difference representing the difference between
accounting income and the taxable income that originate in one period and are capable of
reversal in one or more subsequent period.

c) The deferred tax asset shall be organized and carried forward only to the extent that there
is a virtual certainty that the asset will be realized in future by way of sufficient future
taxable income will be available against the deferred tax asset that can be realized.
