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1. Message form the Vice-Chancellor

When Karnataka Folklore University was formally launched on 22 July, 2011 a new chapter
was added to the larger project of folklore studies and research in the country. The first Vice-
Chancellor, Professor Ambalike Hiriyanna had earnestly initiated many new and laudable
academic and research programmes in his tenure. To him who had the right vision of the University
and earnestly pursued its true mission, we owe our grateful acknowledgement.

The University has been offering post-graduate courses and diplomas, besides certificate
courses on various folk arts, exploring their employment opportunities. It has been conducting the
entrance tests and course work for PhD, as stipulated by the UGC, and more than 90 students have
been pursuing their PhD programmes. At present the University has six Faculties, namely, General
Folklore, Verbal Folklore, Folk Art Tradition, Traditional Science and Technology, Marginal
Studies and Applied Folklore. The University is offering eight post-graduate courses on
Folkloristics, Folk Literature, Folk Arts, Traditional Science and Technology, Studies on Rural
and Tribal Women and Children, Folk Tourism, Folk Media and Communication and Rural and
Tribal Business Management. It offers short-term courses too, like certificate courses on Folk Song
Tradition, Folk Medicine, Folk Dance, Embroidery, Folk Martial Arts, Doddaata, Dollukunita,
Bisu Kamsale, Bidiri Art, Tribal Medicine Leather Puppetry and diploma courses on Traditional
and Dairy Practices, Folk Musical Instruments: Manufacturing and Marketing and Folk Epics.
These short-term courses are offered in the colleges and institutions recognised for the purpose. In
fact, at present as many as twenty institutions have been recognized by the University to teach
these courses, and more such institutions are in the process of getting their recognition. We propose
to start more courses on different regional forms of Yakshagana and folk dances. In this
Convocation 422 candidates are receiving their degrees, diplomas and certificates and nearly 782
students are perusing their studies in the University. The Folklore University has established five
regional study centers at Male Madeshwara Hills, Bidar, Joida, Mandya and at KSOU at Mysore.
We have set up ‘Grama Karnataka’, a folklore museum, to show-case the opulence of Karnataka’s
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folklore, and it has been attracting visitors in good numbers. The University has established a
centre for Folklore translations, which has already translated into Kannada and English significant
works on folklore in other languages. We have a unit of folklore research too, which has been
engaged in research and publication of its findings.

The University has established “Centre for Extension and Consultancy” through which it
proposes to organize special lectures to reach out to people and make them the beneficiaries of the
dissemination of knowledge. This centre has already brought out 60 books on various themes and
20 are ready for publication. Some of the more important works are, Encyclopedia on Traditional
Agricultural Science, Bibliography on Folklore Publications, a volume on Karnataka Folklore
Research, a volume on the Epic Tradition of Male Madeshwara, a volume of Ethnic Food,
Translations of eminent folklorists like Alan Dundes, Richard M. Dorson and the Village
Encyclopedia of Karnataka, (of which 4 volumes on Bagalkot and Haveri Districts are already
available). The University has at hand many research projects such as Folklore Encyclopedia,
Dictionary of Folklore, Folklore Translation, Village Encyclopedia of Karnataka, a Survey and
Documentation of Tribal Communities of Karnataka, Collection and Publication of Folk Tales and
Collection and Multiple Documentation of Folk Literature in Lambani language. For the last 60
months it has also been undertaking some novel programmes like ‘Taking the Folklore to the Folk’,
‘We march to where people are ‘A Free Dialogue with a Guest every Month’. Journals like
Janapada Jagali and Hanathe have been communicating to the people our academic and research
activities.

The Karnataka Folklore University is unique in that it is engaged in the study of indigenous
culture and knowledge system of Karnataka. It has therefore been focusing attention on these areas
while initiating and supervising M.Phil and Ph.D. programmes. It has also been conducting
national workshops and seminars through which it could update the knowledge for students and
teachers alike. The University has also been adhering to the directions of the Government to
provide free education to the differently- able children, to the children of agriculturists who had
committed suicide, and to the trans-genders. We had given an opportunity to our students to
participate in the Youth Festivals at the state and national levels. Our teachers too have been active
in research and have been participating in national seminars and workshops and presenting papers
there. They have also published academic books of substance. Some of them have also been able
to get research grants from various funding agencies. To ensure that all teachers are actively
engaged in research, the University has invited research proposals from them, which it proposes
to fund suitably and monitor their progress. We have also identified and recognized scholars from
other universities and institutions to guide the students in research. Eminent scholars have been
invited to deliver special lectures in the departments. We have also made arrangements for
highlighting the lives and achievements of political leaders and cultural heroes to instill national
and social awareness. We have collaborated with the Karnataka Higher Education Council to hold
a workshop on the ‘Challenges of Rural and Women Entrepreneurship’, with the Department of
Kannada and Culture to celebrate a Cultural Festival and with the Karnataka Lalitakala Academy
to organize a workshop in painting on the ‘Cultural Images in Karnataka’, in which 20 paintings
were produced by ten eminent artists of the state. The support and involvement of the teachers,
students and the administrative staff deserve our grateful acknowledgement.

