Agriculture Department

The Total Geographical area of Mandya district is 4,98,244 ha, where in Ragi,
Pulses and Oilseeds crops are grown under rainfed areas and Paddy, Sugarcane and
irrigated ragi are grown under assured irrigated areas. Agriculture is the main
occupation in rural community of Mandya district. During 2018-19 various
agriculture crops are grown in 2, 03,611 ha. Of which 1,05,186 ha are irrigated crops.
The total number of land holders in the district 4, 13,426, of which majority are small
and marginal farmers which amounts to 3,86,505.

Mandya district has 31 hoblies, each hobli has one Raita Samparka Kendra, with
the primary objective to render service for development of agriculture sector of the
district. In these Raita Samparka Kendra agriculture inputs such as seeds,
micronutrients, Plant protection chemicals, Hi-tech implements and other inputs/
implements which are basic requirement to carryout agriculture operations are
provided to the farmers in subsidized rates. Through RSKs the latest innovations of
the agriculture universities, new technologies are introduced to the farming
community with the intension to increase productivity of crops which results in
increase the economic status of the farmers. The Department is implementing various
development schemes pertaining to agriculture sector.

Implementation of Development schemes during 2018-19

During 2018-19 Rs. 831.90 lakhs has been released to the department towards
planned schemes and Salary component, in which Rs. 748.79 lakhs has been utilized.
Details of Plan schemes which are implemented during 2018-19 are mentioned below

Assistance to Farmers: The purpose of this scheme is to provide Plant Protection
equipment in subsidized rates, So that the farmers can carry out management of pest
and diseases successfully. During 2018-19 Rs. 8,95,100/- grants has been released, of
which Rs.8,89,821/- expenditure is incurred.

Agricultural Fairs & Exhibitions: The primary objective of this scheme is to provide
information to the farming community about cropping technologies by conducting
exhibitions in local fairs and taking progressive farmers to Krishi Melas organized by
Agriculture universities and other institutes. During 2018-19 Rs. 2,91,000/- grants has
been released, of which Rs.2,84,465/- expenditure is incurred.

Farm Related Activities: The primary objective of this scheme is maintenance of
Raita Samparka Kendras (RSK) located at hobli level. The RSK rent, electricity bill and
other related expenditure are met from this scheme. In addition to this trainings are
organized for farmers and extension officers at our training centre. During 2018-19
Rs. 27,00,000/- grants has been released, of which Rs. 26,96,959/- expenditure is
incurred
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ﬂ)ther Agriculture Scheme: The primary objective of this scheme is to provide Hi-
Tech Agricultural Implements /equipments in subsidized rates. So that the farmers
can follow different land preparation and other agriculture activities successfully.
During 2018-19 Rs. 33,00,000/- grants has been released, of which Rs.32,96,722/-
expenditure is incurred.

Organic Fertilizers: The primary objective of this scheme is to provide organic
manures such as Green leaf manure seeds, Vermi compost and Organic manures in
subsidized rates. So as to encourage the farmers to use different organic manures
which results in increasing soil fertility status. During 2018-19 Rs. 7,00,000/- grants
has been released, of which Rs.6,84,661 /- expenditure is incurred.

Agricultural Office Buildings: The primary objective of this scheme is to provide
funds for maintenance and repairs of Raita Samparka Kendras and official quarters.
During 2018-19 Rs. 12,00,000/- grants has been released, of which Rs.8,98,570/-

expenditure is incurred.

Procurement of Crop Cutting Experiment equipments: The primary objective of
this scheme is to provide funds for Procurement of Crop Cutting Experiment
equipments viz.

Importance of Horticulture Crops:

When observing the climate and Geographical features of Mandya district,
various Horticulture crops can be grown profitably in the district. The farmers

of this district have been growing crops such as sugarcane and Paddy

significantly. Since the horticulture crops were grown in the lowlands. Out of
total cultivable area 245188 hectares, horticulture crops were cultivated in
73441 hectares. Every year the cultivable area under horticulture crops has
been increasing, so various programmes has been included for the development
of horticulture farmers.

