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Rural Drinking Water Supply Scheme:

Under Rural Drinking water Supply scheme Rs. 1635.04 lakhs released in the year 2018-19. Out of the available grant of Rs.
2003.07 lakhs including the opening balance of Rs. 1851.01 lakhs, Rs. 1799.62 lakhs was spent up to March 2019 by
achieving 90% progress. Out of 649 sanctioned works 403 works completed in the year.

National Biogas Development Scheme: The beneficiaries selected for the construction of Biogas Plants are provided with
central subsidy of Rs.9000 and state subsidy of Rs. 6000/- . Also Rs. 2000/- additional central subsidy amount is provided
for SC/ST beneficiaries. The beneficiaries may also construct biogas plants through the approved turnkey agencies for which
a turnkey fee of Rs. 1500/- (Rs.1000 in the 1% year and Rs.500 at the end of 4" year) will be paid to the concerned turnkey
agency.

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Swachh Bharat Mission (G):

By achieving the objective of total sanitation in the rural area, the Udupi district was declared as ODF district on 2"
October 2016. District ranked at 7™ place in sanitation at national level as per the survey conducted by the Quality Council
of India for Sanitation. Also Udupi district ranked at 1% place at National level in Swachh Darpan of Government of India.
District received “States of State” award for sanitation by India Today Journal. SLRM, an innovative method is adopted in
Udupi district for the first time in the country in waste management. Under SLRM programme wastes are converted in to
resources by scientific method. 8 Gram Panchayaths have already adopted such method in waste management. Adequate
trainings at different stages are being provided to the remaining Grama Panchayaths also for scientific implementation of
Waste Management.

Chief Ministers Grama Vikasa Yojana:

Under Chief Ministers Grama Vikasa Yojana 4 villages were selected for every 5 Legislative Assembly Constituencies and
one village for every member of Legislative Council. In total 23 villages were selected under this scheme. Selected villages
allocated with Rs.100 lakhs each as a scheme grant and Rs.1105.47 lakhs was released till March 2019. Details of progress report
Is as follows:

75,429 belong to SC ( male-36,988 Female= 38,441).

For the educational, social and economic welfare of SC, various development programmes are undertaken Here are the
programmes.
For the welfare of SC in 2018-19 following programmes are undertaken.

1. Pre-matric Hostels.
In Udupi District , from 5" standard to 10" standard for SC/ST other students, separate hostels are there for
Girls and Boys. There are totally 15 pre matirc hostels is district, Among them 9 belongs to Boys and 6 Belongs to
girls. All these hostels are maintained under taluka panchayat schemes.

In the year 2018-19 toltaly Rs. 301.90 lakh has been spent to these hostels. There are total 793 students benifited.
Hostellers are getting free food, cloths, soap, oil, text book, bed sheets, etc. In each hostel short term tutors are appointed for
tution.

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BACKWARD CLASSES WELFARE DEPARTMENT

Backward classes welfare department of Udupi district is implementing and maintaining Pre metric and Post metric
boys/girls hostels, Morarji Desai residential schools, private aided hostels, tailoring training centers for women, scholarships
to students of schools and colleges, Vidyasiri and fee concessions to college students, incentives to students of nomads,
incentives to meritorious students, skill development programmes to unemployed youths such as computer training, plastic
technology and other job oriented courses by sectioning stipends, stipends to students of nursing courses, incentives to college
students, stipends to minority students in ITI diploma courses, stipends to advocates, vehicle driving training, grants to
community halls of various communities etc.

Details of Programmes implemented by Backward class development department :

1. Maintenance of Pre metric Hostels:

There are 12 premetric boys and 6 premetric girls hostels in the district having the admission strength of 566 boys
and 263 girls. The inmates of hostel are provided with free boarding and accommodation facilities, school books,
stationeries, uniforms, beds and bed spreads, plates, tumbler etc,.

2. Maintenance of Post metric Hostels:

There are 9 post metric boys and 14 post metric girls hostels in the district having the admission strength of 751
boys and 1368 girls. Total 2119 Students. The inmates of hostel are provided with free boarding and accommodation
facilities, school books, stationeries, uniforms, beds and bed spreads, library etc,.

3.Grants to Private hostels:

There are 2 private grant in aid hostels in the district with 92 total sanction strength. Each student of grant in aid hostels
sanctioned with Rs. 1000 boarding charges for month.
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4. Tailoring training center:

Department is maintaining a tailoring training center of 20 sanctioned strength at Bannanje, Udupi. Stipend of Rs. 300
per month sanctioned for each student of the center by providing free training in tailoring activity. The students passed in
the annual exam are provided with sewing machine at free of cost.

