Education Department
SARVA SHIKSHA ABHIYAN

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan is an effort to universalize elementary education jointly funded by Central and State Governments
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan project started in the district during 2001-02 and there are unprecedented changes in the
education field.

Objectives :

* Universalisation of ‘ACCESS’ to elementary education from 1 to 8th standards to all children upto the age of 14
years.

» Universalisation of enrollments and retention in elementary education and completion of 8th standard by all children.
» Universalisation means age-specific enrolment and full retention of all enrolled children.

» Provision of education of a satisfactory quality with emphasis on life-skills and meaningful schooling.

» Complete attention to equity by sex and across social groups and parity across regions in educatonal development.

Pupil teacher ratio reduced from 37 to 17.42, i.e. there is average 1 teacher for 17 children. GER is 103.02% and
NER is 91.02%. During 2001-02 there were 7656 out of school children, now it is reduced to 40. Students and
teachers attendance ratio is also about 99%.

There are 7 Block resource centres in the educational blocks, i.e, Bantwal, Belthangady, Mangaluru North, Mangaluru
South, Moodabidre, Puttur and Sullia. Total 114 Cluster Resource Centres are there in the district.

Sarva Shikshan Abhiyan Programmes during 2017-18

Every year school grant released to Government, Social Welfare and Aided primary schools. During 2017-18 Rs.
118.53 lakh released to schools. Maintainance and repair grant of Rs. 59.21 lakh released to only Government schools.
Rs. 127.928 lakh is released to government schools to provised second set of uniform to students of class 1 to 8.

“Chinnara Tangudhama” transit home for educationally deprived children which is established in the year 2010-11.
This intervention is planned towards addressing children from the educationally deprived background children and
destitute children who are involved in unhealthy activities such as drinking, smoking, theft and irregular to the school are
the focus group for de addiction camps and further monitoring. During 2017-18, 31 children are benfited from this
scheme.

One residential school sanctioned during 2010-11 and school started during 2011-12 in the premises of Government
Model Higher Primary School, Belthangady. During 2016-17, school shifted to new building built at Muguli, Belthangady.
100 children benefitted from the School during 2017-18. Many of them are from remote area belong to SC, ST,
Minority and backward class with Naxal menace and Out of school children of our district. If we do not provide this
residential facility there is a possibility of dropping out of children from school. So this hostel cum school is very
important for need based children.

During 2017-18, 3026 Children with special need (CWSN) identified of age group 6 to 14. Under Inclusive
education scheme, Home based education provided to 385 children, Aids & appliances provided to 68 children.
Corrective surgery has done to 14 children.

All government primary schools of the district reached the saturation point in terms of additional classroom, Boys
toilet, Girls toilet, Electricity, Drinking water facility, Ramps etc.




Mid Day Meal Programme is the Flagship programme for the achievement of Universalization of Elementary Education.

The main objectives of the programme are:

¢ Toimprove enrollment and attendance of children

e Toreduce dropouts

o Toimprove child health by providing nutritious support

e Toimprove learning ability and levels of children.

¢ To bring about social equality and national integration.

These uniforms were
supplied to the schools from the B.E.O Center for which Rs.20,000 transportation charge were allotted to 7 B.E.O
offices, Total beneficiaries are 93,833

Golden Health Care Program: -

The Golden Health Activation program has been held from 2006-07 under the program and is undertaking a
health check up of 1 to 10th class students in all government, aided and unaided schools of the state. Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyan and NRHM By printing health cards and distributing them to schools. The District Collector will be the
Deputy Director of the District Collector, the District Collector of the concerned District Panchayat, the District Collector,
Deputy Director and the other members of the District.

School for the community program: -

The Government has organized a new program in schools with the help of Department of Education to encourage
parents and community participation in the education process for the universalization of education and the educational
activities of the school, to effectively organize educational activities. All Parents and SDMCs in each Government
Primary and Secondary School on scheduled dates according to the “School for Community” program. The Head
master and teachers will take action to participate in the meeting, and the mentors and teachers will be required to
participate in the program.
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All the officers of the Department of Education, Education Coordinators, BRC, who work at the taluk level for
monitoring the school program for the community. And CRC The staff will take part in the program by selecting one of
the schools in the taluk and the field educators, district deputy directors, co-directors and directors will participate in
one of the schools at the end of the day to ensure that the program is held.

