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CHAPTER-1        INTRODUCTION 

 
1.1  PERIOD COVERED: 

 This is the fifty eighth Annual Administration Report of the Karnataka State Road Transport 
Corporation covering the activities of the Corporation for the financial year 2018-19 i.e., from 1st April 2018  
to 31st March  2019. 

1.2  MANAGEMENT:  

 The amended RTC Act 1982 provides for the management of the Corporation by the Board of 
Directors. The Board of Karnataka State Road Transport Corporation as on 31st March 2019 consisted of 06 
Directors and one non official special invitee, out of which the Chairman was a non-official Director, while the 
remaining 5 Directors are official Directors. All the Directors are appointed by the State Government.  

1.3  ADMINISTRATIVE SET UP:  

 During the year 2018-19, one new depot has been commissioned at Davanagere which is attached to 
Davanagere Division.  Thus as on 31-03-2019,  KSRTC had 17 Divisions (16 operating Divisions and 
Kempegowda  Bus Station Division) with 84 Depots under its jurisdiction besides 2 Regional Workshops, 2 
Civil Engineering Divisions, one Printing Press, one Central Training Institute, 4 Regional Training Institutes 
and a Hospital.  

1.4 PASSENGER AMENITIES AND FACILITIES: 

 The Corporation has accorded high priority to provide increased amenities to the travelling public. As 
on 31-03-2019, there were 166 permanent bus stations. The long distance express, non-stop and Premier 
A/C and non A/C services were further augmented to meet the needs of the travelling public. In order to 
provide more comfort to the traveling public, 20 Leyland Karnataka Sarige(NAL Fully built), 243 Leyland  
Karnataka Sarige(NAL), 11 Leyland Gramina Sarige BS-4, 51 Eicher Karnataka Sarige(NAL BS-4), 20  
Leyland Non A/C sleeper fully built, 16 Eicher fully built Rajahamsa,  24 Volvo Multi axle and 06 Volvo Multi 
axle Fly bus, totaling 391 new buses were inducted during the year 2018-19. 

 As on 31-03-2019, in all 1421 long distance routes were in operation with route length ranging from 
120 Kms. to 1048 Kms. The Corporation operated 2884 ordinary, 3763 express, 1 semi-deluxe, 197  
Rajahamsa,  22  Karnataka Vaibhav,  108 Non A/C Sleeper, 60 A/C sleeper, 103 Airavat (Volvo), 07 Airavat 
(Benz), 279  Airavat Club class (Multi axle Volvo 204, Multi axle Scania 58, Multi axle Mercedes 17), 15  Fly 
bus, 45 Volvo (City),  630 City and 105 Suburban services  as  on 31-03-2019.  

1.5  OPERATIONAL EFFICIENCY: 

 The operational results in respect of vital parameters during 2018-19 compared to 2017-18 are as 
 under: 

1. Increase in effective kms. to 10598.57 lakhs during 2018-19 as compared to 10487.54  lakhs during   
2017-18. 
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2. Average vehicle utilization which was 363 kms during 2017-18, decreased to 361 kms during 2018-
19 

3. Increase in average tyre life to 225503 kms during 2018-19 from 210459 Kms. during 2017-18. 

4. Fuel efficiency in KMPL increased to 4.87 during 2018-19 as compared to 4.84 during   2017-18. 

5. Rate of breakdown per 10,000 kms has stood at 0.02 during the year 2018-19.  

6. Rate of accident per lakhs kms has stood at 0.10 during the year 2018-19. 

7. Increase in earning per kilometer (EPKM) on Traffic Revenue to 2954.8 paise during the year 2018-
19 from 2836.7 paise during 2017-18. 

8. During the year 2018-19, the Corporation has incurred a loss of Rs.13493.15 lakhs as against a 
profit of Rs.450.01 lakhs during 2017-18. 

1.6 INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS: 

 One meeting was held between the management and the labour representatives during the year 
2018-19 in order to resolve the issues and demands of the labour and to maintain harmonious relationship. 
No state-wide strike was observed during the year 2018-19. 

 The Corporation has been extending medical, housing and other welfare benefits to its employees. 
This is in addition to the facilities for development of cultural and sports activities which has been continued 
this year too. 

1.7 ANNUAL PLAN for 2019-20:  

 Every year the Corporation formulates its Action Plan for taking steps to improve performance 
efficiency. Norms are fixed not only to bring down the cost of operations, but also to improve various 
operational parameters. The highlights of Action Plan for the year 2019-20 are as follows.  

It is proposed:    

1. To augment 300 schedules. 

2. To achieve  KMPL (HSD)  of 4.91 

3. To achieve vehicle utilisation of 363 Kms. 

4. To achieve average tyre life of 230000 Kms. 

5. To add 1383 new vehicles to the existing fleet by replacing 1000 old vehicles which 

are not fit for operation. 

6. To operate 11005.82 lakh effective kms, a growth of 3.8% over previous year. 

7. To earn a gross revenue of Rs.362387.82 lakhs (excluding reimbursement  to be 

received from  Govt. towards issual of  various kinds of free/concessional passes) 

8. To contain the cost of operations at Rs.409836.51 lakhs. 

9. It is worked out that the Corporation will make a loss of Rs. 47449.19 lakhs on gross 

revenue (excluding reimbursement of Rs.36280.00 lakhs   to be received from the 

Govt.) 
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10. To earn an EPKM of 3113.9 paise on traffic revenue. 

11. To contain the CPKM at 3723.8 paise. 

12. To complete construction of 2 new Depots at Shidlaghatta and Shivamogga. 

13. To complete construction of 12 new Bus stations, upgradation of 2 existing Bus 

stations and completion of Training Centre at Holalkere. 

1.8.    Capital expenditure for 2018-19 and 2019-20: 

The total capital expenditure incurred by the Corporation during the year 2018-19 for its developmental 
activities was Rs.22748.49 lakhs as against the proposed amount of Rs.33568.80 lakhs as per the revised 
budget estimates.  391 new bus bodies were built during the year 2018-19.

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CHAPTER-3               ADMINISTRATION 

 

3.1  SET-UP: 

 During the year 2018-19, Chitradurga division which has been commissioned during 2017-18 has 
become financially independent from 01-04-2018. During the year 2018-19 one new Depot at Davanagere 
and two New Bus stations, one each at Hirisave and Suthuru were constructed. 

 Thus the Corporation had 84 depots, 166 bus stations and 57 control points under its network of 
operations spread over 17 divisions (16 operating divisions and one Kempegowda bus station division) as at 
the end of 31-03-2019.  The division-wise information regarding the number of depots, bus stations and 
control points as on 31-03-2019 are furnished in Table –1 and their details are given in Schedule-B.

 b) Staff ratio:

The overall staff 
ratio of the Corporation per schedule (including the staff employed at the regional workshops and other 
central units) has slightly increased to 4.70 as on 31-03-2019 from 4.69 as on 31-03-2018.

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CHAPTER-4               OPERATIONS 

 
4.1  NATIONALISATION SCHEME: 

During the Year 2018-19, new Comprehensive Area Scheme for the entire state of Karnataka was 
given effect to by the Government of Karnataka. However, the repeal of Contract carriages (Acquisition) Act, 
1976 during 2003 by the Government allowing private operators to operate as Contract Carriages throughout 
the State is continued. 

4.2  OPERATIONS: 

• Operational jurisdiction of the Corporation is in 17 districts (93 taluks) in the State of Karnataka.  

• Major part of operations is in rural area. 

• Operated 8219 schedules covering 3056849 Kms per day as on 31-03-2019 as against 8190 schedules 
and 3043926 Kms per day as on 31-03-2018. 

• In Mysuru city, 290 city type, 105 suburban and 35 Volvo (city) services were operated.  City services  
were also  operated  in  other cities during the year i.e  20 city services in Ramanagara, 50 city services 
in Tumkur, 08 city services in Chikkaballapura, 15 city services in Kolar and  11 city services  in KGF, 
18 city services in Mandya, 32 city services in Hassan, 09 city services in Chikkamagalur,  20 city 
services in Udupi, 46 city services (including 10 Volvo services) in Mangaluru, 54 city services in 
Davangere, 30 city services in Shivamogga, 20 city services in Chitradurga and 17 city services in 
Bhadravati. 

• 509 air-conditioned services were operated. 

4.3  ROUTES, ROUTE KMs, SCHEDULES & SCHEDULED KMs:  

 The Corporation operated 5495 routes with an average route length of 78.44 Kms as on 31-03-2019.  

 The details of routes, route kilometers, schedules and scheduled kms. operated as  on 31-03-2019 
with comparative figures  of previous year are given in Table-6 and the division-wise details are given in 
Appendix-1.

4.5  CITY/ SUBURBAN SERVICES: 

 City/Suburban services are in operation in the city of Mysuru. City services were continued in the cities 
of Tumkur, Kolar, KGF, Mandya, Hassan, Chikkamagalur, Mangaluru, Davanagere, Ramanagara, 
Chikkabllapura, Udupi, Chitradurga, Shivamogga and Bhadravati. Operation of City/Suburban schedules as 
on 31-03-2019 represented 5.73% of the total scheduled kms. The extent of City/Suburban operations by the 
Corporation as on 31-03-2019 is indicated in Table-8.

4.6  MOFUSSIL SERVICES: 
 Mofussil services operated by the Corporation were scheduled to cover 2881702kms daily as at the 
end of the year under report, which formed 94.27% of the total operations. Besides the operation of ordinary 
services in rural areas, the Corporation operated some of the services  as  Express, Semi-deluxe, 
Rajahamsa,  Karnataka Vaibhav, A/C Sleeper (Corona Sleeper), Non-A/C Sleeper, Airavat (Volvo/Benz),  
Airavat  club class (Multi axle Volvo/Benz/ Scania) and Fly bus  services.  The extent of such operations as 
on 31-03-2019 are shown in Table –9.

4.6.1  Long Distance and Night Services: 
 The Corporation continued to operate long distance services providing direct and quick transportation 
between Bengaluru and various district headquarters and other important places within the state and in the 
neighbouring states. 1421 long distance routes with route length ranging from 120 Kms to 1048 Kms were in 
operation as on 31-03-2019.  Some of the long distance services were operated as night services connecting 
all district headquarters besides other important places within and outside the state. 
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4.6.2   Express and Non-stop Services: 

• Express (Karnataka Sarige) services are the services operated with limited stops to provide quick 
and direct transport facility with a view to reduce journey time and change over. 

• Non-Stop services are introduced on select routes where direct passengers are more to reduce the 
journey time. Staff cost of these services are less as they are operated without Conductor. Eg: 
Bengaluru-Mysuru, Bengaluru-Tumakuru, Bengaluru-Kolar, Bengaluru-KGF, Bengaluru-Chennai and 
Bengaluru-Hassan. 

