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1. INTRODUCTION

The variety of life on Earth is known as biological diversity or in short,
biodiversity. It is the variability among living organisms and their habitats,
including the diversity within species, among species and within ecosystems.
Traditionally, biodiversity is defined as the sum of genes, species and ecosystems
over a landscape.

1.1 CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY (CBD)

The Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) is a legal instrument adopted
during the Earth Summit in 1992. The convention was born out of the growing
concern about the threat to species and ecosystems due to human activities.

India, being a signatory to this convention, has taken the lead in implementing
its provisions, leading to conservation of biodiversity, its sustainable use and
equitable sharing of benefits. To achieve the goals of CBD, India enacted the
Biological Diversity Act in 2002 and notified the Biological Diversity Rules in
2004. The Convention reaffirms the sovereign rights of nations over their
biological resources and has three main objectives:

a. conservation of biodiversity and associated knowledge

b. facilitate its sustainable use and

c. ensure that benefits accruing from the use of biological resources are
fair and equitably shared with those who have been involved in their
conservation, use and management.

1.2 THE BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY ACT, 2002

In pursuance of the obligations of ratification by India to the CBD, the national
legislation to achieve the objectives of the convention, the Biological Diversity
Act, 2002 (BD Act, 2002), was notified by the Parliament of India and came
into force after the assent of the President on 5" February 2003. The object of
enacting this Act is to provide for “Conservation of biological diversity,
sustainable use of its components, and fair and equitable sharing of benefits
arising out of the use of biological resources, knowledge and for matters
connected there with or incidental there to”

1.3 NATIONAL BIODIVERSITY AUTHORITY

For effective implementation of the Biological Diversity Act 2002, a three-
tier structure has been instituted. The National Biodiversity Authority
(NBA) at the Centre, the State Biodiversity Boards at the State level and the
Biodiversity Management Committees at the local-body level implement the
Act in their respective jurisdictions. The NBA was established by the
Government of India in 2003 as an autonomous body that performs
facilitative, regulatory and advisory function for the Government of India.
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2. STRUCTURE AND FUNCTIONS OF THE KBB

2.1 THE KARNATAKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD (KBB)

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board was established in June 2003 as per
Section 22 of the Biological Diversity Act 2002 and started functioning
from 1st August 2003.

The Government of Karnataka also notified the Karnataka Biological
Diversity Rules in 2005 vide G.O.No. FEE 151 ENV 2005 dated 3 May 2006
as per the powers conferred under Section 63 of the Biological Diversity Act
2002.

2.2 STRUCTURE OF KARNATAKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board comprises 14 members headed by a
Chairman. The members include, five ex-officio members from related offices
of Government of Karnataka, five non-official members comprising experts in
biodiversity-related fields; two special invitees, one from the Department of
Forests and one from Drugs Control Department and the Member-Secretary
convenor of Karnataka Biodiversity Board.

2.3 FUNCTIONS OF THE KARNATAKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD

The main objective of the Board is to foster the institutional setup for
documentation, sustainable use and development of the rich biodiversity of
the State of Karnataka for implementation of the Biological Diversity Act
2002

As per Section 23 of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002, the functions of the
State Biodiversity Board shall be to:

a. Advice the State Government, subject to any guidelines issued by the
Central Government, on matters relating to the conservation of
biodiversity, sustainable use of its components and equitable sharing
of the benefits arising out of the utilisation of biological resources

b. Regulate by granting of approvals or otherwise requests for
commercial utilisation or bio-survey and bio-utilisation of any
biological resource by Indians

c. Perform such other functions as may be necessary to carry out the
provisions of the Act or as may be prescribed by the State

Government.

5. BIODIVERSITY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEES

As per section 41 of Biological Diversity Act 2002 and Rule 21 of Karnataka
Biological Diversity Rules 2005 every local body shall constitute a Biodiversity
Management Committee within its jurisdiction for the purpose of promoting
conservation, sustainable use and documentation of biological diversity.

The Biodiversity Management Committee will consist of a Chairperson and not
more than six persons nominated by the local body, of whom not less than one
third shall be women and not less than 18% belong to the Scheduled
Castes/Schedules Tribes.

