In the year 2018-19, 30738 works have been started, 11542 works have been completed. Till date Rs
21028.61 lakh grants have been utilized and a total of 5129806 man days have been generated in 10 taluks.

Labour budget:

As per the Government order the labour budget fixed to Tumkur district for the year 2018-19 is Rs. 25876.45
Lakhs. To achieve this the works were selected from the shelf of projects prepared by all gram panchayaths
and included in action plan in turn got approved by D.P.C for implimentation. During this year 11466
families were given 100 days employment for its full extent.

Steps taken for Execution of works:

To execute the woks which were approved in the action plan of the labour budget of 2018-19 following
steps were taken and implimented as per the guidelines of the scheme.

Demand for wage employment and allocation:

At the Gram panchayath level, the registered wage seeker comes to G.P and submit the form no 06 filled
and signed to demand for wage employment the same will be entered into employment register and work
will be allocated. Notice will be served to the respected labourers to report at the work site. NMR will be
generated and filled depending upon the number of NMR attendence the wage amount will be calculated
and paid in to the benificiary bank account.

The guidelines of the scheme were followed and appropriate steps were taken to include 21 points of
Chief Minister programme to impliment along with works like CC Roads, storm water drain, NRLM
work shed, Multi arch check dam, Anganawadi Buildings, Form pond in formers land and also includes
water conservation and water harvesting structures, draught prone area, afforestation, irrigation and land
development works for SC & ST benificiaries.

Aport from the above rejuvenation of traditional water bodies like Thalaparige, desiltation of lakes, Block
plantation, drainages at water logged areas, Flood control and protection works, rural roads development,
Bharathnirman Rajiv Gandhi Seva Kendra were included in the action plan to prepare integrated plan and
implimented during 2018-19.

Steps/ Action Taken For The Effective Implementation of Programme:
1. Gram panchayth should be ready having prepared labour budget for the year 2018-19.

2. Directions are issued for the implementation officers of Horticulture, Agriculture, Sericulture, Forest,
PRED, Gram panchayth and taluk panchayath officers.

3. For the work in shelf of project prepared as per labour budget, estimates have been prepared and have
got both Administrative and Technical Sanction.

4. For any work to be started steps have been initiated to make sure the availability of minimum basic
needs or infrastructure like hand axes, pixels, sickle etc., and other materials in Gram panchayath and
the same has to be recorded in Gps stock register.

National BIO — Gas Development Scheme aspirations:

Human resources have been the cause of the ever —decreasing forest wealth in our country. Deforestation
is the result of environmental degradation, fluctuations in rainfall, lowered water levels, and erosion of the
fertile soil and to overcome this we need to conserve forest. main objectives of the scheme are the cattle
barn available in the countryside can be used as fuel and non fertilizer for cooking. in this end, the Central
Government has implemented the National Biogas Development program. by constructing Deenabandhu
Biogas plant and KVIC Model biogas plants are being built in this district.

The project identifies selected beneficiaries who have at least 4 to 5 cattle’s in the gram panchayath limits
and who have the space to build biogas plants. Approximately 25000 to 30000 per unit cost.

In the year 2018-19 The unit is being subsidized by the central Government for Rs. 12000 and by state
Government for Rs. 6000 . In addition,. In the District 5 Turn key workers were working in the Project.
The Govt. of India pay Rs.1500, turnkey fee per plant. The turnkey workers to repair the plant at their own
expense compulsory for a period of 5 years.

Under NBDP for the year 2018-19 the target fixed is to construct 115 biogas plants have been constructed
against the target of 250 Plants and there by spending the subsidy of Rs. 22.42Lakhs.

The Panchaytah raj Engineering Division was formed after merging and re-classification public health
engineering division and public works department on 01-04-1987 This division is situated 42.00 Kms
away from the District head quarters Tumkur and also a Historically important center. This Division has a
jurisdiction over following Taluks namely Sira, Madhugiri, Koratagere, Pavagada and Chikkanayakanahalli.
These five taluks are coined as individual sub divisions since 01-04-1987 controlled by an Assistant
Executive Engineer.



The main purpose of this department in taking up developmental works in rural areas and hence developing
the rural the rural areas. It includes construction, development and maintenance of rural roads providing
and to the formers for irrigation and improvement of ground water tables by construction and maintenance
of tanks which can feed up to 40 hectares of irrigable land.

