 All these cases relate to the untimely and unfortunate death of Kum.Nalina Reddy, an 
employee of Bombay Rayon’s Fashion Limited, Yeshwanthapura Industrial Estate, 
Bangalore. It is alleged that the D.G.P and the D.G., Karnataka State Fire and Emergency 
Services, Bangalore, had organized a mock drill, on behalf of the employer Kum.Nalina 
Reddy, was employed to demonstrate to the general public as to the ways of escaping from 
accidental fire mishaps. In the process, the rope which was to bring Kum.Nalina Reddy, 
down, from a height, snapped, resulting in her falling down to death. The news of the mishap 
appeared in print media, viz. The Hindu, The Indian Express and DNA, the English Dailies 
and Prajavani, Udayavani, Kannada Prabha and Vijaya Karnataka, on 25th, 26th and 27th 
February, 2012. The Commission took cognizance of these newspaper clippings and 
registered the complaint, suo moto, with H.R.C.Nos.1022/SM-70 to 1035/SM-83/2012. The 
complaint in HRC No.1286/2012, came to be registered on the basis of the written complaint 
dated 29-02-2012 by Shri Siddalinge Gowda on the same issue, as that of in cases in 
H.R.C.Nos.1022/SM-70 to 1035/SM-83/2012.The complaint, in HRC No.944/SM-53/2014, 
is again a suo moto case, based on the news clipping from Deccan Herald, the English Daily, 
dated 24-02-2014. The I.G.P., of the Commission, filed report observing that for the 
negligence of Sri.Mariyanna and 6 others, they were kept under suspension and departmental 
enquiry was initiated. Government of Karnataka has approved payment of Rs.5 lakhs to the 
family of Ms.Nalina Reddy as interim compensation and account payee cheque dt. 22-04-
2014 in the name of Shri Ramakrishna Reddy, the father of the deceased was issued and he 
has acknowledged its receipt. There is no material on file to show that the employer of the 
deceased has paid Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only)  to her family and there is also no 
evidence to show that the compensation of Rs.1,00,000/- (Rs.One Lakh only), declared by the 
Hon’ble Chief Minister, has been paid to the family of the deceased. Home Department has 
not submitted any report about their objection to pay the compensation of Rs.10 lakhs. 
Therefore, the Principal Secretary to the Government, Home Department, Government of 
Karnataka, was directed to submit a detailed report to the Commission and the action taken 
by the government, on the following aspects. 

      a. Payment of balance of Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only), to the family of the 
deceased. 

      b.  Payment of compensation of Rs.1,00,000/- (Rs.One Lakh only), declared by the 
Chief Minister. 

      c.  Payment of Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only), by the employer of the 
deceased, to her family, as referred to in DO No.OE 57 KFS 2012,

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ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2017-18 

 

INTRODUCTION  

 

 Karnataka State Human Rights Commission was constituted by the State 

Government, vide Order No: LAW 20 LAG 2005, dated: 28-06-2005, with Bangalore 

as its Headquarters. It came into existence on 25-07-2007, after assumption of 

charge by Justice Dr.S.R. Nayak as Chairperson (retired Chief Justice of 

Chhattisgarh High Court), along with Sri B. Parthasarathi, IAS (Rtd.) and  

Sri R.H.Raddi, District Judge (Rtd.) as the Members of the Commission. Presently, 

Hon’ble Justice Shri. Dhirendra H Waghela, former Chief Justice of High Court of 

Karnataka, Odisha and Bombay, is the Chairperson and Shri. K.B. Changappa, Rtd 

Principal District and Session Judge and Shri. Rupak Kumar Dutta I.P.S (Rtd DG & 

IGP) are the members of the Commission. 

The Commission in its 11 years of existence has been striving 1) to promote 

awareness about the safeguards available for protection of human rights, 2) to 

provide protection to people and 3) compensation to the victims of violation of 

human rights. The Commission also recommends for conducting departmental 

enquiry against those Government servants who have by omission or commission 

shown negligence in addressing violation of human rights or towards preventing 

that.  
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CONSTITUTION OF THE COMMISSION  

 

The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission is a statutory organization 

established as per Section 21 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. The 

State Commission consists of a Chairperson and two Members, who shall be 

appointed by the Governor, after obtaining recommendation of the Committee 

constituted as per Section 22(1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, (hereinafter 

referred to as the Act).  

A. Appointment of Chairperson: 

Justice Dr. S.R. Nayak, retired Chief Justice of Chhattisgarh High Court, 

has served as the Chairperson of the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, 

from 25.7.2007 (A/N) to 25-07-2012 and laid down the office on completion of the 

term of five years.   

Hon’ble Member Smt. Meera C. Saksena a member of the Commission was 

appointed as Acting Chairperson vide Government Notification No. LAW 15 HRC 

2012, dated: 23-06-2014 and accordingly she has worked as Hon’ble Acting 

Chairperson from 23-06-2014 to 20-11-2017 and laid down the office on 

completion of the term of 05 years. The Government vide Notification-I No. LAW 42 

HRC 2017, dated: 22-02-2018 has appointed Hon’ble Mr. Justice Dhirendra H. 

Waghela former Chief Justice of High Court of Karnataka, Odisha and Mumbai as 

the Chairperson of the Commission. He assumed charge on 12.03.2018. His term 

of office is 05 years. 

B. Appointment of Members of the Commission: 

I. As per Section 21(2)(c) of the said Act one having knowledge/and practical 

experience about the human rights may be appointed as a Member. 

Accordingly Smt. Meera C. Saksena, retired IAS Officer was appointed as a 

Member of the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission vide Notification 

No. LAW 15 HRC 2012, dated: 16-11-2012 in place of Sri B. Parthasarathi, 

member who laid down the office on 02-03-2012 as per provision of the Act 

and on completion of 70 years of age. She assumed office on 21-11-2012 

forenoon and laid down office on 20.11.2017 on completion of the term of 05 

years. Goverment vide Notification-III, No: LAW 42 HRC 2017, dated: 15-02-

2018 has appointed Shri. Rupak Kumar Dutta, IPS (Rtd DG & IGP) as 

Member of the Commission in place of Smt. Meera C. Saksena. He assumed 

charge on 26-02-2018. His term of office is 05 years.  

II. As per Section 21(2) of the said Act, Judge / Retired Judge of the High Court 

of Karnataka or District Judge retired after completing minimum seven years 

of service shall be appointed as member.  Accordingly, as per Notification  

No: LAW 15 HRC 2012,  dated: 16-11-2012 Sri C.G. Hungund, Retired 
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District Judge had been appointed to the post laid down by the Hon’ble 

Member Sri R.H. Raddi, on 27-07-2012 after completing 5 years term  

in office.  Shri. C.G. Hungund assumed charge on 29-11-2012 and laid down 

office on 28-11-2017 on completion of the term of 05 years. Government vide 

Notification-II, No: LAW 42 HRC 2017, dt: 15-02-2018 has appointed  

Shri. K.B. Changappa, Retired Principal District and Session Judge as the 

Member of the Commission in place of Shri. C.G. Hunagund. His term of 

office is five years.   
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FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION  

 

In order to promote and create awareness about the safeguards available for 

protection and help to the victims of Human Rights violations, the Commission is 

performing the following functions: 

• Take suo-motu or on the basis of a petition of a victim or any person on 

his behalf, cognizance of violation of Human rights or abetment or 

negligence thereof by a public servant.  

• Conduct an enquiry into the facts of the matter and pass orders in 

accordance with the legal provisions in such matter.  

• Create awareness of these rights among students / teaching staff by 

conducting workshops/seminars/ meetings/ training on Human Rights 

in Universities and in other educational institutions.  

• Spread literacy about Human Rights among various sections of society 

through workshops / programmes / conferences and create awareness 

among Govt. servants undergoing training in Government organisations, 

such as Administrative Training Institute, Mysore, Karnataka Police 

Academy, Mysore, Abdul Nazir Sab State Institute of Rural Development 

etc.  

• Visit jails or any other institutions under the control of the State 

Government, where people are detained or lodged for the purpose of 

enquiry/hearing/reformation/protection, in order to study the living 

conditions of the inmates and make recommendations to the 

Government.  

• Create awareness about human rights in the society through 

publications.  

• Encourage non-governmental organisations to promote awareness of 

safeguards available for protection of Human Rights.  

