District Introduction

Kodagu is an administrative district in Karnataka, India. Before 1956 it was an
administratively separate Coorg State, at which point it was merged into an enlarged Mysore
State. It occupies an area of 4,102 square kilometres (1,584 sq mi) in the Western Ghats of
southwestern Karnataka. In 2001 its population was 548,561, 13.74% of which resided in the
district's urban centres, making it the least populous of the 30 districts in Karnataka.

The district is bordered by Dakshina Kannada district to the northwest, Kasargod district
of Kerala to the west, Hassan district to the north, Mysore district to the east, Kannur district of
Kerala to the southwest, and the Wayanad district of Kerala to the south. Agriculture is the most
important factor that upholds the economy of Kodagu and the main crops cultivated in this
region are rice and coffee. Coorg is rich in natural resources which included timber and spices.
Madikeri (English: Mercara) is the headquarters of Kodagu.

Kodagu is known for its coffee and its people. The people include indigenous (Kodavas)
and other ethnic groups (Arebashe Gowdas and Kodava subgroups). The chief languages
presently spoken in Kodagu are Kodava, Are Bhashe, Tulu and Malayalam. Kodagu is home to
the native speakers of the Kodava language.

Kodagu is located on the eastern slopes of the Western Ghats. It has a geographical area of
4,102 km2 (1,584 sq mi). The district is bordered by Dakshina Kannada district to the
northwest, Hassan district to the north, Mysore district to the east, Kasaragod district in west
and Kannur district of Kerala to the southwest, and Wayanad district of Kerala to the south. It is
a hilly district, the lowest elevation of which is 120 metres (390 ft) above sea-level. The highest
peak, Tadiandamol, rises to 1,750 metres (5,740 ft), with Pushpagiri, the second highest, at
1,715 metres (5,627 ft). The main river in Kodagu is the Kaveri (Cauvery), which originates at
Talakaveri, located on the eastern side of the Western Ghats, and with its tributaries, drains the
greater part of Kodagu.

In July and August, rainfall is intense, and there are often showers into November. Yearly
rainfall may exceed 4,000 millimetres (160 in) in some areas. In dense jungle tracts, rainfall
reaches 3,000 to 3,800 millimetres (120 to 150 in) and 1,500 to 2,500 millimetres (59 to 98 in)
in the bamboo district to the west. Kodagu has an average temperature of 15 °C (59 °F), ranging
from 11to 28°C (52 to 82 °F), with the highest temperatures occurring in April and May.

The Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act aims at enhancing the
livelihood security of people in rural areas by guaranteeing hundred days of wage-employment
in a financial year to a rural household whose adult members volunteer to do unskilled manual
work. This scheme was implemented by the Kodagu district from 01-04-2007 and this scheme is
Central Government scheme.

In the financial year 2018-19, the district received Rs. 1,578.91 lakhs from Central
Government and Rs. 175.43 lakhs from State Government - Total Rs. 1,754.34 lakh was released
and Rs. 1,749.99 lakhs have been spent. Total 2,560 works have been completed.

Under this scheme, 18,474 families have registered for job cards in 26 Gram Panchayats in
Madikeritalukand 18,267 job cards areissued. And a total of 18,180 savings accounts are open.

25,147 families registered for job cards in the 40 gram panchayats in Somawarpet taluk
and 24,862 job cards are issued. And a total 0f 29,296 savings accounts are open.

21,601 families registered for job cards in the 38 gram panchayats in Virajpet Taluk and
21,295job cards areissued. And a total of 20,383 savings accounts are open.

Total 5,611 works in Shelf of Project for Rs. 2,071.93 lakhs is approved. Following table
gives details about grants released, expenditure & works taken up talukwise.

In kodagu District National Health Mission (NHM) is existing for Protection and Promotion
of maternal and child health by conducting regular survey of eligible couples, antenatal cases
postnatal cases and new born cases .Registration of antenatal cases and new born cases are
providing the health services to them whenever required. In order to reduce maternal mortality
and Infant mortality department is encouraging 100% institutional deliveries and Universal
Immunization program. Family welfare services also provided to the Eligible couples by
encourraging for permanent sterilization and spacing methods through health education to
achieve population stability and small family norm.

