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1. INTRODUCTION

The term Biodiversity which was coined by Walter G. Rosen in 1985, is
the conglomeration of all kinds of living organisms on earth in its various
ecosystems. Diversity refers to the heterogeneousness in the living
organisms. This also includes diversity within species, between species
and ecosystems. The major components of Biodiversity are ecosystem
diversity, species diversity and genetic diversity. Biodiversity is the result
of interaction of species, including humans, with one another and with
air, water and soil around them. This combination of life forms -
ecosystems, species and genetic varieties- have made Earth a uniquely
habitable place providing the goods and services such as clean air and
water, food and medicine, fuel, fibre, and material for construction and
to sustain our lives.

1.1 CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY (CBD)

The Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) is a legal instrument
adopted during the Earth Summit in 1992. The convention was born out
of the growing concern about the threat to species and ecosystems due to
human activities.

India, being a signatory to this convention, has taken the lead in
implementing its provisions, leading to conservation of biodiversity, its
sustainable use and equitable sharing of benefits. To achieve the goals of
CBD, India enacted the Biological Diversity Act in 2002 and notified the
Biological Diversity Rules in 2004, The convention reaffirms the
sovereign rights of nations over their biological resources and has three
main objectives:

a. Conservation of biodiversity and associated knowledge

b. Facilitate its sustainable use

c. Ensure that benefits accruing from the use of biological resources are
fair and equitably shared with those who have been involved in their
conservation, use and management.

1.2 THE BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY ACT 2002

In pursuance of the obligations or ratification of India to the CBD, the
national legislation to achieve the objectives of the convention, the
Biological Diversity Act, 2002 (BD Act, 2002) was notified by the
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Parliament of India and came into force after the assent of the President
on 5™ February 2002. The object of enacting this Act is to provide for
“Conservation of biological diversity, sustainable use of its components,
and fair and equitable sharing of benefits arising out of the use of
biological resources, knowledge and for matters connected there with or
incidental thereto”

1.3 NATIONAL BIODIVERSITY AUTHORITY

For effective implementation of the Biological Diversity Act 2002, a three
tier structure has been instituted. The National Biodiversity Authority
(NBA) at the Centre, the State Biodiversity Boards at the Statte level and
the Biodiversity Management Committee at the local-body level to
implement the Act in their respective jurisdictions. The NBA was
established by the Government of India in 2003 as an autonomous body

that performs facilitative, regulatory and advisory function for the
Government of India.

2. STRUCTURE AND FUNCTIONS OF THE KBB
2.1 THE KARNATAKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD (KBB)

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board was established in June 2003 as per
Section 22 of the Biological Diversity Act 2002 and started functioning
from 1st August 2003.

The Government of Karnataka also notified the Karnataka Biological
Diversity Rules in 2005 vide G.0.No. FEE 151 2005 dated 3 May 2006 as
per the powers conferred under Section 63 of the Biological Diversity Act
2002.

2.2 FUNCTIONS OF THE KARNATAKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD

The main objective of the Board is to foster the institutional setup for
documentation, sustainable use and development of the rich biodiversity
of the State of Karnataka for effective implementation of the Biological
Diversity Act, 2002 and facilitate the formation of Local Level Biodiversity
Management committees (BMCs).

As per Section 23 of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002, the functions of
the State Biodiversity Board shall be to:

a. Advice the State Government, subject to any guidelines issued by

the Central Government, on matters relating to the conservation of

biodiversity, sustainable use of its components and equitable
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sharing of the benefits arising out of the utilization of biological
resources;

b. Regulate by granting of approvals or otherwise requests for
commercial utilization or bio-survey and bio-utilization of any
biological resource by Indians;

c. Perform such other functions as may be necessary to carry out the
provisions of this Act or as may be prescribed by the State
Government.

2.3 STRUCTURE OF KARNATKA BIODIVERSITY BOARD

The Karnataka Biodiversity Board comprises of ten members headed by
Chairman. The members include five ex-officio members from related
departments of Government of Karnataka, five non-official members
comprising of experts in biodiversity related fields two special invites, one
from the Department of Forests and one from Drugs Control Department
and the Member Secretary of Karnataka Biodiversity Board as the
CONVEner.

The term of office of Sri. S.P.Seshadri, Chairman of the Board has been
completed on 31/07 /2019 as per the Government order vide No: FEE 32
ENV 2019 dated 31/07/2019.

Sri. Ananth Hegade Ashisar has been appointed as Chairman of the
Board as per Government Notification vide No awmaby 116 dsea 2019,

dated 30/10/2019.

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6. BIODIVERSITY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEES:

As per Section 41 of Biological Diversity Act 2002 and Rule 21 of
Karnataka Biological Diversity Rules 2005 every local body shall
constitute a Biodiversity Management Committee within its jurisdiction
for the purpose of promoting conservation, sustainable wuse and
documentation of biological diversity.

The Biodiversity Management Committee will consist of a Chairperson
and not more than six persons nominated by the local body, of whom not
less than one third shall be women and less than 18% belong to the
scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes.

6.1 ACTIVITIES OF THE BIODIVERSITY MANAGEMENT
The main function of the BMC is to prepare People’s Biodiversity Register
in consultation with local people. The Register shall contain
comprehensive information on availability and knowledge of local

biological resource, their medicinal or any other use or any other
traditional knowledge associated with them.

6.2 LIST OF BMCS, CONSTITUTED DURING 2019-20

During 2019-20, 660 Biodiversity Management Committees (BMCs) have
been constituted, 619 at Grama Panchayath level, 28 at Taluka level, 14
at ZP level and out of 280 Urban Local Bodies 280 Committees have
been constituted. Out of 6506 (Grama, taluk, Zilla Panchayaths and
Urban Local Bodies) Panchayats till date a total of 6500 BMCs have been
constituted.
