1. Rural Development Programmes

I. Rural Housing Scheme:

1) Basava Housing Scheme:

No Target is set for Basava Housing Scheme for 2019-20. A total of 3727 beneficiaries
have been selected under the ongoing Basava Housing Scheme, which is a 98.86%
achievement

2) Dr. B.R Ambedkar Niwas Yojane Rural :

No Target is set for Dr B.R.Ambedkar Niwas Yojane for 2019-20. Continuing under
Dr BR Ambedkar Niwas scheme, a total of 5344 beneficiaries have been selected during
the past year, representing 134.95% achievement.

3) Pradhan Mantri Awass Yojana (PMAY) (Rural):

437 Target is set for Pradhan Mantri Awass Yojana(PMAY) Scheme for 2019-20. The
selection process is in line with this goal. A total of 386 beneficiaries have been selected
under the ongoing Pradhan Mantri Awass Yojana(PMAY) Scheme, the remaining 51
beneficiaries are in the process of selection and which is a 86.96% achievement

4) Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme:

There are 1,89,808 families have been registered in the district till the end of the financial
year 2019-20. In the current financial year, 76,385 families has been demand for the
employment, of which employment provided to 77,758 families and 39.33 lakh man days
has been generated.

Under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme, the Advanced
labour budget of Rs. 19,35,560.00 lakhs was approved to Davanagere district for 2019-20.
The total sanctioned amount of Rs 13,993.89 lakhs was released from the government for
the year 2019-20. As per management information system (MIS)Rs.13,993.89 lakhs has
been utilized for completing 2,198 works from various sectors.

5) Swachh Bharat Mission (SBM):

This is the top flagship scheme among all the programmes in the nation. The main
purpose of this scheme is that to maintain personal hygiene in the rural areas. The main
intention of the scheme is that, to motivate each households to construct individual
latrines and use of it, through this the village declared as open defecation free village.
Also the community to protect the environment and change their lifestyle for the self
development.

6) Sanjeevini (NRLM / Aajeevika) Scheme:

Aajeevika - National Rural Livelihoods Mission (NRLM) was launched by the Ministry
of Rural Development (MoRD), Government of India in June 2011. The Ministry of
Rural Development has implemented National Rural LivelihoodsMission (NRLM)instead
of Swarna Jayanti Grama Swaraj Yojane since 2013-14, and the centre and state
governments providing the fund in the ratio 75:25. In the state the scheme has been
implemented through Karnataka State National Rural Livelihoods Promotion Society
(KSRLPS) As the name of Sanjeewini.

Through this scheme information has been collected of all women self-help groups in the
district. The total 12,020 self help groups information have been incorporated in
panchatantra software, the details given in the table.

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3. General Education

Davanagere district is located in the heart of Karnataka and has its own significance in the
academic field. The district having 1,288 in habited villages and as per the norms of the
government all villages having school facilities, 96 p.c. of the children of the age group 6 to
16 years are enrolled in primary and high schools. Education is an elemental human right and
essential for all other human rights. It is a powerful tool by which socially and economically
marginalized children and adults can lift themselves out of poverty. It also consists of the
right to freedom of education. Freedom of education is the right given to human beings to
have access to the education of their preference without any constrictions for this the
departments of education has been implementing the various schemes like Sarva Shikshan
Abhiyan, Mid Day Meals, Ksheerabhagya and also other promotional programmes such as
free uniform, textbooks, note books, bicycle, shoe and socks, school bags, fees concesion to
SC/ST and other girls. Inspite of all, the department of education has facing the lot of
problems for universal education.

In addition to the commercial city of Davanagere district, it is an educational city with
facilities of primary level to postgraduate, medical and engineering institutions. Secondary
education is highly helpful for higher studies.

There are 133 government high schools in the district, 171 aided high schools, 154
unaided high schools and 16 residential high schools monitored through Social Welfare
department and 2 central government high schools.

Total 1,06,373 children have benefited free uniforms during the academic year
2019-20 and it reflects the equality in education and make uniformity among the children.
Free bicycles have been distributed to 12,519 children in the district, this scheme helps rural
children to attend school regularly and avoid the absence of schools in case of girls. In
addition to that the “Mid Day Meals scheme is more helpful for 1,44,194 students in
government and aided schools for attending the schools regularly.

3. 24*7 Primary Health Centres :

The plan has been implemented to provide at least 50% of the primary health care centres
of the existing primary health centres for 24 hours a day and seven days of weekly high
quality under the National Rural Health Mission, aimed at providing continuous health
care services to the community.

In these centres there is a serious problem for the delivery of complicated childbirth and
the newborn baby to the FRU for further treatment.

There is a facility for shifting or transport of critical situation patient through ambulance,
Janani Suraksha Vehicle or 108- Arogya Kavach. Apart from MBBS doctors,
3 midwives continuously work for about 24 hours a day for 8 hours.

