Rural Drinking Water Supply Scheme:

Under Rural Drinking water Supply scheme Rs. 1429.54 lakhs released in the year 2019-20. Out of the available grant
of Rs. 1598.20 lakhs including the opening balance of Rs. 168.66 lakhs, Rs. 1161.76 lakhs was spent up to March 2020 by
achieving 73% progress. Out of 491 sanctioned works 339 works completed in the year.

National Biogas Development Scheme: The beneficiaries selected for the construction of Biogas Plants are provided
with central subsidy of Rs.9000 and state subsidy of Rs. 6000/- . Also Rs. 2000/- additional central subsidy amount is provided
for SC/ST beneficiaries. The beneficiaries may also construct biogas plants through the approved turnkey agencies for which
a turnkey fee of Rs. 1500/- (Rs.1000 in the 1%t year and Rs.500 at the end of 4™ year) will be paid to the concerned turnkey
agency.

All Taluks of Udupi District are considered intensive Taluk under NRLM. All the 34 grama panchayaths of Karkala
Taluk, 15 grama Panchayaths of Udupi Taluk and 15 grama Panchayaths of Kundapura Taluk were considered and grama
panchayath level SHG federations were formed. The federations members of Edu Grama Panchayaths were provided with
Rs.119.00 lakh community Capital fund as a loan component. And all the loanee members are engaged with self employment
activities. 39 book writers, 28 Taluk Resource persons and 99 local community resource persons were provided with training.
Rs.29.92 lakh revolving fund released to 87 groups.

Swach Bharath Abhiyan (G) :

Under Swacch Bharath Abhiyan (G) programme Rs.479.36 lakhs was released in the year 2019-20 to the District.
Including opening balance and interest amount Rs.632.18 lakh was available of which Rs.302.01 lakh was spent at the end of
March 2020.

Under this scheme 148 Toilet less households were identified under NLOB sector in the year 2019-20 and all the
households were provided with individual household toilet. And also 12 school toilets were constructed with an unit cost of
Rs. 2.00 lakhs.

Infrastructural facility : infrastructural facility like road , bridge, street light , power connection etc are also under taking
through the department to koraga colonies.

Nutritious Food: Nutritious food like dal, rice, egg, oil etc has also been given to koraga families of the Udupi district for a
period of 6 months during rainy season.

Medical re -imbursement: Financial assistance has given to bear medical expenses of koraga people.

6. Bridge course for drop out koraga students also undertaking through the department.

Financial assistance for the Koraga Students of SSLC and above Classes are given by the Department .

Financial assistance for the qualified Koraga Youths for a period of three years also given by the Department .
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BACKWARD CLASSES WELFARE DEPARTMENT

In udupi District Backward classes welfare department is implementing various schmes such as Pre metric and
Post metric boys/girls hostels, Morarji Desai residential schools, private aided hostels, tailoring training centers for
women, Saction of scholarships to students of schools and colleges, Vidyasiri and fee concessions to post metric
students, incentives to students who belong to nomidics/semi nomidics, incentives to meritorious students. The
deprtment is also sanctioning stipend to the students who are studying in nursing courses, and sanctioning grants for
construction of community halls of various backward classes communities is one of the major programs of our
deprtment.

Details of Programmes implemented by Backward classes welfare department :

1. Maintenance of Pre metric Hostels:

In udupi district the department is running 12 pre metric-boys and 06 pre metric —Girls hostels in which 675
boys and 315 girls are benefitted. The students studying in 5th to 10th standard are eligible for admission in these
hostels . In the year of 2019-20 total 829 inmates are admitted in these hostels and inmates are provided free meals,
lodging , text books, stationery, uniforms, bedings, plates, glasses, trunks etc. .

2. Maintenance of Post metric Hostels:

There are 9 post metric boys and 14 post metric girls hostels in the district having the sanction strength of 920
boys and 1595 girls. Facilities like free meals, lodging , bedding and library are provided to inmates. Students
studying in post metric courses are eligible for admission in these hostels. Admission is made through online
application. In the year 2019-20, 2220 got benefitted in these hostels.

3.Grants in Aid to Private hostels:

There are 2 Aided hostels in the district with the total strength of 92. Rs.1000 per month for each students is
given by the department to the institution.
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4., Tailoring training center:

The department is running a Tailoring training center in Udupi, with 20 strength. One year free training is
provided with Stipend of Rs. 300 per month for each candidate. Free Sewing Machine will be given to those who pass
in annual exam.

