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1. Introduction:

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Planning Authority is an independent
organization working under the administrative control of the state Government in the premises
of Bangalore Metropolitan Region Developemnt Authority (BMRDA), No.1, Ali Askar Road,
Bangalore-560 052. The head of the Planning Authority is Chairman who is appointed by the
Government. Metropolitan Planner, BMRDA is the Member Secretary, working as the Chief
Executive Officer looking after all the activities of the Planning Authority.

2. Commencement of ‘Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City’ Planning Authority:

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area is a Planning Authority
among the 10 Planning Authorities in the jurisdiction of Bangalore Metropolitan Area. This
Planning Authority is coming under APZ-1 as per the Structure Plan earlier approved by the
Government and the developments of the APZ-1 were being controlled as per BMRDA Act.
Later the proposal placed before the Government to declare the area coming under APZ-1 as
Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area as per the Approved Structure Plan.
As per Notification No.NaAE 104 BMR 2014, dated 03.06.2016, the Government has declared
the Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area under Section 4(a)(1) of the
Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act, 1961. As per Notification No.NaAE 104 BMR 2014,
dated 21.10.2016, the Government has constituted the Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City
Planning Authority as per Section 4(c)(1) of the Act.

Government has appointed the Chairman under Section 4(c)(3)(i) of the Karnataka
Town & Country Planning Act, 1961, the Member Secretary under Section 4(c)(3)(i1) Vide
Notification No.NaAYe: 104: BMR 2014, Dated 21.10.2016, and the Ex-officio Member under
Section 4(c)(3) of the KTCP Act 1961 vide Notification No.NaAYe: 200 BMR 2016, Dated
07.02.2017, a Special Invitee for counseling and assistance vide Notification No.NaAYe: 200
BMR 2016, Dated 07.02.2017 under Section 4(F) of the KTCP Act, 1961.

3. Brief report of Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area:

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area is within the jurisdiction of
Ramanagara District. Magadi Planning Authority and Bangalore-Mysore Infrastructure
Corridor Area Planning Authority jurisdiction falls on the northern side of this Planning
Authority. Kanakapura Planning Authority falls on the soutern side of this Planning Authority.
Kanakapura Planning Authority and Bangalore-Mysore Infrastructure Corridor Area Planning
Authority jurisdiction falls on the eastern side of this Planning Authority. Ramanagara Urban
Development Authority and Satellite Town Ring Road Planning Authority jurisdiction falls on
the western side of this Planning Authority. Mainly, National Highway-275 passes through
Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area.

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area is consisting of 01 Town
Municipality and 26 villages of Bidadi Hobli, 03 villages of Kailancha Hobli, 08 villages of
Ramanagara-Kasaba Hobli of Ramanagara Taluk, Ramanagara District, part area of
Vaderahalli village of Harohalli Hobli, Kanakapura Taluk, Ramanagara District, totally 38
villages. Extent of these 38 villages is 141.54 sq.kms with a population of 54,770, as per 2011
sensus.

4. Activities of Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Planning Authority:

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area intends orderly
development and control in development of land uses under the Karnataka Town & Country
Planning Act, 1961. It has the following duties under the Karnataka Town & Country Planning
Act, 1961.

Preparation and implementation of Town Planning Schemes in connection with
implementing the Master Plan of Local Planning Area as per the provisions of Section
(26) to (68) of Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act, 1961.

Maintenance of funds of the Planning Authority, Budget, Accounts & Audit,
preparation of Annual Report as per the provisions of Karnataka Town & Country
Planning Act, 1961.

Taking up lake development works and other development activities out of the funds
available in the Planning Authority.

Following up of the works entrusted by the Government or taking necessary action to
complete the works of the Planning Authority.

5. Office functioning and management:

The Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Planning Authority functions as per the
provisions of the KTCP Act 1961. As per the provisions of the Act, the Authority gives
technical opinion for the conversion of agricultural lands, accords approval for
development of layouts and Development Plans and issue of Commencement
Certificate for construction of buildings. Steps are also being taken to control
unauthorized developments.

6. Duties and responsibilities of the Authority:

3. Members To participate and offer suggestions and make decisions
during the meetings.

The applications and proposals received by the Authority are reviewed by the Member
Secretary as per the rules and regulations and approvals are accorded. Subjects that are
required to be placed in the authority meeting for discussions and actions are taken as
per the decision of the meeting. 02 Athority Meetings were held from 01.04.2019 to
31.03.2020 and actions are being taken as per the decision of the meeting.

8. Criteria adopted for discharge of duties:

The functions of the authority are discharged as per the provisions of various Acts,
Government Orders and circulars and the decisions of the Authority meetings.

Issue of land use opinion for Conversion of land:-
The proposals are being received from Deputy Commissioner, Ramanagara district in

regard of furnishing of technical opinion for the purpose of conversion of land.
Technical opinion is furnished on the basis of the approved SAP-BUB-APZ-1 Draft
Interim Master Plan Report and Zonal Regulations. The Authority received 183
proposals for technical opinion for conversion of land from agriculture to non-

agriculture use from the respective Deputy Commissioner and out of these, 92 technical

opinions were furnished, 91 cases were recommended for rejection and remaining

documents.

Approval of Layouts:-

1) Procedure followed in the cases of approved layouts prior to 10.09.2015:- The
applicants submit applications for approval of layout and release of sites. The

proposal with all the documents and layout drawing prepared as per the zoning
regulations is techincally scrutinised and the subject is placed before the authority
meeting for approval. As per provisions of Section 17 of the Karnataka Town &
Country Planning Act 1961 approval is accorded to the layout. For layout above 10
acres, 40% sites are released after obtaining the NOC from Karnataka State Pollution
Control Board.