The new University has now an Administrative Block, an Academic Block, one Hostel for SC
& ST students, residential quarters for some University officers, teaching and administrative staff
and an Open Theatre, though none of them can be declared as fully complete or ready.

I assumed the office of the Vice Chancellor of the University on February 8, 2017, and I am
committed to take the University forward in the right direction which discerning world of
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academics and people in society have thoughtfully marked out. I am aware that the Folklore
University should move closer to the people who truly are owners and makers of the folk tradition,
a venture which we should undertake by pooling together our collective will and efforts. I hope
the Government too is fully committed to this task.

At present we owe our sustenance and progress entirely to the State Government’s support and
benefaction. While acknowledging its value, it is important to realize the problems and challenges
that we face in building a sturdier university. We have not as yet got the 12B recognition of the
UGC, which we need to get, not only to supplement our financial resources but also to secure the
larger academic legitimacy. We need to tap the legitimate grants available with the Ministry of
Tribal Development, Ministry of Culture, and Department of Human Resources Development.
There is a need for recruiting teaching and administrative staff on permanent basis and secure, as
far as possible, the limbo in which they are at present. We are also aware of the need to set up a
digital archive to document and preserve the folkloristic traditions and artifacts which our society
abounds in, and which will cater to the needs and interests of researchers and students. All these
need funds which we hope to get from the generous state government and also from other agencies,
both public and private.

We are doing our best to improve the facilities available to our students. We are building a
campus which is clean, green and eco-friendly. We are on the threshold of introducing on-line
admission to various courses, ICT facilities such as file-tracking, on-line results and campus Wi-
Fi. We have already set up a computer lab with 25 connections with LAN. We have built fully-
equipped seminar halls too. At the academic level we have been exerting ourselves to revise the
syllabi of all the courses. But there are yet many things which demand our attention. We need to
have an appropriate building to accommodate our growing library. There is an immediate need to
have guest-houses to welcome the scholars, researchers and artists. Our landed properties are
spread in different places which perennially face the danger of encroachment. There is an urgent
need to fence and protect them. We need to have more and more programmes on the campus in
which we invite folk artists, folklorists and other scholars from within the state and outside and
make it a hub of meaningful projects and performances. We have a plan to organize a workshop
for young and aspiring scholars in folklore so that they get their guidance and inspiration from
senior researchers. The motto of our University is: “We shall sow golden seeds all over our fields!”
This poetic imagery encapsulates our aspirations, and we shall strive to achieve them to the best
of our abilities and with collective efforts.

The University has sought financial support and patronage from other sources and agencies.

Kannada Development Authority has given financial assistance for the Kannada Folklore
Dictionary Project and Rural and Panchayat Raj Department has given the grant for the Karnataka
Village Encyclopedia Project. We have also Nadoja H.L. Nage Gowda endowment for the award
of Gold Medal, K.R. Lingappa Endowment and Sri B.P. Ranamoode Endowment for the conduct
of special lectures. I thank all the benefactors who have sustained and supported our efforts and
hope to secure more of their generosity in future.
The University is located in Haveri district, and its people have been particularly generous in their
support to the University. The University belongs to society and society should also feel that the
University belongs to the society. That, I believe, is the best way to take forward the institution. I
thank His Excellency, the Chancellor, the Pro-Chancellor, the Government authorities, the
people’s representatives, and donors for their generous support to the University.

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2. From the Administrative Desk

Karnataka State Government should be commended for instituting Karnataka Folklore
University, the first in the world. The Onslaught of modernity and globalization has necessitated
the establishment of the Folklore University for conserving and enriching folk tradition which are
seen fading away from the public memory. The University is only five years old. Established under
Karnataka Universities Act 2011, it has its head quarters at Gotagodi Village, NH-4, Haveri
District. Exploring social, economic life and set up and constructing a vibrant cultural glory of
Karnataka are the principle objectives of the University.