Zilla Panchayat Schemes

1. Drip irrigation - Special Subsidy for Horticultural crops : Under this
scheme, 90% subsidy is given to farmers to implement drip irrigation
for horticulture crops. In the current financial year, Rs.20.00 lakh grants
has been released and Rs19.54 lakh is spent, Subsidy has been provided
to beneficiaries who have installed drip irrigation for various
horticulture cropsin 30.66 hectares.

2. Horticulture Buildings: Under this scheme, infrastructure has been
provided to the District and Taluk Offices. In the current financial year,
Rs.20.00 lakh grant has been released out of which Rs. 20.00 lakhs is
spent.

3. Maintainance of Horticulture Farms: Under this scheme,the total
amount of Rs 15.00 lakh has been released for the maintainance of
different fruit plants grown in 8 horticulture farms of Zilla Panchayat,
Mandya district. Out of which Rs14.98 lakhs is spent.

4 . Seed Coconut Procurement and Nursery Maintainance: For the year
2016-17, 61556 nos coconut seedlings has been certified and

distributed to the eligible farmers at the department rates. For the year
2017-18, 55830 nos coconut seedlings has been maintained in the
nurseries. For the year 2018-19 total amount of Rs 20.00lakhs has been
released out of which Rs19.96 lakhs is spent. Good quality coconut seed
nuts of 56539 nos has been collected and planted for this year.

Apiculture: A total no. of 60 beneficiaries has been trained in this
project. Honey bee boxes and bee hives were given for the beneficiaries
of 94 number general category at 40% subsidy and 90% subsidy for
Scheduled caste/Tribes in order to increase the yield of horticulture
crops through pollination. For this program Rs.1.99 lakhs has been
released out of which Rs. 1.99 lakh has been spent.

Oil palm cultivation in potential states : In this scheme, technical
training has been given to the oilpalm growing farmers. Subsidy has

been given to install the drip irrigation and purchase of harvesting
implements. For this programme Rs.4.00 lakhs has been released out of
which Rs. 3.95 lakh has been spent.

Assistance to Farmers:

a) Area Extension Programme :
Under this scheme, for the development of horticulture crops
900 nos SC/ST/Small/Very Small beneficiaries were selected through
Gram Panchayat and Taluk Panchayat to initiate the farmers by
distributing different seedlings of Sapota, Mango and Coconut for free
of cost. For this programme Rs.8.99 lakhs has been released out of
which Rs. 8.99 lakh has been utilized.

b) Distribution of Plant Protection Chemicals:
In this scheme, farmers can purchase plant protection drugs to
protect various horticulture crops from pest and diseases. Subsidy is
provided at the rate of 50%. For this program Rs.3.49 lakhs has been
released out of which Rs. 3.28 lakh has been utilized by giving
subsidy to 175 beneficiaries.

horticulture crops Total an amount of Rs.1485.37 lakhs has been released,
total amount of Rs.1439.11 lakhs utilized. This scheme is well-suited for
the farmers under the drought situation.

Under this scheme, subsidy has been given to the farmers who
adopted the technology in development of coconut orchards and
demonstrations are given to increase the production and productivity.

Under this scheme, Subsidy has been provided to the beneficiaries of
the total number of Scheduled caste / Scheduled Tribes, selected by the Gram
Panchayat, for the area expansion program of major horticulture crops such as
mango, sapota, banana, coconut and maize crops. Under this scheme, 725 the
total number of beneficiaries has been subsidized.under this scheme
Horticulture crops have been expanded in a total area of 978 acres. Subsidy has
been provided to the beneficiaries of 165 nos for construction of onion storage
unit and other development works in the department farms and nurseries.Total
Rs 337.34 lakhs has been spent.

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Functions of veterinary Institutions & the progress achieved:-
Animal Treatment:

All the 212 veterinary Institutions in the District Animal Husbandry
Department are always ready for up keeping of the health of Animals and
Animal breed improvement. Totally 758369 Animals have been treated
during the year 2018-19.

Control of communicable Diseases of the Animals:

Different vaccination programmes are under taken through the department
to prevent the occurrence of communicable diseases in the district. And also
serum samples of the infected Animals are sent to IAH & VB lab for suspected
disease investigation and the animals are suitably treated to prevent the
spreading of the disease.