5. Backward class English medium Morarji Desai Residential Schools:

Backward classes Morarji desai English medium residential schools at Karkala, Kundapura, Hirebettu and
Baindoor are providing residential education. 880 boys and 486 girls admitted to these schools in the year 2018-19.
The students admitted to 6" standards to 10" standard are provided with free education, food, residential facility,
uniforms, school books, statiobery, bed and bed spreads, cot, sports materials ets., The Morarji desai Pre university
college Karkala is having 120 admission strength for students.

6. Pre metric scholarship:

The eligible backward class students of 1 to 10 standard with family annual income lilmit of Rs. 44,500/- are
provided with scholarships at different stages. Rs. 750/- for the students of 1 to 5" standard, Rs. 900/- for the students
of 6" to 8" standard, and Rs. 1000 for the students of 9 to 10 th standards annually. Besides scholarship is also being
sanctioned under centrally sponcered schemes. In total Rs. 526.007 lakh was sanctioned to 47460 students in the year
2018-19.

7. Scholarship to Post metric students:

Backward classes students studying in pre university college, degree college, post graduation, technical courses
and other courses are provided with scholarships of Rs. 1600, Rs. 2100, Rs 3350, and Rs. 3500/- annually according to
their eligibility. Under centrally sponcered schemes also scholarship amount of Rs. 1600/- to PU students, Rs. 2100/-
to Degree students, Rs 3350/- to PG students are being sanctioned. In total Rs. 331.687 lakh scholarship amount are
sanctioned to 15693 students in the year 2018-19.

The required repair and maintenance of department hostel buildings, construction of compound walls, toilets,
drinking water well etc works are implemented under the scheme.

The major soil types of the district are Black and laterite soils having less
pH and highly acidic in nature. The total geographical area of the district is about 3.56 Lakh Ha out of which the net cultivated
area is 101318 Ha. About 35% of the net cultivated area is occupied by agricultural crops. The net sown area is about
110621Ha In which 43847 Ha of area(39.64%) covered by agricultural crops. Among agricultural crops paddy being a major
crop which used to cultivate in all the three seasons of the year. Inrabi- summer season pulses like black gram, horse gram,
cowpea & oilseed crops like Groundnut &Sesamumare cultivated using residual moisture. Due to closure of Brahmavarasugar
factory, the sugarcane growing areahas been reduced drastically. During 2018-19,out of 56990 Ha targeted area 43847 Ha
(76.94%)of area has been sowned by different agriculture crops.

Department of agriculture hasgot vision of balanced development in agricultural sector, food security and to double the
farmers income by 2022. Farmer’s income will be increased by increasing the production and productivityof agriculture crops
through successful implementation of various central & States government schemes. To promote these schemes different
programsare arranged in farmer’s field. Department is providing different agriculture extension programme, farmers training,
timely supplying of agriculture implements, conducting soil testing & nutrient recommendation to maintain the soil health,
insurance benefits for crop protection, integrated nutrient management &encouraging the farmers to adopt micro irrigation
component. With the participation of publics, department is always aiming for the development of agriculture sector and
farmers with different complimentary activities. Government has introduced different programs like supplying agricultural
implements/machineries, distribution of certified/quality seed, promoting organic farming, establishment of custom hire
service center to provide machineries to the farmers at cheaper/ lower price, providing sprinkler sets with 90% subsidies,
distribution of plant protection chemicals and equipments, soil amendments, micro nutrients and bio fertilizers at subsidized
rates, recognition of innovative and progressive farmers through awards Construction of farm ponds through krishibhagya
programme , Providing subsidy for package units &implementing integrated farming system etc.. Farmers are encouraged
for adoption of new technologies, in agriculture farming andRs 2050 and 1750 per Ha incentive is provided to the farmers for
adoption of direct seeded rice and mechanical transplanting technologies. Frequent exposure visits are conducted to the
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progressive farmer’s field who adopted innovative technologies in their field thereby promoting other farmers to adopt these
technologies. Department has got organizational setup of district level JDA Office, subdivisionalDDA Office, taluk level
ADA Office &at hobli level 9 RSKs are functioning through which various departmental programmes are implemented for
the benefit of the farming community.

Udupi,Brahmavar, Karkala, Ajekar, Kaup, Byndoor, kota and VandseRSK's are having own building where as
Kundapur RSK is working in the premises of ADA Office. Through these RSK's, innovative technologies are transferred to
farming community. In addition to this, RSK's are the focal points of distributing quality seeds, plant protection
chemicals/equipments, organic manures, micronutrients, Green manuring seeds, biofertilizers, gypsum/ lime, Tarpaulin,
innovative agricultural machenaries at 50% subsidy. Sprinklers and drip irrigation components are provided at 90% subsidies,
in addition to this SC&ST farmers are provided with power tiller, innovative agriculture components, tarpaulin, Sprinkler
sets, and plantprotection equipments at 90% assistance. For demonstration of technologies uptoRs. 4000 worth of agriculture
Inputsare provided at free of cost.