Free and Compulsory Rights Program for Education (RTE ): -

Each school is responsible for providing free and compulsory education to all children enrolled in the school
under the Free and Compulsory Act up to the primary level. (Section 12A)

Any child registered at school cannot be withdrawn from school or for any reason until the completion of primary
education (1 to 8th class). (Section 16)

In the non-subsidiary schools (excluding minority schools) in the 2018-19 academic line, the primary or one of
the two classes is to admit any class in the school, to the extent of 25 percent reservation for those who are disadvantaged
and vulnerable to such class (Section 12C)

The school may not be charged any fee for children who are discharged under the quota devoted to the
disadvantaged and vulnerable children (Section 12 (2) and Rule 8 (1)).

Under the program for the year 2018-19, Total 209 schools are included and total 10199 students are getting
benefits and Rs.8,86,71,139 /- The 95% grant was utilized for reimbursement .

RASHTRIYA MADYAMIKA SHIKSHANA ABHIYANA

Rashtriya Madhyamika Shikshan Abhiyan is a project aimed at bringing all the school age children (14-16 years)
of the country within the fold of education by the stipulated time with the active participation of community ensuring the
much-needed social justice. This programme is the enhancement of SSA aiming at the universalisation of secondary
education.

The basic aim is based on educational conditions and facts, prevailing all over the state focusing on the access,
enrolment, retention, building, infrastructure and quality improvement at various levels.

At present, there are 560 high schools in the district out of which, 169 are Govt., 119 aided and 258 are unaided.
11 schools are run by social welfare department and there are 3 central schools.

After the implementation of RMSA, 12 schools have been upgraded in the district, which improved the access
ratio.

Civil Works :

Along with the empowerment of new schools, RMSA focuses on strengthening of existing government secondary
schools of the district in terms of civil works like toilet, drinking water, art room, Library cum Reading Room, Laboratory,
Lab Equipment, Computer Room etc.

In2009-2010 and 2010-11 65 schools were approved for strengthening. 66 additional classrooms, 58 science
lab, 58 Art/Craft/Culture room 58 Library 16 Toilet Blocks and 11 Drinking Water facilities were sanctioned. All 65
civil works have been successfully completed and specified furniture are supplied for these schools with the sanctioned
amount of Rs. 109.21 Lakhs

Adult Education

Education is a process which adopts itself to the needs of the society. As such we have witnessed lot of changes
occurring in educational process. Mass Educational process was also not an exception for this. Once focused mainly
on acquainting with basic literacy skills, gradually importance is shifted to making the neo literates as self sufficient
individuals. In this regard department conducted vocational courses along with basic literacy efforts.

Dakshina Kannada achieved full literacy and as per the directions of the government by 2009 all adult literacy
activities were stopped. By then only vocational trainings were arranged for neo literates in the district. Slowly district
Adult education started to respond to the call of the time.

Dakshina Kannada, a district with distinct geographical background is considered as the land of innovations .
We so called intelligent people failed to give proper attention to water conservation. Waste management was big
challenge to all levels of administration. In the name of development deforestation caused new ecological challenges.
All these needed immediate attention. The District Committee chairmen has taken an innovative step by introducing
Water literacy movement through Mass Education. An action plan was prepared and we got government allotment for
the for water literacy activities.

Under water literacy we sort listed three major issues which can be listed as follows

e Water conservation and related issues.
e Waste management including both solid and liquid waste
e Afforestation.

We are able to find active prerakas for 210 Grama Panchayats. They started creating awareness in rural parts.
They approached mainly rural Anganawadis, Schools, Selfhelp groups, youth organisations. Above all they themselves
practised what they tried to convince others. Slowly rural people, are starting to listen and few have benefitted by
prerakas efforts. Prerakas also try to bring together like minded people of the village together.

Solid waste management is another area where our prerakas joined actively in educating rural folks. When Zilla
Panchayat started focussing on redusing use of plastic our prerakas accepted the new challenge. They motivated
people in this direction. Besides joining hands with local bodies they organised jathas, Cleaning the areas.

Financial Literacy:

During this financial year we have taken a new initiative. When we felt that especially in rural area people lack
digital knowledge, we have taken a lead. With the help of Syndicate Bank, we started empowering rural common
people in digital World. For the First time Adult Education started imparting financial Literacy. Through Our Prerakas,
We have stated enlightening people in Digital Banking. We have arranged series of Trainings at Taluk level.

We are well aware that what we have done is a small step. But we are sure that this is a solid one. If all the
concerned join hands we can do a notable change in the district.

Basic Literacy Programme:
During 2018-19 we have undertaken Basic Literacy program in Belthangady Taluk. We conducted a survey.
We got 930 illiterate.93 volunteers were selected and were given intensive Orientation.

In our District we have no accurate details of illiterates. To overcome this we started to conduct Survey.
Accordingly we got following Data.