• Operation of one man services by deploying Driver-cum-Conductors with limited stops to reduce 
journey time and crew cost where end to end passengers’ availability is high. 

• Total no. of Non-Stop services as on 31-03-2019 was 164. 

• 3763 Express services were in operation as on 31-03-2019 covering 1606577 Kms. daily, 
accounting for 55.75% of the daily kms. operated on mofussil routes by the Corporation. 

4.6.3  Premier Services:   

  To meet the needs of affluent sections of the travelling public and also to provide a comfortable 
journey, particularly during night, the Corporation has operated 01 semi-deluxe, 197 Rajahamsa,  22  
Karnataka Vaibhav,  108 Non A/C Sleeper, 60  A/C sleeper, 103  Airavat (Volvo), 7 Airavat (Mercedes 
Benz),   204  Airavat Club class  (Multi axle Volvo), 17  Airavat Club class  (Multi axle Mercedes Benz) , 58  
Airavat Club class  (Multi axle Scania), 15 Fly bus and 45  Volvo (City)  services  as  on 31-03-2019. 

4.7  FARE STRUCTURE: 

 KSRTC is operating different classes of services to cater to the needs of the travelling public. 

Separate passenger fares are fixed for each class of service based on the class of service and the comfort 

level. The details of fare structure during the year 2018-19, w.e.f 09/10-Jan-2015 is furnished in Schedule- C’. 

4.8      PROGRESS OF OPERATIONS: 

  The Corporation continued further consolidation of existing services during the year. Division-wise 
achievement in key areas of operation is furnished in Appendix-2. Some salient features are summarized in 
the following paragraphs.

 The average number of buses held by divisions increased from 8549.1 to 8737.4. The average 

number of buses on road also increased by 129.8 or 1.6% i.e. from 7915.2 during 2017-18 to 8045.0 during 

2018-19. The percentage fleet utilization stood at 92.1% during 2018-19 as against 92.6% in 2017-18. The 

average vehicle utilization on gross kms stood at 374 during 2018-19. Further the average vehicle utilization 

on effective kms   stood at 361 kms. The division-wise analysis of vehicles held and average fleet utilization 

during the year is shown in Appendix-4. The average seating capacity stood at 50.6 during 2018-19. The 
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total number of passengers carried increased to 10986.09 lakhs during 2018-19 from 10833.98 lakhs during 

2017-18. The average passengers carried per day has increased to 30.10 lakhs from 29.68 lakhs. The 

division-wise details of breakdowns, accidents, regularity, % load factor and passengers travelled are shown 

in Appendix-8.  

c)   Quality of Services: 

  The performance particulars with regard to quality of services provided during the year 2018-19 and 
the comparative figures for previous year are furnished below in Table –12.   The division-wise analysis is 
indicated in Appendix – 8.

d)  Special Services for Jathras/ Fairs: 

  The Corporation operates special services on occasions like fairs, jathras, religious/cultural/ social 
celebrations etc., in all operating divisions to cater to the increased transport needs. During the year, special 
services were operated (on 48 occasions) covering 44.19 lakhs kilometers and an amount of Rs.1629.07 
lakhs was realised thereby achieving an EPKM of 3686.9 paise. 
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e) Casual Contract Services: 
   In addition to regular passenger services, the Corporation has provided buses to public on contract 
basis on payment of prescribed charges based on either distance or duration and at concessional rates to 
bonafide students for educational purpose. The rates for hiring of buses on casual contract as on 31-03-2019 
are furnished in Schedule–D(1). 

f) Chartered Services: 
 Chartered contract services are provided to schools/colleges/industrial establishments/private

g) Luggage and Parcel Transport: 
  
 The luggage rates during the year 2018-19 were as follows: 

• Personal luggage upto 30 kg per adult passenger and 15 kg per child passenger were allowed free of 
charge.  

• The luggage in excess of these limits and non-personal luggage was charged at the rate of 75 paise 
per unit of 20 kg upto one stage or part thereof subject to minimum of Rs.5.00.  

• Newspapers:  Newspaper bundles will be charged at Rs.5.00 per unit of 5 kg or part thereof 
irrespective of the distance. 

 
h)       Public Complaints: 

 During the year, 9835 public complaints of various types were received, of which 1442 were received 
through post and 8393 were received via e-mail. The rate of public complaints per lakh passengers was 
0.87. All complaints received from the public are carefully investigated and suitable action taken wherever 
warranted. 

 Suggestions received from the commuters for improvement of the services have always been given due 
consideration and appropriate action taken to implement them wherever such suggestions are acceptable. 
Call center has been set up to attend to passenger grievances/complaints/suggestions round the call. 

4.9 ADVANCE BOOKING AND RESERVATION FACILITIES: 

 Private agents are appointed to book tickets in advance through computerized and manual system in 

Karnataka and neighbouring states of Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Goa, Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana 

and Pondicherry. To enable passengers to avail tickets at their locality, the system of AWATAR (Any Where 
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Any Time Advance Reservation of tickets) for advance booking of seats throughout the Karnataka state and 

also at important places in neighboring states was continued during the year also. As on 31-03-2019, the 

booking counters run by Corporation and Franchisees are given below:

6. Free travel facility within the State to Endosulfan victims to travel along with a companion in City, 
Suburban, Ordinary and Express services subject to availing of passes. 

7. Free travel facility within the State to dependents of martyrs i.e. parents, wife and dependent 
children for a period of 10 years (introduced from 25-07-2012) in City, Suburban, Ordinary and 
Express services subject to availing of passes. 

8. Senior citizens aged 60 years and above residents of Karnataka State are given 25% concession in 
fare for travel in City, Suburban, Ordinary, Express and Rajahamsa services.  

9. Free travel facility without restrictions to Accredited Journalists in all type of buses subject to availing 
of passes. 

10. Free travel facility without restrictions to Arjuna / Dronacharya / Rajeev Gandhi Khel Rathna / Dhyan 
Chand awardees in all type of buses subject to availing of passes. 

11. Free travel facility without restrictions to Olympics / Paraolympics medal winners in City, Suburban, 
Ordinary, Express, Rajahamsa and Airavat buses subject to availing of passes. 

12. Free travel facility within the State to National Shourya Prashasti award winning children upto the 
age of 18 years in City, Suburban, Ordinary Express and Rajahamsa services subject to availing of 
passes. 

13. Free travel facility without restrictions to Ex- MLAs & Ex-MLCs along with a companion in all type of 
buses subject to availing of passes. 
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14. Free travel facility without restrictions to sitting MLAs & MLCs in all type of buses subject to availing 
of passes. 

15. Free travel facility without restrictions to National Award winning writers / artists decided by 
Department of Kannada and Culture, Government of Karnataka, in all type of buses subject to 
availing of passes. 

16. Free travel facility within the State to State President and free travel facility within the District and 
District headquarters to Bangalore to District Presidents of Kannada Sahitya Parishat in City, 
Suburban, Ordinary Express and Rajahamsa services subject to availing of passes. 

17. Home guards (in uniform) are allowed to travel free in city services while on duty. 

18. Drama Troupes / Yakshagana troupes sponsored by the Karnataka Sangeetha Nataka Academy are 
given 50% concessional travel facility. 

 

c) Monthly Passes: 
1. Express and ordinary services Monthly pass: Commuters with monthly passes are allowed to travel 

for a month by paying an amount equivalent to 20 round trips between any two destinations, 

subject to a maximum distance of 20 stages and 10 stages in respect of Express and Ordinary 

services.  Rates are furnished in Schedule-D(2). 

2. City services Monthly pass: City Monthly passes are issued in Mysore, Tumkur, Hassan and 

Mangalore city to travel in City services. Rates are furnished in Schedule-D(3). 

 

d)  Daily passes: 
1) Daily passes are issued to the commuters of Mysuru city for travel in city services valid for a day 

upto midnight.  

2) KSRTC-BMTC Integrated daily passes are issued from surrounding places of Bengaluru i.e. 

Kanakapura, Harohalli, Channapatna, Ramanagar, Magadi, Kunigal, Tumkur, Gowribidanur, 

Chikkaballapura, Shidlaghatta, Chintamani, Kolar, Sira, Gubbi, Turuvekere, Madhugiri, 

Koratagere, Dabaspet, Mandya, Maddur, Malavalli, K.M. Doddi, Nagamangala, 

Santhebachahalli, Melkote, K.R.Pet, Vijayapura to enable passengers to  travel in KSRTC as 

well as BMTC buses, valid upto midnight. 

3) Mysuru city Integrated daily passes are issued for neighbouring places of Mysuru city i.e. 

Periyapatna, Hunsur, K.R.Nagar, Saraguru, H.D.Kote, Malavalli, Bannur, Mandya, K.R.Pet, 

Gundlupet, Chamarajanagar, Kollegal, Nanjangudu, Pandavapura, HD Kote Handpost to travel 

in Mysuru city buses as well as KSRTC moffusil services, valid upto midnight. 

4) Daily pass rates are furnished in Schedule-D(4). 

 
  e)    Concession for KSRTC Employees: 

1) All Class-III & IV employees of KSRTC working at places having city bus services are issued 
with free passes to report to their place of work and back home as per the Industrial Truce 
Settlement. 
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2) Free passes without restriction of distance are issued to all employees and their families once 
in a year to enable them to travel to any place in buses operated by KSRTC. 

3) All school and college-going children of KSRTC employees are issued with free passes to 
travel in city and mofussil services and attend school and college.

b)   Other Passenger Facilities: 

1. Long distance services are operated from MCTC Bus Stand and Shantinagar bus stand to 
decongest Kempegowda Bus Stand. Boarding points are provided at different locations in 
Bengaluru, Mysuru and Mangaluru. 

2. Air-conditioned passenger waiting lounges are provided at Mysuru Road Bus Station and 
Shantinagar Bus Station for the travelling public of premier services.  

3. For the benefit of traveling public, advance reservation counters are provided in all bus stations 
located at the jurisdictional district and taluk headquarters within the state and neighbouring 
states.  

4. Online booking and mobile booking for advance reservation of tickets have been continued.  

5. Advance booking is allowed 30 days before the date of journey and passengers can book tickets 
round the clock. 

6. Discount of 10% on return journey fare is continued when both onward and return journey tickets 
are booked in single transaction.  

7. Discount of 5% on journey fare is continued when four or more seats are booked as a group in a 
single ticket. Group discount on journey fare is continued when three or more seats are booked 
as a group in Fly bus. 

8. Advance booking of tickets is also allowed through “Bengaluru One” centers (e-governance 
project of the Government of Karnataka). “Bengaluru One” is providing this service in its 60 
centers in Benguluru.   

9. Advance booking of tickets is also allowed through “Mobile One application” centers (e-
governance project of the Government of Karnataka). 