5.1 ACTIVITIES OF THE BIODIVERSITY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEES

The main function of the BMC is to prepare People’s Biodiversity Register in
consultation with local people. The Register shall contain comprehensive
information on availability and knowledge of local biological resource, their
medicinal or any other use or any other traditional knowledge associated with
them.

5.2 LIST OF BMCs CONSTITUTED DURING 2018-2019

In 2018-19, a total of 455 BMCs reported the constitution of BMCs, of which
three were in Zilla Panchayats, 10 in Taluk Panchayats, 441 in Gram
Panchayats. Apart from these, one BMC was also constituted in Moodubidare
m Town Municipal Council, and the first Urban Local Body in Karnataka to

constitute a BMC. As of March 2019, 90% of BMC have been constituted. Details
of these BMCs are given in the table below:

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6. PEOPLE’s BIODIVERSITY REGISTER (PBRs)

As per Rule 22 of the Biological Diversity Rules, 2005, the main function of
the BMC is to prepare People’s Biodiversity Register (PBR) in consultation
with local people and with guidance and technical support from the NBA
and SBB. The objective of preparing a PBR is to document local
biodiversity and associated local community knowledge, including its

conservation practices and traditional uses.

6.1 STEPS INVOLVED IN PREPARTION OF PBR

1. Formation of Biodiversity Management Committee (BMC).

2. Sensitisation of the public about the study, survey and possible
management

3. Training of members in identification and collection of data on
biological resources and traditional knowledge.

4. Collection of data: Data collection includes review of literature on
the natural resources. Participatory Rural Appraisal (PRAs) at village
level, household interviews, individual interviews with local leaders
and knowledgeable individuals, household heads, key actors of the
panchayat raj institutions and NGOs and direct field observations.

5. Analysis and validation of data in consultation with technical support
group and BMC.

6. Preparation of People’s Biodiversity Register (PBR) documented.

The Board conducts awareness training programme for the BMCs periodically at
various locations of the State. These training programs are aimed at imparting
knowledge of the various provisions of the Act and issues in conservation and
sustainable use of biodiversity and associated traditional knowledge. The
trainings are conducted by the staff of the Board in association with resource
persons. Detailed information of the importance of biodiversity and traditional
knowledge, formation of BMCs is given and their roles, documentation of People’s
Biodiversity Registers and their importance.

6. Roles and responsibilities of BMCs and preparation of People’s Biodiversity

7. Access of bio resources, sustainable use of their components and equitable sharing
of benefits arising out of use of bio-resources.

8. Declaration of ‘Biodiversity Heritage Sites’ and ‘Biodiversity Hotspots’.

9. Traditional knowledge related to crops, animals and healthcare of humans and

livestock.

The information from
all the districts have been collected through well-developed semi-structured
Interview schedule and focused group discussions. The questionnaire has been
prepared and tested with field Veterinarians and traditional healers.
- The project has been completed and the final report of the study has been
reviewed and accepted by the Board.
_ The study has brought to fore a compendium of traditional or indigenous
knowledge that people have gained through inheritance and practice from their
ancestors with regard to treating various ailments associated with cattle and
livestock and their traditional treatment techniques. The study of this indigenous
knowledge will help to identify ideas which have considerable scope for commercial
exploitation after value addition. It will also help to understand concepts and
practices depicting the elements of sustainability to integrate with the modern
information system for efficient resource management. The study has also been
published as a unique book titled “Indigenous Traditional Knowledge among
Livestock Keepers of Karnataka”.

8.2 COLLECTION,CONSERVATION AND CHARECTERIZATION OF APPEMIDI
The project was approved by the Board in its 29th meeting held on held on 6th
October 2015 and is implemented by the scientists of ICAR-Indian Institute of
Horticultural Research, Hessarghatta, Bangalore.

Status:

The survey has been conducted for local pickling types in Yellapura, Kumta and
Honnavar Taluk of Uttara Kannada district of Karnataka and the project has

been completed.

Results:

A total of 62 varieties of Appemidi have been documented in the study. The
details of specimens identified and collected along with GPS location of the place
has been included in the final report. A traditional divergence studies based on
Molecular Characterisation of indigenous Appemidi mango types has been
achieved including the preparation of Molecular Barcodes for the identified

samples.