This division is under the administrative control of Zillapanchayath Tumkur and Technical Control of
Superintendent engineer, P R E circle Bangalore and Chief Engineer PRE Department, Bangalore. This
Division consists of 5 Subdivisions each sub division formed by an Assistant executive engineer, and
Technical staff consisting of Assistant Engineer and Junior engineers non technical staff before formation
of Rural Water Supply Sanitation and Drainage division all the piped water supply works , over head tanks
pipe lines, Multi village Schemes works are carried by RWSSD Division Tumkur.

This division works under the rules and regulations setup by administration of Zillapanchayath and
works according to the timely amendments and delegation of powers issued by Govt of Karnataka and
Zillapanchayath Tumkur.

The power of administrative sanction upto Rs 10.00 lakh is given by executive engineer, the administrative
sanction for works above 10.00 lakhs will be obtained from Chief executive officer of Zillapanchayath
Tumbkur he technical sanction up to 10.00 lakhs is given by Executive Engineer, above ahich they will be
submitted to competent authority seeking technical sanction only after prior administrative and Technical
sanction, the works are taken in E-Procurement portal as per norms setup by KTTP act.

In order to achieve the goals set by the higher authorities, monthly progress review meeting will be
conducted at division level where issues pertaining to progress of various works will be discussed. It also
helps in knowledge transfer between the officials and also helps in solving of problems if any.

The various grants allocated to all the five sub divisions are as follows.
1. Minor Irrigation Projects:-

The Minor Irrigation tanks which feeds an agricultural area less than 40 acres are under the jurisdiction
of this office.

An amount of Rs 78.43 lakhs has been allocated for the financial year 2018-19 under the head minor
irrigation works (non-plan) from Zilla Panchayath Tumkur out of which Rs 75.78 lakhs has been
spent for development and renovation of 53 number of minor irrigation tanks clearing of feeder
channels and removing of jungles etc. it has substantially increased the storage capacity of the tanks
and hence benefited the agriculture in the locality of these tanks.

Comprehensive report on Rural water supply and Sanitation division:

The aim of the department is to provide clean safe & healthy portable healthy drinking water to the rural
area towards enabling to lead a healthy life. Due to scarcity of rain in recent days, ground water table has
been depleted. Borewells are being provided to mitigate such scarcity besides, conducting water quality
tests at district laboratory. Presently, except Turuvekere and Koratagere all taluka’s are having working
laboratories.

The technical and administrative control of this office comes under the purview of CEO ZP and Commissioner
RDWS, Bangalore. Further, Technical advice and control of the said division is being handled by CE,
RDWS, Bangalore and SE RDWS circle, Bangalore.

Following actions are taken to achieve the targets stipulated under this Division:

Conducting monthly progress review meetings, resolving bottle necks in progress if any observed, quality
monitoring and pursuing with the agency to make good the short falls if any by deploying extra men
and machinery. Further, meetings at division level with the officers/officials are also being conducted and
remedial measures/ advices are being suggested. Accordingly, directions are issued to the concerned AEE’s
for taking immediate necessary action as per the suggestions.

As per Karnataka Gazetted notification dated :26.09.2017, in over all tender works up to Rs.50 Lakhs
17.15% works are reserved for SC contractors and 6.95% works are reserved for ST contractors. Thus
maintaining the ratio for upliftment of SC/ST contractors.

The following factors are followed in order to maintain a pure drinking water supply is as follows:

1. Establishment of Laboratories : At present, In order to know the water quality. The water Sample
are collected before monsoon and after monsoon from supply source. The collected water sample’s
are tested in already existing 1 District Laboratory and newly formed 7 Taluk laboratories. After
testing the quality of water, with the help of geologist the ground water analysis is carried out and to
taken up new borewell works. Action plan is prepared on that basis.

In the year 2016-17, Total out of 5362 habitation in the district random important places total 16461
water samples have been collected and tested. Out of which 13,821 water samples are found to be
contaminated and 2572 Water samples are chemically contaminated. Among this, 40 are Fluoride
contaminated, 24 are Nitrate contaminated, 387 are Iron contaminated and 54 are Hard water
contaminated. 933 water samples are Fluoride free multiple contaminated. Based on this to make free
from chemically affected Fluoride contamination and Fluoride free multiple contamination, WPP
works has been taken up.