The Commission is deemed to be a civil court while inquiring into complaints 

under the Act. Every proceeding before the Commission is deemed to be a judicial 

proceeding of a civil court.  

The Chairperson and Members of the Commission undertake tours 

throughout the State receive complaints and take cognizance of the cases of 

violation of Human Rights, conduct spot inspections and reviews and create 

awareness among officers / officials and general public. 

For creating awareness about Human Rights among the officers and staff of 

the Police Department and Prisons Department of the Karnataka State, workshops 

have been chalked out by the Commission.  
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The Human Rights Day is being celebrated not only at State Level, but also 

at District Level from 2012, for creating awareness about Human Rights by 

meaningfully celebrating “Human Rights Day” every year on 10th December.   

Biometric machine has been installed at the head quarter of the Commission 

from August 2014 to ensure attendance and punctuality among the staff of the 

Commission.   

The National Human Rights Commission has with the collaboration of 

National Informatic Centre developed the “Complaint Management System”. This 

system has been adopted by the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission from 

November 2014 for registering and processing the cases electronically.  This CMS 

system has additional advantage of being compatible with NHRC CMS system, 

hence this would help in dealing with duplication in the registration of cases in 

NHRC and KSHRC. Judicious use of the CMS will facilitate dealing with the 

complaints in a speedy manner, easy tracking and retrieval of information.    

“Helpline” system of the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission has 

been installed with Toll free No.1800-425-23333.  This became functional from 06-

03-2015.  Helpline enables the public to submit their complaints telephonically and 

is convenient for persons who find it difficult to commute to the Karnataka State 

Human Rights Commission office or correspond by means of letter / e-mail etc.  

For the renovation work of Law wing and Library the Commission had 

deposited an amount of Rs. 72.93 lakhs at the disposal of the Executive Engineer, 

Public Works Department.  Renovation has been completed and an amount of 

Rs.57,95,502/- has been utilized for this purpose. The balance amount of 

Rs.14,97,498/- has been remitted to the Treasury on 23-04-2018.  

In order to create awareness about Human Rights amongst public and 

students, grants have been released to 23 NGO’s during 2017-18 to conduct 

workshops.   

A quarterly news letter named “Manava Hakku Varthe” is being published 

from December 2014.  This publication carries information about the activities of 

the Commission.   

Scanning of closed case files is being done not only for protecting old records 

of the Commission, but also to facilitate speedy access to them as and when 

required.   

The Commission is responding to violation of Human Rights of the people at 

all levels of the society. The Commission even recommends to pay compensation to 

the victims if violation of human rights is proved.  

The Commission provides opportunity to law students from India and foreign 

countries to do internship with the KSHRC for varying duration. During this year 

19 students did their internship with the KSHRC. 
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ORGANIZATION 

The Commission is organized into Administration Wing, Law Wing and 

Investigation Wing.   

 

The Secretary of the Commission is the Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of the 

Commission. The Investigation wing and the Law wing are functioning under the 

control of the Inspector General of Police and the Registrar, respectively.   
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I. ADMINISTRATION WING 

 

Secretary: 

An officer not below the rank of a Secretary to the State Government, has to 

be appointed as the Secretary of the Commission as per Section 27(1)(a) of the Act. 

However, as per the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission, a District 

and Sessions Judge (Super Time Scale) of the Karnataka Judicial Services may also 

be appointed as Secretary.  

By Government Notification No. LAW 02 LAG 2012(P), dated:   29-01-2014 

Sri M. Mahadevaiah, District and Sessions Judge was appointed as the Secretary to 

the Commission. He held the post from 31-01-2014 to 03-03-2014 (F/N). By 

Government Notification No.DPAR 35 SFP 2014, dated: 03-02-2014, Smt. Madhu 

Sharma, IFS, has been appointed as the Secretary of the Commission.  She has 

taken charge as Secretary on 03-03-2014 F.N.  

The Secretary of the Commission looks after financial and administrative 

matters of the Commission on behalf of the Chairperson. The details of some 

important activities of the Commission during this year are as follows:  

a. Meetings of the Commission: 

 The terms of the Commission members came to an end during this year and 

a new Chairperson and Members were appointed in January. New full Commission 

became functional by mid March after the Chairperson joined.  

 The Commission took decision on 24 subjects by convening administrative 

meetings 3 times during this year on the following dates:

Commission is sitting on all working days. Meetings for policy issues are 

held only when necessary.  

b. Grants provided to the Commission:  

During the year 2017-18 the Government has allotted a grant of 

Rs.5,00,00,000/- to the Commission, out of which Rs.3,85,58,654/- have been 

utilized and Rs.1,14,41,346/- have been surrendered.  

1) Human Rights Day:- 

To create awareness about Human Rights among the people, earlier the 

Human Rights Day was being celebrated by the Commission on 10th of December 

every year in Bangalore only. From 2012 the Commission has decided to celebrate 

the Human Rights Day in a befitting manner not only at Bangalore, but throughout 

the State.  The Deputy Commissioners of all the districts of the State were directed 
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to celebrate the Human Rights day.  Rs.25,000/- was released to each district every 

year. During the year 2017-18, Rs.7.50 lakhs has been released by the Commission 

for this purpose. 

2) Annual Accounts:- 

The audit report for the year 2016-17 along with certified accounts of the 

Commission was received from the Accountant General on 21-02-2018.  

The Commission has given its approval after examining the same in the meeting 

held on 12-04-2018. The same was printed and the copies were forwarded to the 

Government on 06.06.2018 in accordance with Section 35 (4) of the Protection of 

Human Rights Act 1993  

3) C & R Rules:- 

As per the recommendations of the committee of National Human Rights 

Commission constituted by National Human Rights Commission, the desirable 

cadre strength of 130 posts has to be adopted by the SHRCs which means present 

strength of 111 needs to be enhanced. Accordingly a proposal to create 22 

additional posts in addition to the existing 111 posts was submitted to the 

Government. The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission (Cadre and 

Recruitment Rules, 2013) has provided 106 posts vide Notification No. LAW 17 

HRC 2010, dated: 07-02-2013. Except 02 posts of Legal Assistant/ Research 

Assistant, all the other posts including one post of Additional Registrar & one post 

of Record Keeper were additionally sanctioned vide Govt Order No. LAW 67 HRC 

2014, Dated: 03-06-2016 (106) and were to be filled up through deputation of 

officers/staff from Karnataka Government Secretariat/Judicial/Police and from any 

other State Civil Services. Since the sanctioned posts were not filled up by 

deputation, the Commission has continued to appoint required personnel on 

contract basis, under section 27(2) of the Human Rights Protection Act, 1993, so 

that the work of the Commission does not suffer.   

The Government has been requested to give powers to the Commission to 

appoint Group C and Group D posts (excluding Assistant and Second Division 

Assistant posts). The proposal including amendment to the C & R Rules is under 

consideration of the Government.   

The Director General and Inspector General of Police has vide his Order  

No: 62/sibbandi/3/2014-15 (O.B. 01/2017), dt: 09-1-2017 allocated 03 posts of 

Armed Head Constables to the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission. 

Against these allotted posts the Police department has deputed 03 Armed Head 

Constables.  However, these posts are still not included in the Cadre Strength of 

the C & R Rules of the Commission. Hence the Commission has submitted a 

proposal to the Government to create 03 posts of Armed Head Constables and 

include them in the Cadre Strength of the C & R Rules of the Commission. 

Accordingly Government has sanctioned 03 posts of Armed Head Constables vide 

Government Order No: LAW 11 HRC 2017, dt: 18-12-2017. The proposal of 

including these 03 posts to the Cadre strength of the Commission is under 

consideration of the Government. 
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4) Working Strength:- 

Out of 111 posts sanctioned to the Commission, at present 24 personnel are 

working on deputation and 61 officers/employees are working on contract basis. At 

present 26 posts are vacant. 