Iron and folic acid tablet are distributed regularly to ANCs and children to preventanemia
and other nutritional disorders.

In view of preventing maternal and infant mortality regular registration of pregnant
women and regular ANC checkup services, two dose of Tetanus oxide vaccine and providing
institutional deliveries are encouraged to all expecting mothers by proper health education.

Ten vaccine preventable diseases such as child Tuberculosis, Polio, Diphtheria, Peruses,
Tetanus, Hepatitis- B, Influenza, Measles, Rubella are preventing through Universal
Immunization program fornew borntoreduce child mortality.

Department of Women & Child Development is working under Kodagu Zilla Panchayath
and ithasintroduced several Programmes for the development of Women and Children.

1.INTEGRATED CHILD DEVELOPMENT SERVICES

Having realized the utmost urgency and importance of giving highest priority to develop
human resources, the Government of India found it most essential to evolve a national
programme for the overall development of children. The result of this concern is the emergence
ofanational programme called Integrated Child Development Services Scheme in the year 1975.
The welfare of pregnant and nursing mothers and children below 6 years has acquireda prime
place in the programme.

THE MAIN OBJECTIVES OF THE SCHEME ARE TO;
1. Improve thenutritional and health status of children in the age group 0-6 years.

2. Laythefoundation for proper psychological, physical, mental and social development
ofthe child

3. Reduce the incidence of mortality, morbidity, malnutrition, death rate and school
drop-out.

4. Achieve effective co-ordination of policy and implementation amongst the various
departments to promote child development

5. Enhance the capability of the mother to look after the normal health and nutritional
needs of the child through proper nutrition and health education.

6. Organization of Pre-School activities for the Children between the age group of 3-6.

There are 846 Main Anganwadi Centres and 23 Mini Anganwadi Centres are functioning in
Kodagu District.

An amount of Rs. 56.52 Lakhs has released to bear the Salary and Admistrative
expenditure of District ICDS Cell functioning at Deputy Directors Office. OutofthatRs. 15.19 has
been spentduringthe year 2018-19.

Anamountof Rs.1545.51 Lakhs has released to fulfil the requirement of 6 different Child
development services, Child Development Project Office’s Staff salary and to bear the
Anganwadi Worker & Helper’s honorarium.  Out of that Rs. 1345.08 has been Spent during

2.SUPPLEMENTARY NUTRITION PROGRAMME:-

Supplementary Nutrition programme is provided in Anganwadi Centres to the eligible
children below 6 years of age, pregnant women and nursing mothers and Out of School
Adolescent girls in the age group of 11-14 years for 300 days in a year. This supplementary
feedingis inaddition to what they getathome with anintentiontofill the gap between whatis
required in terms of calories, proteins, vitamins, minerals, fats etc,and whatis available through
their regular intake of food at home. For children in the age group 0-6 years supplementary
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nutrition is being given at the cost of Rs. 8.00 per beneficiary per day, Rs. 21.00 for Pregnant
Women, Nursing Mothers, Anganwadi Workers and Anganwadi Helpers under
MATHRUPOORNA SCHEME, Rs. 9.50 for Out of School Adolescent Girls in the age group of 11-14
years and Rs. 12.00 for Severely Malnourished Children including transportation and fuel
charges. Thisis Taluk Panchayath Scheme. For Children in the age group of 6 months to 6 years
enrolled in Anganwadi Centres is being given weekly 5 days 150 ml Whole milk by adding 10
grams sugar under KSHEERABHAGYA SCHEME. An Amount of Rs. 1530.80 Lakhs is released
under this Scheme and Rs. 935.54 Lakhs has been spent during 2018-19. The Projectwise
achievementunder Supplementary Nutrition Programme is hereunder.

coorg district has 18 veterinary hospitals, 19 veterinary dispensaries, 1 poly clinic, 35- primary
veterinary centers, 1- regional poultry farm and 1-poultry extension center are existing.