391 Primary Health Centres are functioning 24/7 hours in the district till March 2018.

4. Arogya Kavacha 108 :
Introduction:
The state government has implemented a new scheme called "Arogya Kavacha 108" to be
implemented throughout the state from 1st November 2008 to provide emergency usage
feedback services to people of the state through public - private partnership (PPP).
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The "Arogya Kavacha 108" service is effectively providing 24 hours of free of service to the
rural as well as urban areas with a free toll number 108.

Total 19 ambulance and 01 Bike Ambulance vehicles are assigned to the appropriate
locations across the district. If the emergency requirement calls are made,to facilitate deliver
vehicles within 20 minutes to the urban area and within 30 minutes to the rural area (average
25.5 minutes). There is a facility to the patient will be taken to the hospital for the pre-
treatment by the expert staff (Medical Technicians).
Main Objectives:

» To reduce maternal and child mortality from pregnant women through emergency

treatment.
» To reduce deaths from accidents and reduce disability.

5. Suvarna Arogya Chaitanya Programme :

“ Avushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka’’
NOTE

The Universal Health Coverage (UHC) scheme, “Arogya Karnataka’’ is implemention
since 2.3.2018, with the goal of providing Universal Health Coverage to all residents of the
State. The Government of India has come out with a centrally sponsored scheme (CSS)
called Ayushmam Bharat- National Health Protection Mission to provide health protection to
the poor families in the country has a smaller coverage but higher financial assistance.

Integration of both the schemes “Ayushman Bharat’” and “Arogya Karnataka’’ is done to
achieve operational efficiency. Common coverage, scope and implementation modalities
under co-branded integrated scheme “Ayushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka’’. The integrated
scheme called “Ayushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka’’ and is implemented in an “ Assurance
Mode’’. The MoU has been signed between State Health Agency, Gol and State Government
on 30/10/2018. In this regard, the Government Order vide No.HFW/69/CGE/2018 dated
15/11/2018 was issued.

The patients availing Healthcare services categorized as
> Eligible Patient: resident of Karnataka State and belongs to “Eligible Household’’ as
defined under the National Food Security Act, 2013 This category shall also include
the beneficiaries listed in the SECC data and the enrolled members of the hitherto
existing Rashtriya Swasthya Bhima Yojane.

General Patient: resident of Karnataka State but does not come under the definition of
“Eligible Household’’ as defined under the National Food Security Act, 2013, or does
not produce the eligible household card.

Cost of treatment to be borne by the Government

“Eligible Patients’’: Financial assistance up to Rs.5.00 lakh will be provided for
specified simple secondary care, complex secondary health care, tertiary health care
and emergency health care, per annum, for a family

This will be on family floater basis meaning one or more persons of the family can
use the full cover of Rs. 5.00 lakhs. One person can also use the entire Rs.5.00 lakh.

“General Patient’’: The benefit limit will be 30% of package rates, with overall
annual limit of Rs.1.50 lakh per family, per year on co-payment basis.

Enrollment of patients

>

One-time enrollment of patients, on an IT portal to be established by SAST as and
when they approach any PHI for treatment for the first time or any other enrollment
facility as designated from time to time.

A patient approaching an empanelled private hospital in case of emergency without a
referral from a PHI can be enrolled at a designated enrollment center or a PHI after
stabilization and discharge from hospital

For single incident patient can get treatment under the scheme by producing his
Aadhar card and PDS card.

AB-ArK Card

>

Under the Ayushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka scheme the enrolment card called
AB-Ark Card and the unique AB-Ark ID is generated and provided to the patient at
the enrolment center on payment of a fee of Rs.10/-.

Entollment cards that have already been issued under the “Arogya Karnataka’’
scheme is valid for the integrated “Ayushman Bharat’> - “Arogya Karnataka’’
scheme.

Enrollment cards are to be issued Common service centers, B1 and K1 centers, or any
other place convenient to the public for obtaining a health card expeditiously the cost
of the health card in these center other than PHI’s will be fixed by competent
authority.

The salient features of the integrated scheme are:

Basic Sum Assured is Rs.5,00,000/- (INR Five lakhs only) per AB-ArK Beneficiary
Family Unit, per annum for “Eligible Households’’ as defined in the National Food
Security Act 2013, and RSBY enrolled beneficiaries, or any other coverage as agreed
upon by the Government of India and the Government of Karnataka jointly from time
to time under Ayushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka. For those that do not come under
the “Eligible Household’” under the NFSA 2013 or are not enrolled RSBY
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beneficiaries, the sum assured is 30% of the package rate up to Rs.1.5 lakh per family
per annum.

b) The 1516 number of treatment packages in Arogya Karnataka, and Ayushman
Bharat’s 1349 packages have been integrated and a common rationalized list of 1614
treatment packages will be operated in the integrated scheme. Of these, 291 packages
will be limited to PHIs, 254 comples secondary procedures, 900 tertiary procedures
and 169 emergency procedures will be performed in PHIs and empanelled Private
hospitals.

c) While complex secondary procedures and tertiary procedures require referral from
PHIs, for 169 emergency procedures, patients can directly go to the empanelled
hospitals of their choice and avail treatment without referral.