5. Backward Classes English Medium Morarji Desai Residential Schools/College:

In udupi district there are 4 Morarji Desai Residential schools and one Residential college is functioning. 451
boys and 446 girls are admitted to these schools in the year 2019-20. The Students studying in 6th to 10th std are
eligible to seek admission to these schools and get facility of free education, Food and accommodation, uniform,
textbook, stationery, bed , trunk and sports equipment are provided. In PU Residential College only 1st and 2nd PUC
science students are eligible for admission. In the year 2019-20, 133 students got admitted.

6. Pre metric scholarship:

Pre metric scholarship is sanctioned to backward classes students studying in 1st standard to 10th
standard in Govt, Aided and Unaided schools. Income limitis Rs. 44,500 for backward classes students and Rs. 1.00
lakh for cat-1 students. 1st to 5th standard students will get Rs.750, for 6th to 8th std student will get Rs.900 and
9th and 10th standard student get Rs.1000 per year. In the year 2019-20 an amount of Rs. 469.58 lakhs was
sanctioned for 54,664 students .

7. Scholarship to Post metric students:

Backward classes students studying in PUC, Graduation, Post Graduation , Technical and other courses are
sanctioned post metric scholarship at the rate of Rs.1600 for PUC, Rs.2100 for degree and Rs.3350 for PG students
based on eligibility criteria. The application for these scholarship should be submitted through online . The sanctioned
scholarship amount is credited to the students Bank account directly. An amount of Rs. 221.59 lakhs was sanctioned
to 10387 students in the year 2019-20.

8. Vidvasiri

Under vidyasiri scholarship scheme college students who belongs to backward classes will get Rs.1500 per
month for their food and accommodation for 10 month . In the year 2019-20 Rs. 158.88 lakhs was sanctioned for
2623 students.
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9. Fee concessions :

The stundents studying in post metric courses belongs to category-1 and their family annual income is below
Rs.2.50 Lakhs and the students belonging to other Backward clasess who’s family income is below Rs. 1.00 lakh are
eligible for this schem. Under this Scheme the Govt is sanctioned tuition fee, Lab fee, Exam fee, sports, library fee, etc
. During the year 2019-20 Rs. 960.15 lakhs has been sanctioned to 19,688 students under this scheme.

10. Incentives to hostel students

Hostellers studying in S.S.L.C, 2nd PUC, degree and post graduate courses who passes with first class marks
in annual public exam are eligible for incentive of Rs.1000 to Rs. 3000. In the year 2019-20 Rs. 15.46 lakhs was
sanctioned to 773 students

11. Stipend to Law graduates:

The law graduates belonging to backward classes selected by the selection committee are being trained by the
senior advocates for four years to take up the profession. Rs. 4000/- is paid to each candidate per month as stipend.
40 law graduates are being provided this trining. Rs. 18.44 lakhs was spent in the ayear of 2019-20

12. Improvements of hostels:

The pre metric and post metric backward class hostels provided with utensils, furnitures, bed and bed spreads,
sports materials, gas stove etc. under the scheme. 29.82 lakhs was spent in the year of 2019-20.

13. Repair and maintenance of hostel buildings:

The required repair and maintenance of department hostel buildings, construction of compound walls, toilets
etc works are being takeup under the scheme. Rs. 21.43 lakh was spent in the year 2019-20.

14. Skill development training:

The department is provides training in Computer and Nursing Courses with stipend for unemployed women.
During the year 2019-20 Rs. 74.78 lakhs was paid to 1,314 students.

15. Special scholarships to the students of nomedics/Semi nomedics:

Students studying in 1 to 10th standards who belongs to nomedics/semi nomedics community are provided special
incentives and the students of post metric courses are provided with merit scholarship under this schem. Rs. 6.91
lakhs was spent for 345 students in the year 2019-20.

16. construction of community hall belongs to different communities in society:

Under this program the department is providing grants to various Backward Classes communities for construction
of community halls. Rs. 244.62 lakhs was sanctioned for 32 community halls in the year 2019-20.

17.D.Devaraj Urs Prathibha Puraskara:

The year 2015-16 onwards Government has launched this program “Prathibha Purskara”. The students who
have passed in SSLC and PUC Exam with more than 90% and Degree and PG Exam with more than 70% are eligible to
get benefit under this schem. An Incentive of Rs.10,000/- for SSLC, Rs.15,000/- for PUC, Rs.20,000/- for Graduates and
Rs. 25,000/- for Professional Garduates and Post Graduates has been sanctioned. In the year 2019-20 a sum of Rs.
6.70 lakhs was sanctioned to 31 degree students, 8.70 lakh sanctioned to 58 PUC Students and 7.60 lakh Sanctioned
to 76 SSLC Students has been sanctioned.