The applicant submits an application for release of 30% sites in the second
instance after completing the development works like construction of roads, CD
works and underground drainage works. The authority ensures that the development
works are completed by inspecting the the layout and accords approval for the release
of 30% sites in the second instance.

The applicant submits an application to the authority for the release of the final
30% of sites after completing all the development works namely roads, park
development, underground drainage and STP, water supply and electrical works in
the layout. The authority inspects the layout to ensure that all the development works
are completed. The certificates obtained from various departments namely, KSPCB,
BESCOM, PWD, Horticulture and local auhtority certifying the completion of works
is obtained and reviewed by the Authority and the subject is placed in the authority
meeting for approval and the final 30% sites are released.
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iii.

2) Procedure followed in the cases of approved layouts subsequent to 10.09.2015:-
As per the provisions of KTCP Act 1961 section 17 and order No. Zos3zoa 24 3033

2015 dated: 10.09.2015 the applicant submits the application for layout approval
along with the documents like conversion order issued by Deputy Commisisioner,
ownership documents, certified survey sketch etc. The subject is placed in the
authority meeting for approval and for the purposes of development of layout, a draft
approval for the layout is accorded.

The applicant / developer after completion of all the development works,
obtains the completion certificates from concerned agencies namely, KSPCB,
BESCOM, PWD, Horticulture and local auhtority, submits application to the
authority for release of 100% sites. After ensuring that all the development works
are completed, the subject is placed in the authority meeting and based on the
decision of the authority meeting, the Applicant/developer relinquishes the parks
and roads to the local authority and civic amenity sites to the planning authority.
After this, the final approval is accorded to the layout and 100% sites are released.

Issue of Commencement certificate for construction of buildings:-
Commencement certificates for construction of buildings within the jurisdiction of

Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Planning Authority is being given as per the
provisions of Sec (15) of the Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act 1961 and
approved Zoning Regulations. A total of 14 applications were received this year out of
which 11 applications have been issued commencement certificate, and remaining 03
cases were rejected.

14. The Financial status of theAuthority:

A total of Rs. 80,50,000.00 has been accrued from different fees and interest of fixed

deposit. The authority has kept fixed deposits in nationalised bank. For the year 2019-20 total

of Rs. 60,45,376.08 has been collected under Betterment levey, Lake rejuvenation fee and other

fee heads. For the preparation of Master Plan and day to day expenditure total of Rs.
67,67,508.00 has been spent.

15.The Action Plan / activities of the Authority for the year 2019-20

Preparation of Master Plan for Greater Bengaluru-Bidadi Smart City Planning
Authority:

In the Agenda Item No.15.5 of the proceedings of the 15" meeting of BMRDA
held on 29.12.2015 under the chairmanship of the Hon’ble Chief Minister, it
was resolved to develop the Proposed Bidadi Integrated Township Project

through “Development Plan-Town Planning Schemes” mechanism under Karnataka
Town & Country Planning Act, 1961.

Accordingly, the Greater Bengaluru — Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area
consisting of Bidadi and 38 surrounding villages has been declared vide Notification
bearing No. Na.Aa.E/104/BMR/2014, Dated: 03.06.2016 under Section 4(a)(1) of the
Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act, 1961 and Greater Bengaluru — Bidadi
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Smart City Planning Authority has been constituted vide Government Notification
No:Na.Aa.E/104/BMR/2014, Dated: 21.10.2016. under Section 4(c)(1) of the KTCP
Act, 1961.

iii) The Chairman is the head of the office & is appointed by the State Government. The
Government in its Notification No: Na.Aa.E/104/BMR/2014, Dated:21.10.016 has
appointed the Metropolitan Commissioner, BMRDA, Bangalore to be the Chairman
of the Authority under the provisions of Section 4(c)(3)(i) of the Karnataka Town and
Country Planning Act, 1961, and appointed the Metropolitan Planner, BMRDA,
Banglore to be the Member Secretary under the provisions of Section 4(c)(3)(ii) of the
Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act, 1961.

iv) Notification in ‘Kannada Prabha’ and the Deccan Herald’ newspapers dated
17.11.2016 under Section (10) of the Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act,
1961 and a Notification in Karnataka State Gazette dated 08.12.2016 has been issued
calling for public suggestions in respect of the ‘Intention to Prepare Master Plan’ as
per Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act, 1961 giving 60 days time.

v) Tender process for selection of consultant has been taken up through TECSOK and
Work order issed to M/s WAPCOS Ltd for preparation of Master Plan for Great
Bangalore — Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area & for Design of Bidadi Township
on 17.05.2018. Master Plan work is in progress.

vi) The present land use date under section 5 of Karnataka Town and Country
Planning Act 1961 has been declared as date: 20.10.2018, for the Great
Bangalore — Bidadi Smart City Local Planning Area as vide Govt Notification No.
UDD/74/BMR/2019 (E-Office) Dated: 12.12.2019.

vii) Present land use maps for the Local Planning limits have been prepared as required
under section 6 of Karnataka Town and Country Planning Act 1961. The present
land use maps have been published in the office notice board on date: 17.12.2019 and
also in the Website of the Authority (www.gbbscpa.in) for the information of public.

1) Allotment of Civic Amenity sites;

As per the Government order No: UDD 27 TTP 2016, dated: 24-05-2017 Karnataka
Planning Authorities (allotment of civic amenity sites) Rules 2016 has been notified
defining the guidelines to be adopted for the allotment of civic amenity sites reserved
in the layouts approved by the authority. As per the allotment rules, steps are being
taken to allot civic amenity sites for the requirements classified as first and second
priority. Publication in daily newspapers has been issued seeking requirements from

various Government and Non-Government organisations. The applications received
for allotment of civic amenity sites will be processed as per allotment rules.