The University has been granted 160 acres of land in areas such Shiggaon, Gotagodi,
Nidagundi, Tadasa and Somapura villages across Haveri District. Different activities have been
meticulously planned and prepared to expand its area of functioning. For these varied activities,
from 2011-12 the Karnataka Government has sanctioned fund till date and in the year of 2016-17
Karnataka Government has sanctioned 4.88 crores. Besides this, additional amount of Rs 2.92
crores have been sanctioned for the proposed Learning and Training Centre at Joida in Karwar.
This grant is being utilized for research, documentation and academical activities. The 8 PG
departments, 13 certificate course and 3 diploma courses are running successfully. The university
has plans to introduce 5 years integrated courses of BA-MA, BSc- MSc, BPA-MPA and BBM-
MBA. The university has a total of 98 research students in various departments of studies. The
recruitment process to appoint permanent teaching staff has already begun. Diploma and
Certificate Courses in Traditional Dairy Farming, Traditional Agriculture, and Certificate Courses
were started from the academic year Dollu Kunita, Folk Song Tradition, Embroidery, and
Traditional Medicinal System have been introduced at Male Mahadeshwara and Bidar centres.
Different Certificate courses are being run at Sri Rambhapuri Jagadguru veera Gangadhara Arts
and Commerce College at Shiggaon. In the current year, a training and learning centre for folk arts
has been set up at Joida in Karwar district. Certificate course in Folk Dance and folk song tradition
have been introduced at this centre. Karnataka Folklore University is an autonomous body with a
specific purpose of study in eponymous field. The University has initiated many projects such as
Karnataka Grama Charitre Kosha, (Village History Encyclopedia), Open Air Museum,
Comprehensive Survey of Indigenous Tribal Communities, Kannada Folklore Dictionary and
other ambitious projects are under progress. Folklore Encyclopedia project has under progress.
Kannada and Culture Department is financially assisting these prestigious projects. Karnataka
Thanda Development Corporation Limited has also released fund for the esteemed project of
Lambani Folk Literature Multi-facial documentation. Development works concerning basic
amenities, buildings, road construction, indoor and outdoor museums, open air theatre, library,
residential quarters for university officers, staff members and also Students hostel building have
been completed. The University is making a steady progress by focusing on its efforts to achieve
academical accomplishments. Currently the staff of the university is only handful but it is hoped
immensely that the Folklore University would grow beyond its limits. I am of the firm belief that
the University would work towards realizing its dreams and offer its benefits to the people of
Karnataka.

humanities and social sciences. Constructing native culture on the basis of folk tradition has been

the primary concern of Karnataka Folklore University. The specific objectives of the University
are as follows:

Being the first Folklore University in the world, it has the immense ambition to set an

13. To encourage comparative studies on Karnataka Folklore with folklore of other Indian
states. Also to have Memorandum of Understanding with Indian and Foreign Universities
to promote folklore research studies on South Asian countries and developed countries.

14. To translate Karnataka Folklore into English, Hindi and other Indian and foreign
languages. Also to translate foreign and Indian folklore texts into Kannada.

15. To establish Publication wing (Prasaranaga) of the University to publish folklore studies
and research articles, newsletters and research journals. To organize and conduct
symposiums and seminars to create awareness among people.

1. Integrated Degree Courses
a) BBA-MBA
Though folklore is an interdisciplinary branch of knowledge, it is imperative to
individuate interdisciplinary knowledge disciplines. A deeper perspective study is the
need of the hour in this apct. The Folklore University has taken a significant step in
this regard to make Folklore an applied subject in augmenting Rural Development
Studies. Exploring Rural Development branch of knowledge in the backdrop of
folklore is a significant programme of this University.
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b) BSc-MSc
As a knowledge branch, science plays a vital role in magnifying awareness. In its
attempt to widen the scientific knowledge of people and to enable students to identify,
perceive and distinguish the contemporary scientific advances, the University has
introduced BSc and MSc courses.

¢) BA-MA
This is an integrated course of five years with folklore as a mandatory subject. (There
is a provision to obtain graduation after the completion of three years).

d) BPA-MPA
This is an integrated course of five years focusing on folk performing arts. (There is a
provision to obtain graduation after the completion of three years).

e)  MPhil-PhD
Research is a discipline and field visits can only make a research study more
qualitative. In this aspect, the university has introduced M.Phil and PhD programmes.
Fellowships and scholarships awarded by UGC and the University respectively would
help students futher in pursuing these degrees.