Artificial Insemination:

Inseminating the Cattle and Buffaloes using the semen collected from the
Bulls of different exotic and graded breeds is one of the activities to improve
the productivity and performance of the animals. Totally 1,49,115 Cattle &
Buffaloes have been inseminated during the financial year of 2018-19.

Infertility Camps :

Infertility camps are conducted to examine thoroughly the infertile & repeat
breeding Cattle & Buffaloes and treat them with suitable medication, so that
these are made to conceive. 111 infertility camps are fixed for the district as
target. These camps are conducted in each taluk by giving prior information
to farmers through wide publicity and creating awareness to utilize this
facility. Other activities like castration of male animals not fit for breeding,
deworming and vaccinating the animals are also under taken in the camps.

Survey of Animal Products:

Under sample survey scheme, survey is under taken during different seasons
in the selected villages about the animals and animal products. This scheme
is aimed to give statistical information required to formulate different
departmental schemes.
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/ Rinder Pest Eradication scheme:

Rinder Pest disease affecting the animals which is highly communicable with
high mortality has been completely eradicated throughout the country
through continuous vaccination programme. Even though our country has
been declared as Rinder Pest eradicated country, to take precautionary
measures, continuous activity has been formulated under the scheme to
survey the villages about any existence of the disease. During 2018-19 year,
2076 villages are surveyed for the existence of the disease and 2086 villages
which come along high-ways are also surveyed.

Zilla Panchayath Programmes
Buildings repair works:

Under this scheme out of Rs. 65.00 lakhs which was released for most
necessary repair works of veterinary Institutions of this district, Rs.62.96
lakhs has been utilized to complete the one building under RIDF scheme and
also for repair works of 41 Veterinary Institution buildings.

For purchase of medicines, chemicals & liquid nitrogen:

Under this scheme, out of Rs.110.00 lakhs which was released for purchase
and distribution of medicines and chemicals for daily use in the veterinary
Institutions, Rs.110.00 lakhs has been completely utilized for purchase of
Drugs/Chemicals and purchase & distribution of 68,185 liters of Liquid
Nitrogen from Bhuruka Gases LTD Bengalore, and also purchase and
distribution of needed medicines/chemicals and instruments for 212
vetornery hospital in district.

For rearing and distribution of Giriraja chicks:

Under this scheme Giriraja chicks are distributed to the beneficiaries
selected in Grama sabhas which are conducted taluk wise in the district. Out
of Rs. 16.80 lakhs released under this scheme, full amount of Rs.16.80 lakhs
has been utilized. Chicks are reared in the premises of Karnataka Co-
Operative Poultry Federation Limeted Bengalore ave rates fixed by
commissioner, AH&VS bengalore and distributed freely to SC/ST
beneficiaries.

INTRODUCTION

Fisheries being one of the oldest profession is also second highest user of water
resources. Fish is often referred to as “rich food for poor people”. It provides essential
wholesome nourishment. In light of increasing population growth fisheries in inland
water bodies is becoming increasingly important. Fish meat being the most efficient
source of animal protein, essential fats, vitamins and minerals can be considered a
complete food. Efficient use of water resources and waste lands for fisheries activities
can be profitable and generate more employment opportunities particularly among
the poorer sections of the rural community.

Mandya District of Karnataka State is gifted with vast inland water resources
with 179 major Departmental tanks with a water spread of 11,381.8 ha, 04 reservoirs
of 13419.00 ha and river stretches of about 170 km. District comprises of 687
Grampanchayath tanks of 3637.66 ha area. The district comprises of 41 fishermen
co-operative societies with 11,929 members and are actively involved in fisheries
activities . There are 7,865 families in the fisheries profession and are completely
dependants on the fisheries alone. During 2018-19 fish catches of about 23,019 metric
tonnes has been reported in the district.

In Mandya APMC Main Market Yard Jaggery was trading through open auction
system three varities of jaggery will arrive to Mandya Market Yard, namely bucket
jaggery of 10 Kg & 5 Kg each, Box Jaggery, Kurikatu Jaggery major market for
Mandya. Jaggery are Gujrat, Rajasthan, West Bengal, Maharastra and within the state
Davagere, Challkere, Chitradurga, Hubli Bijapur, Raichur etc., Paddy, Ragi and other
notified commodities trading were take place in Mandya Market area through the
mutual negotiation system at farmer level.