Field problems and other technical issues related to the agricultural sector will be brought into the notice of the
agriculture scientists, byconducting proper research on this aspect they will be providing suitable recommendation and
technical inputs to the extension officers of the department during bimonthly workshops and institutional trainings.

New technologies invented in agriculture research centre will be transferred to the farmers fields through field trials
and large scale demonstrations. For wider spread of new agriculture technologies exposure visits, exhibition, training, farmers
— Scientists interaction, Kisangosti, Krishimela, Krishiabhiyana such programmes are arranged at different levels.

With the aim of increasing the crop production by 20% and farmers income by 25% during the next 4 years,
bhoosambruddi project has been introduced in the Udupi District during 2018-19. Under this project Agriculture, Horticulture,
Veterinary, Fisheries, Sericulture, Social Forestry & NRLM Programmes are converged and innovative programmes action
plan has prepared and implemented for Integrated Development of the farmers. In addition to this Integrated Farming System
modules are implemented and this technologies are transferred to the farmers through farmers field schools. Under this
programme more than 800 farmers are benefited during 2018-19 and Rs. 140.40 lakhs have been utilized for the purpose of
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implementation of the programme. To promote the Soil Health Management, soil health cards, based on soil test are
distributed to the farmers once in two years starting from 2015-16. During 2018-19 under Soil Health Mission scheme 12202
soil sample has been analysed and 97707 soil health cards are prepared, distribution of the same is under progress. Under Soil
Health Management scheme 6 village level soil health units have been established by utilizing the services of local available
interested youths. For this 22.50 lakhs subsidy was provided.

Custom Hire Service Centres are established at 7 hoblies of Udupi District. These centres aims at timely supply of farm
equipments at reduced rent. In addition to this at present year permission has been given for the establishment of 2 new rural
farm mechinery service centres at vandse and udupi hobli. Aimed for the establishment of these 2 service centres before the
completion of kharif season at this year. By the end of 2018-19 from these service centres 20807 farmers were benefited.

In order to reduce the usage of chemical fertilizers and pesticides, organic farming has been promoted in udupi district
from 2004. As per the revised Karnataka Organic Farming policy 2017, organic farming scheme provides proper marketing
facilitiy for the continous suppy of quality organic agriculture inputs. Conversion of market oriented crop definite clusters
programme was prevailing from 2017-18. At present 230 farmers are adopted organic farming in 286.6 Ha land with
approximate 342.21 tonne organic products are available. From this with the aim of increasing the area under organic
certification and authentication of individual and registered groups those who willing for registration can be encouraged from
the government under organic certification scheme from 2018-19. In order to reduce the cost of production and increase the
quality of agricultural products Zero budget natural farming programme was initiated in 9 clusters of 438.75 ha area at udupi
district. For the adoption of ZBNF scheme 747 farmers have been participated. In addition to this for the implementation of
this scheme 43.19 lakh Rs spent. In udupi district for the convenience of farmers and consumers regularized organic fairs
have been conducted in every Sundays. For the implementation of Organic farming programme 21.27 lakh grants have been
invested.

District has been facing severe agriculture labour problem. In order to combat this, department is encouraging
mechanization in agriculture. Under this programme 50% assistance for general farmers and 90% assistance for SC/ST
farmers are provided for the purchase of various farm machineries. During 2018-19 total of 289.40 lakh subsidies are provided

under the scheme covering 1663 farmers.
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Under PMKSY programme, soil and water conservation as well as ground water recharge activities are implemented.
For encouraging the optimal use of irrigation water, adoption of sprinkler irrigation system had promoted @ 90% subsidy.
During 2018-19 total of 868 farmers were benefited under this scheme covering 866.2ha.s of area which accounts for
Rs152.42 lakhs of subsidy.

Watershed development activities are being carried out under PMKSY — WD & Ol and WGDP schemes. Soil and
water conservation works,Dry land horticulture, Forestry activities, Livelihood activities, Production systems and Micro
enterprise promotional activities are undertaken under this project. Total of 39062 has of area is under Watershed treatment
in the District. During 2018-1995 vented dams, 27Gokatte, 60 meters of Nala revitment, 1Nala bunds and 1175.92ha.sof dry
land horticulture and forestry development activities were implemented.