The National Rural Health Mission (NRHM) was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister on 12th April 2005, to
provide accessible, affordable and quality health care to the rural population, especially the vulnerable groups. The
Union Cabinet vide its decision dated 1st May 2013, has approved the launch of National Urban Health Mission
(NUHM) as a Sub-mission of an over-arching National Health Mission (NHM), with National Rural Health Mission
(NRHM) being the other Sub-mission of National Health Mission.

NRHM seeks to provide equitable, affordable and quality health care to the rural population, especially the vulner-
able groups. The thrust of the mission is on establishing a fully functional, community owned, decentralized health
delivery system with inter-sectoral convergence at all levels, to ensure simultaneous action on a wide range of determi-
nants of health such as water, sanitation, education, nutrition, social and gender equality. Institutional integration within
the fragmented health sector was expected to provide a focus on outcomes, measured against Indian Public Health
Standards for all health facilities.

3.  Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK)

According to March of Dimes (2006), out of every 100 babies born in this country annually, 6 to 7 have a birth defect.
This would translate to around 17 lakhs birth defects annually in the country and accounts for 9.6% of all the newborn
deaths. Various nutritional deficiencies affecting the preschool children range from 4 per cent to 70 per cent. Developmental
delays are common in early childhood affecting at least 10 percent of the children. These delays if not intervened timely
may lead to permanent disabilities including cognitive, hearing or vision impairment. Also, there are group of diseases
common in children viz. dental caries, rheumatic heart disease, reactive airways diseases etc. Early detection and
management diseases including deficiencies bring added value in preventing these conditions to progress to its more
severe and debilitating form and thereby reducing hospitalization and improving implementation of Right to Education.
Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK) is an important initiative aiming at early identification and early intervention
for children from birth to 18 years to cover 4 ‘D’s viz. Defects at birth, Deficiencies, Diseases, Development delays
including disability.

In Dakshina District There is 16 RBSK Teams working consisting of 2 Doctors, 1 Staff Nurse and 1 Ophthalmic
Assistant in a team. The Teams are visiting Anganwadi, Government, Aided Schools and Government, Aided Pre
University Colleges to Screen the Childrens as per their action plan.

4. WEEKLY IRON AND FOLIC ACID PROGRAMME(WIFS):

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has launched the Weekly Iron and Folic Acid Supplementation (WIFS)
Programme to meet the challenge of high prevalence and incidence of anaemia amongst adolescent girls and boys.
WIFS is evidence based programmatic response to the prevailing anaemia situation amongst adolescent girls and boys
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through supervised weekly ingestion of IFA supplementation and biannual helminthic control. The long term goal is to
break the intergenerational cycle of anaemia, the short term benefits is of a nutritionally improved human capital. The
programme, implemented across the country both in rural and urban areas.

Integrated Disease Surveillance Project (IDSP) was launched in November 2004.

A Central Surveillance Unit (CSU) at Delhi, State Surveillance Units (SSU) at all State/UT head quarters and District
Surveillance Units (DSU) at all Districts in the country have been established.

Data Management :

Under IDSP data is collected on epidemic prone diseases on weekly basis (Monday—Sunday). The information is
collected on three specified reporting formats, namely “S” (suspected cases), “P” (presumptive cases) and “L.” (laboratory
confirmed cases) filled by Health Workers, Clinicians and Laboratory staff respectively. The weekly data gives information
on the disease trends and seasonality of diseases. Whenever there is a rising trend of illnesses in any area, it is investigated
by the Rapid Response Teams (RRT) to diagnose and control the outbreak. Data analysis and actions are being
undertaken by respective District Surveillance Units.

Revised National Tuberculosis Control Programme (RNTCP)

Objective: The objective of the programme is free up society from Tuberculosis by treating and curing TB patients.

Introduction: TB is an infectious disease caused by a bacterium, Mycobacterium Tuberculosis. TB is spread through air
by a person suffering from TB while coughing/ sneezing. A single patient can infect 10 or more people in a year.

India accounts for one fifth of the global TB burden. In India, every day:
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e 40,000 people gets infected
e 6,000 people develop Tb disease
e 600 people die of TB (2 death every 5 minute)

Under RNTCP treatment is provided through DOTS: DOTS ensures;
e Uninterrupted supply of quality drugs

e Treatment near to the house of the patient

e Regular follow up sputum and other required tests

e Screening of contacts of TB patients.

e Chemoprophylaxis for contact children below 6 years of age.