10. To expand franchisee network, reservation facility has been introduced in Abhi bus portal. 

11. To encourage e-booking, payment gate way fee has been cancelled for e-booking from 01-09-
2016. 

12. Fares are reduced during day time for selected services. 

13. Promotional fares are charged on selected routes to maintain parity with private operators and 
attract passengers to travel in KSRTC buses. 

14. SMS facility is utilized for communication of advance booking, cancellation, service cancellation, 
journey reminders and trip sheet alerts to passengers with advance reservation tickets. 

15. Mobile telephone numbers of advance booking passengers are printed on the trip sheets 
provided to conductor so as to contact passengers, if needed. 

16. For safe journey of ladies, a separate quota of seats and dynamic lady seat option are reserved 
for ladies and this facility is provided in advance booking for all premier services. 

17. Guest user booking (booking by unregistered users) can be availed for online booking. 

18. Provision has been made for the conversion of counter/ franchisee tickets to e-tickets/ m-tickets 
wherein passengers can show ID proof and e-ticket or m-ticket for the journey. 
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19. Free travel facility to passengers having advance reservation tickets to travel from their 
residential locality to the bus station, two hours prior to departure of bus is continued in city 
services excluding AC services. 

20. Pickup points are provided under AWATAR system at various places in Bengaluru, Mangaluru, 
Mysuru, Chikkaballapur, Bidadi and various Inter-state places such as Mumbai, Kolhapur, 
Aurangabad, Kurnool, Mantralayam, Trichy, Tanjore, Kumbhakonam, Pune, Vellore, Kottayam, 
Thiruvananthapuram, Kozhikode, Shirdi, Hyderabad, Panjim, Madagaon, Kannur, Puducherry, 
Coimbatore, Alleppey. Etc. 

21. To expand franchisee network and to attract more number of applicants, the minimum 
educational qualification is relaxed from graduation degree to SSLC for locations within the 
State. The minimum educational qualification criterion for places outside the State is removed. 

22. In addition to AWATAR franchisees, manual booking agents have been appointed in and outside 
the State, to compete with private operators and attract passengers to travel in KSRTC buses. 

23. Online luggage booking facility is provided for the operators of three Corporations. 

24. Casual Contract module has been facilitated in AWATAR application for effective supervision 
and to improve Casual Contract bookings. This facility is provided at Kempe Gowda Bus station 
and Bengaluru Central Division on pilot basis. 

25. KSRTC has entered into an MOU with Andhra Pradesh Tourism Development Corporation to 
operate package tours from Bengaluru to Tirupathi  w.e.f, 12-05-2017. Due to the good 
response from the public, the Tirupathi tour package has been started from the destinations like 
Mangaluru, Davanagere, Shimoga and Mysore w.e.f. 20-07-2018.  

26. KSRTC has entered into an MoU with Karnataka State Tourism Development Corporation to 
provide web booking facility (API) for transacting with its Package tour through KSRTC’s 
Counters (B2B) and web service (B2C). 

27. KSRTC is distributing newspapers “Deccan Herald & The Times Group” w.e.f, 11.05.2017 to 
passengers travelling in premier services in early morning services from Bengaluru. 

28. For the benefit of travelling public, the Corporation is operating top of the class buses called Fly 
Bus from Kempegowda International Airport in Bengaluru to Mysuru, Mangaluru-Udupi-Manipal-
Kundapura, Kushalnagar-Mercara, Salem-Coimbatore and back. 

29. AWATAR Cell situated at Central Offices, KSRTC has been working 15 hours on all 365 days, to 
provide operational support to Divisions / Depots / Bus Stations/ booking counters and 
assistance to passengers on advance bookings, e-booking transactions and service enquiries. 

30. Establishment of Control Room at Central  office and supervising  for  Operational information 
such  as Operational  Status, Daily Vehicle Position, HSD consumption, Line Checking details, 
Accident, Breakdowns and Incidents through mails and SMS to Management and Concerned 
Officials. FCT& call logger facility are established for Control Room. 

31. Priority is provided to physically handicapped persons by reserving 10% of the commercial stalls 
in bus stations. 

32. Accident Relief Fund - payment of Rs.3.00 lakhs as compensation to the dependent of the 
deceased passenger of KSRTC bus involved in an accident, in addition to regular compensation 
awarded by MACT. 
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33. Two seats are reserved for physically challenged passengers in ordinary and express services 
where there is no advance reservation facility. 

34. Physically handicapped passenger is permitted to carry wheel chair in KSRTC buses free of 
cost.

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CHAPTER-5                  AUTO ENGINEERING 
 

5.1  FLEET POSITION: 

  KSRTC added 391 new passenger vehicles and scrapped 479 vehicles which were not fit for 
operation. During the previous year 2017-18, the Corporation has added 1514 new vehicles and scrapped 
1041 vehicles which were not fit for operation.  Thus, as on 31-03-2019 the fleet strength of the Corporation 
stood at 8695. The number of departmental vehicles such as cars, jeeps, trucks, cranes, vans, etc., held by 
the Corporation as at the end of the year 2018-19 was 400. 

 Make-wise fleet held as at the end of the year 2018-19 is given in Table–15.  These vehicles were in 
operation by 84 depots of 16 operating divisions (excluding KBS Division). There are 14 divisional 
workshops (excluding newly formed Shivamogga and Chitradurga Divisions) at respective divisional 
headquarters to attend heavy body repair, F.C. renewal, reconditioning of major aggregates and processing 
of tyres etc. Volvo vehicles are being maintained by the Corporation itself.

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CHAPTER – 8   CIVIL ENGINEERING 

 

8.1  LAND VALUE: 

 In the revised budget estimates for the year 2018-19, Rs.200.00 lakhs was earmarked for purchase of 
land. Further, land measuring  20 guntas costing Rs.4.39 lakhs at Basaralu  of  Mandya district, four acre 
costing Rs.14.96 lakhs at Somavarapet and Kushalanagar, 6 guntas costing Rs.6.72 lakhs at Hassan district 
are  obtained free of cost from the Government of Karnataka. The extent of total land held by the Corporation 
including KIMCO as on 31-03-2019 was 1126.59 acres, its book value as per accounts being Rs.9633.34 
lakhs. 

8.2     PROGRESS OF CIVIL WORKS: 

 In the revised budget estimates for 2018-19, capital expenditure on buildings was estimated and 

provided for Rs. 17448.94 lakhs.  This includes Rs. 5300.00 lakhs under Special Development Plan (SDP) 

scheme and Rs.365.00 lakhs under SCSP/TSP plan and Rs.3261.00 under KGID Fund released by the 

Government of Karnataka during the year 2018-19 towards development of Transport Infrastructure Facilities 

to the commuters in order to remove regional imbalance, as per the recommendations of Dr. Nanjundappa 

Report. By utilizing the internal resources and grants released by the Government under SDP, SCSP/TSP 

and KGIDF scheme, the Corporation has taken up 301 works at an approximate cost of Rs. 17448.94 lakhs 

and spent Rs. 8208.15 lakhs during the year under report. Thus, the cumulative expenditure on buildings 

including the works in progress was Rs.87873.99 lakhs as on 31-03-2019.  

 The works taken up under the head ‘capital expenditure’ are detailed below separately. The break-up 

of the committed works and the progress of expenditure during the year under report are given in Table-32. 

a) Under SDP scheme, 67 works were taken up and out of which 49 works were completed and the 
remaining 18 works are under progress. The expenditure incurred as on 31-03-2019 under this 
scheme during the year 2018-19 was Rs. 3075.25 lakhs. 
 

b) Under SCSP/TSP scheme, 8 works were taken up and out of which 3 works were completed and the 
remaining 5 works are under progress. The expenditure incurred as on 31-03-2019 under this 
scheme during the year 2018-19 was Rs.339.00 lakhs. 

 
c)   Under KGID Fund scheme,42 works were taken up out of which 15 works were completed and the 

remaining 27 works are under progress. The expenditure incurred as on 31-03-2019 under this 
scheme during the year 2018-19 was Rs.1878.41 lakhs 

 
d)   By utilizing internal resources, the Corporation has taken up 178 works during the year under report, 

out of which 66 works were completed and the remaining 112 works were under progress. The 
expenditure incurred under this head during the year was Rs.2383.30 lakhs. 
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e)  Driving training centers at an estimated cost of Rs. 1500.00 lakhs at Malavalli, Chikkamagalur and 
Malur and an estimated cost of Rs. 1500.00 lakhs at Holalkere were under construction during the 
year. Mechanic training centers at an estimated cost of Rs.1050.00 lakhs respectively were 
constructed at Malavalli, Chikkamagalur and Malur. Grants of Rs. 4050.00 lakhs has already been 
received from Social Welfare/Labour department under SCP/TSP scheme. The expenditure incurred 
as on 31-03-2019 towards these works during the year 2018-19 was Rs.343.97 lakhs 

 

 
e)  Construction of bus depots at Kolar, KGF, Tumkur, Shivamogga, Bhadravathi, Chitradurga, 

Mangaluru and Udupi were taken up under the JnNURM (UIDSSMT) scheme at an estimated cost of 
Rs. 7675.00 lakhs funded by the Central Government and the Govt. of Karnataka. The depots are 
proposed to be utilised for maintenance of buses procured for city transport under JnNURM 
(UIDSSMT) scheme. The expenditure incurred under JnNURM scheme during the financial year was 
Rs. 188.22 lakhs.

The 
Construction of new high-tech bus stations under SDP/KGIDF scheme were under progress at Udupi, 
Byndoor, Nelamangala and Doddaballapur. These bus stations have been provided with bus bays and 
modern passenger amenities like dust proof parking area, sanitary block, seating arrangements etc.   
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8.3  TEMPORARY WORKS, REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE : 

 Apart from the capital works of permanent nature, number of semi-permanent, temporary, other 
repairs and maintenance works were also taken up during the year under report. The expenditure incurred 
on such temporary repairs and maintenance works during the year amounted to Rs.1030.00 lakhs. 

8.4  ACTION PLAN FOR THE YEAR 2018-19:  

 It is contemplated to spend Rs.26490.30 lakhs including purchase of land and various committed 
works like construction of depots, bus stations, divisional offices, divisional workshops and other 
miscellaneous works in the Action Plan for the year 2018-19. It is expected to obtain a release of Rs. 
5300.00 lakhs as budgetary grants from the State Government for various civil works under SDP scheme, 
Rs.3261.00 lakhs grant under KGIDF for infrastructure development and Rs. 365.00 lakhs grant for 
infrastructure development   under SCSP/TSP scheme.

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CHAPTER – 9         LABOUR 

 

9.1  WORKERS PARTICIPATION IN MANAGEMENT: 

 Periodical meetings are held with all the Corporate-level employee’s unions. Besides, the production-

cum-grievance committee meetings are held at Depot, Workshop and Division level. The suggestions given 

by the employees as well as their representatives are examined with right prospective. The employee’s 

Provident Fund Trust, Employee’s Educational Assistance Fund and the Employee’s Death cum Retirement 

benefit Fund have employee’s representatives in the respective committee.   