In addition to the above, a documentation of Appemidi has been brought out in
the form of a catalogue in Kannada language which has filled the void of absence
of comprehensive Appemidi mango catalogue in the State. The catalogue
comprises nine chapters, including essays from well-known Kannada writers.

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8.3 CONSERVATION AND UTILISATION OF DEEP WATER RICE GENTIC RESOURCES
OF THE VARADA RIVER COURSE IN THE WESTERN GHATS OF KANRAKA STATE:

The project is being implemented by Dr. P Surendra, Senior Scientist (GPB)
Agricultural Research Station (Paddy), Banavasi Road, Sirsi — 581401,Uttara
Kannada District. This project commenced on 26/5/2014 and is completed.

Objectives:

a. Documentation and characterisation of rice genetic diversity of the Varada
River Course.

b. Genetic purification of selected traditional varieties of the region.

c. Establishment of seed banks in villages along the river and linking them
to local biodiversity management committees.

Progress:

Collections of samples were made from the localities where the farmers
maintained the local varieties for many years. A total of 236 samples
comprising local and improved High Yielding Varieties (HYV)s also viz., MTU
1001, MTU 1010, Jaya, IR 64, BPT 5204 etc., have been collected. Many
varieties were repeated in different locations, but same was also collected to
grow in the farm. Finally, they were sorted and 105 varieties were identified
and sown during the Kharif 2015, and only 18 entries were germinated and
established up to the harvesting stage.

Results: The project has been completed and three RSKs (Raitha Seva Kendras)
have been identified for the purpose and linked to local BMCs viz., Banavasi
(Sirsi, Uttara Kannada), Chandragutti (Sorabha, shivamogga) & Sagara
(Sagara, Shivamogga) covering the Varadha river course.

8.5 INVITATION OF RESEARCH PROJECT PROPOSALS DURING THE YEAR 2018-19

The Board felt the need for taking up research in thrust areas from the point of
conservation of Biological Diversity and the matter was discussed in the 38th
Board meeting held on 27/07/2018 under Areas of interest on calling for research
proposals. The Board noted the matter and resolved to call for Research Studies
and subsequently, the Technical Expert Committee of the Board discussed the
various “Areas of Interests” to conduct the research studies and recommended for
calling proposals from reputed institutions. The list of priority areas for research is
as below:

1. Documentation / Inventorisation of Urban Biodiversity of Karnataka.

2. Documentation/ Inventorisation/ conservation of Biodiversity of special
ecosystems, sacred landscapes and riparian flora and fauna of Karnataka.

3. Documentation/conservation of species/genetic diversity of traditional
crops, vegetables, fruits, domesticated animals breeds like Amrit Mahal
cattle, native species of chicken, etc.

4. Documentation of value addition to traditional/community knowledge on
biodiversity.

5. Studies on all aspects of Section - 38 notified species for holistic
understanding and Propagation of Section — 38 notified species for the
purpose of in situ and ex situ conservation and rehabilitation.

6. Monitoring and documentation of biotic and abiotic interferences associated
with biodiversity.

7. Monitoring mechanism for biodiversity - Human animal conflict.

8. Study and formulate an inventorisation & network on alien invasive species
in Karnataka.

10.Study and document diversity of wild edible fruits/ vegetables in Karnataka.

11.Identification and inventorisation of Biodiversity indicators of pollution.

12.Identification and inventorisation of Biodiversity indicators of habitat.
13.Documenting of traditional knowledge & system associated with
management of biodiversity.

14.Studies on livelihood implications due to biodiversity loss.

15.Studies on health implications due to loss of biodiversity.

16.Establishment of fruit and spice tree genetic diversity conservation sites.

The Technical Expert Committee chaired by Dr. M Mahadeva Murthy, Prof., Dept.
of Forestry & Environmental Sciences, GKVK, & Board Member met on several
occasions to formulate the Application formats, Guidelines and Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) which are necessary for inviting the Research Studies. A
total of ninety Research Proposals were received by the Board out of which 19
projects have been shortlisted for Peer Review. Based on the comments and
recommendations of the reviewers, the eligible candidates will be invited for
presentation of the proposal followed by finalisation and approval for funding.
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9. Implementation of Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and Access
and Benefit Sharing Regulations

9.1 Status:

Karnataka Biodiversity Board, in its efforts to publicise the provisions of the
Biological Diversity Act, 2002, has published periodic newspaper advertisements
in leading English and Kannada newspapers for the benefit of the general public
and stakeholders and to create awareness among them for compliance.