2. Bore wells: In the year 2018-19 in accordance and with Laboratory report Geologist report and local
requirement. The Action plan has been prepared on the guidelines of higher authority and submitted
to Government for approval. And after the approval the works has been under taken by the priority.
Depending on the Grant released by Government. In the present year 1358 new borewell’s have been
drilled out of which 1464 borewell’s are successful and 313 borewell’s have been failed. Re-drilling
of 419 borewells are also done this year.



3. NRDWP Scheme : In 2018-19 under NRDWP Scheme 3674 works taken as spill over works and
2450 fresh works. Total 4517 works are sanctioned among this 3419 works are completed and balance
are in progress. Totally released amount for the year 2018-19 is Rs.1511.62 Lakhs out of which Rs.
12395.83 lakhs expenditure has been done.

a. PWS Scheme : Under NRDWP Scheme, total 40 PWS works had been taken in this year. Out of
which 33 works are completed remaining 7 works are under completion stage.

NATIONAL TUBERCULOSIS CONTROL PROGRAMME

Purpose :- Microscopic Center identified by potential tuberculosis patients at the respective
health center  in the district Examination of the test is a multi-drug resistant tuberculosis from a
sophisticated machine Diagnosis and treatment can be diagnosed with tuberculosis This program has
been designed to spark.

Performance :- A total of 32130 examinations were conducted in 2018-19, of which 1791 were
new Identifying Tuberculosis and providing appropriate treatment for them In the affected district,
102.20% of tuberculosis patients have succeeded and succeeded.

National Vector Borne Disease Control Programme (NVBDCP)

Objective: Early detection, timely treatment prevention and control of vector borne diseases (VBDs)
like Malaria, Dengue, Chikungunya and Japanese Encephalitis.

Strategies: Prevention and control of VBDs by ensuring non mosquitogenic conditions in and around
the houses and also by maintaining clean and hygiene environment. Insecticidal spray in malaria
problematic areas using DDT, Malathion and Synthetic pyrethroids. Larval surveillance and source
reduction is also being taken place at regular intervals. IEC is being imparted to the community for
prevention and control of VBDs at their level.

Achievement: During 2018 surveillance and vector control measures have been taken up. Disease
cases have been detected and timely treatment has been given. A total of 673745 blood smears have
been collected and examined, out of which 76 were found positive for malaria all the cases were
treated completely. Similarly 15 confirmed dengue and 48 chikungunya cases were detected and
followed up.

National AIDS control Program (DAPCU) :

Under this program, District level unit is conducting awareness program to general population. we
have included HIV/AIDS topic in Adoloscent education Program, and creating awareness in high
school and Pre-university college students. And also we are successfully implementing ANC for
HIV test in first trimester for early detection of HIV and initiate treatment to them through PPTCT
program. By this we are trying to eliminate transmission of virus from parent to child. Further we are
doing awareness program through Folk team and Mobile ICTC in high risk areas, and also by using
Red Ribbon Club established in colleges, we are doing campaigns in rural areas. All the tests related
to HIV is free of cost and its treatment provided in ART centres are also free.

Achievement: In 2018-19, we have covered 104017 general population for HIV testing and in that
711 clients has detected HIV Positive, and in ANC, 50754 ANC has been tested for HIV and in that
35 ANC are detected HIV positive. Out of 746 clients detected format, 724 client are under ART
treatment. We are glad to say that we are covering maximum population for HIV testing and by years
to years positivity rate in the district is coming down (90%-tested, 90%-refer to ART, 90% viral load)

DISTRICT SURVEILLANCE UNIT :
Integrated Disease Surveillance Program (IDSP):

Objectives : The program is intended to identify the impending communicable diseases and thereby
contain the them from affecting larger populations and there by prevent occurrence of outbreaks,
mortality and morbidity. It also aims at initiating preventing measures during ongoing outbreaks.



Program Highlights : The program conducts regular surveillance for diseases considering the
seasonality and epidemiological attributes at three different levels Syndromic level (Sub Centre)
Presumptive level (Institutions with Medical OPD) & Laboratory level. The program has made
provision to collect the reports from the Private health care facilities owing to the fact that larger
population it caters. All the above institutions are identified as Reporting Units under IDSP._The
reporting is done on weekly in the IDSP web portal. Training has been imparted for Daily Reporting
under the Integrated Health Information Platform (IHIP) and is expected to be initiated shortly. The
health facilities also report first information reports of any outbreaks /ongoing outbreaks on daily
basis. The District Surveillance analyses the weekly reports and send feedback to the all concerned
for timely action.