5) Other Proposals pending with the Government:- 

a) Creation of 03 Police Zonal Offices of the Commission at Gulbarga 
(H.K.D.B.), Mangalore and Belagavi to strengthen the Investigation Wing.  

b) For establishment of Research Wing and full fledged Library, sufficient 
accommodation is required.  Accordingly Commission has requested the 

Government to allot entire 5th phase space of the M.S. Building for 

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission. The reply of the Govt. is 

awaited.  
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II. LAW WING 

 

Registrar: 

The Registrar is the head of the Law Wing.  The Law wing is an important 

branch of the Commission, wherein complaints are registered and processed as per 

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission (Procedure) Regulations 2007 and as 

decided by the Chairperson and Members of the Commission who hear the cases 

and conduct the proceedings.  

a. As on 01-04-2017, 8251 complaints were pending. During the year 2017-18, 
6561 complaints were registered, out of which 650 were suo-motu cases and 

5911 were general cases. Out of them the Commission has disposed of  

8870 cases, which include the pending cases.  Total 5,942 complaints were 

pending by the end of 31-03-2018.  The statistics of the complaints received, 

disposed off and pending during the period under report are furnished  

in Annexure-I to V.   

b. The State Human Rights Commission has continued the procedure of 
registering suo-motu cases on the basis of reports in electronic and print 

media about violation of Human Rights. The Commission is also taking 

cognizance of important and sensitive incidents of public interest even if no 

one files any complaint. The subject matter of some important cases 

registered suo-motu during the year under report is as follows: 

a) Infrastructure and other facilities available in the Prisons of the State.  

b) Deficiency of Medical and Para Medical staff in Government hospitals.  

c) Child trafficking- Child Labour - Child Marriages etc. 

d) Bonded Labour. 

e) Sexual Harassment in Companies and Government Departments.  

f) Rape of minors. 

g) Sex Workers. 

h) Basic and civic amenities including supply of potable water.  

i) Supply of contaminated water to the residents of some of the areas.  

 

c. In some cases, recommendations are made to the concerned authorities to 
take suitable action / pay compensation etc. Directions are also issued to 

submit compliance / action taken report within a specified period of one to 

three months.  The details of such cases are furnished vide Annexure-VI.   
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III. INVESTIGATION WING  

 

Inspector General of Police: 

As per Section 27 (1) (b) of the Act, an IPS officer, not below the rank of 

Inspector General of Police (IGP) is deputed by the Government to the Commission.  

He is the head of the Investigation Wing.  This wing has other police officers and 

personnel for performing the function regarding conducting investigation of 

complaints.  

1. Sri. Alok Kumar, I.P.S. has worked in the post of Inspector General of Police 

upto 08-3-2017 in Karnataka State Human Rights Commission. As per 

Government Notification No: DPAR 119 SPS 2016, dt: 21-2-2017 Sri. 

Soumendu Mukharji, I.P.S., I.G.P. and Additional Director General of Fire 

Force, Bangalore is placed in-charge of  Inspector General of Police, Karnataka 

State Human Rights Commission and he took charge on 09-3-2017. As per 

Government Notification No. DPAR 52 SPS 2018 Dt: 09.03.2018, he has been 

transferred to Southern Range, Mysore as I.G.P.  

2. The Investigation wing works as per the directions of the Hon’ble Commission. 

This wing conducts investigation of violation of Human Rights in cases 

referred to it and submits report to the Commission for information and 

consideration before deciding cases. The investigation/enquiry wing also 

conducts investigation in any other matter assigned by the Commission. 

a. The details of the number of cases referred by the Commission  to the 
Investigation wing, reports submitted and cases pending during the year

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EPILOGUE 

  

The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, despite being a statutory 

body does not have a separate building of its own. The Government has provided 

9,684 sq. ft. of space in 5th stage of the M.S. building. Other Government offices are 

also housed in the same tower. The Commission has been requesting the 

Government for allotting the entire 5th stage of M.S. building, by shifting other 

offices located therein. If this is not possible the Government may allot a plot to the 

Commission in and around Vidhana Soudha, so that the Commission can have 

permanent building of its own. However, a favourable response of the Government 

is still awaited. 

When the Commission orders for investigation by considering the seriousness 

of the complaints received from different districts, the IGP of the Investigation Wing 

has to leave the Headquarters to visit other Districts for conducting investigation, 

along with his staff. This requires a lot of time for each matter. Since it is not 

possible to do so with the existing officers/staff, the reports are being sought from 

the respective District police officers. Naturally there is every possibility that the 

reports given by the senior officers, about the personnel working under them may 

be biased. Therefore, the Commission has opined that it would be better, if the 

Investigation is done by the police officers of the Commission. For this purpose, a 

proposal was submitted to the Government to create 03 Police Range offices in the 

State.  To begin with, a total number of 105 posts (35 posts for each Range 

including assisting staff, headed by a Superintendent of police) are needed.  

The proposal to create new posts has been repeatedly taken up by the 

Commission with the Government. In this regard several meetings have been held 

with the Chief Secretary. But the Government has still not accepted the proposal 

for creation of new posts in the Commission.  However the Commission reiterates 

its demand for creation of additional posts.  

Regarding other staff, in accordance with the recommendations made by the 

Committee of Chairpersons of State Human Rights Commission, constituted by the 

National Human Rights Commission, a proposal has been submitted to the 

Government for sanction of 22 additional posts in different categories, A proposal 

for permitting the Commission to recruit ‘C & D’ group employees (C group through 

the KPSC) on the lines of Lokayukta, since it is difficult to get people on 

deputation, is also pending with the Government. 

Violations of Human Rights are related to many issues and have a direct 

bearing on the quality of life. The Commission has not only examined the cases of 

violation of human rights, filed by complainants, but has also taken up suo-motu 

cases reported in print and electronic media, about the incidents which have come 

to the notice of the Commission. 
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There is a growing concern on the issue of human rights violations. In the 

present social realities and emerging trends of crime and violence, especially 

against women and children, there is an urgent need to think about effective and 

fruitful measures to deal with the situation. The Commission acts as a deterrent 

against violation of human rights or its abetment or negligence in prevention of 

such violation by the Public servants in general and police personnel in particular.  

The victims whose human rights are violated can still look up to the Commission, 

for redressal. 

The Commission would like to spread the message of Human Rights through 

the length and breadth of Karnataka, ultimately reaching all people, especially at 

the village level, where even educated persons are not aware of what are their 

Rights, what is meant by violations, what kind of redressal they can hope to get 

and who would give it to them.  To achieve this objective the Commission is giving 

financial assistance to Non-Governmental Organisations for conducting Human 

Rights awareness workshops.   

The Commission expects that the State Government would strengthen the 

Commission and facilitate it to work more effectively by taking adequate measures 

after examining the aforesaid issues.

IMPORTANT CASES IN WHICH ORDERS WERE PASSED DURING 

2017-18 

1. H.R.C.Nos.1022/SM-70 to 1035/SM-83/2012 (SB-I) with 286/2012 (SB-II) 

and 944/SM-53/2014 (SB-II) D.D. 16-11-2017 

All these cases relate to the untimely and unfortunate death of Kum.Nalina 

Reddy, an employee of Bombay Rayon’s Fashion Limited, Yeshwanthapura 

Industrial Estate, Bangalore. It is alleged that the D.G.P and the D.G., Karnataka 

State Fire and Emergency Services, Bangalore, had organized a mock drill. On 

behalf of the employer Kum.Nalina Reddy, was employed to demonstrate to the 

general public as to the ways of escaping from accidental fire mishaps. In the 

process, the rope which was to bring Kum.Nalina Reddy, down, from a height, 

snapped, resulting in her falling down to death. The news of the mishap appeared 

in print media, viz. The Hindu, The Indian Express and DNA, the English Dailies 

and Prajavani, Udayavani, Kannada Prabha and Vijaya Karnataka, on 25th, 26th and 

27th February, 2012. The Commission took cognizance of these newspaper clippings 

and registered the complaint, suo moto, with H.R.C.Nos.1022/SM-70 to 1035/SM-

83/2012. The complaint in HRC No.1286/2012, came to be registered on the basis 

of the written complaint dated 29-02-2012 by Shri Siddalinge Gowda on the same 

issue, as that of in cases in H.R.C.Nos.1022/SM-70 to 1035/SM-83/2012.The 

complaint, in HRC No.944/SM-53/2014, is again a suo moto case, based on the 

news clipping from Deccan Herald, the English Daily, dated 24-02-2014. The I.G.P., 

of the Commission, filed report observing that for the negligence of Sri.Mariyanna 

and 6 others, they were kept under suspension and departmental enquiry was 

initiated. Government of Karnataka has approved payment of Rs.5 lakhs to the 

family of Ms.Nalina Reddy as interim compensation and account payee cheque dt. 