2.Livestock development

inseminating high yielding verity of hf, Jercy, Surthy, Murrah breeds cements 3.poultry
development during the period 2018-19 in poultry rearing center Kudige 7100 Giriraja birds
reared and distributed to the farmers and also proper training regarding rearing of the birds is
given.

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Department of Sericulture

Mulberry can be considered as a unique gift of nature to mankind out of which silk, the
Royal textile is produced. Sericulture industry is an excellent tool for employment generation,
women empowermentand socio-economic up liftmen of the rural populace.

The agro-climatic condition of Kodagu District is very well suitable for sericulture activity.
Because of the soil fertility in Kodagu District, the high leaf yielding V1 variety of mulberry is
grown here ,which has led to the production of good quality bivoltine seed cocoons. Hence
Kodagu was declared as BIVOLTINE SEED AREA by the Department of Sericulture. At present
9.60 hectares of mulberry garden is established by 19 Sericulturists in Somwarpet Tq. There is
abundant scope for development of sericulture in Kodagu Dist but there are no technical staff in
the field to guide the intending sericulturists.

During 2017-18 the following schemes were implemented for the benefit of the
sericulturists in Kodagu Dist.

Officer
and Sericulture Demonstrators does the field extension work but all the posts in this
institution are vacant.

3) Technical Service centre, Somwarpet: Thisinstitutionis headed by a sericulture Extn. Officer
and Sericulture Demonstrators does the field extension work but all the posts in this
institution are vacant.

4) Technical Service centre, Kodlipet: This institution is headed by a sericulture Extn. Officer
and Sericulture Demonstrators does the field extension work but all the posts in this
institution are vacant.

II State Sector Institutions:

1) Govt. p3 Silk Farm, Kudige, Somwarpet Tq.: CSR2 pure race bivoltine disease free layings are
brushed and good quality cocoons are produced under hygienic condition adopting
improved technology and will be supplied to Govt. Grainages, where disease free silk worm
eggs are produced.

2). Govt Grainage, Kudige, Somwarpet: In this institution disease free silkworm layings are
produced and sold to the sericulturists who intend to rear silkworm.

3) Govt. Bivoltine cocoon Market, Kushalnagar: The cocoons produced by the sericulturists has
to be purchased in this market and in turn will be sold to the reelers or seed preparers. The
Proceeds of the transactions are remitted to the govt. But at present this institution is not
functioning since all the posts are vacant.

However all the institutions and schemes are implemented under the guidelines of the head
ofthe Department.
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Social Forestry Division

Introduction/Preamble: -

Social Forestry division is under the Zillapanchayath administration and gets the financial
allocation from Zillapanchayath for forestry development works. But administration control in
principles is under Principle chief conservator of Forest (Forest force). To increase forest cover
by extending forestry activity in agricultural land led to creation of social forestry wing by than
Government order No. AHFE:461FEG81 dated 13-02-1987. Funds to the social forestry division
are allocated district sector link document through Zillapanchayath. Social forestry division in
Kodagu district has three Ranges having three Range Forest Officers and one Assistant
Conservator of Forest, division headed by Deputy Conservator of Forest. The main activity of
division is to raise forestry seedlings for farmers to raise Agro forestry. In addition to this
plantation are raised in Govtland, Institution land, roadside and non-forestry land in the district.
Coffee plantation is the main horticultural crop. It requires trees to provide partialshade,
silverare in demand. By covering non-forestry land by trees and raising farm forestry and
agroforestry, the aim of covering 33% land by forest cover can be achieved. Here the social
forestry has important role to play, and never the all department should work towards
improving the environmentand in reducing global warming.