Fund Sharing Pattern

a) All the members of 62 lakh beneficiary families enrolled under the Rashtriya
Swasthya Bhima Yojane Scheme shall also be “Eligible beneficiaries’” of the
integrated scheme “Ayushman Bharat-Arogya Karnataka’> (AB-ArK) and the
expenditure incurred on this set shall be maintained separately. Gol will provide
funding of 60% of the expenditure incurred for beneficiaries that are in the SECC
data 2011 and left over RSBY beneficiaries or 62 lakh families of the total 115
lakh BPL families, who were enrolled under the earlier RSBY scheme that came
to a close on 31/8/2018

b) GOK will provide health care for the remaining eligible families and also 19 lakh
APL families. These 19 lakh APL families will be eligible for assistance of 30%
of the package rates upto Rs.1.50 lakh per family per year.

c) The State will also bear the 40% of the expenditure incurred for the 62lakh
families, in addition to 100% of remaining Eligible families and General Families.
With this the endeavour of the State to reach the vision of Universal Health care
for the residents of Karnataka will be sustained.

6. RBSK (Rastriya Bala Swastya Karyakrama):-

» Rastiya Bala Swastya Karyakrama includes 6-week-old children from birth, including
rural and urban slums, 6 Weeks to 6 year old children in preschool, including urban and
rural areas. Children enrolled in Government and Government Aided schools from 1st to
12th grade will be screened for all four (birth defects, deficiencies, childhood disorders,
developmental delays and deficiencies) of major health conditions.

» This inspection was done by R.B.S.K. Teams in RBSK teams there are 2 doctors in each
team, 1 Ophthalmic Assistant and 1 Nurse in each team.
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» After inspection who have trouble with the 4D’s those children’s are sent to treatment for
Primary Health Center / Community Health Center / Taluk Hospital / District Hospital /
District Early Intervention Center. This treatment is completely free.

» Some serious illnesses Cases will Refer to the prescribed appendices. The treatment will

be provided free of charge at registered private Hospitals under this program.

7. ASHA Program:
The Government of India has launched a National Rural Health Mission to meet the needs of
rural people. The sub-centre of the public health system is the final link of the connection
with the community. They serve over 5,000 populations. There is and responsibility to put on
these centres ANM. So, to fill this gap, the new executive team on the community place, i.e
'ASHA!' is intended to appoint social workers. They also works as a first step assistant central
person in all matters relating to pregnant and infant health services in villages and also works
as communications between community and healthcare providers.
Selection of ASHA workers :

» One ASHA worker to be appointed for every 1000 population.

> In the district there are 1352 ASHA worker identified and they have been trained
already.

Eligibility criteria for the selection:
» The woman should be in the age group of 20-40 years, live in the village, be the
daughter of a village / widow / divorce.
» Should be study up to 10th standard, have good expression and leadership qualities.
> Priority : Mother having two children and the age of second child should be above
S years.
» Preference will be given to SC/ST and below poverty line.

Selection Proceedure :
> Each village will be composed of at least 3 women consolidated lists, including ANM
and President of Gram Panchayat.
» Gram Panchayat Secretaries or Village Accountants can assist in this process.
» The supervision of this process is monitored by the primary health centre Medical
officer.
» Then after, the Village Health and Sanitation Committee / Gram Sabha will be called
to select one woman in the three consolidated list.
» The minutes and approval of this meeting will be recorded.
The selection list is submitted to the RCH officer from Gram Panchayat.
> All official social health workers will be included as members of the Village Health
and Sanitation Committee or as an invited member.

Responsibility:

The responsibility of ASHA worker is to provide information on health decisions to the
people, guide to women about safe delivery, pregnancy, etc. To be encourage people who get
good health care services. Providing primary health care services in the village. Providing
information on birth and death information, should be motivated to build a family toilet under
Swaccha Bharat Mission.
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Training:

Four weeks (including three weeks of institutional training) training will be given to ASHA
workers and training related for pre pregnancy & postnatal maternal care, maternity care,
infants care, diarrhea, acute respiratory disorders, first aid and minor ailments. Taluk level
training programme arranged as per the decision of district medical officer.

ASHA training centres functions like cooperation, supervision and organization will be
monitored by the state level resource centre.

Incentives :

ASHA worker will not be paid any salary or payments, but incentives will be given to the
care services of women and infants who are under SC/ST and the below poverty line.
Incentive of Rs.4000 / - per month will be given to ASHA workers for 12 month.

There is no fixed remuneration for the '"ASHA" workers, but the incentives will be given on
the basis of nursing care to pregnant women belonging to SC/ST and infants/child care.