18. Scholarship to Foreign studies:

During 2015-16 government Launched this new scheme of scholarship for those studying in for foreign
universties. The department will sanction Rs. 10.00 lakhs per year for the student who studying in post graduation (
phd/ Research in Foreign university)

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AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT, UDUPI

Udupi District has comes under zone 10, where paddy is the main agriculture crop. The annual rainfall of district is
4571.30mm. In 2019 received5200.03mm of rainfall. The major soil types of the district are Black and laterite soils having
less pH and highly acidic in nature. The total geographical area of the district is about 3.56 Lakh Ha. out of which the net
cultivated area is 100302 Ha. About 34% of the net cultivated area is occupied by agricultural crops. The net sown area is
about 111156Ha In which 43052Ha of area (38.73%) covered by agricultural crops. Among agricultural crops paddy being a
major crop which used to cultivate in all the three seasons of the year. Inrabi- summer season pulses like black gram, horse
gram, cowpea & oilseed crops like Groundnut &Sesamum are cultivated using residual moisture. Due to closure of
Brahmavara sugar factory, the sugarcane growing area has been reduced drastically. During 2019-20,out of 45650Ha. targeted
area 43052 Ha (94.31%)of area has been sowned by different agriculture crops.

Department of agriculture has got vision of balanced development in agricultural sector, food security and to double
the farmers income by 2022. Farmer’s income will be increased by increasing the production and productivity of agriculture
crops through successful implementation of various central & States government schemes. To promote these schemes different
programs are arranged in farmer’s field. Department is providing different agriculture extension programme, farmers training,
timely supplying of agriculture implements, conducting soil testing & nutrient recommendation to maintain the soil health,
insurance benefits for crop protection, integrated nutrient management & encouraging the farmers to adopt micro irrigation
component. With the participation of publics, department is always aiming for the development of agriculture sector and
farmers with different complimentary activities. Government has introduced different programs like supplying agricultural
implements/machineries, distribution of certified/quality seed, promoting organic farming, establishment of custom hire
service center to provide machineries to the farmers at cheaper/ lower price, providing sprinkler sets with 90% subsidies,
distribution of plant protection chemicals and equipments, soil amendments, micro nutrients andbio fertilizers at subsidized
rates, recognition of innovative and progressive farmers through awards Construction of farm ponds through krishibhagya
programme , Providing subsidy for package units &implementing integrated farming system etc.. Farmers are encouraged
for adoption of new technologies, in agriculture farming and Rs. 6400 and 8200 per Ha. incentive is provided to the farmers
for adoption of direct seeded rice and mechanical transplanting technologies. Frequent exposure visits are conducted to the
progressive farmer’s field who adopted innovative technologies in their field thereby promoting other farmers to adopt these
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technologies. Department has got organizational setup of district level JDA Office, subdivisional DDA Office, taluk level
ADA Office &at hobli level 9 RSKs are functioning through which various departmental programmes are implemented for
the benefit of the farming community.

Udupi, Brahmavar, Karkala, Ajekar, Kaup, Byndoor, kota and Vandse RSK's are having own building where as
Kundapur RSK is working in the premises of ADA Office. Through these RSK's, innovative technologies are transferred to
farming community. In addition to this, RSK's are the focal points of distributing quality seeds, plant protection
chemicals/equipment’s, organic manures, micronutrients, Green manuring seeds, biofertilizers, gypsum/ lime, Tarpaulin,
innovative agricultural machineries at 50% subsidy. Sprinklers and drip irrigation components are provided at 90% subsidies,
in addition to thisfor SC&ST farmers power tiller, hightech agriculture components, tarpaulin, Sprinkler sets, and
plantprotection equipments are provided at 90% assistance. For demonstration of technologies upto Rs. 4000 worth of
agriculture inputs are provided at free of cost.

Field problems and other technical issues related to the agricultural sector will be brought into the notice of the
agriculture scientists, by conducting proper research on this aspect they will be providing suitable recommendation and
technical inputs to the extension officers of the department during bi monthly workshops and institutional trainings.