For overall improvement of the farming community and agriculture production, department is implementing various
Zilla Panchayath, State Sector and Centrally sponsored schemes as per approved guidelines and norms.

. Other Agriculture Schemes:

District is facing severe agriculturelabour problem coupled with 90% of the small and marginal farmers. Mechanisation
Is promoted in agriculture to overcome thelabour problem. Under the scheme total of 379 various agriculture
implements are distributed to the farmers.

. Agriculture related scheme:Out of the 9 RSK's present in the district, 8 are working in own building. This scheme
fund is utilized for RSK rent, maintainance and office expenditure.

. Agriculture office building:

Grants has been utilized for repair and emergency works of the various offices of the agriculture department. During
2018-19 total of Rs. 11.50 lakh grants has been utilized for construction of ADA Office udupiro of top repair and sheet
fixing work, RSK Kaup white wash and toilet repair work,RSK Kota enclosure wall work , ADA office Kundapur
room repair and record room creation work, RSK Ajekar wiring, toilet repair and whitewash work, RSK Karkala
wiring, toilet repair and whitewash work , Byndoor interlock work.

. Organic mannures schemes:

With the aim of encouraging organic farming and reducing chemical fertilizer usage, organic manures are supplied to
132ha.s of area under the scheme.

. National mission on Oilseed and Oil palm:

141 Qtls. of certified seed, 152tonnes of gypsum are distributed @ 50% subsidy. 67 plant protection equipments
distributed to the farmers.

. Plant protection Scheme:
In order to facilitate farmers to protect their crops from pests and diseases with timely spray, plant protection chemicals
for 296 ha.s and 38 plant protection equipments are distributed to the farmers @ 50% assistance.
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7. KrishiJathre&Exhibition:
Total of 10 exhibitions are conducted including improved agriculture technologies during Krishimela, village level
festivals, KrishiAbhiyanaprogrammes.

8. Special Component Plan:
To improve the livelihood of the Shedule Caste farmers, demonstrations are conducted in 9ha.s of area with free
distribution of critical agriculture inputs. In addtion to this 2hitech agriculture mechanaries and 1 power tillers are
distributed to farmers @ 90%subdsidy.

9. Tribal Sub Plan:
For the improvement of economic status of Schedule Tribe farmers this scheme is implemented. Under this programme
4 power tillers, 5hitech agriculture mechinariesare distributed to farmers @ 90% subdsidy. In addition to this 3 (51.85
m) Nalarevitment works undertaken with the financial expenditure of Rs. 4.00 lakhs as a part of watershed development
activity.

10.Western ghats development Schemes:
Under WGDP sheme, during first phase 8000 ha.s in 3 sub watersheds and in 2" phase 10400 ha.s of area covered,
which was started in 2010-11 & 2011-12 respectively. During 2018-19 under this programme total of 4 Vented dam, 1
Nalarevitment soiland water conservation works are undertaken with financial expenditure including administrative
cost of Rs. 19.39 lakhs.

STAFFE DETAILS:-

Total of 79 technical and 57non technical post has been sanctioned for various offices of agriculture department. Out
of this 30 technical and 20non technical posts are filled. Out of the sanctioned post of the department only 50 posts are filled.
Department is facing shortage of staffi.e., 63% of the sanctioned posts are vacant.

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HORTICULTURE DEPARTMENT
Administrative Report 2018-19

Horticulture has emerged as an important sector for diversification of agriculture. It has established its
credibility in improving the income through increased productivity, generating employment and in enhancing exports
besides providing household nutritional security. The focused attention on investment in horticulture has been
rewarding in terms of increased production and productivity. The climatic and the soil types of the district are most
condusive for the cultivation of horticulture crops. The horticultural crops are the important source of income for the
farmers of the district. Plantation crops namely Coconut, Arecanut, Cashew, Rubber; Spice crops viz., Pepper, Ginger,
Turmeric; Fruit crops namely Mango, Pineapple, Sapota & Banana; Vegetables viz Brinjal, Bhendi, Cucumber, Chilli,
Vegetable cowpea & Leafy vegetables are being grown in the district. In recent days aromatic crops, Vanilla, flower
crops viz Jasmine, Crysanthemum, Orchids and Anthuriums are getting increased attention of the farmers. Udupi
Mallige and Mattu Gulla Brinjal of Udupi District have got Geographical identity.

Udupi District is having a total geographical area of 3,56,446 Hectare, in which net cultivable area is 97,802 Hectares
out of which Horticulture crops are grown in an area of 73,002 Hectares. Good number of Cashew and Coconut processing
units are working in district. To supply good quality planting material private and public sector nurseries are operating in the
district.