Tuberculosis Units: There are 9 TU’s in Dakshina Kannada district. Mangaluru North, Mangaluru South, Moodabidri,
Mulky, Bantwal, Puttur, Belthangady, Sullia and Vittal. In every TU the programme is supervised and monitored by
MOTCs (THOs). Also 1 STS and 1 STLS is provide to each TU’s

Designated Microscopy Centre’s: There are 32 Designated Microscopy Centre’s in Dakshina Kannada district
(including Govt. hospitals and medical colleges)

Staff: At present there are 50 staff are working under RNTCP in different rolls.

Honorarium is being given to social workers/private practitioners/ ASHA’s/other people who serve and support treating
and curing TB patients as per RNTCP guidelines.

DOTS Plus programme/PMDT: DOTS Plus programme/ Programmatic Management of Drug Resistant TB has
been implemented in the district for treating drug resistant TB patients. DRTB patients require long duration of treatment
with second line anti-TB drugs.

DRTB centre has been established in district Wenlock hospital for treating drug resistant TB patients. All the required

pre-treatment evaluations and treatment is being provided to the DRTB patients free of cost. 3 districts viz, Chickmagalur,
Dakshina Kannada and Udupi are attached to DRTB Centre, Mangalore.

Active Case Finding Campaign: Active Case Finding is basically a provider initiated activity with the primary objective
of detecting TB cases early by active case finding in targeted groups and to initiate treatment promptly. 2018-19 year

detected TB cases.

Vector Borne Disease Control Programme
(From January 2018 to March 2019)

Vector Borne Disease Control Programme is being implemented in Rural Areas through Primary Health Centre
and in Urban Areas through Urban Primary Health Centre( UPHC ) with help of Local Government Bodies.

To involve House-hold for Vector ( mosquito ) control , various awareness programmes are being conducted
through health staff, NGO, schools and colleges. Health staffand ASHA , during their house to house visit conduct
source reduction and inform about anti —mosquito and anti larval measures. Larvivorus fishes ( guppy and gambusia )
are released in wells and pereneal water bodies.

Malaria :

During Jan 2018 and December 2018, 269544 people were subjected for surveillance by collection of Blood
Smears . 3871 Malaria Positive cases out of which 649 were Falciparum Malaria were detected and treated. 72677
Blood Smears were collected in Urban area out of which 3599 were positive for malaria ( 630 were diagnosed as
Falsiparum malaria cases) All cases were treated appropriately.

57642 smears were collected during Jan to March 2019 . 494 malaria cases were diagnosed ( 39 Falsiparum
malaria cases ) and treated . Incidence of malaria is highest in Mangalore City Corporation limits. 13605 smears were
collected during Jan to March 2019 out of which 470 were positive for malaria ( 38 Falsiparum malaria cases ) All
cases were treated appropriately.

All Primary Health Centres including UHPCs are equipped well to diagnose and treat malaria. Active case
finding is always done during house to house visit by health workers.

Awarness programmes on prevention of malaria is being conducted in schools through out the District. June
2018 was observed as * Anti Malaria Month * by conduction awareness programmes, group meetings and other IEC
programmes at District Level Taluk Level and Panchayath Levels. Awarness of NVBDCP programmes was done
through local TVs and cable network

Special programmes are implemented in Mangalore City Corporation limits . Special Surveillance teams for
construction sites for active surveillance and vector control are in place. A mobile unit works 24x 7 for diagnosis and
treatement of malaria ( Mobile No. 9448556872 )

Dengue Control Programme :

Dengue Control Programme is being implemented through primary health centres and subcentres with the help of
local govering bodies. 584 dengue confirmed cases were detected during Jan to December 2018 . 35 Cases were
diagnosed as dengue form Jan to March 2019 . Larval survey , Rapid Fever survey and fogging has been conducted
as a part of control activities.

(Lymphatic ) Filariasis Control Programme.

Two Filaria Units are functional in Dakshina Kannada at Ullala and District Health Office. These two units have
collected 3767 blood smears ( Night ) from Jan 2018 to December 2018 . Out of these 8 were found to be positive
for  microfilaria > which were treated. 2 cases of lymphatic filariasis was detected during this period

1103 Night blood smears have been collected from Jan to March 2019 detecting 0 cases with microfilaria . no
case of lymphatic filariasis was detected.

In our district to provide educational benefits under the Social welfare department there are 19 Pre-matric
hostels, 10 Post-metric hostels and 1 Ashrama school, 04 Moraji Desai Residential Schools, 02 Dr. B.R. Ambedkar
Residential Schools and 01 Smt.Indira Gandhi Residential Schools are functioning under our department. The sanctioned
strength of Pre-matric is 1250 in that admission strength is 952 childrens, Post-metric hostels sanctioned strength is
843 out of which admisasion strength is 881 Childrens, Ashrama school sanctioned strength is 125 out of which
admission strength is 104 childrens, Moraji Desai Residential Schools sanctioned strength is 1160 out of which admission
strength is 924 childrens, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Residential Schools sanctioned strength is 200 out of which sanctioned
strength is 197 childrens and in Smt. Indira Gandhi Residential Schools sanctioned strength is 100 out of which
sanctioned strength is 98 childrens are pursuing their education.