9.2  INDUSTRIAL DISPUTES: 

          The industrial relation throughout the year was cordial and harmonious except few incidents of 
agitations and hunger strikes.   

9.3  PAID HOLIDAYS: 

 The employees of the Corporation are entitled for 10 paid holidays annually and during the year of 

report; Rs.14.31 crore has been paid as additional wages to the employees who have worked on holidays. 

9.4  GRATUITY:  

 The Gratuity in KSRTC is calculated both as per the provisions of the KSRTC Gratuity Regulations as 

well as in accordance with the Payment of Gratuity Act-1972, and the amount whichever is beneficial to the 

employees is being paid. The quantum of gratuity as per the Act is equal to half month’s pay (Pay + 

Dearness Allowance) for each completed year of service. The quantum of gratuity as per the Regulations is 

one month’s basic pay for each completed year of service.  

 During the year 2018-19, an amount of Rs.93.46 crore was paid as gratuity to 1249 employees, who 

have retired, resigned, dismissed and/or expired.  

9.5  EMPLOYEES PROVIDENT FUND SCHEME: 

 The Corporation has obtained exemption and the fund is managed by the Trust consisting 

representatives of both from the Management as well as employees.  

9.6 CANTEEN:    

 At present, Co-operative canteens are functioning at Kolar, Mysore Urban, Chickkaballapur, K.G.F and 

Chintamani.  The Canteens at Regional Workshops, Bangalore and Hassan are run by the Department. The 

annual subsidy to these canteens has been increased w.e.f. 01.04.2018. Details are as below.

As per the Board resolution No.9622/04.04.2015, provision has been made to run canteen at the 

needy depots through the private registered contractor.   

9.7  MEDICAL REIMBURSEMENT AND OTHER MEDICAL FACILITIES:  

            Employees are entitled for Medical Reimbursement as per the KSRTC Employees (Medical 

Attendance) Regulations 1970. The Corporation has adopted CGHS, Non NABH rates for Reimbursement of 

medical expenditures w.e.f 24-09-2016 and an amount of Rs.12.50 crores was reimbursed towards the 

medical claims of employees during the year of report.  Family members and dependent parents residing 

with the employee are also eligible for reimbursement. The medical reimbursement facility is also extended 

to the Trainee employees of the Corporation w.e.f  22-09-2017. 

         Further, with a view to provide better medical facilities, the Corporation has empanelled 156 well 

equipped private hospitals which are recognized by the Government at different district and taluk head 

quarters, including Bangalore. 07 diagnostic centers are also recognized by the Corporation.  

9.8  COMPENSATION UNDER WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION ACT:  

  Employees of the Corporation are entitled for compensation as per the provisions of the WORKMEN’S 

COMPENSATION ACT and during the year of report, an amount of Rs. 34.66 lakh. was paid as 

compensation to the eligible employees. 

9.9   SPORTS & CULTURAL ACTIVITIES: 

  Sports and cultural competitions are conducted at central office and divisional level. An amount of 

Rs.7.64 lakh. was spent towards sports and cultural activities during the year of report.  

9.10 DEATH-CUM-RETIREMENT BENEFIT FUND:  

  All employees of the Corporation are enrolled as members of this fund by contributing Rs.100/- each 

per month, out of which, Rs.35/- is set apart towards employee’s death coverage and the balance Rs.65/- is 

credited to the employee’s savings account. In the event of death of an employee while in service, the DRBF 

Trust pays Rs.5,000/- towards funeral expenses and the balance of the contribution with 8% interest as well 

as Rs.1,25,000/- as lump sum is paid to the dependents of the deceased.   
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           The employees who are dismissed/ retired/resigned from services are also entitled to get their 

contribution along with 8% interest as per the provisions of this fund. 

9.11  EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANCE FUND: 

 The Industrial Training Institute at Hassan is functioning under the aegis of the Educational Assistance 

Fund. The financial assistance paid to the employees children from the fund is detailed below. 
 

 

 

 

 

 This educational assistance is extended to only one member of the employee’s family.  

9.12  LABOUR WELFARE MEASURES: 

1. Educational Loan: 

 Under the scheme, Education loan upto Rs.1.00 lakh is sanctioned towards payment of Tuition fee in 

respect of employee’s children who pursue Professional Courses viz., BE, MBBS, BDS, BAMS etc.   

2. Grant of Cash Award for Merit Students: 

 Under the scheme, the employees’ children securing 70 and more percentage of marks in SSLC, 2nd 

PUC as well as more than 60% marks in Degree Final examinations are granted cash awards ranging from 

Rs.2000/- to Rs.6000/-.  The award is extended to the children of post-graduation examination from the 

current year.  

 During the year, 1248  students were granted cash awards to the tune of Rs.43.77 lakhs. 

3. De-addiction Programme: 

 A de-addiction Scheme under the title WAPPA (Workplace Alcohol Prevention Programme and Activity) 

is going on in KSRTC since 1997 particularly to help alcohol addicts.  A 40 bedded de-addiction treatment 

centre is established at KSRTC Hospital, Jayanagar, Bangalore. The Corporation spends about Rs.8000/- 

per each addicted employee towards the residential/In-House treatment.   

4. Preventive Medicine and Healthy Life Style Clinic: 

 A Preventive Medicine & Healthy Life Style Clinic is functioning at   Mysore. During the year 2018-19, 
4522 employees have undergone health check-up at Mysore clinic.

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5. Heart Checkup Programme : 

 An MoU has been entered with Shri Jayadeva Institute of Cardio-vascular Science and Research 

Centre on 08.03.2018 for Master cardiac and Health Check-up of all the employees and officers of above 40 

years age for a period of 05 years. 

 During the year 2018-19, 7733 employees have undergone heart check-up and an amount of Rs.1500/- 
per employee is spent totaling an amount of Rs.1.15crore. 
 

6. Employees Family Welfare Scheme: 

 Employees Family Welfare Scheme has been implemented in KSRTC in the year 2008. This scheme is 
voluntary and optional. Under the scheme, the dependent of the member employee who dies while in 
service, is entitled to get a compensation of Rs. 3.00 lakh. The monthly premium of the scheme is Rs.150/-
out of which, Rs.50/- shall be contributed by the Corporation. During the year 2018-19, Rs.3.42 crore has 
been paid as compensation in 114 cases under the scheme. 

 

7. Maternity Leave: 

 The maternity benefit leave in KSRTC is enhanced to 180 days on par with the State Government. The 

employees now shall avail 90 days leave before the date of expected delivery and the remaining 90 days of 

leave after the delivery.  

8. Creche Allowance (Child Care Allowance): 

 Payment of Monthly child care allowance of Rs:500/- to the women employees till their kids attain the 
age of 2 years was implemented w.e.f  November-2012. The same has been enhanced to Rs. 750/-  w.e.f 
23-09-2016. 

 

9.  Internal Complaint Committee (ICC):  

To create a positive workplace environment which is free from harassment of any nature to the 

women employees, an Internal Complaint Committee has been constituted in all the Depots, Divisions, 

Regional Workshops and Central office in compliance to section 4 of the Sexual Harassment of women at 

workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal  Act 2013).

10. Exgratia to the dependents:  

 Payment of Rs.10,000/- from the Corporation exclusively in the form of ex-gratia is made to the 

dependents of the employees who expire while in service to meet the immediate expenditure. This is not 

recoverable from the employees retirement benefit. 

11. Duty rota system: 

 A Transparent Duty allocation system to the Drivers and Conductors based on their seniority cum 

option was introduced from 2013. 

 
12. Other Benefits: 

• The employees suffering from the illnesses mentioned in Persons with Disability Act-1995 and having 
more than 40% disability are accommodated by providing alternative job or light duty. 

• Employees who are found medically unfit and willing to opt for VRS are entitled to additional financial 
benefit maximum upto Rs.6.00 lakh. 

• The retired employees of the Corporation are entitled to travel free of cost in all the ordinary and 
express services of all the four Corporations without any limitation of kms with effect from 01-03-
2018. The spouse of the retired employee is entitled to 50% concession in ordinary and express 
services without any condition on kilometers for travel during the entire year. 

• The blind and physically handicapped employees are entitled for vehicle allowance equivalent to 6% 
of their basic pay without any ceiling on par with the State Government.   

• Sanction of  Education allowance of Rs.500/- to the employees having blind and disabled children 
and monthly child care allowance of Rs.500/- to the employees having physically disabled children 
subject to terms and conditions stipulated in Government order was extended to the Corporation 
employees. 
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• A provision is also made to avail 730 days of special leave with pay for the benefit of women 
employees having child suffering from Autism, Blindness, Mental illness, Cerebral Palsy, Mental 
Retardation and Multiple disabilities. 

• Payment of Rs.7000/- from the corporation exclusively in the from of bonus was made to all the 
employees having salary less than Rs.21000/- as per the amendment in Bonus Act.

10.1   SECURITY SECTION: 

 The primary duty of the Security Section is to provide physical security to the property of the 
Corporation against theft, fire, pilferage and misappropriation etc., by the employees and the 
outsiders. The security personnel report cases of various types relating to theft, misuse and 
misappropriation of KSRTC property.  Comparative figures of the cases reported during the year 
2018-19 and 2017-18 are shown in Table-33.

c)   Loss or damages to KSRTC property: 

 34 cases of loss or damage to KSRTC property due to agitation, strike, fire, etc., involving 
an amount of Rs.1257.04 lakhs were reported during the year 2018-19 as against 16 cases 
involving an amount of Rs. 269.86 lakhs during previous year. 

 

10.3 FIRE ACCIDENTS: 

 Six cases of fire accidents were  reported in Depots and Divisional workshops during the 
year 2018-19 involving loss of property worth of Rs.23.02  lakhs as against 14 cases of fire 
accidents  reported  involving loss  of property worth of Rs.19.71 lakhs during 2017-18.  

10.4 DACOITY/ROBBERY: 

 During the year 2018-19 one case of robbery has been reported on 22/23-10-2018 at 
Holenarasipur Bus station. Dacoits robbed cash amount of Rs.56,000/- from the  conductor of the 
vehicle no KA10F0431 during night halt at bus station. During the year 2017-18 no cases of 
dacoity/robbery have been reported.  
 

10.5 VIGILANCE SECTION:   

 The Vigilance Section takes cognizance of the petitions received and information gathered 
on various acts of omissions and commissions on the part of the officers and officials of KSRTC in 
their discharge of duties, indulging in corrupt practices etc., and arranges for conduct of proper 
enquiries. 319 petitions of all types were received during the year 2018-19. Out of which 157 
petitions were referred for enquiry.  22 petitions were forwarded to NWKRTC, 47 petitions to 
NEKRTC and 08 petitions to BMTC for action at their end. In 52 cases, enquiry reports were sent 
to various disciplinary authorities for initiating action against the employees. 221 enquiry reports 
were closed. 34 petitions were pending with Deputy Chief Security & Vigilance Officers/Security & 
Vigilance Officers/ Divisional Security Inspectors of various Divisions at enquiry stage. 