The Financial Year of 2018-19 at the Karnataka Biodiversity Board witnessed
several landmark steps taken to streamline the process of implementation of the
provisions of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and its Access and Benefit Sharing
Regulations in the State.

Sector specific intimations highlighting the obligations on each entity with regard
to compliance of the provisions of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and its ABS
Regulations, 2014, were sent to industries/traders comprising of the Pharma,
Cosmetics, Nutraceuticals, Biotech Industries, Industrial Enzymes, Extract
manufacturers, Oleoresins, Fragrance, Bio-fertilizer manufacturing sectors in the
State. Further, the license issuing Departments/Authorities for these sectors were
also solicited to support the Board in the holistic implementation of the provisions
of the Act in the State.

ABS applications amounting to over Rs. 23 Lakh were received by the Board
during the Financial Year 2018-19.

Further, 5% upfront payment on auction sales of Red Sanders and Sandalwood
(high economic value bio-resource), disposed off by the Karnataka Forest
Department, was also received by the Board amounting to over Rs.1.84 crores.
This highlighted the successful integration of procedures with the Karnataka
Forest Department in sharing of benefits accrued on the auctions of High
economic value bio-resources like the Red Sanders and Sandalwood in the State.

9.2 ABS Disbursal:

An Expert Committee for ABS Disbursal was constituted to devise strategies for
the dispersal of the ABS amount accrued in the Board to biodiversity rich taluks of
the State. Since the exact source or the jurisdictional BMCs for the disbursement
of the ABS collected cannot be identified, the support of the Karnataka Forest
Department was solicited for selection of biodiversity rich areas of the State. Four
taluks ie. Periyapatna, Chincholi, Bantwal, Sagara Taluks, were recommended for
the consideration of ABS amount dispersal. Interaction meeting was held with the
BMC members and correspondence was initiated to complete the preparation of
the People’s Biodiversity Registers and the Management Plans for the Taluks. A
pro- forma along with a draft budget plan recommendation of the activities that

may be taken up was also developed to aid the BMCs to send in their proposals
and modalities for the utilisation of the ABS amount.
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The Expert Committee held a day-long meeting with Sagara Taluk Panchayat BMC
in July 2018, Chincholi Taluk Panchayat BMC in August 2018, Periyapatna Taluk
Panchayat BMC in January 2019 and a follow up meeting with the Bantwal Taluk
Panchayat BMC was taken up in February 2019.

Sagara BMC was the first BMC to send in their proposal of the action plan with

budgetary requirement. The same was examined by the Expert Committee on ABS
Dispersal and their recommendations were sent to the BMC for finalisation.

9.3 Meetings of the Expert Panel on ABS:

An Expert Panel on ABS, consisting of
subject experts from various fields, was
constituted for the effective appraisal of the
applications submitted to the Board by
various stakeholders. Sub-committees of the
Expert Panel met to deliberate on the issues
with regard to the implementation of the Act
in the State. The Sub-committee of the ABS
Expert Panel met six times during the FY
2018-19 and 72 ABS applications were
examined for approvals or disposal.

A new ABS Approval-Agreement letter along
with a requirement of a Bank Guarantee was
drafted with the support of the National Law
School of India University, Bangalore and
was approved by the Board in its 38th
meeting (held on 26th July 2018) for the Meeting of the sub-committee of the Expert
execution of the ABS Approvals. 15 ABS Panel on ABS
Approval-Agreement letters were signed and
executed during the FY 2018-19.
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9.4 Effort to Integrate Licensing Procedures in the State

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board, since 2015, has sent several intimations to the
AYUSH Industries, Drugs, Cosmetics, Nutraceuticals, Extracts, Biotech product
manufacturing companies/firms to comply with the provisions of the Act, Rules
and the ABS Guidelines, 2014. The Board has also conducted periodical meetings
and workshops for various industrial sectors that utilise biological resources
regarding the provisions of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and the ABS
Regulations.