Achievements : People succumb to communicable diseases due to unhygienic water and food.
The affected people are given timely treatment and required preventive measures are undertaken.
Containing impending outbreaks are identified and documenting the activities is done by the identified
Rapid Response Teams.

The District Surveillance Officer and team conduct review of the program at Taluka level and sensitize
the staff regardin outbreak monitoring activities. The Rapid Response Teams visit the Outbreak
affected area and initiate necessary actions.

The District Public Health Lab attached to the District Surveillance unit conducts water quality
monitoring and laboratory investigations for clinical samples collected during the outbreaks.

The Influenza HIN1 Screening activities are being done at all PHC CHC General Hospitals and
District Hospital. The District Surveillance Unit also distributes Oseltamivir capsules for HIN1 to the
needy and act as a collection centre for the samples from ICU admitted HIN1 patients and refer them
to MCVR Manipal.

8. NPHCE: National Program for Health care elderly

In the 20™century the life expectancy of human has been increased and the 60 and above age group
has been increasing. The percentage of the elderly has increased from 7.7 in 2001 to 8.14% in 2011.

It has been estimated to increase to 8.94 in 2016. In India approximately 76million people are more
than 60 yrs of age and expected to increase to 300 million in 2051.

The Communicable diseases expected in the elderly and thereby require Health care and specialized
health care facilities to treat. Hence as per WHO instructions all countries have to commemorate Oct
12011 as World Elder’s day.

The diseases mainly seen in the elderly are:

o Eye related diseases

Physical inabilities

Lifestyle oriented and degenerative diseases eg: Bone related, cancer

Chronic disease eg- Diabetes, Respiratory problems, Cardiovascular diseases,

Mental disorders: Alzhemir’s diseases, Parkinson’s diseases.

ABSULS:- ASHA based survey of Leprosy suspects is the fisrt mode of survey at village level.

Survey by department Male and Female Health Workers is in place. Special surveys in the form of
SAP , Medium City survey take place every year.

Patients near about 40-50 patients per day
toke treatment regularly in our hospital and Dispensaries.

We are providing Procedures like Panchakarma therapy (oliation therapy and massage therapy) and Non-
communicable disorders like Diabetic, hypertension, geriatric disorders, pediatric and gyneac, senior citizen
problems, ENT, ophthalmic, psychiatric disorders and minor surgery, & also Yoga, unani and Homeopathy
treatment procedures.

Instead of IPD In these Hospitals routinely performing only OPD/Daycare treatments because lack of basic
needs viz. Insufficient building Infrastructures, Para medical staffs & Medical officers etc.

3. The prime objective of the department is to make scientific stocking in districts tanks, ponds and
reservoirs of the district with good quality fish seed, production of fishes and providing the public a
cheap source of protein thereby making the district healthy. Uplifting the socio-economic status of
rural population of the district by providing employment in fisheries is the responsibility and mandate
of the department.

In the above aquatic resources, seed of Catla, Rohu, Mrigal, Common carp, Silver carp and Grass
carp were technically stocked in modern ways. The disposal of fishery rights of perennial tanks is car-
ried out through Tender cum Auction. Where as seasonal tanks fishery rights were disposed through
annual auction. Fishery rights were given to fisher men co-operative society’s through direct Lease.
There are approximately 30,000 professional active fisher’s engaged in fisheries. District has fish seed
producing centre working at Markonahalli which comes under Government sector, also District got
the Brindavan Fish Farm Kunigal.

2. Department is implementing District, State and Central Sector schemes. Cluster
development scheme, Group Insurance scheme are the important scheme of Central
sector schemes. Important schemes of State Govt. are Nuthana javali Neethi,
20% Rebate Scheme, Wollen Sector revival scheme, Power subsidy scheme for powerloom weavers,
Subsidy scheme for purchase of power looms etc.. Assistance to handlooms industries is the scheme
implemented under the District sector.

3. Wollen sector activity is found in Sira, pavagada and C.N.halli Taluks, They are mainly producing
wollen blankets (wool kambalies).

4. Apart from woolen activity , silk activity is widely spread over in Gubbi,Tiptur, Pavagada and
C.N.Halli Taluks. Silk Sarees are produced in pit looms with pure silk and jery.