22-04-2014 in the name of Shri Ramakrishna Reddy, the father of the deceased was 

issued and he has acknowledged its receipt. There is no material on file to show 

that the employer of the deceased has paid Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only)  to 

her family and there is also no evidence to show that the compensation of 

Rs.1,00,000/- (Rs.One Lakh only), declared by the Hon’ble Chief Minister, has been 

paid to the family of the deceased. Home Department has not submitted any report 

about their objection to pay the compensation of Rs.10 lakhs. Therefore, the 

Principal Secretary to the Government, Home Department, Government of 

Karnataka, was directed to submit a detailed report to the Commission and the 

action taken by the government, on the following aspects. 

  a.  Payment of balance of Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only), to the family of 

the deceased. 

  b.  Payment of compensation of Rs.1,00,000/- (Rs.One Lakh only), declared 

by the Chief Minister. 
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 c. Payment of Rs.5,00,000/- (Rs.Five Lakhs only), by the employer of the 

deceased, to her family, as referred to in DO No.OE 57 KFS 2012, dated 

20-06-2012. 

d. Action taken by the government, against the officers/officers, responsible 

for the death of Ms.Nalina Reddy. 

 The government shall submit its report, within one month, from the date of 

receipt of this order and complaints are closed. 

2. H.R.C. 3582/2010 (B-1) D.D.18.11.2017 

 Sri A. Babu has lodged a complaint on 14.05.2010. In this complaint he 

stated that, Sri Vishwanath and Sri Gopi, Police Personnel of Marikuppam Station 

has taken him into the PoliceStation by saying that, S.I. is calling and in the 

station, A.S.I has shouted at him, scolded and beaten him with lathi and they have 

also detained his son-in-law who had come here and searched him, thereafter they 

released on the request of Panchayat Chairman and as he has taken treatment, his 

sons Sri Suresh and Sri Sampath Kumar have been called to the station and given 

mental torture by the Police. Copy of the complaint has been sent to the I.G.P of the 

Commission for report who in turn has submitted a report to the Commission. 

Copy of the report has been sent to the complainant for his opinion and he has 

given his opinion. A copy of the report has been enclosed with the notice and the 

said notice has been served on P.S.I Sri N. Arasappa and the other Police Personnel 

seeking written explanation and in reply to this notice, they have submitted their 

written statement.  

 On examining the complaint petition, report, opinion and statement of the 

Police Officers, it became known from the written statement given by the Police 

Officer that, no physical torture of anykind was given to the applicant. Sri Babu 

has not been scolded in filthy language and while taking the applicant to the Police 

Station,a fair (Jathre) was going on, so in a hurry written notice was not served on 

his family members.Hence, direction has been given to the Superintendent of 

Police, Kolar district to give proper warning to Sri Arasappa, P.S.I., Sri C. 

Vishwanath H.C-76, Sri M.N. Gopinath, P.C.18, Markuppam Police Station to 

strictly follow the guidelines issued by the Supreme Court in the case of D.K. BASU 

Vs STATE OF WEST BENGAL AIR 1997 SC 610 at the time of arresting the accused 

and conducting investigation of the case so as to not give any room for such 

complaints in future and the case has been closed.  

3. H.R.C. 1933/2012 (B-1) D.D. 22.08.2017 

 Sri J. Motilal has lodged a complaint on 31.3.2012 and in his complaint he 

stated that, on 30.03.2012 at around 7.00 in the evening, the Police Personnel of 

Yashvanthpur Police Station came to his house along with strangers and took his 

son to Police Station alleging that he purchased the stolen gold ornaments and kept 

him under illegal detention and that they threatened him that, if did not return the 

100gm gold, a false case will be filed against him. A copy of the complaint has been 

sent to the Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights 

Commission, Bengaluru with orders to furnish a report in this regard. Accordingly, 
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he has submitted a report. The notice along with a copy of the report has been 

served on Sri M.L. Purushottam, Police Inspector seeking his explanation. But he 

did not furnish any explanation. On examining the complaint petition and enquiry 

report, it was found that no records have been made as per law regarding the son 

of the complainant being arrested and kept under illegal detention on 30.03.2012, 

at 7.00 in the evening. Even though Suresh Kumar was taken to the Police Station 

around 16-15 hours before the visit of officers of the Commission to the Police 

Station on 31.03.2012, after visit of the officers of the Commission, the 

Yashawanthpur Police had concocted records as Suresh Kumar was arrested on 

31.3.2012 in connection with case No.115/2012 under section 380 of I.P.C. of 

Yashavantpura Police Station and after enquiry was  released on 01.04.2012 at 

2.10 P.M. in violation of the judgement of the Hon'ble  Supreme Court passed in 

connection with the case of D.K. Basu V/s State of W.B., (1997) 1  SCC 416/AIR 

1997 SC 610 without following the rules to be followed at the time of arrest and 

thereby they have violated the human rights of Suresh Kumar and committed 

offence. Hence, the Director General and Inspector General of Police of the State, 

Bengaluru has been ordered to conduct departmental enquiry and take disciplinary 

action against M.L. Purushottam, Police Inspector. Besides, the Additional Chief 

Secretary to Government, Home Department, Vidhana Soudha, Bengaluru has also 

been ordered to pay Rs.10,000/- (Ten thousand Rupees) as compensation to the 

son of complainant Suresh Kumar. It has also been ordered that, after completion 

of the departmental enquiry, said amount given as compensation shall  be 

recovered from the respondents and remitted to the Government account. The case 

has been closed by giving order to the Director General and Inspector General of 

Police of the State, Bengaluru and the Additional Chief Secretary to Government, 

Home Department, Vidhana Soudha, Bengaluru to implement the aforesaid order 

within 6 weeks and submit a compliance report to the commission. 

4. H.R.C.62/2007 (B-1) D.D. 05.08.2017 

 Sri Basavaraj Sevappa Baji and other public have lodged a complaint on 

05.09.2007 and in their complaint, have stated that, on 09.08.2007 at 11.30 in the 

morning, the Police Personnel abused and beat the complainant Sri Basavaraj 

Sevappa Baji while selling fruits in the shop of Transportation Corporation located 

opposite to Bailahongal Bus stand and also committed atrocity on him by throwing 

the fruits in his shop on the road. They requested that action be taken against the 

Police Personnel. A copy of the complainant has been sent to the Inspector General 

of Police, North Zone, Belgaum, seeking report in this regard. The Ispector General 

of Police after conducting enquiry has submitted a report. But, since, the enquiry 

conducted by the I.G.P, North Zone, Belgaum was found to be incorrect, it has been 

ordered that Inspector General of Police, State Human Rights Commission to 

conduct enquiry and submit a report. Even though a copy of the report was sent to 

the complainant and his opinion was sought about the report, he did not submit 

the same. Though a copy of the report was sent to S.M. Oliakar, Circle Inspector of 

Bailhongal and others, they did not furnish their objections. According to the 

complaint petition, report of Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State Human 
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Rights Commission, wound certificate of the complainant and statements given 

before the Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, 

it appears that, on 09.08.2007 at 11.30  in the morning Sri Oliakar, C.P.I. Sri 

SrikanthS. Totagi, P.S.I and other 10 police personnel came to fruit vending cart of 

the complainant and directed him to take away his cart and suddenly beat him up 

with latti and assaulted on him and injured his right hand. It is evident from the 

report of Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, 

Bengaluru that, Sri Oliakar, Circle Inspector, Sri Srikantha S. Totagi, Sub 

Inspector and Policemen Sri Goravannakolla and Sri Karigar have beaten and 

assaulted the complainant Sri Basavaraj Sevappa Baji, for the reason that he was 

selling fruits on the footpath and injured his right hand, which is in violation of law 

and violation of his human rights.Hence, it has been ordered the Director General 

and Inspector General of Police of the State to conduct departmental enquiry and 

take disciplinary action as per law against Sri Olaikar, Circle Inspector of 

Bailahongala, Sri Srikanth S. Totagi, Sub-Inspector and Policemen Sri 

Goravannakalla and Sri Karigar, and submit a compliance report within 8 weeks 

and the case has been closed.  