Forest Managementin Non-forestland:

Forestry activity like raising of road side plantation, Gomal plantations, Tank Foreshore
plantations (TFS), institution landsplantation, C&D land plantation and agroforestry in
agricultural land. Plantation raised in Govt land and community land will be maintained up to
three years and then handed over to local bodies for super vision and maintenance. To
encourage agroforestry required seedlings will be supplied to farmers in subsidized price. In
few scheme incentives also given to weaker section to the society to support them economically
duringinitial period of raising of Agroforestry plantations.

Infrastructure:

Social forestry division office is in the AranyaBhavan building with required infrastructure
facility. MadikeriRange forest office is also in the same building, VirajpetRange forest office is in
Virajpet with own building and it is attached with residential quatersof RFO. Range forest office
and residential quarters of Range forest officer are in the same premises in Somavarpettaluk
andareforest department own buildings. Entire division has one Bolero jeep which is
insufficient. Deputy Conservator of Forest and Assistant Conservator of Forest and even to the
range forest Officers also requires vehicle. Division requires at least 3-5 vehicles. Requisition
submitted to higher authority for sanction of vehicle to thedivision. Deputy Conservator of
Forest and residence has telephone connection with number 228328 & 298328. Office and
residential quarters building are maintained by the department and expenditure incurred in the
head 2406-00-101-0-28. For the year 2018-19,10.00 lakh amount was allocated. In this, DCF
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quarters, Madikeri RFO quaters, Somavarpet, Virajpet office buildings and, staff quarters
buildingswere repaired.

Nursery:

There are three nurseries in the district, each one in taluk. vatekadu in Madikeri, Kadanur
in Virajpet, Hudaguru in Somavarpet. 2018-19 infrastructure facilities like toilet, vermicompost
pit, electrical connection, cement road work has been under taken 2406-00-101-0-27
head.There are no decentralized nurseriesin this division.

Works under different Head of account.

Building maintenance has be carried out under 2406-00-101-0-28 head of account. PRD is
the implementation agency for this repair and maintenance work. 10.00 lakh rupees has been
released the PRD for this work during 2018-19.

KodaguZillaPanchayath has released Rs 76.00 lakh under the Social Forestry programme;
budget head 2406-00-101-0-27-090. From this amount, Rs.17.14 lakh was utilized for
maintenance of 8.5 lakh seedlings for public distribution in all three departmental nurseries.
During the year 2017-18, Rs. 9.81 lakh was utilized for raising of 1.92 lakh seedlings of bag size
5”x8” and Rs. 21.28 lakh has been utilized for raising of 1.99 lakh seedlings of bag size 6”"x9”. For
Vanmahotsava program, Rs 1.56 lakh was utilized for raising of 4000 seedlings of bag size
10”x16” in all three ranges. Rs. 1.00 lakh was utilized for raising of seedlings for road side
plantation in Somwarpet and Virajpet ranges.Rs. 1.59 lakh was utilized for construction of vermi
compost pits in all three nurseries and Rs.0.50 lakh was utilized for displacement of electrical
pole in vatekadu nursery of Madikeri Range. For cement concrete road construction, in nurseries
total Rs. 9 lakh was utilized i.e. 31akh per 50 min all three nursery.

Seeds Distribution :  During 2018-19 Monsoon season 2298.98 Qtl of paddy and
maize were distributed through RSK’s and co- operative
societies for which Rs 19.00 lakhs has been spent for subsidy

amount.

Fertilizers : 75440 metric tons of Fertilizers were distributed in the year
of 18-19.

ATMA Scheme : In the collaboration of Agriculture, Horticulture, Watershed,

Animal husbandry and Sericulture this scheme was uplifted
and Rs 62.48 lakhs has been spent for different activities
conducted through this scheme.

Savayava Bhagya Yojane : To encourage the use of organic Fertilizers this scheme was
implemented in 4 clusters of 3 taluks of Kodagu district. In this
scheme green manure fertilizers, vermi compost and organic
fertilizers were distributed at subsidy rates. Rs 25.79 lakhs
was utilized for the construction of vermi compost pit, Bio
digester plants and others.