Further, the incentives will be given on the basis of care taken maternity and infants and
MMR, IMR results of the area is concerned.

8. AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI :

The hospitals coming under the purview of department of Health and Family welfare, as per
the govt.order dated 22.08.2003 each hospital should constitute "AROGYA RAKSHA
SAMITI". Similarly the order will passed to all taluk hospitals, to constitute the committee.

The benefits to constitute AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI in government hospitals as given
below :

. To make the public / community is more involved.

Provide high quality services to patients and provide transparency in the hospital's in daily
administration system.

. To make AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI is free to operate and provide good service. These
committees will be registered as per the Registration of Societies Act, 1960 in the respective
districts. After existence of AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI, then the presently working
committees will be stopped automatically.

AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI is an administrative society and also registered society. This
committee is looking after the minimum infrastructure facilities, delivering the good health
services and as per the government rules they will provide the nurse care, these committees
worked as like as non government organizations and the committees established has
registered societies in all district hospitals, taluk hospitals, community health centres and
FRUSs.

The main functions of AROGYA RAKSHA SAMITI:

Finding the Problems Causing to the Patients.

. Getting Hospital equipments, furnitures, ambulances. (Purchased, or doneated / rented)
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Expansion of hospitals in consultation with the Government.

Funding from doneations, service fees and other methods.

. Arrangement to Providing food, medicine, drinking water and cleanliness at a discounted
price for patients and their companions.

Improve community collaboration in hospital management.

Provide adequate training for doctors and staff.

Annual maintenance of Rs.1, 00,000 is given to the community health centres and Rs.5,
00,000 for the district hospitals under National Rural Health Mission.

9. Rural Health and Sanitation Committees:

For effective implementation of the activities in rural areas under National Rural Health
Mission to constitute the “Rural Health and Sanitation Committee”in all Gram Panchayats
of the district and the president of the gram panchayat is the chair person of this committee.
The Gram panchayat members, Anganawadi workers, male and female health workers,
ASHA workers, members of local NGOs, teachers and members of self help groups are the
members of this committee.

Responsibilities of the Rural Health and Sanitation Committee:
» Discuss the health problems of villages comes under Grampanchayat in Gram Sabha
meetings.
» Women members should be encouraged to participate in the Gram Sabha meeting.
Plan the health activities under NRHM and verified progress in Gram Sabha meeting.
> Village health plans should be prepared through the participation process.
The following functions included in the Village Health and Sanitation Committee.
+ Encourage registration of birth and death.
Exploration of death of maternal, infant and children under the age 5 years.
Report and action should be taken in respect of epidemic diseases.
The authorities should report and take control measures, when the epidemic diseases
reported.
Observing those who are involved in a harmful and immoral treatment system.
The Village and Sanitation Committee should review the plan once in every 3 months
to ensure the implementation of NRHM program.
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10. Grants to the Committee:

Annual untied grants of Rs.10,000.00 will be allocated to all Village Health and Sanitation
Committee and this amount has been utilized for health activities, for example conducting of
household survey, health camps and programmes regarding cleanliness.

11. National Immunisation Program:

Immunization Programme in India was introduced in 1976-77 as Expanded Programme of
Immunization (EPI). The programme gained momentum in 1985 and was expanded as
Universal Immunization Programme (UIP) to be implemented in phased manner to cover all
districts in the country by 1989-90.

Under the Universal Immunization Programme, Government of India is providing
vaccination to prevent 11 vaccine preventable diseases nationally, i.e. Diphtheria, Pertussis,
Tetanus, Polio, Measles, severe form of Childhood Tuberculosis and Hepatitis B and
meningitis & pneumonia caused by Haemophilus influenza type B; and against Rubella &
Rotavirus Diarrhea in selected states and Japanese Encephalitis in endemic districts

Tetanus injection will be given 2 times to the pregnant women to avoid Tetanus , similarly to
prevent 7 vaccine preventable diseases viz.,Tetanus, Diphtheria, Polio, Pertussis, Measles,
Tuberculosis and Hepatitis B. Vaccine schedule as follows.

12. The Measles & Rubella VVaccine Programme :

Measles and Rubella VVaccine Program has been organized to the children of age 9 months to
15 years from 07.02.2017 to 19.03.2017, total 4,84,397 children vaccinated against the target
4,86,557 and achieved 99.56 %

13. Pulse Polio:

Pulse Polio is an immunisation campaign established by the government of India to eliminate
poliomyelitis (polio) in India by vaccinating all children under the age of five years against
the poliovirus. The project fights poliomyelitis through a large-scale, pulse vaccination
programme and monitoring for polio cases.

14. Reproductive and Child Health Services:

Karnataka was the first state to establish family planning programme as the government
programme in the world and we proud for this and the all credits goes to citizens of the state.