New technologies invented in agriculture research centre will be transferred to the farmers fields through field trials
and large scale demonstrations. For wider spread of new agriculture technologies exposure visits, exhibition, training, farmers
— Scientists interaction,Kisangosti, Krishimela, Krishiabhiyana such programmes are arranged at different levels.

To promote the Soil Health Management, soil test based soil health cardsare distributed to the farmers since 2015.
During 2019-20 under Soil Health Mission scheme 8390 soil sample has been analyzed and 8390 soil health cards are prepared,
distribution of the same is under progress. Under Soil Health Management scheme 4new village level soil health labs are
established through local unemployed youths by providing Rs. 15.00 lakhs worth subsidy. Presently total of 10 Village level
soil testing units are working in the district.
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Custom Hire Service Centres are present at 9hoblies of Udupi District. These centres aims at timely supply of farm
equipment’s at reduced rent. Out of 9 centre ,two new centers established during 2019-20 in Vandse and Udupi Hobli. Total
of 26102 farmers are benefited from this scheme since inception till march 2020.

In order to reduce the usage of chemical fertilizers and pesticides, organic farming has been promoted in udupi district
from 2004. As per the revised Karnataka Organic Farming policy 2017, organic farming scheme provides proper marketing
facility for the continous suppy of quality organic inputs. At present 230 farmers are practicing complete organic farming in
an area of 286.6 Ha. producing an estimate quantity of 185.37 tonne organic produce.With the aim of increasing the area
under organic certification individual and registered groups are encouraged for certification process through government
support by organic certification scheme from 2018-19. In order to reduce the cost of production and increase the
quality of agricultural products Zero budget natural farming programme was implemented in 454.97 ha area of 9 clusters of
the district. Under ZBNF scheme 779 farmers have been participated. For the benefit of both organic farmers and consumers
an organic sandy was started in the district from 2017-18 on every Sunday. During 2019-20 total of 60.47lakh grants have
been utilized for the implementation various organic farming promotional activities.

District has been facing severe agriculture labour problem. In order to combat this, department is encouraging
mechanization in agriculture. Under this programme 50% assistance for general farmers and 90% assistance for SC/ST
farmers are provided for the purchase of various farm machineries. During 2019-20 total of 268.49 lakh subsidies are provided
under various schemes covering 1110 farmers.

Under PMKSY programme, soil and water conservation as well as ground water recharge activities were implemented.
For encouraging the optimal and minimum use of irrigation water, adoption of sprinkler irrigation system was promoted by
providing 90% subsidy to the farmers. During 2019-20 total of 1022 farmers were benefited under this scheme covering
1020.20 haof area which accounts forRs146.84 lakhs of subsidy.

Under the Prime Minister's KisanSamman Nidhi scheme, incentives are provided to the all categories of farmers.
Under this scheme Central incentives of Rs. 6000/- per annum in three installments and state incentives of Rs. 4000/- per
annum in two installments are provided to the farmers.Total of 140572 famers were benefited from this scheme since inception
accounting total of Rs. 119.29 Cr subsidy which includes Rs. 96.11 Cr. central subsidy and Rs. 23.18 Cr. State Subsidy.
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National Food Security Mission Programmewas implemented in the district in the aims of enhancing theyield levels of
paddy, pulses and oilseed crops. This scheme also aims at improving soil fertility and economic status of the farmers.
Incentives were provided to the farmers who are involved in the innovative technology demonstrations in paddy, pulses and
oilseed crop. Under demonstration component Rs. 18.89 Lakh has been directly transferred to 463 farmers account through
DBT scheme. For implementation of various NFSM Component Rs. 151.82 Lakh has been spent by providing benefit to 8470
farmers.

A new scheme Karavali Package has been implemented in the district with aim of supporting rainfed paddy growers.
Under this scheme farmers who practiced innovative technologies like DSR, Machine Planting and traditional local varieties
were supported with incentive of Rs7500 per ha. up to 2 ha. Total of 52.90 lakh incentive has been transferred to 1466 farmers
through this scheme inDBT mode.

Watershed development activities are being carried out under PMKSY — WD & OI, WDPD and RKVY schemes. Soll
and water conservation works,Dry land horticulture, Forestry activities, Livelihood activities, Production systems and Micro
enterprise promotional activities are undertaken under this project. Total of 39062 ha.s of area is under Watershed treatment
in the District. During 2019-20 ,Soil and water conservation works involving 91 vented dams and 28 Gokattes were
implemented. In addition to this for 2020-21 afforestation activities total of 130189 different species forest seedlings which
includes Teak, Mahagani, Cashew etc., were raised in the forest nursery.