Horticuture related research activities are taken up in Zonal Agriculture and Horticulture Research Station,
Brahmavara. To support existing Horticulture crops and to introduce new Horticulture crops implemented different schemes
in the year 2018-19 from Horticulture Department.

Deputy Director of Horticulture at District level, Senior Assistant Director of Horticulture at Taluka level and Assistant
Horticulture Officers at Hobli level are working to implement the programmes of Horticulture Department.

For the production and supply of quality planting material to farmers 6 Horticulture farms and 2 office nurseries are
working under Horticulture Department Udupi District.
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Summary of various programmes implemented by Horticulture Department, Udupi District during 2018-19 is as

follows

. In 2018-19 Horticulture Department got financial target of Rs. 783.73 Lakhs, out of which Rs. 682.51 Lakhs

was released and till the end of March-2019 a total Rs. 682.51 Lakhs was spent to implement various schemes.

. Under Zilla PAnchayath and Taluka Panchayath schmes Rs. 48.42 Lakhs was spent under Oilpalm Cultivation,

Micro Irrigation, Horticulture Building, Horticulture farm maintenance, Publicity and Literature, Bee Keeping,
Plant Protection and training programmes

The New District Level Office The Senior Assistant Director of
Fisheries, Udupi started Functioning as Udupi District Level Office along with it’s 9 Supporting staffs from 09-10-
2014.

There are three Taluk Level Offices operating in three taluks of the district ie The Assistant Director of Fisheries
(Grade-2) Udupi at Udupi Taluk, The Assistant Director of Fisheries (Grade-2) Kundapur at Kundapur Taluk and The
Assistant Director of Fisheries (Grade-2) Karkala at Karkala Taluk. The taluk Level Office is headed by Assistant
Director of Fisheries (Grsde-2) a “B” Group Officer through this Office the State Sector, District Sector and Zilla
Panchayat Schemes are implemented.

Fishing Act the Fishing Boats are registered and licenses are also issued to the boats.

4.2 Fish Landing centres:
There are 10 important fish landing centres in the Udupi District. The fish landings of these areas are collected
for the Fish Statistics purpose. The Fisheries Fieldmen are collecting the data and they are the connecting
staff of the department with the fishermen for development activites.

4.3Marine Fisheries:
In 2018-19 the total fish landings from Marine Sector is 117895 MT.
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4.4Fisheries Co-operative Societies:

Udupi District has 53 fishermen co-operative Societies. Udupi Taluk has 37 Fisheries co-operative Societies
of which 10 are women co-operative Societies and it also consists of 1 Scheduled caste fisherwomen co-
operative society. Kundapur Taluk has 16 Fisheries co-operative Societies of which 5 are women co-
operative Societies. Along with these there are federations for the welfare of fishermen.

4.5 Assistance for Construction of Fish Markets and Marketing of Fish:

In this Scheme assistance is provided to the fishermen for the purchase of 3 wheeler/4 wheeler for the fish
Marketing. Rs.8.50 Lakhs of amount was distributed among 21 beneficiaries for this purpose. Out of this 25
beneficiaries 11 are from Kunapura, 10 are from Udupi and rest 4 are from Karkala Taluk.

4.6 Assistance for Construction of Fish Markets and Marketing of Fish;

In this Scheme assistance is provided to the fishermen for the purchase of 3 wheeler/4 wheeler for the fish
Marketing. Rs.8.50 Lakhs of amount was distributed among 21 beneficiaries for this purpose. Out of this 25
beneficiaries 11 are from Kunapura, 10 are from Udupi and rest 4 are from Karkala Taluk.

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SOCIAL FOREST DIVISION, UDUPI

Udupi Social Forest division was formed in the year 1997 when Udupi district was carved out of Dakshina Kannada
as a new district of Karnataka. Sandwiched between 98 km coast line and mighty western Ghats, Udupi is the crown jewel
of Karnataka. The hills such as Kudremukh, Kodachadri and Agumbe separate the district from neighboring districts. The
amazing Western Ghats, sloppy plains and enchanting coastline bring spell bound landscapes and rich biodiversity to the
district. The slopes right after these hills get steeper leaving a good area under plains; thus having 28% area under forest

and 40% land being available for agriculture.

The division’s major activity is raising tree crop/plantations in various non-traditional forest areas such as village road
sides, village common lands, school plantations, community lands etcand in famers land; and also implementing schemes

such as Mgnrega, Bhusamriddi, SMAF, RSPD etc.

Udupi Social Forest Division is headed by Deputy Conservator of Forests andhas three ranges each one headed by a