1. Pre-metric hostels: (19 pre-metric hostels)

Rs.400/-per inmate for Stationary annually, Rs.5,000/-per hostel for Medical treatment of inmates
annually, Rs.50/-per inmate per month for contingent expenditure(Soap, Oil, Paste, etc). Rs.1000/-at the beginning of
each hostel for Sports Materials, thereafter Rs.1000/-once in two years for the same purpose.

b) Distance between School and Residence of the student 5 or more than 5 kms.

¢) His/her parents annual total income should not exceeds Rs.15,000. But there is no income limit for those students
who belong to Category-I and Sc/St.

There are totally 49 Post-metric hostels run by Backward Classes Department. Out of these, 17 hostels are for
boys and 32 for ladies.

Department spends Rs.1,500/-per inmate per month for their food, annual Rs.1,000/-each hostel for contingencies,
daily two set of News papers (Kannada and English each) in its actual cost. Rs.1,250/-per hostel towards cleaning
charges. Library facility provided.

3. “VIDYASIRI”

Under this Scheme, Students who don’t get admission to any of the Govt./Govt.aided hostel/Residential Colleges
are eligible for benefit of Rs.1,500/per month for the period of 10 months in a year based on the minimum 75% of
attendence in the respective colleges. The Income limit is Rs.2,50,000/- for Cat-I and Rs.1,00,000/-for OBC students.
But, under this Scheme students are eligible for any one of the follwing benefits on merit basis:

1. Hostel Admission

4. FEE-CONCESSION FOR STUDENTS

Fee will be granted to those students who are studying in Govt./ recognized Educational institutions under the following
conditions:

a) Students those who belong to Backward Classes except SC/ST

b) His/her parents annual total income should not exceeds Rs.1.00 lakh and for Cat-I students income limit is Rs.2.50
lakhs.

During the year 2018-19 under FEE-CONCESSION a total amount of Rs.3149.70 lakh is released to Dakshina
Kannada district. Out of the released amount at the end of March-2019 a total amount Rs.3149.70 lakh spent to
38131 beneficiaries, there by achieving 100% progress.

5. PRE-METRIC SCHOLARSHIPS
Under this Scheme, Students studying in Vth Standard to X th Std(Higher Primary and High School) are eligible
for award of Pre-metric Scholarships.

During the training period Stipendiary Rs. 300/
each trainee per month will be paid Free Sewing Machine will be given to those students who will be passed in the
Final Examination conducted by the Department.

There is 2 Training Centers in Belthangady and Bantwal taluk of South Canara District belongs to Backward
Classes Department running under this Scheme.

11.IMPROVEMENT OF DEPARTMENTAL HOSTELS

Under this Scheme, Utensils, Furniture, bedding Materials, Water filter, Gas stoves, Solar water heaters, Gas
lights etc will be provided to the Departmental hostels so as to supporting to better education, improvement and
healthy condition of the inmates and hostels. This improvement will be made depending upon the availability of funds
provided in the annual budget.

12. STIPENDIARY TO GENERAL NURSING AND BSC NURSING STUDENTS:

Under this Scheme, Course fee and training fees to female Students of Backward Classes will be paid. The
amount of Course Fee is Rs.1,000 p.m. per student and Training Fees is Rs.5,000 p.a. per student. The students
should be studying in recognized Nursing Colleges. Students to be applied through the concerned Colleges. Parents
annual Income should not exceed Rs.1,00,000. The Candidates will be selected merit wise on the basis of Marks
obtained in the previous year’s Final Examination.

During the year 2018-19 under STIPENDIARY TO GENERAL NURSING AND BSC NURSING
STUDENTS a total amount of Rs.46.33 lakh is released to Dakshina Kannada district. Out of the released amount at
the end of March-2019 a total amount Rs. 46.33 lakh spent to 889 beneficiaries, there by achieving 100%

progress.