10.6 LINE CHECKING: 

  The line checking staff and security & vigilance staff detect and report cases during their line 
checking duties,   of pilferage by crew.  Emphasis has been laid to check pilfer-prone conductors 
and drivers. The details are as shown in Table – 37.

10.8 DETECTION OF CASES OF ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION: 

 In order to ensure road safety and to avoid accidents, a scheme of identification of 
alcoholics and their treatment has been started.  The security staff are supplied with breath 
analysers to detect consumption of alcoholic drinks by the employees while on duty.  A programme 
of de-addiction called “Workplace Alcohol Prevention Programme and Activities (WAPPA)” has 
been continued during the year under review.  Regular and extensive checking were conducted by 
the Security staff.  In all 105168 checks on employees were made with breath analyser.  64 cases 
of drunken while on duty were detected and the employees were sent to de-addiction centers to 
undergo treatment to bring such employees to main stream.

10.9  ACCIDENTS: 

 The department has taken up investigations of genuineness of the claims made by the 
petitioners in MVC cases and as mandated in Circular No.182 dt.15-5-2005, security officials visit 
fatal accident spot and conduct investigation to know the causes of accidents. Totally, 201 fatal 
accidents investigation reports were received during 2018-19 and action on the guilty drivers is 
under progress by the concerned Disciplinary Authorities. 

10.10 ACTION ON THE REPORTS OF SECURITY & VIGILANCE STAFF: 

 The department had referred the reports submitted by Security & Vigilance personnel to the 
competent Disciplinary Authorities for initiation of disciplinary action against the defaulters.  The 
disposal particulars of the cases referred to various Disciplinary Authorities during the year 2018-
19 are as follows.

 The Security & Vigilance Officers/officials of operating divisions have detected 34346 cases 
against smokers and urination in various bus stands and collected fine of Rs. 51.96 lakhs during 
the year 2018-19 as against 52829 cases reported and fine of Rs.75.83 lakhs collected during 
2017-18. 

10.12    AWARDS: 

 During the year 2018-19,  in all 49  employees/officers of Security & Vigilance department 
were  sanctioned reward amounting to Rs.67,500/- in appreciation of their initiative and good work 
in detecting various cases of theft, pilferage etc.

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CHAPTER – 11 ENVIRONMENT INITIATIVES 

 

 The Corporation is committed to minimize the impact of environmental hazards by taking 
several initiatives in its business activity. As social responsibility is one of the prime obligations, the 
Corporation is in the forefront of implementing innovative measures towards improved and 
developed greener environment. During the year 2018-19, the Corporation has undertaken several 
environmental initiatives which are detailed below. 

11.1 Afforestation Programme: 

     KSRTC has been planting a large number of saplings at various Depots, Divisional 
Workshops, Offices, Regional workshops, Printing press, Training institutes and Bus stations 
across all the Divisions of the Corporation with a high rate of survival till date. Continuing the trend, 
mass afforestation programme has been taken up this year too. The details are mentioned below. 

• Under this programme 650 Mahagony saplings were planted at new Divisional Workshop 
of Shimoga Division during January/February-2019. 

• During February/March-2019, 500 saplings were planted at Holalkere, the newly 
constructed Training Institute in Chitradurga Division. 

• During March/April-2019, 1000 saplings were planted at Hasan Training Centre. 
 

11.2   Efforts to reduce harmful exhaust emissions: 

           KSRTC has proactively devised a system to check emissions with the objective of 
reducing the harmful exhaust emissions. It includes routine check at every depot every month, a 
bi-annual check as mandated by the Act, random checks using the Prakruthi-Green Squad and 
conducting a drive once in 4 months by conducting surprise check of buses at Bus stations. 

a.     Routine and Periodical Smoke Emission Checks:  
• The entire fleet is checked for emission every month at the Depot. A total of 91,610 

smoke emission checks were carried out during the year and 483 buses were found with 
emission slightly above the prescribed norms. The buses found with smoke emission 
beyond the prescribed norms were attended and put back into operation. Upgraded 
smoke density machines have been provided to all the depots for this purpose. 

• The entire fleet is checked for emission once in 6 months by networked smoke meter as 
mandated by the Central Motor Vehicle Act. The valid Pollution under Control certificate 
is displayed in all buses. In spite of mandate checking, KSRTC has also incorporated the 
various initiatives to reduce the tail pipe emissions. 16 Pollution under Control Centers of 
KSRTC are networked to get smoke emission check done online. 
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b.     Prakruthi- Green Squad for a Clean Environment:   

• KSRTC introduced mobile smoke emission and noise level checking service called 
“PRAKRUTHI”, to regulate the smoke checking conducted at depots and division level 
to maintain healthy fleet and clean environment. During 2018-19, 3626 surprise smoke 
checks were conducted among on-road buses at various Bus stations and Depots, out 
of which 237 buses were found without emission sticker, 103 buses without Electrical 
horn and 179 buses were found with emission above prescribed norms. These buses 
were attended and put back into operations. 
 

c. Surprise check for smoke emission: 
• During the year 2018-19, 04 surprise smoke emission check programmes were 

conducted at various bus stations of the Corporation. As many as 14974 buses were 
checked at random, out of which 621 buses were found with smoke emission above the 
prescribed norms (> 65 Hsu). Action has been taken to rectify the defects in the 
identified buses after which they are put back into operation.  
 

11.3    Water Conservation:  

a. Effluent Treatment Plant: The Corporation has installed water recycling plant at 28 Depots 
to treat effluent water. This system is designed to recycle the contaminated bus washed 
water to conserve and reuse for bus washing after treatment. By this initiative Corporation is 
able to conserve and reuse on an average 2.00 KL of water per day per depot. Further, it is 
also planned to extend this initiative in the remaining 56 depots.  
 

b. Rain Water Harvesting: The Corporation has already equipped itself with Rain water 
harvesting at different locations of various Depot/workshop/Offices while at other places, 
work is under progress. It is planned to establish Rain water harvesting at all the remaining 
locations stage by stage. 
 

11.4    Use of Alternate fuels: 

• KSRTC is in the forefront of implementing innovative measures towards improved and 
developed greener environment by using alternate fuels with the existing engine 
technology as a part of its social obligation and commitment. Trial of alternative fuels like 
Biodiesel blending was carried out. Further various meeting and discussions were held 
with Biofuel manufacturers and OEMs of vehicles to study and implement the biodiesel 
usage in KSRTC green project. 

• Discussion was held with M/s Gas Authority of India Limited regarding CNG buses for 
possible future implementation in KSRTC. 

• A proposal has been submitted seeking Financial Assistance for 50 Electric Buses as a 
“Pilot Demonstrative Project” for inter-city operation to Department of Heavy Industries, 
Government of India. 
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11.5  Pure Drinking Water RO/DF plant: 

 KSRTC has installed 12 numbers of 500 LPH pure drinking RO/DF water plant at rural bus 
stations funded by Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department in the first phase under 
NRDWP coverage and Quality Programme. 

 

 

 

11. 6 Disposal of Waste:  

         The Corporation is undertaking the following waste management practices for disposal of 
waste generated in the premises to reduce the adverse effects of waste on health and environment. 

• The waste oil from the bus maintenance sites viz depots is collected at a central location and 
disposed to an authorized recycling agent (approved by the state and central pollution control 
boards). The oil is subsequently recycled and disposed in accordance to the statuary 
standards. 

• In order to reduce solid waste generated, KSRTC has launched a programme of reducing the 
use of paper, use of plastic for serving beverages at its internal meetings. The chemical waste 
and effluent generated are treated at effluent treatment plants. 

• KSRTC has its own re-treading units where generated wastes like tyre chips and buffing 
materials are collected separately and disposed to rubber manufacturers for secondary use. 

• KSRTC files returns to the Pollution Control Board regularly as part of Environment 
responsibility. 
 
Segregation of oil 
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11.7   Quality Test: 

a.    Air and Water Quality test: 

       In order to minimize the impact of pollution on Water and Air, KSRTC conducts quality checks 
at Divisional/Regional workshops/Depots. As per the Water and Air Act, quality check of the below 
are conducted: 

1. Ambient Air quality 
2. Water Recycling Plant 
3. Drinking water 

 
b. Fuel Quality Test:  

       Quality of the fuel supplied to depots are checked on a regular basis. 120-130 samples are 
tested every month for critical parameters. During 2018-19, 1429 HSD samples have been tested. 

11.8  ISO certification:  

KSRTC recertified with ISO 9001: 2008 and ISO 14001:2004 for Regional Workshop. 

11.9 Enforcement of Prohibitions: 

a. Prohibition of open place Urination: According to the Karnataka Municipal Corporations 
Amendment Act, 2013, urination at public places/premises is prohibited. Boards have been 
displayed at appropriate places. KSRTC conducts regular checks and during the year 
16,730 persons were fined for the act.    
 

b. Prohibition of Smoking: KSRTC has taken several measures to prohibit smoking in public 
places by displaying signage boards. Offenders are imposed with fine and during the year 
17,616 persons have been fined for smoking at public places. 
 

c. Prohibition of Plastic usage: KSRTC is making efforts to minimize and control the usage 
of plastic in accordance to the directions of the Government of Karnataka. Suitable 
instructions have been issued to all the Divisional Offices, Depots, Workshops and Bus 
stations to stop/limit the usage of the plastic in their premises. 

 
11.10    Organising Environmental Programmes: 

• A one day awareness programme was organized on 31st May 2018 in view of “World No 
Tobacco day” in coordination with M/s Narayan Sevasansthan at Kempegowda bus stand. 
During the event, free Medical checkups/screening for presence of carbon monoxide in 
lungs, Smoking cessation and Oral cancer detection program, Oxygen level in haemoglobin 
and BP & Pulse rate investigation etc were conducted for the travelling public and 
employees of the Corporation. Further the same program was also conducted at 
Chitradurga on 13.06.2018, at Sira on 14.06.2018 and at Tumakur bus stand on 
14.06.2018. 
 

• Celebrated “World Environment Day” programme on 5th June 2018 with the below events: 
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 Planting of saplings at Depot-4, Bangalore Central Division premises by inviting 
Salumarada Thimmakka, an Environmentalist and Padma Shri awardee as Chief Guest. 

 Release of Environment brochure.  

 Distribution of books to under-privileged school students.  

 Massive afforestation program, cleanliness at work places, emission checking of vehicles 
at bus stations were organized at all Divisions.