The issues with non-compliance by entities and the strategies to bring all the
stakeholders under the ambit of the Act have been discussed in several Board
meetings and have been followed up through communications and requests being
sent to the concerned Departments of the State. The controlling Government
Departments have also been requested to prevail upon the licensed entities to
comply with the provisions of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and Rules and to
also share the updated lists of all the licensed entities under their respective
jurisdiction.

It is pertinent that the concerned Licensing Departments of the State (like the
Department of AYUSH, Drugs Control Department, Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India, Department of Agriculture, Department of Animal Husbandry &
Fisheries, Department of IT, BT and Science & Technology, Department of
Industries & Commerce) bring about a mechanism to harmonise licensing
procedures to include the compliance of the BD Act, 2002.

A series of meetings with the representatives of the Licensing Departments of the
State were held during the months of October, December 2018 to sensitise the
Departments of the provisions of the Act and to request them to provide following
information.

1. Share the list of all licensed entities under the respective Departments
immediately, so that the Board may intimate the concerned entities of the
obligations under the Biological Diversity Act, 2002.

2. Approaches to be undertaken by the Board, State Licensing Departments in
bringing integration through inclusion of a BD Act check-point in licensing
procedures ie., in the license registration/renewal forms for effective co-ordination
between Departments.

3. Sensitise stakeholders on the compliance provisions of the Act. The FEE Dept is
in the process of opening up a small window of opportunity to the stakeholders to
comply with the Act. All the stakeholders need to be sensitised for the compliance
under the BD Act, 2002, within this period.

4. Resolve the complexity involved in sectoral overlapping between Departments
and the licenses required- type and kind of licenses issued by AYUSH Department,
sectors licensed by FSSAI and sectors licensed by the Drugs Control Dept.

The meetings deliberated on the requirements of the BD Act, 2002 and
brainstormed on the strategies to incorporate the requirements in the
licensing/registration procedures of industries in the State. The integration and
harmonisation of various licensing procedures with the requirements under the
BD Act, 2002, is crucial for the effective implementation of the Act in Karnataka.
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9.5 Meeting of the Legal Advisory Group:

The Legal Advisory Group (LAG) was
constituted by the Karnataka
Biodiversity Board in July 2018 to
support the Board in taking necessary
measures in the implementation of the
Biological Diversity Act, 2002, and to
endow advice on legal challenges during
the process of implementation. The
inaugural meeting of the Group was
held on 6t August at the National Law
School of India University, Bangalore.
The Legal Advisory Group deliberated
on the issue of non-compliance to
execute ABS Agreements, objections

raised by industrial sectors and on
reviewing the operational guidelines for

processing of ABS applications recommended by the National Biodiversity

Authority, Chennai.
9.6 Filing of legal cases
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Legal Advisory Group Meeting

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board
had initiated legal action against
five defaulting entities in the
State during the FY 2017-18 for
non-compliance of the provisions
of the Biological Diversity Act,
2002 and  the Karnataka
Biological Diversity Rules, 2005
and non-submission of the
requisite prior intimation (in
Form-I) for the commercial
utilization of biological resources.
One case was disposed off by the
ACMM Court, Bangalore in
August 2018, with penalty being
levied on the defaulting company.
The other four cases are

currently being heard at the
jurisdictional courts at different
locations of the State.
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9.7 Workshops and meetings:

Sessions on raising awareness of the provisions of [
the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and its
requirements were held during workshops and
meetings at various institutions in the State. The
ABS Consultant of the Board was invited to
elaborate on provisions of the Biological Diversity
Act, 2002 and related regulations.

Presentations on creating awareness of the BD Act,
2002 and its provisions vis a vis the research
communities were held at the Indian Institute of
Horticultural Sciences (IIHR), University of
Horticultural Sciences (UHS), GKVK, Bangalore, during the months of June,
August and October 2018.

Awareness of the provisions of BDA

The working of the State Biodiversity Board
and its functions were briefed to Law students
and professionals at the School of Law, Christ
University, Bangalore at the "Two Day National
Workshop on Access and Benefit Sharing and
Conservation of Biological Diversity" during
September 2018 and at the “Regional
Workshop on Biological Diversity Law in India”
at SDM Law College, Mangalore, held on 15th
& 16th of February 2019.