5. There is a huge demand and scope for handloom sarees rather than powerloom sarees.

6. Production of cotton fabric is very minimal in the district . Apart from handloom activity,
Powerloom activity is happening in Tiptur, Turuveker,Chickkanayakanahalli and Gubbi talukas.
Among these taluk’s Tiptur is having more powerloom activity and we can find around 5802 pow-
erlooms. Polyester, Artsilk sarees are being produced in powerlooms. Technology Upgradation
Schemes of Central Govt. schemes is under Progress to increase the productivity of powerloom
Sector. State govt. is providing Subsidy for Purchase of Power looms and also they are getting
Subsidised Power under weavers special package.

7. There are 36 handloom weaver co-operative societies and 05 powerlom weavers co-operative so-
cieties are being working in the district. The statistics of talukwise of handlooms and powerlooms
is as below.

The Integrated Child Development Scheme (ICDS) is one of the Prominant programs for the Women and
Child Welfare in Tumkur District. among many programmes for uppliftment of women and child meant for.

There are 11 ICDS projects are working in the districts namely Tumkur (Rural), Tumkur(Urban), Sira,
Chikanayanahalli, Tipatur, Turuverkere, Koratagere, Kunigal, Gubbi, Pavagada and Madhugiri. 4095 an-
ganwadi centres are sanctioned for 11 projects and all 4095 anganwadi centres are functioned as on today.

Supplementary Nutrition Programme:

This program is meant for providing supplementary nutrition food to children under the age of 06 years,
Pregnant Women, lactating mothers, Adolescent girls, anganwadi workers/helpers. The details of beneficia-
ries is as follows.

Under Ksheerabhagya Scheme, Milk powder is supplied to the anganwadi centres for the use of children
and lactating mother and pregnant women. The milk powder is purchased from KMF. 150 grams of milk
powder and 10 grams of sugar is intended for each beneficiaries. The expenditure made for the year 2018-
19 for this scheme was Rs 1474.331akhs.

Pre-school education Programme:

Under this programme Pre-school educational activities are conducted for the children of anganwadi cen-
tres through activities like Songs, Dance and Storytelling etc. The intended target was achieved.

Health Check-up Programme:

The doctors from Health and family welfare department (Taluka Hospital, PHC) are visiting the anganwadi
centres as per the scheduled curriculum and conduct health check-up of the children, Lactating Mothers,
Pregnant Women. Many times referral services also made.

Details of malnourished children:

Regular weighing of children is made at every anganwadi centre. During the year 138810children are
weighed, Out of them 126835 are children with normal weight. 11683 are with moderately less weight and
262 are children with Severe under weight. Rs.2000/- per annum for each SUW Children is made and extra
facilities also provided.

KishoriShakthi Scheme:

Under this scheme, Two adolescent (age between 11 to 18 years) for each anganwadies is selected and they
are provided with supplementary nutrition.

Construction of Anganwadi Buildings:-

There are 4095 Anganwadi centres are working in 11 projects in the district. out of these, 2715 AWC are
working in own buildings and 1380 AWC are working in Panchayat, Community, Youth Association,
Women’s Board, School and Rented buildings.

1. 91langanwadi buildings constructions has been taken up under RIDF-20, RIDF-21 and RIDF-22.
With unit cost of 9.17 lakhs. (Total 834.47Lakhs)

2. With a total cost of Rs 281.82 lakhs 27 AWC buildings are taken up for construction under SDP
Scheme.

3. 450 AWC building construction has been taken up with a cost of 1296.19 lakhs under MNREGA

Convergence.



4. With a unit cost RS.15000/- 474 Toilets construction has taken up during 2016-17 and 2017-18. a
provision is also made to use extra rs.5000/- from gramapanchayath if needed.

5. A total of Rs.31.00 lakhs has been released at unit cost of Rs 1.00lakh per AWC for uppliftment of
Anganwadi centres to make it child friendly.

6. Angawadi Buildings Petty repairs and Maintenance:- During the year 2018-19 under head of ac-
count:2211-00-101-0-61 an amount of Rs. 200.00 lakhs departmental budget was released at the rate
Rs. 20.00 lakhs per taluks to the taluk panchatahs. Total of 400 own anganwadi buildings target was
fixed. out of which an amount of Rs.181.56 lakhs was spent on 383 own Anganwadi buildings for
Angawadi Buildings Petty repairs and Maintenance. In this scheme 91% achievement was made.

Destitute children’s cottage for the protection of orphaned children:

The scheme is intended to provide education, nutrition and protection to orphaned and destitute children,
make them as per normal children. Establishment of cottages through the voluntary organizations is provid-
ed for children with meals, housing and medical facilities. Out of the 07 institutions, 16 corporative cottages
are being set up and 85.87 lakhs have been released to the cottages for 2018-19 and cost Rs.38.45 lakhs.