5. H.R.C. 8776/S.M-1824/2010 to 8778/S.M-1826/2010 (B-1) C/w 

8807/2010, 15/S.M-3/2011 to 25/S.M-13/2011 and 1537/T.C-9/2011 D.D. 

05.08.2017 

 In the light of the articles published in the dailies such as Kannada Prabha, 

Indian Express and Bengaluru Mirror etc., on 27.12.2010 in the caption "Cops beat 

a woman who has been called for enquiry”, “women says harassed her”, and 

“cops man handle women teacher at Police Station” and on the complaint 

lodged by Sri Haris, Sri Rajendra stated that the Ramamurthy Nagar Police had 

arrested Smt. Salina and kept her under illegal detention and committed physical 

and mental torture. Cases were registered and the Inspector General of Police, 

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission had been ordered to conduct enquiry 

and submit report in this regard. The Commission had also ordered the Police 

Commissioner, Bengaluru City to take suitable disciplinary action on the said 

officers as soon as possible and submit a report on action taken. The Inspector 

General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, Bengaluru and the 

Police Commissioner, Bengaluru City have conducted enquiry on the referred 

subject and submitted a report to the Commission on the action taken. Though a 

copy of the report submitted by the Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State 

Human Rights Commission has been sent to Sri C.W. Poovaiah, Police Inspector, 

Ramamurthy Nagar Police Station, he has not given any statement. On examining 

the articles published in the papers, complaints and report, it is proved by the 

report that, Sri C.W. Poorvaiah has committed dereliction of duty without following 

the procedure under the Indian Penal Code and the guidelines laid down in the 

judgement of Supreme Court.Hence, it has been ordered to the Director General 

and Inspector General of Police, Nrupatunga road, Bengaluru to give warning to Sri 

C.W. Poovaiah, Police Inspector, Ramamurthy Nagar Police Station not to repeat 

such incidents and submit a compliance report in this regard within one month 

and the cases have been closed.  
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6. H.R.C. 6336/10/31/2016(B-2) D.D.02.03.2018 

 Based on the news published in the issue dated 04.11.2016 of Prajavani 

Kannada daily under the caption "Dorekere lake fills with sewage water" that the 

Dorekere lake of Uttarahalli is filled with sewage water and has reached a pitiable 

State due to lack of maintenance,the commission had registered a suomoto case 

and ordered the Principal Chief Engineer, Bengaluru Water Supply and Sewerage 

Board, Cauvery Bhavan, K.G. Road, Bengaluru and the Deputy Conservator of 

Forest-2, Lakes Division, BBMP, 3rd Floor, Annex Building-03, N.R. Square, 

Bengaluru-2 to submit a report in respect of the case, accordingly, they have 

submitted the reports. After examining the reports and supplementary documents 

submitted by the Principal Chief Engineer, Bengaluru Water Supply and Sewerage 

Board, Cauvery Bhavan, K.G. Road, Bengaluru and the Deputy Conservator of 

Forest-2, Lakes Division, BBMP, 3rd Floor, Annex Building-03, N.R. Square, 

Bengaluru-2, the Commission has ordered the Principal Chief Engineer, Bengaluru 

Water Supply and Sewerage Board, Bengaluru to submit a report within 3 months 

by taking suitable action to prevent leakage of drainage water flowing from storm 

water drain into  inflow water of Dorekere and  then accepted the report and the 

case has been closed. 

7. H.R.C. 6230/10/14/2015/(B-2) D.D. 20.03.2018 

 On 06.11.2015, Sri Padmanabh, Lakshmi Jeweller, Maddur city, Mandya 

District has lodged a complaint and in his complaint, he complained that on 

4.11.2015 at 3.00 P.M. Police Personnel of H.S.R. Layout Police Station have 

arrested Sri H.E. Umesh Kumar and his friend Sri Shreyas and taken them from 

Maddur with handcuffs and assaulted and illegally detained and kept them under 

lockup and then produced them before the Court without giving information and 

thereby violated the human rights. The commission has ordered the Inspector 

General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, Bengaluru to 

conduct enquiry on the referred matter and to submit a report, to the Commission 

about action taken. Accordingly, he has submitted the report. On the report, 

opinions of the complainant and the accused have been sought and inturn the 

complainant and Police Inspector, Sub-Inspector have submitted their opinions. 

The Commission, after examining the complaint, report and opinions has viewed 

that according to the report furnished by the Inspector General of Police, Karnataka 

State Human Rights Commission, Bengaluru, it appears that, Sri H.E. Umesh 

Kumar and Sri Shreyas have been arrested in case No.824/2015 under section 380 

of the Indian Penal Code and silver ornaments which is not related to the case have 

been seized from them and for that reason, false documents have been concocted in 

hurry. Hence, having ordered the Director General and Inspector General of Police, 

Nrupatunga Road, Bengaluru to initiate departmental disciplinary action against 

the Police Personnel i.e., Police Sub Inspector Sri Victor Symon, Police Sub 

Inspector Sri M. Nagraj, Assistant Sub Inspector Sri R.V. Ravi of H.S.R. Layout 

Police Station and submit a compliance report within two months in this regard 

and the Commission has closed the case. 
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8. H.R.C. 3007/2013(B-2) D.D. 08.06.2017 

 In the complaint filed by the complainant Sri Shankar Punam, 

Basaveshwara Nagar, Bengaluru -560 079 on 08.07.2013, he has stated that, P.S.I 

and other personnel of Tavarekere Police Station , Byadarahalli, Magadi road had 

abused, assaulted and threatened the complainant by keeping under illegal 

detention.With reference to the referred subject,the Commission had ordered the 

Inspector General of Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission to conduct 

enquiry and submit report to the commission in this regard and accordingly, he 

has submitted his report. In the report, he stated that, the complainant was 

illegally detained and abused and assaulted by the Tavarekere Police. The report 

was sent to the accused police personnel of the Tavarekere Police Station as well as 

the complainant and explanation of them has been obtained. On examining the 

report and explanations, it is proved that, the Tavarekere Police had abused, 

assaulted and illegally detained and threatened the complainant and thereby 

violated the Human Rights. Upon which the commission has directed the Director 

General and Inspector General of Police, Nrupatunga road, Bengaluru to initiate 

disciplinary action against P.S.I. Sri Virupaksha Swamy and Police Personnel of 

Tavarekere Police Station and submit compliance report to the Commission within 

two months in this regard and the case has been closed.  

9. H.R.C. 3808/10/11/2017 (B-2) D.D. 25.09.2017 

 The Commission suomoto registered a case, based on the news published on 

30.06.2017 in Times of India daily under the caption “Women dies after delivery 

kin cry foul” about the death of women for not giving treatment after delivery in 

Kalaburgi District Hospital. As reported in the media, it appears that, husband of 

the deceased alleged that, the casualty took place due to negligence of doctors of 

Kalaburgi District Hospital. The Director, Directorate of Health and Family Welfare 

Services, Bengaluru was ordered to constitute a committee consisting of 

obstetricians of Kalaburgi district hospital and conduct enquiry on the referred 

subject and submit a report to the Commission. Directorate of Health and Family 

Welfare Services, Anand Rao Circle, Bengaluru, has constituted an Enquiry 

Committee comprising of three medical officers and conducted enquiry on the 

referred matter and submitted report to the Commission. Dr. M.K. Patil, Deputy 

Director, State Health and Family Welfare Organisation and Nodal Officer, 

Kalaburgi, Dr. Geetha Kinagi, obstetrician and gynaecologist, General hospital, 

Sedam, Kalburgi district and Dr. Usha Doddamani, obstetrician and gynaecologist, 

Gulbarga Medical College, Kalburgi are the members of said Enquiry Committee. ‘A’ 

positive (A+ve) blood has to be given the patient who is suffering from bleeding and 

on that particular day ‘A’ positive (A+ve) blood was not available in the Blood Bank 

of Afjalpur Taluk Hospital. It was entered in the report that, a patient was admitted 

in Haemorrhage shock was in unconscious state and in order to overcome higher 

level of anaemia, one bottle of blood available in Blood Bank of District Hospital, 

Kalburgi and another one bottle of ‘A’ Positive blood brought from private blood 

bank was transfused to the patient. Before taking up patient for any of treatment, it 

is necessary to examine and maintain the required group of blood stock. It is found 
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that, since proper arrangement was not made for blood and due to non-availability 

of blood stock, Smt. Vijayalakshmi died deprived from necessary urgent treatment. 