Under western ghats development programme action plan for Rs. 25.80 lakhs has been
approved by Director RDPR, Banglore through chief executive officer, Kodagu Zilla panchayath
for the year 2018-19. As per the action plan grants of Rs.8.21 lakhs to Madikeri taluk, 9.08 lakhs
to Somvarpet taluk and 8.51 lakhs to Virajpet taluk were allocated.

In Karnatka state the total area covered with respect to the total populationitisavery small
district. Out of 169922.00 hectares cultivable area both Agriculture and Horticulture crops are
being grown. Horticulture crops like black pepper, cardamom, orange, banana, arecanut, cocoa,
cashew, ginger etc. are grown extensively. Recently bee keeping department got merged into our
department where by more demand and emphasis is given to the production aspects of honey.
Kodagu district as a whole has 13127 numbers of bee keepers and anuual production is around
153.00 tons.

Climatic conditions in Kodagu district are very congineal for Horticulture crops. Apart from
plantation crops farmers grow Horticulture crops on priority basis. Farmers have adopted
diversification like growing vegetables and flowering crops under protected cultivation, oil palm
cultivation, pollination through bee keeping, introducing hybrid varieties, etc. under KSHDA
Horticulture farms located in Napoklu, Arvathoklu, Madapura, Madlapura, Harangi, Kodige,
Balagunda, Ponnampet are undertaking large scale propogation of pepper, orange, coconut
plants with respect to the farmers demand. Rajaseat garden is maintained by the department
whichisatourism centre in the district.

In Kodagu district we have bee keeping training centre located at Bhagamandala. Here
three months training is given to active bee keepers. Under our department 12 madhuvanas
situated at Korangala, Bhagamandala, Galibeedu, Karike, Kopatti, Shanthahalli, Madapura,
Jakkanahalli, Birunani, Kedamallur, Somwarpet and B. Shettigeri in which demonstration and
production of honey is undertaken. Small and marginal farmers are additionally benefited
through bee keeping. During the financial year 2018-19 under NHM and other allied schemes
subsidy was given to bee boxes, hives along with training programmes.

Annual production of pepper plants from 2005-06 in department farms is around 8.00 lakhs
which inturn stabilizes the status and economy of the farmers. COORG ORANGE

Coorg orange by and large by its own image with respect to colour, texture and flavour is
unique comparative to other related varieties. Sweet flesh and good flavour depicts natural
incense and quality of coorg orange. The crop grows immensely at 600-1200mt from MSL with
an average of 80-120cm rainfall yearly. During British rule in 1830-40s around 160 years back
the crop gotintroduced. Initially it was grown in small quantities with less infestations. Butas
coffee area increased intercropped area of orange got extended in 1930-31 upto 3600ha. and it
reached a maximum of 11,200ha. in 1960-61s. Research and developmental programmes are
conducted in orange at CHES, Chetalli in around 170acres. Orange growers association with a
processing unitwas established in the year 1970s.

Earlier the crop was grown in natural climatic conditions with less of pesticide/insecticide
usage and more of FYM and leafy manures. With lot of bioingredients the crop was
desease/pest freely grown. But nowadays due to highly improved technology, less care and
usage of heavy dosage of insecticides/pesticides/manures soil fertility status have deteriorated
and thus in 1950s citrus dieback initiated as disaster infestation which lead to the overall
deterioration of crop on the whole. Many research institutions, department of Horticulture,
[THR, Bangalore with joint venture many experiments and demonstrations were taken up in
isolated plots but could not overcome the disease menace. Horticulture department on a broad
scale took up rejuvenation programme through NHM scheme but with less success.

With respect to the upliftment and survival of the originality of the crop Geographical
Indications of Goods (Registration & Protection) Act 1999, registration has been done .
Geographical Indication No 33, Certificate No 18 dated:31-3-2005, with this process farmers
and progressive growers maintenance and protection of pure variety through brand
developmentwhich ensures national and international recognition of the crop.