Nalvadi Sri Krishnaraja Wodeyar, the King of Mysore, established Chelwamamba Hospital
in Mysore and two birth control units at Vani Vilas Hospital,Bangalore on 11"June, 1930 and
set to starts birth controls.

India was the first country in the world to have launched a National Programme for Family
Planning in 1952. In 1962-63, the task of bringing awareness of the people through their
homes.

In 1965, the temporary method of 'vanki' attracted attention of all. The Department of Family
Planning was established in 1967, and the same year a temporary method called the
Pregnancy Resistant capsule was awarded to the deserving couple.

For the protection of unprotected miscarriage and maternal death, the Medical Termination of
Pregnancy (MTP) Act, 1971 was implemented.

On April 1976, India's First Population Policy was published.Rural Health Scheme was
implemented in 1977 under this scheme for the wellness of the households the programmes
has been organized andthe family planning scheme has been re named as “Family Welfare".

Under this program, appoint Health Instructor for every 1000 population in rural areas to
tried to create awareness and information about the Health and Family Welfare Programes
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and also identify the nurses and training is given to them for safe childbirth in rural areas.
This policy, in 1978, the law was amended to make it more effective and raise the minimum
age of marriage by three years i.e. from 15 to 18 years in case of girls and from 18 to 21 years
in case of boys. The amended law came to be known as the Child Marriage Restraint Act,
1929. In 1992-93, the program has been launched for the survival of infants and safe
maternity.

In 1997-98, the reproductive and child health program was launched in which family welfare,
safe childbirth and safe motherhood, universal vaccine programs, genital path infections and
sexually transmitted infections programmes were included.

It depends on community planning needs, community participation, qualitative services, and
men's partnership principles. Under this program, the community will be more aware and
provide basic infrastructures such as buildings, medical equipments, personnel etc., the most
importance given about the mother and child health. The first targets were cancelled.
“No scalpel vasectomy (also called key hole vasectomy or NSV)” has been emphasized on
surgical treatment to enhance men's role in the family welfare program in Karnataka.

Now the second stage of reproductive and child health has begun from April 2005. Under
National Rural Health Mission, the highest priority was given to all pregnant women should
admit the hospitals for the safe delivery through this to reduce infant and maternal mortality.

Pre-Conception and Pre-Natal Diagnostic Techniques (PCPNDT) Act, 1994 is an Act of
the Parliament of India enacted to stop female feticides and arrest the declining sex ratio in
India. The act banned prenatal sex determination...

The Government of India launched the Immunodeficiency Immunization Program in
1976-77, it was also implemented in the state and became the universal vaccine program in
1985. Children were given six priorities to protect against the six diseases chosen to be
tackled under this new initiative were tuberculosis,diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis, polio,
and measles and prevent pregnant women from being diagnosed with diarrhea.

Pulse Poliois animmunisation campaign established by the government of Indiato
eliminate poliomyelitis (polio) in India by vaccinating all children under the age of five years
against the polio virus. The project fights poliomyelitis through a large-scale, pulse
vaccination programme and monitoring for polio cases. Vellore (Tamil Nadu) was the first
Indian town to become polio-free through the pulse strategy, and rest of India adopted the
strategy in 1995.

15. Medical Termination of Pregnancy :

Many women are threatening their lives with abortion by a fake doctor from their hesitation,
superstition or ignorance and to avoid the misuse of induced abortions, the Medical
Termination of Pregnancy Act (MTP Act) was enacted by the Indian Parliament in 1971 and
came into force from 01 April 1972. Expert doctors perform abortions through a scientific
method.
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Abortion can be performed in the following scenario.

* When the child or mother's life is at risk

« If there is a suspicion that an unborn child may suffer from serious disability
» If pregnancy caused by rape

» If pregnant women fail to get inefficient pregnancy resistance medicines.

Medical miscarriage should be donee within three months of pregnancy and the details will
be kept secret , this facility is available at all government hospitals.

16. Health Check up Program for Bhagyalakshmi Beneficiaries:

Under the auspices of the Department of Health and Family Welfare and the Department of
Women and Child Development. Bhagyalakshmi beneficiaries health check up has been
taken up from October 2010.

The Medical Officer of the primary health centre will visit the concerned anganawadi centres
for the medical check up of Bhagalakshmi beneficiaries at regular interval of time and also
provide the medicines available at primary health centre. After the medical check up, if the
children who need more treatment than they refer and send to the taluk or district hospitals. In
taluk/district hospitals all medical services will be provided to the children, inspite of this
some more children may need treatment from specilist doctors, in these cases the Women and
Child Development department under "Bala Sanjeevini" scheme they will refer to the
Medical Institutions for further treatment.

17. National Health Programmes:
The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has implemented several National Health
Programs aimed at providing basic primary health care to the people of the state. There are

18. National Leprosy Eradication Program:

Cases detected The annual target for 2019-20 is124, upto March the progress is 98,
with 79 percent achievement.