For overall improvement of the farming community and agriculture production, department is implementing various
Zilla Panchayath, State Sector and Centrally sponsored schemes as per approved guidelines and norms.
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Progress report of various ZillaPanchayath Programmes implemented by Agriculture Department
during 2019-20

1. Other Agriculture Schemes:

District is facing severe agriculturelabour problem coupled with more than 90% of the small and marginal farmers.
Mechanization is promoted in agriculture to overcome thislabour problem. Under this scheme total of 105 various agriculture
implements are distributed to the farmers.

2. Agriculture related scheme:
Out of the 9 RSK's present in the district, 8 are working in own building. This scheme fund is utilized for RSK rent,
maintenance and office expenditure.

3. Agriculture office building:

Grants has been utilized for repair and emergency works of the various offices of the agriculture department. During 2019-
20 total of Rs. 11.50 lakh grants has been provided for this purpose. Works likeproviding concrete layering around the premises
ADA office udupi, Kaup RSK godown construction, Concrete layering and Tile works in ADA office Kundapur, Painting of
office building &roof top water proof works in Karkala were carried out with annual expenditure of 8.23 lakh.

4. Organic mannures schemes:

With the aim of encouraging organic farming and reducing chemical fertilizer usage, organic manures are supplied to 137 ha.s
of area under the scheme.

5. Plant protection Scheme:

In order to facilitate farmers to protect their crops from pests and diseases with timely spray, plant protection chemicals for
304 ha. and 35plant protection equipments are distributed to the farmers @ 50% assistance.
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6. Krishi Jathre & Exhibition:

Total of 8 exhibitions are conducted about improved agriculture technologies during Krishimela, village level festivals,
KrishiAbhiyanaprogrammes.
7. Tribal Sub Plan:

For the improvement of economic status of Schedule Tribe farmers this scheme is implemented. Under this programme 4
power tillers, Shitech agriculture mechinariesare distributed to farmers @ 90% subdsidy. In addition to these Rs 4000 worth
agriculture inputs are distributed to the farmers for 2.50 ha of area.

STAFE DETAILS:-

Total of 85 technical and 58non-technical post has been sanctioned for various offices of agriculture department. Out
of this 30 technical and 20non-technical posts are filled. Out of the sanctioned post of the departmentie., 143 only 50 posts
were filled. Department is facing shortage of staffi.e., 64% of the sanctioned posts are vacant.

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HORTICULTURE DEPARTMENT
(Zilla Panchayath), Udupi District

Horticulture has emerged as an important sector for diversification of agriculture. It has established its
credibility in improving the income through increased productivity, generating employment and in enhancing exports
besides providing household nutritional security. The focused attention on investment in horticulture has been
rewarding in terms of increased production and productivity. The climatic and the soil types of the district are most
condusive for the cultivation of horticulture crops. The horticultural crops are the important source of income for the
farmers of the district. Plantation crops namely Coconut, Arecanut, Cashew, Rubber; Spice crops viz., Pepper, Ginger,
Turmeric; Fruit crops namely Mango, Pineapple, Sapota & Banana; Vegetables viz Brinjal, Bhendi, Cucumber, Chilli,
Vegetable cowpea & Leafy vegetables are being grown in the district. In recent days aromatic crops, flower crops viz
Jasmine, Crysanthemum are getting increased attention of the farmers. Udupi Mallige and Mattu Gulla Brinjal of Udupi
District have got Geographical identity.

Udupi District is having a total geographical area of 3,56,446 Hectare, in which net cultivable area is 97,802 Hectares
out of which Horticulture crops are grown in an area of 73,002 Hectares. Good number of Cashew and Coconut processing
units are working in district. To supply good quality planting material private and public sector nurseries are operating in the
district.

For the production and supply of quality planting material to farmers 6 Horticulture farms and 2 office nurseries are
working under Horticulture Department Udupi District.

Horticuture related research activities are taken up in Zonal Agriculture and Horticulture Research Station, Brahmavara.
To support existing Horticulture crops and to introduce new Horticulture crops Department has implemented different schemes
in the year 2019-20.

Deputy Director of Horticulture at District level, Senior Assistant Director of Horticulture at Taluka level and Assistant
Horticulture Officers at Hobli level are working to implement the programmes of Horticulture Department.
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Summary of various programmes implemented by Horticulture Department, Udupi District during 2019-20 is as follows:

1.