13. GRANT —-IN-AID FOR CONSTRUCTION OF COMMUNITY HALL AND PRIVATE HOSTEL
BUILDING FOR BACKWARD CLASSES:

Under this Scheme, if any Private institution belonging to Backward class is going to construct its own Community
Hall lending freely or concession rent for the purpose of marriage function or any cultural function in the particular area
where more than 1000 people belonging to the Backward Classes are resided. Bacward Class Department will
sanction a grant of Rs.10.00 lakh or 50% of the estimated cost of the building which ever is less for the construction of
such community hall if the building is constructed at Rural area and Rs.25.00 lakh or 50% of the estimated cost of the
building which ever is less if the building is constructed at Taluk Head Quartrers and Rs.50.00 lakh or 50% of the
estimated cost of the building which ever is less if the building is constructed at District Head Quartrers.

14. Developmental Programmes for Nomadic and Semi-nomadic Community.
Under this scheme Incentive is given to students of Sth to 10th class, for Post-Metric students Scholarships and
admission to prestigious schools and Colleges is given to students belonging to Nomadic and Semi-Nomadic community.

15. GRANT-IN-AID FOR PRIVATE ORPHANAGES

Department spends(Grant) Rs.800/-per inmate per month for food of the Orphanage run by the Private institutions
belonging to Backward Classes and Minorities. In South Canara District, there are 2 private Orphanages belonging
into Backward Classes running under this Scheme .

Minorities Welfare Department

The population of religious minorities is 15.69 of the total population of Karnataka state. The Directorate of
Minorities was carved out of Directorate of Backward Classes and created in the year 1999-2000 to ensure a more
focus approach towards issues relating to the notified Minorities communities. In this regard Karnataka Minorities
Commission has been set up in 1994 & Karnataka Minorities development has been started in1986.

Schemes:

Inorder to provide better education to the minority students 7 Post metric hostels, 3 Morarji Desai residential schools,
6 private aided hostels & 10 private aided orphanage are functioning in D.K district.

1. Post-Metric Hostels

For students who have admission to post-metric courses department spends total amount of Rs.177.90 Lakhs as
Rs.1600/-per student per month for food and free library facilities. And spends total amount of Rs.2.98 for a warden
in each hostel.

2. Training for law graduates of Minorities:

The candidate under this scheme is a law graduate registered with the Bar Council & his/her parent’s annual total
income should not exceed Rs.2.50 lakh, age must be below 30 years, the period should not exceed two years after
completion of law. They will be trained by well experienced lawyers who have put in a minimum of 20 years experience.
Each year department selects maximum of 20 candidates. Monthly stipend of Rs.5000/- will be given for four years. In
this regard department has spent a total amount of Rs.9.59 lakh during the year 2018-19.

3.0ffice maintanence

During 2018-19 the sum of Rs.7.01 lakh for officers/ staff salary and Rs.18.00 lakh spent for other expenses. The total
budget released was Rs.25.01 lakh.




4.Private Hostels run by Minority Organizations:

Minority voluntary organizations are running hostels for the benefit of students studying from 5th to 10th Std. These
Private hostels are being supported with a boarding grant Rs. 800/- per boarder for 10 months in an academic year. In
this regard department has spent a total amount of Rs.9.25 lakh during the year 2018-19.

5.Grant-in-aid to Minority Orphanages:

Minority voluntary organisations are running orphanages for the benefit of the students studying from 5th to 10th Std.
These Private orphanages are being supported with a boarding grant Rs. 800/- per boarder for 12 months in an
academic year. In this regard department has spent a total amount of Rs.28.40 lakh during the year 2018-19.

Women And Child Devolopment Department

1. Anganwadi Building And Maintainance

In the year 2018-19 Rs. 129.75 Lakhs have been spent in repair and Maintainances 284 Anganwadi center in
Dakshina Kannada District.

Under this Programme in the year 2018-19, supplementry Food has been distributed through 2084 Anganwadi
centers And 20 Mini Anganwadi centers to 122238 Beneficiers under 6 years of age, Pregnant and Lactating mothers
and an amount of Rs. 3402.36 Lakhs has been spent for supplementary feeding

3. Care And Protection of Orphan and Distitute Childrens:

Under this Programme total grant of Rs. 37.74 Lakhs has been spent on Care And Protection of Orphan and
Destitute childrens through 24 cottages run by 12 Non-governmental Organisation of the district

Objectives in the Department.
To improve the production and productivity in the agriculture crops the following programmes are taken up.

1. Toincrease the area in the district, department has provided many schemes to farmers like NFSM where in
farmers doing machine transplanting are given. Rs.4000/ha. through DBT to their account. Many other inputs
like lime, micronutrients, organic manure are also given in subsidy to the farmers.

2. Trainings to the farmers and demonstrations are also taken up in many schemes to encourage the farmers.

3. During Rabi and Summer, sprinkler sets are distributed to the farmers to facilitate irrigation in pulses and
oilseeds with 90% subsidy including both GOI and GOK share.