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CHAPTER – 12 INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY 

 

KSRTC has adopted information technology in its day-to-day operations and brought every 
staff under the information technology net. KSRTC is the leading State Transport Undertaking in 
the country to adopt information and communications technology in its administrative and 
operational processes. For its IT-enabled projects, KSRTC has received applause, national and 
international awards. Many STUs from all over the country are following KSRTC’s IT marathon. 
KSRTC has been leveraging on Information Technology in its various implemented and developing 
projects and the details of progress made during the year are given below. 

12.1 Any Where Any Time Advance Reservation (AWATAR): 

 It is a web based passenger seat reservation system developed for KSRTC reservation 
system. AWATAR passenger reservation system facilitates online booking of passenger seats 
through KSRTC counters, franchisee counters, Bengaluru One counters, mobile one counters, 
mobile booking and e-booking by individuals. Tickets can be booked 30 days in advance including 
return journey tickets from selected destinations. Passengers can now travel in the bus by showing 
SMS delivered to them on confirmation of the tickets booked, contributing for green revolution. 
Currently, AWATAR application has been upgraded and it supports 8000 concurrent users, 
scalable upto 13000 concurrent users on demand and the same is known as AWATAR 2.1 
application. 

12.2 AWATAR 2.1 Payment Mode:  

 Payment for seat booking under AWATAR 2.1 can be made by the passenger   through 
debit and credit card and wallets issued by any bank in India.  It also offers payment mode option 
through net banking for the online users to reserve a ticket in a convenient way. Payment gateway 
charges for online/mobile transactions are withdrawn from 1-9-2016 for the benefit of online users. 
For the benefit of commuters, around 120 point of sales (POS) machines have been installed in 
booking counters. 

12.3 Mobile based application: 

 To provide easy access for the public, the Corporation has implemented android and IOS 
based mobile application for booking /cancellation of tickets 

12.4 Guest Users booking: 

 e-Booking and m-Booking online  users can book a ticket as a Guest user (unregistered 
users) even without  a valid login user ID  or password  to continue the booking process without 
registration. 
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12.5 SMS integration: 

 Centre for e-Governance SMS portal is integrated with AWATAR 3.1 reservation system to 
send SMS alerts to passengers after booking and cancellation of tickets. Advance Journey” alerts 
give vehicle and crew information to passengers, thus passenger can  also travel without paper 
ticket. 

12.6 AWATAR Performance: 

 Comparative data relating to number of seats booked and revenue realised through 
AWATAR is given in below chart.  
 
 

 

 

12.7  Link service booking: 

 Link service booking is implemented in AWATAR reservation system to passengers for 
booking tickets where there is no direct service available.  

 

12.8 Automation of Refund process: 

 Automation of refund process for enabling online users to obtain refund amount 
automatically after cancellation of tickets booked, failed transaction and service cancellation is 
continued. 

12.9   Dynamic ladies seat quota: 

 Dynamic ladies seat quota is continued to enable single lady to book seat beside lady seat 
which is already booked and it will not allow male to book the particular seat. 
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12.10   Citizen Centric Counters:  

 AWATAR 2.1 application has been integrated with Mobile-one and Bengaluru-one of 

Government of Karnataka so that passengers can book a ticket in any of the counters of 

Bengaluru-one and also through Mobile-one application.   

 

12.11  SAKALA  Implementation: 

 As per Karnataka Guarantee of Services to Citizen’s Act, 2011, all the services related to 

KSRTC viz., issue of bus passes to school children, Accident Relief Fund, issue of bus passes to 

Physically challenged, issue of free bus passes to freedom fighters,  issue of free  bus pass to 

Blind  person,  issue  of Rs. 2000/- worth free bus coupons to wives/widows of Freedom Fighters 

are implemented under SAKALA portal, about 6.31 lakh applications are received and processed 

through SAKALA  application. 

 

12.12 Leave Management System (KIOSK): 

In order to bring transparency in leave management, the Leave Kiosk software is 

functioning in all Depots, Divisional Workshops, Regional Workshops and printing press. This 

system enables crew and mechanics to avail their leave without any manual intervention. This 

system also helps to eliminate favoritism, to ensure accountability of leave and optimum utilization 

of crew. 
 
12.13  Depot Computerisation System(DCS) 

• Necessary modifications have been made in Accident module of DCS and deployed in all 
the Depots. 

• Provision has been made for the data entry regarding Disciplinary and Court cases in DCS 
and deployed in all Depots. 

• Accident, Legal and Default documentation software Applications have been installed and 
working in all Divisions. 

• Employees Information System software application has been installed and working in all 
Divisions. 

• Entry form and reports have been designed and developed to maintain ETM inventory at 
Depot Level and deployed in all Depots.  

• Script has been designed to adopt unique Depot ID in all Depots which will be helpful in 
centralisation of IT applications in future days. 

• Unique Item codes have been provided to all new items and implemented in all Depots. 
• For security of Database and the Server deployed at various Depots and Divisions, 

Enhanced Security Script has been designed and implemented in one Depot for testing 
purpose.  
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• Information Technology Department has been supporting and extending necessary co-
operation to all units for smooth functioning of DCS activities.  
 

12.14   Provident Fund and Voluntary Provident Fund Online software: 

 Online web-based software application has been developed and deployed to view the 

Provident Fund and Voluntary Provident Fund annual information of all the employees of the 

Corporation using individual username and password facility. Provision has also been made for 

printing of the slips.  

 

12.15  Electronic Ticketing Machine (ETM):  

• 7500 GPRS enabled ETMs have been supplied as per the requirement of the various 
Depots/Divisions. 

• A software application has been designed and deployed for calculation of GST for each 
premium services ticket. For Auto GST calculation in ETM luggage ticket, modifications 
have been made in Depot Computerisation System. 

• Provision has been made in the application for issual of Daily passes in City Services (both 
ordinary and Volvo) through ETMs.   

• ETM Dashboard has been developed and deployed at ksrtcits.in website for tracking the 
details of GPRS ETMs. In this Dashboard ETM tickets, schedule and conductor related 
useful information are available. For viewing the Dashboard and for using the available 
dashboard data in effective way, login ID and password have been provided to all Divisional 
Controllers and Depot Managers. 

• Modifications have been done in application for auditing of GPRS ETMs in newly supplied 
Computer Systems. 

• Support has been given to print slogan/messages in ETM tickets from time to time as per 
the requirements of user Departments. 

 

12.16 Recruitment: 

 Recruitment forms the core process of the Human Resource Management. The complete 

activity of recruitment has been brought under the Information Technology and communication 

network. Capturing of candidate’s data is done online through KSRTC jobs site 

www.ksrtcjobs.com/. About 50000 applications were received online and the same are being 

verified for the posts of Technical Assistant and Security Guard posts during the year. 

The driving test has been conducted to approximately 3000 candidates at Hassan 

Driving Track successfully. Selected candidates were given postings by counselling through 

Counseling Software developed in-house. 
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 In respect of recruitment of Class-3 Non-Supervisory cadre, 1,70,000 applications were 

received online and being verified. Software application has been developed for Document 

Verification and Physical Standard Verification. The final selection and postings by counselling was 

done through the in-house developed Software application. 

12.17 Journey Reminder Alert: 

Journey Reminder Alerts to passengers through SMS based on their booking using online 

reservation system (AWATAR) has been implemented.  

 
12.18 GST implementation:  

 The Corporation has implemented “Goods and Service Tax” (GST) in online passenger 
reservation system, this has been done as per the Central Government rule. 

 
12.19 KSTDC Package Bookings:  

KSRTC has entered into an MoU with Karnataka State Tourism Development Corporation 

(KSTDC) to make online booking through Awatar for Casual contract and tour package services in 

order to facilitate the passengers and also to improve the revenue mobilization of the Corporation. 

KSTDC package tour booking has been integrated with KSRTC online reservation system and 

bookings are made available in website for public for planning their tour. 

 

12.20 Intelligent Transport System: 

Intelligent Transport System has been implemented in all the buses of Mysore City Transport 

Division. The project scope includes 500 buses, 105 bus shelters and 45 platforms. ITS project is 

disseminating the bus arrival and departure information in real time through 167 Passenger 

Information System Boards, 20 small screens and 16 big screens. The same is also provided 

through SMS, IVRS and Commuter Portal for public usage. 

 

12.21  Biometric: 

Biometric machines were installed at Printing Press, Regional Workshop at Bangalore & 

Hassan and Bangalore Central Division for face reading/finger touching of officers/staff attendance.

13.2     LAW:

13.2.6 Progress during 2018-19 

• The Corporation has put in best efforts in leading proper evidence and assisting panel 
advocates, which has resulted in 324 MVC cases decided in favour of the Corporation before 
various MACTs, though payment of compensation to the victims of accidents under M.V.Act 
is a statutory obligation, which is also a social legislation. Further, 112 MFA cases are 
decided in favour of the Corporation during the year. 

• During the year, 60 cases have been settled before Lok Adalath at High Court in accident 
matters, which have saved payment of interest on the compensation amount. Further, 34 
cases have been settled before the Lok Adalath at High Court in Labour matters and 7 cases 
in Gratuity matters. 

• During the year, 44 MVC cases have been settled before Lok Adalath at divisional level, 
which have saved payment of interest on the compensation amount.   

• Commercial matters comprises cases relating to commercial establishments of the 
Corporation and also land disputes. There were 99 commercial matters pending as on 31-03-
2018 before High Court and 23 cases were received during the year. During the year, 16 
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cases were decided in favour of the Corporation out of total disposal of 16 cases. The 
percentage of success in commercial matters is 100%. 

• During the year, 59 cases pertaining to service matter were decided in favour of the 
Corporation out of a total disposal of 70 cases.  Also, 112 cases pertaining to labour matter 
were decided in favour of the Corporation out of total disposal of 137 cases. Further, 16 
cases pertaining to gratuity matters were decided in favour of the Corporation before High 
Court out of total disposal of 17 cases. 

• Due to constant efforts made by the Law department with regards to implementation of court 
orders, there are no adverse orders against the Corporation by the courts. 

13.3 LAW (Route): 

The Route section deals with the cases related to permits and any issues with regard to Chapter-V 

and Chapter-VI of M.V.Act 1988. The officials of the Corporation before KSTAT and also KSTA. The matters 

before RTAs in the state are dealt at Divisional level. The Divisions are guided and assisted in defending 

interest of the Corporation before RTAs.  

13.3.1 The Revision petitions and Appeals pending before KSTAT: 
As on 31.03.2018, 16 cases were pending before KSTAT. During the year under report 139 Revision 

petitions were filed, out of the total 115 cases were disposed off. 110 cases were disposed in favour and 05 

cases were disposed against the Corporation.

13.5 INTERNAL AUDIT: 

 The important objective of the Internal Audit department is to verify the discrepancies in the books of 

accounts and also to find out lapses at divisions and depot level, besides suggesting suitable corrective 

actions.  To exercise control over the budget, bringing discipline in the financial transactions are some of the 

important duties of this department. 