The Consultant-ABS participated in the
“National Workshop for developing Communication Strategy to enhance awareness
on Access and Benefit Sharing (ABS) under the Biological Diversity Act, 2002”
organized by the Indo-German Biodiversity Programme, Access and Benefit
Sharing Partnership Project, in May 2018, “Development and Implementation of
ABS Legal Framework to Implement Nagoya Protocol on ABS & TKDL” in October
2018 held at Chennai, “Workshop on Access and Benefit Sharing for Business” in
January 2019, at Hyderabad, organized by the Indo-German Biodiversity
Programme, Access and Benefit Sharing Partnership Project. She also represented
the Board during the “Consultation meet on the implementation of the Biological
Diversity Act 2002” on 11thFebruary 2019 at NBA, Chennai and for a Panel
Discussion on the BD Act, 2002 during the “Advance workshop for master trainers
in National and International Legal Framework for the conservation of Biodiversity”
held on 19th February 2019 at the National Law School of India University,
Bangalore.

The UNEP-GEF-MoEF-ABS Project on “Strengthening the implementation of the
Biological Diversity Act and Rules with focus on its ABS Provisions” is the first ever
global project on ABS — a programme to access genetic resources, assess their
economic value and share the benefits arising out of the use of biological resources
among the local people.

The following activities were undertaken in the project during the year 2018-
February 2019

11.1 Awareness workshop for the media

An awareness workshop on ‘Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and its ABS
provisions’ was conducted on 24th March, 2018 for the media in Aranya
Bhavan, 18th cross, Malleshwaram, Bengaluru.

2. Amendment to rule 15:- In rule 15 of the Karnataka Biological Diversity Rules, 2005, after sub-rule (1), the following shall

be inserted, namely:-

“(1A) Every application under sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees one thousand for commercial
utilization and shall be in the form of a cheque or demand draft drawn in favour of the Board, of which four-fifth shall be

refunded to the applicant in case of rejection of the application.”

1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Karnataka Biodiversity Board, Bengaluru
as on 31% March 2018 and the Income & Expenditure Account/Receipts and Payments
Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act,” 1971 read with
Section 34 of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002. The audit has been entrusted up to
2018-19. These financial statements are the responsibility of the Board’s management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our
audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India (C&AQG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure
norms, etc. Audit observation on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the Law, Rules and Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and Efficiency-cum-
Performance aspects, etc., if any are reported separately through Inspection Reports of
the C&AG.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in
India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements.
An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and
disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the
overall presentation of financial statement. We believe that our audit provides a
reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i. We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

il. The Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account dealt with by this report
have been drawn up in the format approved by the Board.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the Board in so far as it appears from our examination of such
books.
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We further report that:
A. BALANCE SHEET

1. Current Liabilities

The Board has not made provision for payment of Audit Fees of ¥ 1.48 lakh. This
has resulted in under-statement of current liabilities (Schedule 7) and under- |
statement of Expenditure (Schedule 21).

B. INCOME AND EXPENDITURE

Income: Interest Earned

Interest on fixed deposit earned in 2017-18 was ¥ 35.81 lakh. However, it was
accounted as ¥ 39.79 lakh in Schedule 17 resulting in overstatement of Income by
¥ 3.98 lakh. '

C. GENERAL
1. The Board revised the accounts at the instance of Audit. The effect of revision
of accounts is that the Assets and Liabilities decreased by ¥ 30.30 lakh and
excess of Expenditure over Income increased by ¥ 32.28 lakh.

2. The Board has to close the inoperative PD account in Treasury and surrender
the balance in the account to government.

D. GRANT-IN-AID

Qut of the Grant-in-Aid of T 11.07 crore (including the previous year’s balance
of ¥ 7.85 crore), the Board could utilize a sum of T 3.96 crore, leaving a
balance of  7.10 crore unutilized as on 31% March 2018.

Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the
Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account/Receipt & Payment Account
dealt with by this report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the
explanations given to us, the said financial statements read with the Accounting
Policies and Notes on accounts and subject to the matters stated above give a true
and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
India;
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a. in so far it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Board as

b. in so far as it relates to the Income & Expenditure Account, of the surplus for
the year ended on that date.