State Sector schemes:-

Santwana Scheme:-

In the district, 11 Santwana centres are functioning, aiming to provide self-reliance for women who are vic-
tims of violence and rape victims, financial assistance, legal assistance, shelter and self-employment. The
project is being implemented by the voluntary organization (N.G.O.) and the total amount spent during the
year 2018-19 was Rs.36.15 lakhs.

1. 2639 cases were registered under family dispute and 1997 cases were settled and 642 cases were
pending (Follow-up).

6. Atotal of 77 cases were registered under police custody and 54 cases were settled and 23 cases were
pending.

7. Atotal of 103 cases were registered in the court and 36 cases were settled and 67 cases were pending.
Girls’ Hostel:

Under the scheme, the girls from the BPL families will be provided education and residential facilities. the
total amount Rs. 20.00 Lakhs have been released and Rs.19.51 Lakhs has been spent during the year 2018-
19.



Streeshakthi Scheme:

10884 Women self help groups are formed in the district which aims at Social Economic Empowerment of
Women. 10 Sthreeshakthi Bhavanas at taluka level and 01 sthreeshakthi Bhavan at District level are func-
tioning at present. Rs.49.69 lakhs has been spent on different activities like Revolving fund, Administrative
cost etc.

Bhagyalakshmi Scheme:

For assured education, health facilities the girl child is main focus. With this intension the scheme started
from 01-04-2006 and 131775 bonds are distributed to eligible girl child upto 2018-19.

Pradhan Mantri Matruvandana Yojane :

Is a maternity benefit programme offered by the government under which a cash incentive of
Rs.5000/- is provided to pregnant women lactating mothers for the first living child of the family to
fulfil the specific maternal and child health conditions.

The main objectives for this scheme is to provide compensation for the wage loss in terms of cash
incentive so that a women can take adequate rest before and after delivery. All eligible pregnant
women and lactating mothers who have their pregnancy on or after 01.01.2017 are covered under
this scheme except who are employed in government/public sector under taking. During 2018-19
Total amount of Rs. 76237000 has been sanctioned to 17449 beneficiaries.

Mukyamantri Mathrushree scheme:

Mathrushree scheme is to benefit pregnant women. As per this scheme pregnant women will get
a total allowance of Rs. 6000/- from Government of Karnataka. In this scheme Rs.1000/- p.m is
being directly transferred to the adhar linked bank a/c of the pregnant women of BPL families.

Mathrupurna scheme :

This scheme was launched by Government of Karnataka with effect from 01-10-2017.under this
scheme pregnant and lactating women will get nutritious Mid Day Meals daily. The scheme is be-
ing implemented through Anganwadi canters of the district.

To execute various programs pertaining to improvement of livestock health and wealth there are 250 Vet-
erinary Institutions in Tumakuru District. To improve the economical status of farming community, de-
partment has been managing various programs. Out of 972 total Sanctioned posts, 579 posts are filled.
Also, Veterinary Inspectors Training center, Hallikar Breeding Center and sheep board units are working in
Tumkur district. According to 19™ Cattle Census, in the district there are 527067 Cattles, 181118 Buffaloes,
1061330 Sheep, 326890 Goats, 2107798 Poultry and 7122 Pigs. In sheep population, Tumkur district is in
the first place in Karnataka.

For an efficient and quick movement of files and administration, Deputy Director Office is computerized.

Under this plan, a total budget of Rs.150.00 Lakhs has been allotted. And entire amount was spent to
purchase 66001 Liters of Liquid nitrogen, drugs and other chemicals which are essential for running
248 veterinary institutions in the district.

. Strengthening of Extension Units: 2403-00-101-0-30 (Plan)

Under this a total budget Rs.25.00 Lakhs has been allotted and entire amount was spent the objec-
tives. Amount was utilized for various Extension activities such as 10 cross breed cow and calves ral-
lies, prize money distribution during 6 prominent cattle fairs and opening of departmental stalls in the
agriculture and industrial exhibition to provide information to farmers about departmental activities.
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Special component programme (State and District level):

Under this plan Rs.68.70 Lakhs allotment was released out of which for selected 217 SC beneficiaries
entire amount was spent as subsidy through servicing banks for development of livestock wealth.