Hence, the Commission has ordered that the Director, Directorate of Health and 

Family Welfare Services, Anandarao Circle, Bengaluru to obtain Rs.2,00,000/- from 

the Government of Karnataka and give compensation to the family of deceased 

person and also directed to submit a compliance report within 3 months to the 

Commission in this regard and by accepting the report of the Committee, the case 

has been closed. 

10.  H.R.C. 6930/10/17/2015(B-2) D.D. 28.03.2018 

 The Vijaya Karnataka Kannada daily in its issue dated: 05.12.2015 

published under the caption "Hostel student's Death sparks violence in  

Potnal”had reported on the improper and unsatisfactory state of Backward Classes 

Hostel in Potnal village of Manvi taluk of Raichur district, particularly negligence on 

the part of the hostel warden and the concerned backward classes welfare officer 

and the negligence shown by the Medical Officer, Primary Health Centre, Potnal to 

give emergency treatment. Since the report of media was self explanatory in nature, 

the Commission suomoto registered a case based on the said news. The Deputy 

Commissioner, Raichur was ordered to take action by conducting enquiry about 

the referred subject and submit a report to the Commission in this regard. It 

appears prima facie that, even though several opportunities have been given to the 

Deputy Commissioner, Raichur, he has shown negligence without submitting any 

report to the Commission after conducting enquiry and taking action in the present 

case. It has been ordered to the Deputy Commissioner, Raichur not to show any 

negligence as shown earlier and take a personal interest towards this case and pay 

a compensation to the tune of Rs.3.00 lakh from the Government to the family 

members of a student by name Veeresh inmate of Backward Classes Hostel, Potnal 

village who got electric shock and was electrocuted due to non-availability of timely 

treatment and submit compliance report to the Commission within one month. 

With these directions the case has been closed.  

11. H.R.C.3607/10/7/2015 (B-3) D.D. 31.08.2017 

 Sri Rudrappa lodged a complaint on 09.06.2015 and in his complaint he 

stated that, his sister Nagaratnamma underwent caesarean and tubectomy surgery 

by Dr. Chaitra in Chitradurga District Hospital and she died due to negligence of 

the doctor and requested to take action against her. A copy of the complaint was 

sent to the Director, Directorate of Health and Family Welfare services, Bengaluru 

and report was sought from him. Accordingly, he has submitted the report wherein 

it is stated that, it came to the notice that, after operation the patient was not kept 

under proper care. A copy of the report has been sent to the complainant and his 

opinion was obtained. 

 On examining the complaint petition, report and opinion, it is proved from 

the report that, Dr. Chaitra showed dereliction of duty by not giving proper care to 

Smt. Nagaratnamma.By giving directions to the Director, Health and Family 

Welfare Services, Bengaluru to pay a compensation to the tune of Rs.1 lakh to the 
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family of deceased person for the future of her children and also initiate 

disciplinary action against Dr. Chaitra who caused the death of a person by 

showing dereliction of duty under the Karnataka Civil Services (Classification, 

Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957 and recover the compensation amount given by 

the Government from the said doctor and remit the same to the Government if it is 

found to be proved she is guilty and submit compliance report to the Commission 

about the action taken in this regard within two months,the case has been closed. 

12. H.R.C. 2587/10/26/2015 (B-3) D.D. 30.05.2017 

 In his complaint filed on 28.04.2015,Sri Siddalinge gowda, having alleged 

that, an ambulance has been provided to Togunasi Primary Health Centre of 

Bagalkot District and First Division Assistant of the Office and Sri Ballari, President 

of District Employees Association have got altered the ambulance according to their 

whims and fancies and thereby they are using the vehicle for their own purposes by 

misusing their powers and this has resulted in the failure of administrative 

machinery on the part of the staff of Togunasi Primary Health Centre has requested 

to conduct enquiry and take suitable action against the said persons. By sending a 

copy of the complaint to the Chief Executive Officer, Zilla Panchayath, Bagalkot 

District for report, he has been ordered to conduct enquiry about the subject and 

submit a report to the Commission.Accordingly, he has submitted the report. 

Opinion of the complainant has been sought on the report and inturn he has 

submitted his opinion.  On examining the Complaint Petition, report and opinion of 

the complainant, it is proved that, a person by name Sri Ballari got altered the 

ambulance as his wish and misused the vehicle and also it is found that, Dr. D.B. 

Pattana Shetty, Medical Officer of the said hospital is also directly responsible. The 

Commission, having directed the Director, Department of Health and Family 

Welfare that already District Health and Family Welfare Officer, Bagalkot District 

might be conducted departmental enquiry and taken disciplinary action against Sri 

Ballari and Dr. D.B. Pattanashetty, Medical Officer of the said hospital. If not, 

departmental enquiry shall be conducted against them and if charges levelled 

against them are found to be proved suitable legal action  shall be taken and the 

ambulance altered by Sri Ballari as his wish and parked near his house should be 

taken into custody of the Hospital and the cost incurred to the modification of said 

ambulance to its original state shall be recovered fromSri Ballari and compliance 

report shall be submitted to the Commission within 2 months about the action 

taken, has accepted the report and closed the case. 

13. H.R.C.4781/10/25/2015 (B-3) D.D. 28.09.2017 

 Sri Dasharatha has lodged a complaint on 03.08.2015 and in his complaint 

he alleged that, since drainage water, sewage water and waste materials in the  

limits of Municipal Council are mixing with the Sircotton Canal, Guppamma Canal, 

Hosa Anagalli, Papanakere Canal and other Canals in the limits of Kollegala Town 

Municipality, water of the said canals is going to be contaminated and even though 

the matter was brought to the notice of Municipal Commissioner, City Municipal 

Council, Kollegala, he did not take any action in this regard. By sending copy of the 

complaint to the Deputy Commissioner, Chamarajnagar District, Chamarajnagar, 
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he was ordered to conduct enquiry about the subject and submit a report to the 

Commission. Accordingly, he had submitted the report. Copy of the report was sent 

to the opinion of complainant and inturn he has denied the report and submitted 

the objection. On examining the complaint petition, enquiry report and opinion of 

the complaint, it is found from the report that desilting work of Sircotton Canal is 

going on by the Irrigation department and since the desilting work has been 

stopped for last 4-5 years, the public have encroached the said place on both sides 

of the said canal. In this background, the Deputy Commissioner, Chamarajnagar 

District, Chamarajnagar has been directed that spot inspection shall be conducted 

in person about the encroachment of said canal and the complaint of the 

complainant and if the said canal is found to be encroached, encroachment shall 

be evicted immediately and suitable legal action shall be taken not to contaminate 

the canals water and compliance report shall be submitted to the commission 

within 2 months about the action taken. The case has been closed. 

14. H.R.C.1376/10/6/2015 C/w 1375/10/6/2015 (B-3) D.D.26.03.2018 

 Smt. Dilyad, Sri Rafeeq and others have lodged the complaints on 

23.03.2015 and in their complaints, they stated that Tarikere Police Inspector 1. 

Devraj, 2. L.R. Guru Murthy, C.H.C.195, 3. J. Manjunath C.P.C-491, 4. Y. Girish 

C.P.C. 617 and others had kidnapped minor children Shahid, Naushad and others 

residing in their street and taken them to the police station by  Jeep and alleged 

that they had stolen and sold the gold ornaments and kept them under illegal 

detention and abused them with filthy words, besides they had taken the woman 

complainant Smt. Dilyad Unneesa to the police station after the sunset (night) 

without taking any women police staff with them at night 7.00 P.M. on 08.03.2015, 

even though no case was lodged against her in Tarikere Police Station and defamed 

her by levelling an allegation of physical relationship against her. A copy of the 

complaint petition has been sent to the Inspector General of Police, Karnataka 

State Human Rights Commission seeking report and in turn the said officer has 

conducted an enquiry and submitted report to the Commission. In his report, he 

has stated that the police personnel of Tarikere Police Station i.e., 1) Devraj, Police 

Inspector and others had illegally kept the minor children under their custody from 

05.03.2015 to 14.03.2015 and they had also taken Smt. Dilyad Unneesa with them 

to the Police Station on 08.03.2015 at 7.00 P.M. It is found to be in violation of the 

order of the Hon’ble Supreme Court and Sec.160 (1) of the C.R.P.C. A copy of the 

report has been sent to the delinquent police personnel seeking their opinion and 

in turn they have submitted their opinion. On examining the complaint petition, 

report and the statements,it is established from the report of Inspector General of 

Police, Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, Bengaluru that the Police 

personnel had kept the minor children Shayid Afridi, Naushad and Mohammad 

Rafeeq under illegal detention from 05.03.2015 to 14.03.2015 and also taken Smt. 