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15. Agriculture

Davanagere district includes Davanagere, Harihara and Jagaluru taluks in agriculture
zone 4, Channagiri and Honnali taluks in agriculture zone 7. The total geographical area of
the district is 4,54,573 hectares, the net sown area is 3,20,828 hectares. The net area of
irrigation from various sources is 1,36,178 hectares.

The annual average rainfall in the district is 849 mm and the actual rainfall is 645 mm over
all 25% increase rainfall this year.In Kharif season Jagaluru talluk has been declared as
draugt talluk.

In kharif season the Krishi season there is a target totally 2.43 lakhs hectare area has to be
sown, 2.17 lakhs hectare area has been sown( 89.08 % sowing has been donee).

In Davanagere in Rabi season there is a target totally 0.17 lakhs hectare area has to be sown,
as of now 0.136 lakhs hectare area has been sown(80% sowing has been donee)and in
summer season there is a target totally 0.50 lakhs hectare area has to be sown, as of now 0.58
lakhs hectare area has been sown

In Davangere district in karif Season, due to scarcity of rain in 25244 hectares area, there is a
crops loss problem has been arrising, so that Rs.329.47 lakhs proposal has been sent to
government for crops loss compensation in Davangere District.

Cultivation of crops and disease control has been successfully managed in the pre-monsoon
season through orginising agricultural abiyana programs. Also, a successful campaign has
been undertaken to maintain the soil fertility in the district by organizing a Soil Model
Procurement Soil Health Campaign in the district.

Everyone agrees that using good seeds increases the productivity of crops, in this background
Cowpea, Bengal gram, Maize, Jowar, Ragi, Paddy, Tur, Green gram, etc. seeds to be
distributed as per the government order to the farmers in concessional rates through 37 seeds
distribution centres including 20 Raith Sampark Kendras and other 17 additional seeds
distribution centres under the scheme the supply of subsidised seeds and other holding
programme, in kharif seasons 12750 quintals of different seeds distributed to the farmers.
Similarly for rabi and summer season sufficient seeds of Jowar, Cowpea, Bengal gram, Ragi,
Paddy and Groundnut Tur, Green gram, etc. so far, 7553 quintals of various seeds provided to
the farmers in rabi season.

In karif season, under the National Agricultural Development Program, Isopam, Seed Supply and
Other Investment Scheme in Monsoon -2019-20, 16822 quintal sown seeds of various crops and
varieties were distributed to 71970 farmers through 24 farmer contact centers in the district.
During 2019-20 in Rabi and Summer season the district will have a total demand of 113580 Mt of
varieties Fertilizers, during march there is demand of 22942 Mt. totaly 29096 MT fertilizers was
available in gowdown still know there is no scarecity about fertilizers.
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Pulses, cereal grains production is projected to increase in the year 2019-20. Under the N.F.S.M
Scheme (National Food Security Scheme) 9641 hectares of various Demonstration have been
implemented in 10483 farmer's tanks and there is encouragement for increasing production of
pulses, cereal grains through incentive money will be credited to formar's account.

Under the Krishi Bhagya scheme, 3177 beneficiaries are provided with farm pits, diesel pumps
and sprinkler irrigation equipment at a discount rate of 90 per cent for Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled Tribes and 80 per cent for general classes. Rs.21.50crore's has been spent on
subsidies so far.

Rs.118.92 lakhs allocated to Zilla Panchayat Schemes for the year 2019-20. Out of which
Rs.180.92 lakh was released, Rs 118.08 lakhs has been spent. in state sector Rs.8086.00 lakhs has
been allocated, Rs.7764.01 lakhs have been released and Rs.7655.72 lakhs has been spent.

During 2019-20 at the end of janavary-2020 under the secheme PMKCJ development secheme
under Watershed development department total of 33 checkdams have been done, under 419.72
lakhs subsidies, 30 LRs and 320 hectore fieldworks have been done and distribution of 26400
saplings plants for planting in 991.50 hector's under forest area, 3276 saplings were planted in
hurticulture zone,

Under the Quality Control Scheme, 970 sowing seed, 373 pesticide, and 955 fertilizer samples
were collected and analyzed by tool vendors / dealers, and appropriate action was taken against
the low quality tool vendors.

The District Agricultural Training Center, Seed Testing Laboratory, Fertilizer Control
Laboratory and Biological Control Laboratories, respectively, working satisfactorily in
training and sowing seed work.

A total of 301 technical posts have been sanctioned in the district, of which 157 post were
filled.Remaining 144 post are vacant, mainly agriculture officers post-09, Assistant
Agricultural Officers-50 and other posts are vacant.