In 2019-20 Horticulture Department got financial target of Rs. 749.49 Lakhs, out of which Rs. 599.99 Lakhs was
released and till the end of March-2020 a total Rs. 593.13 Lakhs was spent to implement various schemes.

. Under Zilla Panchayath and Taluka Panchayath schmes Rs. 43.17 Lakhs was spent under Oilpalm Cultivation, Micro

Irrigation, Horticulture Building, Horticulture farm maintenance, Publicity and Literature, Bee Keeping, Plant
Protection and training programmes.

. A total of Rs. 179.96 Lakhs was spent from Horticulture Department to implement state sector schemes like

Comprahensive Horticulture Development Programme, Integrated Control of Pest and diseases of Horticulture Crops,
Apiculture and Bee Keeping and Krishi Bhagya Schemes.

. To implement centally sponsored schemes like Pradhan Manthri Krishi Sichayai Yojana, Integrated farming in coconut

for productivity improvement programme, National Horticulture Mission, Rastriya Krishi Vikasa Yojane and Sub
Mission on Agriculture Mechanisation a total of Rs. 370.00 Lakhs was spent from Horticulture Department.

. During 2019-20 a total of 314.56 Hectare area brought under Horticulture Crops through area expansion programmes

of different schemes. Cashew, Banana, Black Pepper, Pineapple, Vegetables, Guava and Grafted Black Pepper, minor
fruits like Dragon Fruit and Mangosteen area expansion is done in district.

Arecanut and Black Pepper crops are included in Restructured Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme in Udupi
District. During 2018-19 for these crops 1753 farmers registered and paid Rs. 56.0487 Lakhs in 2846 cases and a total
of Rs. 568.11735 Lakhs Insured amount is paid to farmers in 2317 cases. In 2019-20 total premium of Rs. 98.22554
Lkahs paid by 3473 farmers. The insurance period will end on 30-06-2020. After completion of insurance period the
claim amount will be paid to farmers based on eligibility.

A total of Rs. 7.9238 Lakhs was paid to 294 farmers in 2019-20 as relief paid through Revenue Department for
Horiculture Crop Loss due to Natural Disaster in 29.189 Ha. area.

1. Introduction: As per the Government order No: R.D 42 L .R. D 87 (Part 3) dated 02/08/1997 07 new districts were
formed in Karnataka. Udupi is one among them. Initially Udupi district had three taluks namely Udupi , Kundapur and Karkala

in it. A new district office along with all basic facilities was established in 01/08/1998. The then Assistant Director of Fisheries
( Grade -1) Tech, was designated as District nodal officer of fisheries department of newly formed Udupi district and given

the responsibility of carrying out the activities of fisheries department in Udupi district.

Then as per the Government order No- Pa.sa.mi 210 Mi,E, Se 2011 , the CEO post in Brackish water fish farmers agency was
converted to Senior Assistant director of fisheries and assigned to head the district level office in Udupi from 09/10/2014.
All the other posts in brackishwater fish farmer’sagency were distributed to other districts. Thus the newly formed district
level fisheries office headed by Senior Assistant Director of fisheries and aided by 09 supporting staff started functioning
from 09/10/2014.

All the three taluks in the newly formed district were headed by a Group-B level officer designated as Assistant Director of
fisheries Grade-2 .These taluk level offices headed by Assistant Director of Fisheries Gr-2 and aided by supporting staff carry
out the instructions of Senior Assistant Director office , Udupi and implement various state level, zilla panchayath and taluka
panchayath schemes related to development of fisheries and fishermen welfare schemes. Since both Kundapura and Udupi
taluk have coast line in them the taluk level offices at Udupi and Kundapura, predominantly implement schemes related to
marine fisheries and cater to the needs of coastal fishermen. To some extent they also support fishermen carrying our inland

241



fishery activity through training programs and implementing inland aquaculture schemes. Karkala taluk has a fish seed rearing
center in it, where spawns of commercially viable fresh water fishes are reared to fingerling size and distributed to inland
aquaculture farmers of Udupi district. In addition to this the office at Karkala taluk implements various state level, zilla
panchayath and taluka panchayath schemes related to development of fisheries in inland areas and as well as fishermen
welfare schemes.