4. Timely distribution of quality seeds, inputs, agriculture implements, pesticides, herbicides are given in various
schemes like soil enrichment, plant protection, NFSM etc.

5. Taluk Panchayath/Zilla Panchayath/State schemes are implemented timely in the department. All the other
departments co-ordinate to implement the ATMA scheme in the district.

6. Crop insurance, Best Farmer Awards are the schemes taken up to encourage the youth farmers to do
agriculture in the district.

All these schemes are implemented as per the guidelines given by the department wherein the beneficiaries are
selected based on 33% reservation for women farmers, 22% for SC/ST farmers, 15% for minorities and 3% for the
disabled persons.

Horticulture Department

Dakshina Kannada is a coastal district situated on the western parts of Karnataka. This district is in the tropical
region having a hot and humid climate and is highly suitable for cultivation of horticulture crops. The district includes
Coastal, inland and Western Ghats regions. In this Mangaluru Taluk fall under coastal region, where as Bantwal and
Puttur under inland and Sullia and Belthangady comes under Western Ghats regions. Sandy soil is predominant in
coastal &inlands whereas red to lateritic soils could be seen in Western Ghats region. The average annual rainfall in
Dakshina Kannada is 3912mm.

In this District horticulture crops are being grown in an area around 173221.31 ha. Out of which plantation crops
occupies major portion. They are being cultivated on an around 164722.97 ha, 2757.76 ha fruit crops, 299.02 ha
vegetable crops, 5389.97 ha spice crop and 141.84 ha flower crops are being cultivated. Arecanut is the prominent
commercial crop of this district, covers an area around 94364.51 ha. Apart from that coconut spread over in an area
around 26691.49 ha, Cashew 15777.92 ha, Cocoa 2648.99 ha, Black pepper 5321.71 ha, Banana 2330.50 ha.
Every year district produce & around 2995.77 ton vegetables,62948.97 ton fruits, 384479.93 ton plantation crops &
1244.95 ton spice crops. Around 29.36 crores of coconuts are being produced. Among the entire horticulture crops
Arecanut comprises 54.48%, coconut 15.41% and cashew crops covers 9.11% of area under horticulture.

In Dakshina Kannada District horticulture department is headed by the Deputy Director and all the offices of
horticulture at taluk level and the offices of the state sectors comes under his administrative jurisdiction.

As the major portion of cultivable area is under horticulture and the district has the capacity to grow majority of
tropical horticulture crops, this district could be named as horticulture district. The department plays a vital role in the
development of horticulture. Department had provided a helping hand to the farmers by providing good quality planting
material, disseminating technical information and also through implementation of different development schemes of the
government.

In the year 0f2018-19 department spent Rs. 83.48 lakh for the different horticulture development activity under
MGNAREGA schemes & generated 29286 man days which in turn to encouraged the area expansion of horticulture

crops in this district

During the year 2018-19 Out of the total sanctioned posts more than 70% of posts are vacant. Even though there is an acute shortage of staffs in the
department, due to the co-operation of all the officers and other staffs in the district KDP programme is implemented successfully. At the state level 95% progress
has been achieved and in MPIC implementation 92.33% progress have been achieved



Fisheries Department

Assistant Director of Fisheries (grade-1) is the district level office under the administrative control of Dakshina
Kannada Zilla Panchayat. At taluk level, there is only one Assistant Dircetor of Fisheries (grade-2) office covering 4
inland taluks (Belthangadi, Bantwal, Puttur, Sullia) and one coastal taluk (Mangaluru). For the overall development of
fisheries and welfare of fishermen various Central sector, State sector and District sector schemes are being implemented
through these offices.

To unable the quick transport of the fish caught to the market places in fresh and hygienic conditions fishery link
roads are built and maintained. In order to provide relief to fishermen/their dependents in case of death/permanent
disability while fishing, under the centrally sponsored scheme, premium is paid to the National Federation of Fisheries
Co-operative Ltd., New Delhi towards insurance coverage of fishermen of the State. This scheme is extended only the
members of the fishermen co-operative societies. Also under state sector scheme, a distress relief fund was created
from which additional relief'is given to the fishermen/their dependents. Under saving cum relief scheme, a sum of
Rs.166 per month is collected from marine fishermen for a period of fishing months in a year. The total amount of
Rs.1500 thus collected from each fisherman will be matched with an equal amount by the State and equal amount form
Central Government. and the same is disbursed during 3 lean months to them at the rate of Rs.1500 per month.