• Periodic Inter Depot, Inter division inspection programmes were issued to Account Supervisors, 
Accounts Superintendents, Accounts Officers as well as Inspector of Accounts to verify daily traffic 
revenue collection of 84 depots and divisions, proper accountal and maintenance of cash books, as 
per Circular instructions and daily revenue remittance to KSRTC pool collection account. 
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• Periodic Inspection programmes were issued for verification of the physical stock of manual tickets, 
student passes, monthly pass and daily passes along with DCS stock to ensure their proper 
accountal. Action taken on the disposal of obsolete ticket stock and passes stock at depots and 
divisions. The idle trays at depots were identified and reported for distribution among conductors to 
avoid misappropriation. 

• Periodic Inspection programmes were issued for verification of HSD receipts and issues at depots 
with respect to Circular No. 5 and 27 and ensured regular inspection by security staff and decanting 
staff. 

• Periodic inspection programmes were issued for verification of staff with respect to their attendance 
and leave orders to avoid excess payments, back wages and arrears bills with respect to court 
orders to avoid excess payments, pay slips and increment sheets along with the service registers to 
avoid excess payments. 

• Periodic inspection programmes were issued for verification of local purchase statements to reduce 
the inventory cost. 

• Periodic inspection programmes were issued for verification of commercial establishments of the 
divisions regarding the license fee, stamp fee, service tax, water and electricity payments as per 
Circular instructions. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for verification of Government receipts on account of 
Government casual contracts. Police warrants, Jail warrant, Lokayuktha warrants etc., to ensure 
timely recovery. 

• Periodic inspection programmes were issued for verification of records regarding payment of over-
time, bata and incentive to drivers and conductors of the depots to avoid excess payments. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for verification of records pertaining to Annual Financial Reports 
for the period 2017-18 of divisions and Central Offices. 

• Periodic inspection programmes were issued for verification of records related to implementation of 
MMIC in Divisional Stores verification of stocks, obsolete and surplus items at divisional stores. 

• Inspection programmes were issued to verify the low EPKM conductors and schedules at depot level 
and action taken on vehicles and drivers to improve the KMPL. 

• Inspection programmes were issued to verify the monthly ETM wise back office reports of all depots 
at divisional level and implementation of Circular No.10/2010 

• Inspection programmes were issued to verify the accountal of CL and paid holidays at depots and 
divisions. 

• Inspection programmes were issued to verify the records related to GST at the divisions. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for verification of allotment of staff quarters and rent recoveries 
and water bill recoveries to ensure timely recovery. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for verification of Pro-rata recovery from tread rubber suppliers 
of different companies. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for verification of toll fee collection and toll fee payment. 

• Inspection programmes were issued for refundable and non-refundable provident fund, Voluntary 
provident fund and calculation/ payment of final claims.

• Internal Audit has thrived to improve performance of depots and divisions by verifying the 

implementation of Circular instructions and GSOs issued from time to time by the Central Offices, 
thus paving way for attaining transparency in the transactions. 

 

13.6 ACCIDENT RELIEF FUND:  

 KSRTC Passengers Accident Relief Fund Trust was formed w.e.f. 01-06-2002 as a proactive measure 
to provide immediate financial relief to the legal heirs of the deceased passengers of KSRTC buses who die 
in road accidents. 

 Initially, contribution of Re.1/- was collected from each passenger who purchases a ticket of Rs.20/- 
and above, thereafter w.e.f. 11-06-2003, the slab was enhanced to Rs.40/-. Subsequently w.e.f. 01-08-2004, 
the slab was enhanced to Rs.100/-. Later collection of Accident Relief Fund Fee was totally discontinued 
w.e.f. 01-09-2008. 

 The Trust has restored collection of Re.1/- contribution from each of the passengers who travel with a 
fare ticket of Rs.100/- and above w.e.f. 13/14.02.2014. The Trust has increased collection of ARF 
contribution from student passes from Rs.2/- to Rs.5/- per month w.e.f. 01.06.2016. Collection of Rs.50/- per 
bus from casual contract is continued. In addition to this the Trust will earn Rs.1.80 crore interest per annum 
on long term investments. Thus, the total annual Income of the Trust was Rs. 9.50 crore during the year 
2018-19. 

 Initially Rs.1.00 lakh was paid as compensation to the legal heirs of the deceased passengers. From 
01.08.2004, the compensation amount was enhanced to Rs.2.00 lakhs and it was further enhanced to 
Rs.2.50 lakhs from 01.09.2008. Thereafter, the compensation amount was again enhanced to Rs.3.00 lakhs 
from 01.03.2017. This amount is being paid in addition to MACT claims.  
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 During the year 2018-19, the Trust has settled 25 death claims by paying an amount of Rs.73.00 lakhs 
as compensation to the legal heirs of the deceased. 

 

 13.6.1.   OTHER INITIATIVES OF THE TRUST: 

• The Trust has extended immense service of providing immediate medical relief to the 
passengers injured in road accidents involving KSRTC buses. During the year 2018-19, the 
Trust also paid an amount of Rs.234.00 lakhs towards medical treatment to the accidents 
victims. 

• The Trust maintains 8 wreckers to carryout rescue operations and has incurred Rs.53.29 
lakhs towards maintenance of these vehicles.  

• During the year, the Trust has spent Rs.192.00 lakhs towards construction of Passenger 
Amenities, Ladies Rest Rooms, Crew Amenities & Crew Rest Rooms at various Bus Stations 
of KSRTC.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

 
The Corporation has adopted Enterprise Resource Planning, an accounting package - Oracle Financials 
w.e.f. 01.02.2000.  The Accounts of the Central Offices along with the accounts of all the Units of the 
Corporation at Trial Balance level are maintained in Oracle Financials.   

 

1. The Corporation follows Mercantile System of accounting and recognizes Income and Expenditure 
on accrual basis except otherwise stated specifically. 

2. Expenditure on Reconditioning of Vehicles is treated as revenue expenditure. 

3.  Fixed Assets are stated at cost. These costs are not adjusted to  
reflect the impact of changing value in purchasing power of money.   Further, the Financial 
Statements are based on historical costs. 

4. Computation of depreciation: 

a. Depreciation on vehicles is calculated based on the actual KMs covered by the vehicles, 
assuming the life of the vehicle as 5.60 lakhs KMs. 

b. Depreciation on vehicles, which are off the road for the whole year is not provided for.  

c. In respect of Volvo and other premium segment vehicles, the depreciation is worked out on 
the actual KM run by the vehicles or  for the  minimum of 1.00 lakh KMs  assuming the life of 
the vehicle  as 10.00 lakhs KMs  as per the Government order No. SAREE/4/SASUMSO 
2007 dated 27/03/07. 

d. Depreciation on domestic vehicles is computed assuming the life of vehicle as 6 years on 
straight line method.  

e. Depreciation on other Assets is provided on straight-line method at the following rates.  
Depreciation on assets acquired during the year is being provided on monthly pro-rata basis.

5. MV Tax is calculated and provided for at 5% plus cess of 11% on tax, on the traffic revenue realized 
during the year excluding the revenue realized in the territory of Maharashtra State as per G.O. 
No.FTD 114 TMT 89 dated 08.06.1990. 

6. As per directions of RPFC, the share of Employer contribution to PF should be at 12% on Basic Pay 
and DA, the same is being followed. 
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7. Gratuity claims of the employees are being settled out of revenues of the Corporation. The claims are 
settled as per the Gratuity Regulations or as per the Payment of Gratuity Act, whichever is beneficial to 
the employees, as per the Circular No.4/99 Dated 30-04-1999. 

 
8. Stock of Stores:  

a. Materials received in the Units of KSRTC not taken on charge as on the date of closure of 
accounts due to non-completion of Inspection formalities are not accounted in the books of 
Accounts. 

b. Materials issued to workshops for their immediate requirements from Stores are treated as 
consumption. Hence, the value of materials lying on shop floor at the end of the year is not 
taken into value of stock of stores. 

9. The minimum compensation payable under No fault liability clause as per section 140 of the Motor 
vehicle Act-1988 is carried in the Accounts for a period of 4 years. Any claims received for the earlier 
years will be settled on cash basis.  

10. The deferred revenue expenditure is amortized as follows:  

a. Major assemblies fitted to the vehicles- for 5 years. 

b. Civil works like asphalting and re-chip and carpeting, rewiring etc., for 3 Years. 

c. Cost of refurbishing/repairs of buses for 3 years. 

11. EMD/SD and the deposits outstanding for more than 3 years are to be transferred to miscellaneous 
revenue. Wherever contracts/ works continued for more than three years, such deposits are continued in 
the deposit Account. 

12. Liability on civil works is provided on the basis of the certified bills. 

13. Grants received from JNNURM/SDP and other Grants are accounted under Reserves & Surplus. The 
principles under Accounting Standard IAS- 12 are broadly followed in this regard. 

14. Encashment of leave to the retired employees is being met out of the revenues of the Corporation, due to 
the fact that major workforce of the Corporation will have less number of days of leave to their credit at 
the time of Cessation.  

15. Insurance Claim Receivable:  Out of the total fleet strength, Volvo and other premier segment vehicles 
are covered under “comprehensive Insurance Policy” 

The  50% of the Cost of Accident Repair of Volvo/Premier  Buses covered under ‘ 
comprehensive Insurance Policy’  is booked as expenditure in the books of Account as and 
when the Repair Bills are Certified and  passed for payment, balance 50% is shown as 
receivable from Insurance Company.  

16. Scrapping policy: 
a) Ordinary Buses: As per the Circular No. 740/2014 DATED 22-07-2014 issued by the 

Mechanical Engineering Department Ordinary buses will be scrapped after the 
covering the life of 9.00 Lakhs kms.  

b) Premier segment Services:  As per the Circular No. 708/2012 dated 19-07-2012 
issued by the Mechanical Engineering Department, Premier segment services like 
Volvo, Volvo Multi axle, Mercedes Benz will be scrapped after the coverage of life of 
13.00 Lakhs Kms.  

 

17. The figures are rounded off to the nearest of thousand rupees.

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6. 1669 buses worth Rs.429.33 crore were offered as security towards availment of Term Loan from 

various commercial Banks.  The Corporation has availed a loan of Rs.16.00 crores from KUIDFC 

under Mega City Scheme being 50% of the project cost for construction of Bus Station at Peenya.  

7. The Corporation is filing income tax returns every year and being assessed by the Additional Director 

of Income tax ,Exemption  Circle- 3(1) , Bangalore in the status of a ‘Charitable institution’.  