Dilyad Unneesa illegally to the police stationon 08.03.2015at night 7 P.M. and 

thereby violated C.R.P.C. Sec.160(1) and the Judgement of the Hon’ble Supreme 

Court in connection with the case of  D.K. Basu V/s State of W.B., (1997) 1 SCC 

416:AIR 1997 SC 610 and committed crime. Hence, the Director General and 
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Inspector General of Police, Bengaluru has been directed to conduct a 

departmental enquiry against the police personnel of Tarikere Police Station i.e., (1) 

Devraju, Police Inspector, (2) L.R. Gurumurthy, C.H.C-195, (3) Manjunath C.P.C-

491 and (4) Girish C.P.C-617 (at present C.H.C-290), and make a recommendation 

in order to take disciplinary action as per law and submit compliance report 

regarding action taken in this case within 6 weeks and the above cases have been 

closed.  

15. H.R.C.3681/2014 (B-3) D.D.05.03.2018 

 Kum. Saraswathi had lodged a complaint against 5 Policemen of Yalahanka 

Police Station on 11.08.2014 and in her complaint,she alleged that the policemen 

have rushed into her house and taken her and her would-be Satish to Police 

Station by Innova Car forcibly without taking any woman police staff with them 

and illegally detained them in the police station and they have beaten up Satish 

and tortured him physically and when he became unconscious, they took him and 

admitted him to the hospital and then they took back her again to the police 

station and on next day at 6.00 A.M. in themorning they took her to the hospital 

again and discharged Satish from the Hospital and taken him to another place and 

they released her on 08.08.2014 at 12.00 P.M. in the afternoon by giving warning 

to her not to tell any body about this issue. Besides, they kept Satish in their 

custody at the station itself.  

 A copy of this complaint petition was sent to the Inspector General of Police, 

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, Bengaluru seeking report from him. 

Accordingly, he submitted his report to the commission. As per the said report, 

Kum Saraswathi and Sri Satish were illegally detained by the police. Copy of the 

report was sent to A. Rajeev, Police Inspector seeking his objection and in turn he 

submitted his objection in denial of the allegations levelled against him. While 

examining the complaint petition, enquiry report, objection of Sri Rajeev and other 

documents, it is found that the Police Inspector A. Rajeev, Yalahanka Police Station 

has taken the complaint petitioner Kum Saraswathi and her would-be Satish from 

the house of complainant to Yalahanka Police Station on 06.08.2014 without 

serving any notice and illegally kept both of them under their custody till 

08.08.2014 and they released the complaint petitioner on 08.08.2014 in the 

afternoon and then produced the would-be of the complaint petitioner before the 

Hon’ble Court on 09.10.2014. It is not found that the complainant was an accused 

person in any case. Even though the police have wanted the would-be of 

complainant in several cases, he should be arrested and produced before the 

Hon’ble Judge at an appropriate time as per law, but the Police Inspector has no 

power under the law to investigate him by keeping him under illegal detention. 

Besides, since it is found to be proved that the Police Inspector, had violated the 

human rights of the complainant and her would-be while arresting them without 

complying with the guidelines laid down by the Hon'ble  Supreme Court in its 

Judgement passed in connection with the case of  D.K. Basu V/s State of West 

Bengal AIR 1997 SC 610, the Inspector General of Police and Director General of 

Police, Bengaluru have been ordered to take a disciplinary action against Police 

Inspector A. Rajeev and submit a compliance report to the commission regarding 

the action taken against him within 3 months.   
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Annexure-VII 

Note on important cases which report has been submitted to the Commission 

by the Investigation Wing of Commission from 01.04.2017 to 31.03.2018:  

1. H.R.C.No.1349/10/18/2017 (H.R.C/IGP/46/2017) 

 The petitioner Sri Mohan D. S/o Late Doddaiah, Manjunatha Nilaya, 

Kurubara Beedi, Jannapura, New town, Bhadravathi, having complained that Sai 

Rehabilitation Centre, M.S. Palya, Bengaluru and Saloman Rehabilitation Society, 

Kanakapura have been torturing the complainant mentally and physically without 

giving any type of treatment and food to the complainant and they harassed the 

petitioner only with an intention to earn illegal money, has filed  a complaint 

petition before the commission to take suitable legal action against the above 

organizations. 

 As per order of the commission, when the D.S.P. of Investigation Wing Sri 

K.E. Keshava and his Staff together with the complainant Sri Mohan and the Sub-

Inspector of Kanakapura Police Station had visited and inspected the A.C.C. shed 

in the land belonging to a person called Chandra in the forest area of 

Dyapegowdanadoddi, Kanakapura on 13.04.2017, some beds and other items were 

found in the shed but no rehabilitation centre was found at that site during the 

visit. Sri Mohan informed that the said center is run by Antony in the name of 

Saloman Rehabilitation at the same shed itself. The P.S.I of Kanakapura Police 

Station had taken a written complaint from the complainant Sri Mohan regarding 

harassment committed on him by the Soloman rehabilitation centre and carried 

out investigation by registering a case No.40/2017 under section 344-323-324-504 

r/w 34 of Indian Penal Code in Kanakapura Police Station on 14.04.2017 against 1) 

Chandra, 2) Antony, 3) Isak and 4) Kishore of Saloman Rehabilitation Centre.  

 From all the above statements and documents collected during the course of 

enquiry, it is found that (1) Sri Pradeep Dube (2) Muzeeb and (3) David of Sri Sai 

Trust in M.S. Palya had tortured the complainant Sri Mohan physically and 

mentally while he was getting treatment at the said centre in M.S. Palya and also 

found that Sri Sai Trust is run by its owner Sri Pradeep Dube in violation of the 

orders of the Hon’ble Court and the Hon'ble Deputy Commissioner and also it is 

found from the statement of the complainant obtained during the course of 

investigation that Pradeep Dube had admitted Mohan to Saloman Rehabilitation 

Centre, Dyapegowdana Doddi,  Kanakapura which was acquainted without getting 

permission from his family members on 05.10.2016 and authorities of this centre 

had also tortured him physically and it is found that the said Saloman 

Rehabilitation Centre is not in existence at present. A report containing all the 

above facts has been submitted to the Commission. 

2. H.R.C.No.6455/10/31/2016 (H.R.C/IGP/173/2017) 

 The petitioner Sri Rathnakar, Advocate, No.70, 3rd main, Shakambarinagar, 

J.P. Nagar Post, Banashankari, Bengaluru has filed a complaint petition before the 

State Human Rights Commission and in this complaint petition, he complained 

that his friend Sri Ravindra Gowda, advocate has been admitted to life care centre, 
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Psychiatric Hospital, Alcohol Drug Abuse, Mental Ill Treatment and Addiction 

Centre' at Ramabhadrapura village in order to get rid of alcohol addiction, but the 

authorities of the said centre are behaving indecently without providing any 

treatment, food and medicine to the addicts in the said centre and without giving 

permission to communicate with the patients and they are harassing the addicts 

without obtaining any licence from the Government. Hence, he had requested the 

Human Rights Commission to take action against the said centre and get his friend 

Ravindra Gowda discharged from the said centre.  