1. Agricultural Farms and Development Centres:

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16. Horticulture

The Davanagere district was newly formed on 15-08-1997, comprising six taluks, Davangere,
Harihara, Channagiri, Honnalli, and Jagalur. The district lies between 14 degrees 18 degrees
north latitude and 75.50 degrees longitude in the center of the state of Karnataka. The district
covers an area of 4489.00 sq.km. Situated at an elevation of 1928 feet above sea level. Total
geographical area of the district is 4.54 lakhs hectares of which 3.20 lakhs hectares is
cultivable area. The horticulture crop area during 2019-20 is 99516hectares and it covers
24.09 % of the cultivable area. the perennial crop (plantation) is 77363 hectares, fruits area is
5024 hectares, vegetable area is 14445 hectares, commercial flower area is 651 hectares and
spices area is 2018 hectares. The district is mainly grown in horticulture crops such as
coconut, areca nut, betel leaf, fruit crops such as mango, banana, papaya, pomegranate,
chickoo, vegetable crops like onion, chilli, tomato, watermelon, karabooja and flower crops
such as calendula (marigold), jasmine etc.

1. Administration :

Deputy Director of Horticulture is the head of the department of horticulture in the district.
The department programmes are being implemented in cooperation with Senior Assistant
Directors of Horticulture, Davangere, Channagiri, Honnali. Assistant Directors of
Horticulture in Harihara & Jagaluru Taluks and their supporting technical staff.

Zilla Panchayat Programmes:

Assistant Directors of Horticulture offices Davanagere.

7. Oil Palm Cultivation in Potential States :

Under the scheme, a target of Rs.5.00 lakhs for 2019-20 has been fixed and Rs.5.00 lakhs has
been spent. Under this scheme grant utilized for implementation of drip irrigation, farmers
training, maintenance of demonstration plants, task management, financial assistance to weed
cutting machine and the brochure is printed and distributed to the farmers about the extension
of horticulture area especially for oil palm cultivation.

8. Training to Farmers :

A target of Rs.2.50 lakhs for 2019-20 has been spent to given training to 1500 farmers and
women farmers Training was conducted by senior experts and department officers to the
women beneficiaries selected from villages from different Gram Panchayats about storage
and process of horticulture fruits and vegetables.

9. Assistance to Farmers :

The amount of Rs.6.50 lakhs for 2019-20, of which Rs.6.50 lakh has been spent for
distributing sapota & mango fruits transplant seedlings at Rs.1000 per 500 beneficiaries.
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10. Details of Horticulture Farms and Nurseries :
The horticulture department develops transplant seedlings of sapota, zebra fruit, mango,
coconut, lime, papaya, curry leaves, show plants in horticulture farms and sell to the farmers
as per the departmental rates.

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18. Fisheries

The department has 94 tanks (5256.86 hectares) in six taluks of the district, 173
(2010.24hectares) gram panchayat tanks, 2 reservoirs of area 3612 hectares and around 154
private tanks of area 45.50 hectares, totally 10924.60 hectares of water area, 3 brooklets
(water course) of 23 km and 80 km Tungabhadra river flows in Honnali and Harihara taluks.
All of these water bodies/resources are available for aquaculture in inland sector and
development of fish production in the district. Fish production is very less during 2019-20
due to the drought, for this reason, the government has exempted the contractor to pay the
renewal amount. During 2019-20 total 7012 lakh fish seed sown in the district.

Approximately 3,500 fishermen families are in the district and their main occupation is
fishing, average annual income of the family is Rs.0.50 lakhs.

Fisheries Care Center in Kondajji and fisheries nursery ponds in Harapanahalli, Jagalur, and
Honnali taluks and these ponds formed fish and distributed to farmers.Total 19 fisheries co-
operative societies registered in the district, of which 3 have been closed and 16 societies are
functioning.

In the district there is a lot of irrigation land and wetland and sandy land, where farmers can
produce a fishing pond and make a good returns on fishing. It is being subsidized by the
department.

The well equipped fish market has constructed near by Dange Park, Davangere under
National Fisheries Development Board Fund., similarly onemore fish market have been
sanctioned near by hondad circle railway gate.

1. Assistance for development of inland fisheries:

Under this scheme 16.00 lakhs target has been fixed for Fingerlings nurture (fry), total
16.00 lakhs different fingerlings nurture has been donee in Kondajji Fish Farm, Jagalur, and
Honnali nurseries, of which 16.00 lakhs fingerlings were distributed to fishermen. The
amount is spent towards purchase of dung fertilizer, food, fish seed, supplement materials,

maintenance of nurseries, electricity and telephone bill payments, subsidy for purchase of fish
seed, outsource vehicle, salary of out source staff, etc. Out of remaining amount Rs.2.45lakhs
out of which Rs.0.50 lakhs for Rohu and 1.00 lakhs for Katla totaly purchases fishes to
Shantisagar reservoir of Channgiri taluk for Rs.1.85 lakhs.

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20. Village and Small Industries

1. District Industries Centre :

Under this scheme Rs.23.91 lakhs was allocated for 2019-20 and the full grant has been
released. Free sewing machines have been distributed to those who have taken skill training
in tailoring in rural areas.