In the year 2019 four new Taluks namely Byndoor, Brahnmavara, Kaup and Hebri were formed taking the total to 7 Taluks in
Udupi district. A proposal to open new taluk level fisheries Office at newly formed Byndoor and Kaup taluks has been made
to the concerned authority. The activities carried under development of fisheries include construction of fishing harbor and
their maintenance, construction of fish landing centers and their maintenance, construction fishery link roads and their
maintenance, construction of fish markets. Apart from these, coastal and inland aquaculture is promoted among farmers by
conducting training programmes and educating them about recent advances in aquaculture and post-harvest technology.
Fishermen welfare scheme include- providing financial assistance to poor houseless fishermen to construct houses, providing
financial assistance to fishermen during fishing ban period through savings cum relief fund, providing financial assistance to
families of fishermen who have lost their livelihood and are under distress due to loss of life or partial disability during fishing

or due to loss of fishing craft and gear through fishermen distress relief fund and insurance schemes.

2.  Administration

2.1 Senior Assistant director of fisheries is the district head of fisheries department in Udupi. The three taluks namely
Udupi, Kundapura and Karkala are headed by Assistant Director of Fisheries Gr-2. The taluk level offices carry out the
instructions of Senior Assistant Director office, Udupi and implement various state level, zilla panchayat and taluka panchayat
schemes related to development of fisheries and fishermen welfare schemes in their respective taluks.
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2.11Senior Assistant Director of Fisheries Udupi: Mr. P Parshwanath has worked as Senior Assistant Director of Fisheries
Udupi from 09/10/2014 to 31/03/2020

2.12 Assistant Director of Fisheries (Gr-1) Tech: As per the Govermnent order No- Pa.sa.mi.213 Mi.Ee: 2016 Bangalore
Date: 15/12/2017 the post has been shifted to Ambigara Chowdaiah fisheries development board, Bagalkot.

2.13 Assistant Director of Fisheries (Gr-2), Technical Assistant to Senior Assistant Director of Fisheries,Udupi.Mrs.
Savita Kadri has worked here in this post from 01/12/2016 to 31/03/2020.

2.14 Assistant Director of Fisheries (Gr-2), Udupi: Mr.Kiran B.D has worked here in this post from 31/10/2017 to
31/03/2020.

2.15 Assistant Director of Fisheries (Gr-2), Kundapura: Mr. Chandrashekhar has worked here in this post from 14/08/2015
to 31/03/2020.

2.16 Assistant Director of Fisheries (Gr-2), Karkala : Mr.Chandan.C as worked here in this post from 21/10/2014 to
31/10/2020.

Directorate, Bangalore, No: Mi Ni, Si (2) 95/2019. Date: 09/07/2019 has been transferred to office of the
Assistant Director of Fisheries Gr-2, Cikkodi taluk, Belgaum district. She was relieved from Karkala
Office on 16/07/20109.

2.23 Retirement: There were no retirements in the before mentioned offices during the year 2029-20.
2.3 Punishment / Enquiries conducted on the officers / staff. :
No punishments or enquiries were initiated or recorded in the year 2019-20.

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4.0 Developmental Programs:

4.1: Boat Registration and issue of licenses

Department of Fisheries enforces Marine Fisheries Regulation Act 1986 in its jurisdiction and based on Merchant Fisheries

Act itregisters fishing vessels and also issue licenses to fishing boats in respective jurisdiction.
4.2: Fish landing centers:

There are around 10 fish landing centers along the coast line of Udupi district. The data of the fish catches in these landing
centers are collected by fisheries field staff of respective offices and reported. These field staff also carry out the extension

activities of the department in their area.
4.3: Marine Fisheries

In 2019-20 total marine fish landings in Udupi district from both mechanized as well as non-mechanized fishing crafts was
121479 Metric tons. Inland fish landing was 3.00 Metric tons.

4.4Fisheries co-operative societies

Totally Udupi district has 53 fishermen co-operative societies. These co-operative societies play important role in small scale
economic activities carried out by fishermen in the district. Udupi taluk has 37 fishermen co-operative societies out of which
10 co-operative societies are exclusively fisherwomen co-operative societies and 01 in it is exclusively Scheduled caste women

co-operative society. Similarly Kundapura taluk has 16 co-operative societies, out of which 05 are exclusively women co-
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operative societies. Karkala taluk has no fishermen co-operative societies. Apart from fishermen co-operative societies

Karnataka fishermen development corporation also help in small scale economic activity of fishermen.
4.5: Assistance for marketing of fish and construction for fish markets.