Women play important role in the entire economy chain of post harvest fisheries. The predominant role they play
is in the marketing of fish and fishery products. The increasing cost of fish and the paucity of fish available from
traditional crafts have pushed these women to the dependent on private money lenders for resources much needed for
their day to day trading. Under the scheme, Matsya Mahila Swavalambana Yojane , revolving fund is provided to
group of 10 fisherwomen at the rate of Rs. 50,000 for each group. Matsya Ashraya scheme provides houses to
houseless fishermen. Department is implementing fishery kit scheme at the cost of Rs.5000/- to the traditional
fisherman at free of cost. The kit include fishery requisites such as fishing nets, floats and sinkers. Exemption of Sales
Taxs on HSD on diesel used by the mechanised fishing boats scheme being implemented from 1990-2000 under the
scheme and all the registered fishing vessels with diesel pass books issued from the department are eligible to avail this
benefit.

The government is taken up registration of all the fishing vessels operating in Karnataka coast under M.S.Act of
Government of India. Identification of fisherman in the Sea is very much necessary from the point of national security
and to safe guard the interest of the fishing community issue of Smart Card to the Coastal Fisherman is taken up. The
existing Mangalore fishing harbour providing jetty facilities for 2100 Mechanised trawlers, pursines and outboard
boats. The present facilities is inadequate for landing of these boats. Extension of Mangalore fishing harbour with all
infrastructure facilities such as fishery jetty, harbour link roads, dredging of the harbour area was sanctioned under the
centrally sponsored scheme at the cost of Rs. 58 crores. The project provide 579 mtrs. landing jetty towards southern
side of the existing fishing harbour, 502mtrs. berthing jetty at Bengre and dredging of the harbour basin. The Department
of fisheries taken up modern hygienic fish markets with modern sanitary conditions with the financial assistance of
National fisheries development board, Hyderabad.

At present, there are about 65 purse seine boats, 1156 trawlers, 1418 motorised traditional boats, and 534 non
mechanised boats operating in 42 Km. coastal line of the District. There are 35287 members enrolled in 23 fishermen
co-operative societies. At present annual production of fish from sea is around 158290.06 metric tons valued Rs.1582.9
crores. There is one fishing harbour at Mangalore and 4 beach landing centres along the coast. In recent years,
fishermen are being trained in operation of sophisticated electronic equipments both for fishing and navigation. At
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present there are 63 ice plants with a capacity of 1727 metric tons of ice per day, 11 cold storages (387 metric tons),
14fish meal plants with a capacity of 291.5 metric tons in D.K. district. The inland fishery resource in the District is very
very limited. There is not much scope for Inland Fishery Development. Conservation of endangered and extinct fish
species is one of the activity of the department. The government is already banned some places such as Shishila,
Thodikana, Bachanayakanagundi, river structures in D.K.District for conservation of Mahseer fish.

Assistance for Inland Fisheries Development (2405-00-101-0-28) (-090)

The allocation was provided for the production, rearing and distribution of fish seed in the production and rearing
farms apart from taluk level nurseries, procurement and transportation of fish seed, maintenance of vehicles and
purchase of farm equipments etc. and vehicle maintenance in the district. Further, under SCP scheme assistance
is provided for the purchase of fishery requisites such as fishing nets, floats and sinkers of Rs. 10,000 worth to the
traditional fishermen.

Assistance for Inland Fisheries Development (2405-00-101-0-28( 422)
Under SCP Scheme assistance is provided for the purchase of fisheries requisites such as fishing nets, floats and
sinkers of Rs.10000/- worth to the traditional fishermen for which Rs.99,800/- has been spent in the current year.

Assistance for construction of fish markets and marketing of fish (2405-00-101-0-30(100)

For quick transportation of fish in hygienic condition form fish landing centres to marketing places, 25% subsidy to
a maximum of Rs.30000/- is provided for the purchase of 3 wheeler tempo rickshaw, and Rs. 35000/~ is
provided for the purchase of four wheeler tempo to the group of 3-4 persons. During the year a sum of Rs. 7.00
lakhs provided for the scheme out of which Rs.6.80 lakhs has been used.

Exhibition and training (2405-00-101-0-30(090)

Training on inland and aquarium fish culture and other fishery related activities are imparted to the interested
candidates. Also, departmental stalls are installed in various agricultural related exhibitions for the awareness of
general public. Rs.2.97190 lakhs released for this purpose has been utilized in the present year.




Social Forest

Social Forest Division office and Mangalore Range office is functioning in Zilla Panchayath premises. Bantwala, Puttur

Puttur Social Forest range office was previously functioning in TAMPC building and

presently functioning in Taluk Panchayath office building.

In range forest offices there is no sanctioned posts for office work and hence office works

are carried out by the Outsource workers.