Consequent to the Amendment made in the Finance Act, 2008 effective  from 1.4.2008  to the term 

charitable Institution , the Director of Income tax (Exemptions), Exemption  circle has cancelled the 

registration granted to the corporation as a Charitable institution vide order No.DIT 

(E)/KSRTC/AAACV6497R/ITO(E-1)/2011-12 Dt.21-11-2011.  Aggrieved by this order, the 

Corporation has filed an appeal before Hon. ITAT requesting to restore the registration status as 

‘Charitable Trust’ granted u/s 12A of the IT Act.  This case was disposed of by the ITAT during the 

2014-15, in favour of the Corporation and set aside the orders of the DIT(E) cancelling the  

Registration as a ‘Charitable Trust’ vide its order NO: ITANo.74/Bang/2012 dated 20-02-2015.   The 

Department of Income Tax has filed an appeal before the High Court of Karnataka against the orders 

Of Hon. ITAT, the case was disposed of by the Hon. High Court of Karnataka in favour of the 

Corporation vide Order No. ITA No. 302 of 2015 dated 12-02-2016. The giving to effect order for the 

Orders issued by the Hon. High Court was issued by the Department of Income Tax vide No. dated 

21/07/2016 and accordingly the status of Registration of Corporation under Section 12AA of the 

Income tax Act 1961 as Charitable Trust has been restored.  

8. In the meanwhile, based on the cancellation of Registration as ‘Charitable Trust’, the Additional 

Director of Income tax (Exemptions) Trust circle proceeded to assess the Corporation as an AOP 

(Govt. Company) for the Asst. year 2009-10 and has passed the assessment order causing a Tax 

Demand of Rs.77.31 Crores.   Aggrieved by this order, an appeal was filed before the Hon. ITAT 

Bangalore, requesting to set aside the Assessment Order, the case is pending before the Hon. ITAT 

for adjudication.    Further, scrutiny Assessments were also taken up by the Income Tax Department 

in respect of the Assessment years 2010-11,2011-12, 2012-13, 2013-14 and 2014-15  in the status 

of a Government Company and assessment orders have also been passed and a tax demand of Rs. 

192.01 crores has been raised.  Appeals have been filed before the Commissioner of Income Tax 

(appeals). In view of the restoration of the status of Charitable Trust Status to the Corporation, the 

appeal cases has been disposed off by the CIT(A) in favour of the Corporation.  The giving to effect 

orders duly modifying the Tax Demand as per the order of the CIT(A) has been issued by the 

Assessing officer.  Refund of Rs.65.28 crore arised due to reassessment of Income in respect of AY 

2010-11 and 2011-12 has been received during the month of April-2018. Further, re-assessment 

proceeding in respect of AY 2012-13 to 2014-15 is under progress. Further, the Department has filed 

an appeal against the orders of the CIT(A) before the Hon. ITAT, Bangalore and the cases are in 

progress.  
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9. The collection and remittance of GST as per the provisions of the GST  Act is being complied with.  A 

Centralized registration has been obtained under GST for the Corporation has a whole and the 

monthly consolidated returns are being filed at the Central Offices periodically.  

10. A provision to the extent of Rs. 177.06 crore has been made in the Books of Accounts of the 

Corporation to comply with the liability accruing due to gratuity payable in respect of current 

employees of the Corporation as per the requirement for the Indian Accounting Standard 15.  

Further, an amount of Rs.54.62 crore is held as share of KSRTC in the “KSRTC Employees Gratuity 

Fund Trust” as on 31-03-2019. 

 

11. As per the Accounting Policy No. 6, Employer Contribution to PF is made at the rate of 12% for the 

year, as there was no cash loss during the previous year. 

12. As on 31.03.2019 both the Regional workshops Bangalore/ Hassan were holding 87 scrap vehicles.  

These vehicles have already been removed from the assets of the Corporation.  Hence, the value of 

assets are shown in the balance sheet is exclusive of these assets. The approximate realisable value 

of these scrap buses would be around Rs.130.50 lakhs.  

13.  

a. Materials received in the units to the extent of Rs. 14.38 lakhs are not taken on charge as the 
inspection formalities were not completed as on 31.03.2019.  Hence the value of inventories held 
in the books of Accounts as on 31.03.2019 is exclusive of these materials. 

b. Capital liability on account of civil contracts pertaining to ongoing works, for which work orders 
issued but are still in progress, is to the extent of Rs.99.76 crore. 

c. Capital liability to the extent of Rs.44.61 crore towards procurement of bus chassis/body 
building/PMEs for which Purchase order/Work orders were issued during the year but yet to be                
received/completed.  

14. The Corporation had purchased 9 acres of land belonging to M/s MCTC Ltd., at a cost of Rs.10.00 

crore Out of the 9 acres of land, 2 acres and 20 guntas only has been registered in favour of the 

Corporation during 2003.  Further, as per the GO No. CI 37 CIID 95 dated 17-11-1998,   an extent of 

one acre land has been transferred to Karnataka Slum Clearance Board/Slum dwellers.  The 

remaining land is yet to be registered in favour of the Corporation.  Further, the State Government 

has exempted the Corporation from payment of Registration fees (Rs.22.65 lakhs).  

15. There are 14 cases where the lands are in the name of the Corporation but litigations are pending at 

various courts.  The details are appended at Anx-1. 

16. The Corporation had entered into annual maintenance contract with M/s ISUZU Ltd. for maintenance 

of Swaraj Mazda mini buses in the year 2003-04 and the same was discontinued w.e.f. 10-08-2007.  

Dispute aroused in respect of recovery of penalty imposed on the firm and claim of pending bills 

towards AMC charges submitted by the Company.  Joint reconciliation of disputed amount  is under 

progress.   
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17. The crew is eligible for incentive @2% on Traffic Revenue collections on completion of their duties. 

Since the incentive payment is linked with the attendance of the Driver/Conductors, provision towards 

incentive on the night out collection has not been made in the accounts of 2018-19.  The estimated 

expenditure of incentive on this revenue will be Rs.8.13 lakhs. 

18. The Corporation is providing drinking water, blankets etc., to the passengers of premium segment 

services like Volvo, Mercedes Benz etc.  The cost of these passenger amenities amounts to the 

extent of Rs.468.49 lakhs.  The same has been debited to passenger amenity fund as the 

expenditure is incurred for the welfare of passengers. 

19. No dues have remained unpaid as on 31-03-2019 in respect of the Micro, Small and Medium 

Enterprises of State. 

20. Projects Under JnNURM -I:  

The Corporation has taken up two projects under the JnNURM -I scheme of Central Government at 

Mysore city. The details of which are as follows: 

a. Rolling stock: The Corporation has inducted 150 buses at Mysore City by the end of February-
2010 at the total cost of Rs.4781.74 lakhs, as against which Rs.4329.21 lakh has been charged to 
the grants received in this behalf. 

b. Infrastructure Development: Under this project, seven infrastructure development works were taken in 

Mysore city. The total Capital Expenditure incurred as on 31/03/2019 is Rs.12478.82 lakhs, out of 

which an amount of Rs.7905.69 lakh has been charged off to the Funds received from the 

Government Agency and the balance, being value of share of KSRTC amounting to Rs.4573.13 lakh 

has been shown in the Books of accounts as assets of the Corporation. 

21. Contribution to Revolving Fund:  

A Revolving Fund (RF) has been created by the Government of Karnataka as per JnNURM 

Guidelines.  As per the Project guidelines project implementing agencies has to plough back 35% of 

ACA and Government of Karnataka share.  As on 31-03-2019, total amount repayable works out to 

Rs. 46.02 crores.  However, The Corporation has requested the Nodal agency (i.e. M/s KUIDFC)  to 

exempt KSRTC  from contributing to the Revolving Fund since, a sizable expenditure on account of 

O & M of assets created under the project are being met by the Corporation.     

In view of this no liability has been created in the books of Account in this regard.  

22. JnNURM Project – Phase –II: 

a) During the year 2014-15 the Corporation has received financial assistance from Government of 

India under “New Bus Funding scheme for Procurement of Buses/ancillary infrastructure” under 

JnNURM - II.  Under this project, Central Government is funding for procurement of Buses and 

development of ancillary infrastructure for urban Transport.  
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b) As per Notification No. K-14027/4/NURM-2015, Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD), 
Government of India, has intimated that JNNURM-II scheme has been re-designated as Atal 
Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation “AMRUT” scheme.  

c) Further, as per the decision taken in the 10th Meeting of Apex Committee under the AMRUT on 
14-06-2016 after the detailed discussion, approval for change of typology of buses has been 
sanctioned and the Additional Central assistance i.e. Central Government share to the project is 
restricted to 60% of the sanctioned project cost or new final cost arrived through tender for new 
buses, whichever is less. Accordingly the sharing pattern under the project has revised as 
follows: 

i. Central Government  60%  
ii. State Government     30%  
iii. KSRTC                      10%

23. Further as per the guidelines issued by Government of India for funding for procurement of buses, a 
subsidiary Corporation in the name of ‘Karnataka Urban Road Transport Corporation – a subsidiary 
of KSRTC’ came into existence w.e.f. 20.12.2013 as per the circular No: 1512 dated 08-03-2014.  
Further, the Rules and regulation for governing the administration of the subsidiary Corporation is yet 
to be approved by the Government of Karnataka and hence, preliminary activities are being carried 
out by KSRTC as per the instructions issued vide Circular No. 1526/dated 04-08-2014.  

24. During the year 2018-19, the Corporation has received an amount of Rs.10662.32 lakhs. from the 
Government of Karnataka towards Infrastructure development  projects taken up by the Corporation 
as detailed  below:

26. The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways (MoRTH) has released an amount of Rs. 5.16 Crores 

as on 31-03-2019 as Central financial assistance, towards implementation of project VTMS - Global 

Positioning System (GPS) enabled Vehicle Tracking and Monitoring System taken up by the 

Corporation.   The project is completed and operational. 

27. The Ministry of Urban Development (MoUD) is working with Global Environment Facility (GEF) to 

implement Sustainable Urban Transport Program (SUTP) to reduce GHG emissions in the urban 

transport sector. Under this scheme the Corporation has implemented Innovative Environment 

System (IES) as well as Intelligent Transport System (ITS) at Mysore City, covering 500 buses, 105 

bus stops, 6 bus terminals and 45 platforms, with the financial aid from multiple agencies like World 

Bank (GEF Grant), Government of India (JnNURM) and Government of Karnataka.  The project is 

completed during the current financial year and operational effective from 1st Oct-2015. 

28. The Corporation during the year 2018-19 has repaid the Term loan to the extent of Rs.100.15 crores. 

29. The Corporation has adopted ‘Employees Deposit linked Insurance Scheme (EDLI)’ of EPFO with 

effect from 1st Jan 2016 in the place of existing Group Insurance scheme of LIC with a view to 

reduce the cost of premium.    Further, in the cases where the benefit under EDLI scheme for the 

deceased member is less than Maximum benefit, the difference amount will be borne by the 

Corporation.  The liability arising on account of this has been brought to the books of the Account 

under account head 230119.