 As per order of the Commission, the D.S.P, Sri K.E. Keshava and Staff 

together with the complainant Sri Rathnakar and Vemagal Police Station P.S.I 

Lakshminarayan visited the Life Care Centre situated in Ramachandrapura village 

on 18.11.2017. At that time, it was found that Sri Ravindra Gowda who was 

mentioned by the complainant in his complaint is there with other alcohol addict 

persons. In this context, when enquired the addict Sri Ravindra Gowda, said that 

he has a habit of consuming alcohol and even though his family told him to get rid 

of it, he did not get rid of the same. Similarly, he informed in his statement that on 

25.09.2017 at night he came to house by consuming alcohol and his father had 

admitted him to this centre on the same day night even though he didn’t like to 

stay there and he requested to please discharge him from this centre. It is found 

that out of 40 addicts who were getting treatment for various addictions in the said 

centre, 21 addicts were enquired about the lodging, boarding and treatment 

facilities provided to them;at that time, they told that the meal, breakfast being 

provided by this centre is good but the bathrooms and toilet facility is not good. It 

is found from their Statements that treatment is being giving to the addicts by (1) 

Dr. Sudheer Hebbar (giving treatment to the addicts and giving advice once a week) 

(2) Dr. Anand (giving necessary treatment after carrying out General Check-up of 

the addicts once a week) and (3) Kum: Latha Priya (conducting Counselling and 

awareness classes for addicts) in the said centre and it is also found from the 

licence registration certificate that Sri Bhojanath and his family members have 

obtained a licence from the Deputy Commissioner and district Magistrate of Kolar 

district to run a Life Care Centre and the validity period of this licence is from 

27.12.2014 to 26.12.2019. It is found from the First Information Report that 

Ravindra Gowda’s friend Sri Rathnakar had taken him from the Life Care Centre 

and Sri Ravindra Gowda went to local Vemagal Police Station on the same day and 

filed a complaint against the Director of this Centre Chandrashekar and Secretary 

Bhojanna (Bhojanath) and others, upon which a case was registered in crime 

No.257/2017 under Section 504-344-324-323 of IPC in the station against the 

accused persons. During the course of enquiry it is found that  40 alcohol addicts 

are getting treatment in the life care centre and as per the Mental Health Act, (1) an 

arrangement should be made so as to ensure one cot/bed for each addict, but only 

37 cots/beds are provided, (2) there should be a gap of 03 feet between each bed 

but the beds are arranged beside one another (3) the bedsheets spread on the beds 

are not hygienic (4) there is no separate bathroom facility for addicts. With all the 

above opinion, this report has been submitted to the Commission along with 

statements obtained and records collected during the enquiry. 
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3. H.R.C. Case No.1605/10/31/2017 (H.R.C/IGP/51/2017) 

Complainant: Sri Aadil Pasha S/o Humayun – V/s – Owner of A.M. Suits Service 

Apartments, Frazer town. 

Summary of the complaint:- The owner of A.M. Suits Service Apartments has 

kept the complainant's wife and children illegally under his custody. He has stated 

in his complaint to take action in this regard.  

Enquiry Report: D.S.P. Sri K.E. Keshava has undertaken the enquiry.As 

mentioned in the said case, it is found to be true from the spot inspection 

conducted while visiting the place of occurrence of incident and Statement of Smt 

Afsana Nigar that the owner and manager of A.M. Service Apartments have illegally 

imposed restriction upon Adil Pasha’s Wife Smt. Apsana Nigar and her 2 small 

children till 27.03.2017 not to allow them from going outside the apartment 

because Sri Aadil Pasha did not pay the rent money. Sri Adil Pasha went for 

arranging money, 15 days back from 27.03.2017, but he has not yet returned. On 

the same day Smt. Afsana Nigaar talked to her husband Aadil Pasha over the 

phone before the officers of the Commission and complainant in this regard. At that 

time, her husband Adil Pasha intimated that if the officers of the commission have 

got you released from illegal detention, you could stay at Rafeeq uncle’s house. 

Accordingly, Smt. Afsana Nigaar and her 2 small children who were kept under 

illegal constraint have been protected from the A M Service Apartment and sent 

with the complainant. Upon the complaint of Smt. Afsana Nigaar, the 

Pulikeshinagar Policemen have registered a complaint in Crime No.75/2017 under 

Section 344of I.P.C. against the owner of A.M. Service Apartment Hameed and its 

Manager Mohin who committed illegal constraint. 

4. H.R.C. Case No.745/10/04/2017 (H.R.C/I.G.P/29/2017) 

 Applicant Smt Lakshmi K.S. State Vice President (Akhila Bharata Janavadi 

Mahila Sanghatane), No.12, 18th cross, Sampangiramnagar, Bengaluru and other 

organizations have filed a complaint before the Commission and in their complaint, 

they stated that on 26.12.2006 at midnight a woman was raped by the accused 

and then she became unconscious and soon after she got consciousness on 

27.12.2006 in the early morning, she directly went to Chintaki hospital. At that 

time, Dr. Shivakumar who was on duty at the said hospital had sent her to Aurad 

hospital in an ambulance without even giving first aid to her. After getting 

admission in Aurad hospital, a Muslim female doctor had given necessary 

treatment to her. At 5-45 in theevening Aurad Police had taken her Statement. At 

2.30 Chintaki Police visited the surrounding area and taken the statements. But, 

the victim was subjected to medical examination only after 36 hours of occurrence 

of the incident i.e., on 28.12.2017 in the evening. During medical examination, Dr. 

Gayathri behaved in a rude manner. She shouted "won’t you go to bath" and she 

behaved in a negligent manner. During enquiry, though she asked for drinking 

water, the police personnel did not give water. Besides, it has also came to know 

that, during enquiry, a male circle inspector Adeppabanni behaved in a inhuman 

and uncivilized manner and shouted to remove her dress and saw her in a nude 
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state. It is prima facie found that the primary duty/responsibility of the Police 

Department in rape cases is to conduct medical examination immediately and 

ensure that nobody destroys evidence and the department itself is solely 

responsible for the delay that occurred in this case. During spot inspection of the 

place where rape took place, a Women Circle Inspector Mallamma Choube stood for 

accused and assaulted the victim woman. This shows insensible mentality and 

anti- women and anti-poor attitude of the Police Officers. In this backdrop, they 

lodged a complaint to the Commission by alleging that, district administration 

should take serious note of this case and conduct a complete investigation from the 

beginning about all the process and procedures of police and Medical Department 

from the time of occurrence of rape incident. 

Summary of the opinion report: 

 In the said case, D.S.P. Sri P.K. Muralidhar has taken up enquiry and 

submitted an opinion report to the Commission that the victim Smt. Bhagyavathi 

came to Chintaki Primary Health Center on 27.12.2016 at 3.00 A.M. in the 

midnight for treatment. At that time Dr. Shivakumar, Medical Officer of Chintaki 

Primary Health Centre informed about this matter over phone to Sri Nagareddy, 

C.P.C-1625 station writer of Chintaki Police Station instead of sending M.L.C. 

Memo in this regard to Chintaki Police Station. It is found that, the said person did 

not inform the station officer who was on duty and incharge P.S.I.  It came to be 

known that, in Chintaki Police Station, after recording the statement of Smt 

Bhagyavathi (Section 164 of C.R.P.C) in Aurad J.M.F.C. Court on 28.12.2016, that 

she was taken to Chintaki hospital and arrangement were made for sleeping on 

that night in Chintaki hospital itself. Besides, it is also found that Medical Officer of 

Chintaki Primary Health Centre gave First aid to the victim Smt. Bhagyavati and 

Administrative Medical Officer of Chintaki hospital informed the matter over phone 

to Forensic Science SpecialistDr. Gayathri Vijaykumar and referred the victim to 

Aurad hospital at 6-00 in the morning. It has been mentioned in the medical 

examination report that, on 27.12.2016 at 11.30 A.M. Dr. Gayathri Vijaykumar 

conducted the medical examination of victim Smt. Bhagyavathi. But, according to 

the statement of Miss. Kalima Bee, W.P.C-1286 and Smt. Basamma, W.P.C-1281, 

Chintaki Police Station, it appears that women doctor Dr. Gayathri Vijayakumar 

did not conduct medical examination of victim Smt. Bhagyavathi who was admitted 

for treatment in Aurad Hospital on 27.12.2016, but it might have been conducted 

only on 28.12.2016. They give vague information that in order to co-operate for 

investigation, Dr. V.G. Reddy had discharged and handed overed Smt. Bhagyavathi 

to Chintaki Police Station on 28.12.2016 at 5.00 in the evening. But it is not known 

whether the police had taken back the victim woman to Aurad hospital later on. 

But, it appears that no clear cut statement was given regarding the date on which 

Smt Bhagyavathi has been discharged from the hospital. Besides, there is no entry 

in the admission register or in case sheet about the discharge of Smt. Bhagyavathi 

from Aurad hospital on 28.12.2016. A report has been submitted with the opinion 

that, there is a delay on part of Chintaki Police while registering the said case.