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21. Sericulture

In Davanagere district, out of 283.65 hectares 386 families engaged in mulberry sericulture,
out of this 36 scheduled caste, 53 scheduled tribes and 15 minorities. totaly 80 women are
engaged in sericulture work.

In Davangere district, Davangere and Harihar taluks come under the Bhadra reservoir,
have 90% of the irrigation area. The paddy and sugarcane are the main commercial crops
here. Honnali and Chanagiri taluks are semi-hilly areas, arecanut, coconut and vegetable
crops are the main crops. remaining Jagluar taluks are unirrigated area and some area is
irrigated through tanks, borewells, etc., due to deficiency of rainfall and power, there is a
reduction of irrigation agriculture, growing commercial crops such as midicucumber (gurkin),
ladies finger and chillies and vegetable crops (mainly onions). Due the highly usage of
pesticides the expansion of sericulture area is difficult, although the department has been
taken different programmes for expansion of mulberry area.

Under the Zilla Panchayath, 1 technical service center from 5 taluks, one silk farming sector
has been working in 2019-20 with total 386 sericulturist has been added newly, they planted
mulberry in 283.65 hectares, 0.43185 lakh cross breed and 2.34 lakh bivoltine eggs
developed, 30.35 MTs of cross breed and 145.02 MTs of bivoltine cocoons production
respectively.

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23. Social Forest

The Davanagere Social Forest Division is located in the central part of Kanakata State and
lies south of the Deccan Peninsula Island. This division is composed of a range of Davangere,
Harihara, Jagalur, Channagiri,Nyamathi and Honnali Taluk. This divion lies between the
pre-longitude 75°-17°-6° 'to 76°-29°-60” and the latitude from 14°-3°-00” to 14°-55.

The Social Forestry Division, Davangere is the order of Government, (@e2e: 148;
wz3e; 98; Date: 12.08.1998.) Date of creation begins on 19th August 1998. Davangere is the

divisional headquarters of the Davangere, which serves as the headquarters for sub division
and six ranges of Davangere, Harihar, Jagalur, Channagiri Nyamathi, and Honnali.

The total area of Davangere district is 4489.00 sq.km. The total population is
16,43,494 (as of 2011 census). This district consists of Davangere, Harihar, Jagalur,
Channagiri Nyamathi and Honnali Taluk. In total area of this district consists of 67,688 ha /
544.34 sq.km of forest area. This is a 15% of the total area. The one third part of the
agricultural land in this district is dry land.

In this district, the demand for the firewood to meet these demands and the area of
the district is dry land. The main purpose of improvement and development of the
environment, reducing water resources deficiencies and reducing the pressure on reserved
and natural forest areas by distributing seedlings to the public is to use tree products for their
day-to-day use.

Planting and seedlings Raising: - There are four methods of planting and Seedling Raising.
A) Raising of seedlings in nursery B) Advance work C) Planting works D) Maintenance
of plantations.

1) Planting and Management: -

In accordance with the financial approval for this Division, each taluk will have to
be commissioned in the next year, depending on the area of planting and the various types of
work allocated to each taluk. Action will be taken to cultivate polythene bag or woven sack
bags.In May and December depending on the size of the bags in polythene bag / woven sack
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bags in 2018-19 according to the planting model for 2019-20, Begin to grow. Land and
roadside plantations of school and college campuses are usually planted with 18x25, 14x20
and 10x16 sized woven sack bags and other plantations such as Gomala, ¢ and d grade land,
forest land, lake lakes, farmers' own lands and Trench mound plantations 6x8, 8x12 and
10x16 scale bags, seedlings were raised in nurseries.

2) Advance Work

For the purpose of planting during the year 2020, the task of removing the Pits /
Trench in advance is from December -2019 to March -2020. With this method, soil fertility
will greatly increase plant growth. So this method is being followed in the department.

3) Raising of plantation: - The first thing that is mixed species will be sown on trench
mounds made in advance work (SI.No.2) which is first in three processes in raising of
forestry.

The rain or the filling of the punch or the trenches will be planted with 2-3 plants
each and each trench immediately after the pits or trenches are filled with rain water. Organic
manure to pits of larger plants (i.e. road side planting) and the larger plants will be supported
with stake and in summer season watering the plants 5 to 8 times during summer.

Then removing weed around the plants (Saucer Bharav), digging the soil around the
plants (Hoeing and soil working) to make the seedlings grow well in seasoning work
(scraping) and so on plant conservation work, such as harvesting and burning of naturally
grown grass in plantings area, will be carried out to protect the plantation before planting the
livestock resistant moats will be depleted around the plant to protect from cattle, goats and
people. And guard for each plant, depending on the area 2" the 3 year will be plant
conservation work such as soil, loosening and burning if grass is grown. To protect the
planting from the fire, the grass was cut into the ground and burned outside the plant area.

This year also, guards are kept for protection of plants.