Under this scheme, financial assistance of 35 % of unit cost not exceeding rupees 35,000 is provided to fishermen/ women
who have purchased 03 / 04 wheeler goods carrier vehicle to transport and market fresh fishes in the interior parts of the
district. An amount of Rupees 10.486 Lakh was spent by providing financial assistance to 32 fishermen/women who have
purchased 03/04 wheeler goods vehicle to transport and market fresh fishes to interior parts of the district. Out of 32

beneficiaries 16 are from Kundapura, 12 from Udupi and 04 are from Karkala.
4.7 Assistance to inland fisheries development
a) Assistance for fish seed rearing and distribution

Under this scheme spawn or fry of commercially viable cultivable fishes is brought from fish seed production centers in BRP
and reared in fish seed rearing center in Karkala. After rearing spawn / fry till they attain fingerling size, they are distributed
to aqua culturists of Udupi district and also to people who have obtained fishing rights in department as well as gram panchayth
tanks of the district. A total of 2.6 lakh fingerlings were distributed from this center during 2019-20 and revenue of Rs.
59,906.00 was collected.

b) Special Component Plan (S.C.P):

Under this scheme, fishermen / women belonging to scheduled caste of the district according to their demand were provided
with fishery requisite kits.. A fishery requisite kit based on the demand of the beneficiary consists of either fishing nets or
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insulated boxes and crates to market fish in fresh condition .Each beneficiary will get a 100 % subsidized fishery requisite
worth of Rs 10,000 completely free. A total of 31 Fishery requisite kits worth of Rupees 3.00 lakhs were distributed to

scheduled caste beneficiaries of the district in the year 2019-20.
¢) Tribal Sub —Plan

Under this scheme, fishermen / women belonging to scheduled tribes of the district according to their demand were provided
with fishery requisite Kkits. A fishery requisite kit based on the demand of the beneficiary consists of either fishing nets or
insulated boxes and crates to market fish in fresh condition .Each beneficiary will get a 100 % subsidized fishery requisite
worth of Rs 10,000 completely free. A total of 10 Fishery requisite kits worth of Rupees 1.00 lakhs were distributed to
scheduled tribe beneficiaries of the district in the year 2019-20.

As per the order of Directorate of Fisheries Bangalore, all the taluk level fisheries office in the district and district level
fisheries office have obtained the service of four wheelers on rental basis to carry out the extension activities of the department

and also for other official purposes. The rent for these vehicles obtained through out sourcing agency is paid under this scheme.
4.8 Fishermen distress relief fund Scheme:

Under this scheme fishermen and their families who have lost their livelihood due to the death or partial disability of
the fishermen/women or loss of fishing craft and gear during fishing are provided financial assistance .In the year 2019-20 25

fishermen died during fishing and all their families have been provided financial assistance under this scheme.
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4.9 Fishermen accidental benefit scheme

This is a Central Government scheme .Under this scheme fishermen and their families who have lost their livelihood due
to the death or partial disability of the fishermen/women or loss of fishing craft and gear during fishing are provided financial
assistance .In the year 2019-20 25 fishermen died during fishing and a proposal has been sent to central Government to

provide financial assistance to the concerned families and they are yet to receive their relief money.
4.10 Exhibitions and Training

Under this scheme fishermen/ fisherwomen in coastal area are trained and educated in various recent post-harvest technologies
like handling of fresh fishes, extending the shelf life of fishes, value addition to commercially non-viable fishes. Same way
coastal and inland aquaculture is promoted among farmers by conducting training programs and educating them about recent
advances in aquaculture. During these training programs, trainees will be informed about the various schemes in the
department. In the year 2019-20 an amount of Rupees was spent on conducting training programs to fishermen/ women of
the district.

4.9 Taluk Pancayath Schemes: No Taluk Panchayath Schemes were implemented during this financial year.

Udupi Social Forest division was formed in the year 1997 when Udupidistrict was carved out of Dakshina Kannada as
a new district of Karnataka. Sandwiched between 98 km coast line and mighty western Ghats, Udupi is the crown jewel of
Karnataka. The hills such as Kudremukh, Kodachadri and Agumbe separate the district from neighboring districts. The
amazing Western Ghats, sloppy plains and enchanting coastline bring spell bound landscapes and rich biodiversity to the
district. The slopes right after these hills get steeper leaving a good area under plains; thus having 28% area under forest

and 40% land being available for agriculture.

The division’s major activity is raising tree crop/plantations in various non-traditional forest areas such as village road
sides, village common lands, school plantations, community lands etcand in famers land; and also implementing schemes
