SamagraShikshanaKarnataka program is the joint venture of central and state
government . The main objective is to provide free and compulsory education to
the children of age group 6 to 14. Under this scheme the following interventions
were conducted in order to fulfil the aim of education.

During the year 2019-20 total 1797 child with special needs (CWSN) were identified. The
facilities like girl’s stipend, transport allowance, Escort allowance and physiotherapywere
provided to main stream the children and 18.63 lakhs were utilized for the intervention.

During the year 2019-20 total 1126 out of school children were identified through regular
survey and night survey. Out of 1126 children total 745 children weremain streamed through
school based training, 414 children were migrated and the achievement percentage is
66.16%.

During the year 2019-20 total 908487 free text books were distributed to the children of 1-
8™ standard children of Govt. and aided schools.

The residential school facility in the district has been established from the year 2011-12 .
Admissions are given to the children of the age group of 7-14 years of out of school children
of orphans, street children, drug addict children and deprived children.

AYUSH systems of
Medicines are well accepted by community particularly with rural areas because
these are socially acceptable, comparatively safe and efficacious and easily
available which can be prepared locally by the available resources. By these it is
possible to make these systems accessible to people in general and patients in
particular.

Hospitals and Dispensaries are working at various villages, taluka level, and
district level.Rendering outpatient & inpatient services. Under these Hospitals
Medical Officers are conducting home Remedy Programs (Manemaddu
Karyakrama),Ayush awareness, Ayush School health programs and Free Health
Camps in remote parts of the District. Apart from this in major Hospitals
Department is providing Panchakarma treatment, Shalya Chikitsa (surgical
treatment) which is unique in system of Ayurveda. Mane maddu Program, Yoga
training is given in various schools and Organizations,which helps in improving
physical health & mental ability.

Bangalore Urban District has a human population of 96.21 lakh as of 2011,
with 11.98 lakh SCs, 1.90 Lakh Scheduled Tribes and 11% depending on
agriculture. The district receives an average rainfall of about 896 mm per year and
is in the low rainfall zone. There are 17 Hoblis and 96 Gram Panchayats in the
district.There are 159890 cattle, 11268 buffaloes, 83899 sheep, 62821 goats,
28046 pigs, 112034 dogs , 3383 other animals,1304053 poultry birds.In total there
are 461340 livestock in the district according to the 20th cattle census of 2019.

Animal husbandry is transforming into a means of livelihood and an
industry. It is a successful activity when compare to agriculture wherein the
farmers are facing losses reguraly. In this direction Animal husbandry has been
successful in delivering milk, meat and eggs according to requirements of the
people of the district. In 2019-20 there has been a production of 333.983 kilo
tonnes of milk, 2247.54 lakhs eggs , 95321.935 tonnes meat, 27.813 tonnes of
wool.

These veterinary institutions in addition to maintaining the health of

animals are helping them in producing good genetic quality calves by the method
of artificial insemination using superior quality semen from imported bulls and
also getting only female calves using sexed semen. Various schemes in the
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department are being implemented to help the small and marginal farmers and
agricultural labourers to buy hybrid cows / pigs / poultry by helping them with
subsidy amount and loans from banks to improve their living standards. In
addition to these, many other programmes of the department are helping
farmers to lead a better life. The department officials are working hard towards
achieving this goal.Veterinary institutions are taking action to prevent livestock
from contagious diseases by carrying out regular vaccination programmes against
FMD,PPR, HS, ET, BRUCELLA etc,.

Bangalore urban district being the centre stage of state capital has the
commissioner’s and director’s,offices of the department and many of the central
and state research institutions. There are 95619 members in the Bangalore milk
producers cooperative society. The veterinary college hebbal has hospital facilities
and cattle, sheep, goat ,pig farms. It conducts extensive training programmes for
farmers. The department helps in training youth in establishing their own
cattle,sheep,goat,pig,poultry farms. These traings are conducted at
Hesharaghatta training centres.

The poultry birds produced in the State poultry farms are distributed to

farmers selected in the backyard poultry rearing scheme.Central poultry training
institute in Hessaraghatta are training farmers in poultry and duck farming and
also doctors in advanced technology.Central fodder development Institute —
Hesaraghatta is training farmers in fodder production methods and also providing
fodder seeds to farmers.
The medicines and other equipments required by the institutions is being
supplied by the Veterinary medical stores which purchases from companies which
have entered into rate contract with government.Research institutions like IAH
and VB,IVRI, NDDB, NIANP, NIVEDI are involved in vaccine production and
investigation of various diseases in animals ,advanced research in nutrition ,
fodder research etc.
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Mobile Veterinary clinics :

There are 4 mobile veterinary clinics in the district,one each for each taluk.
Veterinary Officers of 4 mobile Veterinary Clinics are engaged in treating animals
at farmers doorstep by following a prescheduled route everyday from Monday to
thursday and also supplying semen and liquid nitrogen to all veterinary

institutions in their taluk.

Health Camps

treat such animals.In addition general treatments, vaccinations, deworming are
also carried out and farmers are also updated regarding latest developments in
animal husbandry sector. Local leaders, zilla panchayat members, taluk panchayat
members and the village panchayat members are also invited to participate in
these camps. These camps are also organized in collaboration with Lions club and
other organizations.

Crossbred cow and calf rallies

In the year 2019-20 13 crossbred cow and calf rallies were organised in the
district.This is an encouragement to farmers to rear animals in scientific manner
and get more yields.Many farmers have taken part and won many prizes.Also a
milking competition was conducted in Attibele in Anekal taluk wherein large
number of farmers participated and many prizes were distributed.

Paratechnical staff training:

78 Paratechnical staff of the district were given departmental training
regarding new treatment techniques,efficient working methods and other
subjects in the year 2019-20.

Bird flu serosurvillence programme:

To check the prevelance of Birdflu in the district regular serosurvillence is
being carried out by the department .In the year 2019-20 a total of 288 samples
were collected and submitted to IAH and VB.

Pashu Bhagya Scheme :

Under the scheme BPL beneficiaries, the agricultural labourers, the landless,
the disabled, the migrant, the Scheduled Castes / Scheduled Tribes are provided
with the dairy / poultry/piggery/poultry units. Out of this, 90 per cent subsidy for
SC / ST beneficiaries and 50 per cent subsidy for other categories are provided by
the Government. Totally 110 beneficiaries have been selected in the financial year
2019-20 by the selection committees constituted by the government headed by
MLAs of respective constituencies. The government has implemented the "Amrita
Scheme" to help widows / women in hard ship to live their lives, by providing
subsidy for dairy farming and sheep rearing.

Free Insurance Scheme for Cattle

incentives being given to farmers was utilised in the national livestock mission to
give free insurance scheme to good genetic potential bulls/bullocks/buffalo
bulls/heifers/cows/buffalos belonging to SC/ST farmers,continued . The entire
premium amount is paid for maximum market value of Rs. 50000.00 for a period
of 3yrs.A total grant of Rs.34.37 lakhs under SCP with a target of 1146 SC
beneficiaries and 3.31 lakhs under TSP with a target of 177 ST beneficiaries has
been released and till date 765 animals covered under this scheme.

Sheep Exgratia Scheme

Under the scheme, the farmers will be paid an amount of Rs.2500.00 for
sheep/goat aged below 6 months and Rs.5000.00 for sheep/goat aged above 6
months in case of their death which is given directly to the beneficiary’s account
by the sheep board. In 2019-20 totally Rs.6.075 lakhs has been given to 97
beneficiaries towards 126 sheep/goats which have died.

Ex-gratia in cattle

In this scheme an amount of Rs.10000.00 is paid to farmers whose cattle
(bullocks/cows) die accidentally and are not insured and Rs. 5000/- to heifers .This
scheme helps farmers to bear their loss to some extent. In 2019-20 ,07 sc/st
beneficiaries have received a total of Rs.65000/-.

Hydrophonics

Fodder development plays a very important role in animal husbandry.
Though the state is in the forefront in milk production, average production has
not increased. Fodder shortage is common in drought and summer and fodder
management is a challenge. In this scenario hydrophonics is a new technology
which is most suited in such situations. In this method the fodder is grown in
controlled situation in water only. For the year 2018-19 four demonstrations of
hydrophonics has been established in the state.

In 2019-20 ,15 beneficiaries have received hydrophonics unit.The cost of
each unit is RS. 57400/-. SC/ST farmers have to contribute Rs.1000/- and Rs.
56400/- is the subsidy amount. General category farmers have to contribute
Rs.5740/- and Rs. 51660/- is the subsidy amount.

Rs.5 / - incentive to milk producers

There are 469 associations in the Bangaluru Milk Federation and 27072 milk
producers in the district are being encouraged by the government with Rs.5 /
incentive per liter of milk, so that the district milk producers are interested in
dairy farming, helping them to better livelihoods.
Pashumela
State level pashumela was organized in Bidar from 07-02-2020 to 09-02-
2020.Nearly 50 farmers were taken from Bangalore urban district to participate in
Pashumela. Also a stall showcasing different varieties of poultry birds
Aseel,Swarnadhara,Giriraja, Khadaknath,Ducks, Quails was put up at pashumela.
Mr. Manjunath.S s/o Chikkashamanna, seegehalli village, Bangalore east taluk was
fecilitated at pashumela as progressive farmer from the district.
Extension activities

Veterinary Officers in 4 taluks of the district are functioning in Extension
Division. The officials will be present at the village meetings and farmers will be
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informed about details about the department activities and facilities available
from the department. Providing information on fodder production.Knowledge of
cattle farming / poultry farming / piggery farming, providing information on their
usefulness, and providing appropriate information to farmers about the
production of silage. Infertility treatment camps will be conducted in the rural
areas to give guidance about the usefulness of such camps, conducting calf rallies
as well as training camps for farmers and the farmers participating in those
camps are given a lecture about programmes of the animal Husbandry.In addition
they are also involved in implementing socio-economic programmes of
government.

Sample survey scheme
The main objective of this project is to make annual estimate of livestock

products such as milk, eggs, wool and meat. Two Veterinary Inspectors, who work
under the Sample Survey Plan in the Deputy Director's Office, are working in
villages separately selected for the summer, rainy, and winter seasons

The final reports are submitted time to time to the Joint Director (Statistics),
Department of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary Services, Bangalore by senior
veterinary inspectors / veterinary inspectors / veterinary assistants working in
other veterinary institutions in the district. A survey of 124 villages selected in 3
periods of the year. Meat and egg demand are being supplied by other districts.
The district has a lack of modern slaughter house and BBMP needs to take
necessary action in this regard.

Department buildings

Of the 102 institutions in the district, 19 institutions are working in private
buildings constructed by BBMP / Gram Panchayat / Taluk Panchayat and other
donors . Proposal has been submitted with list of institutions to the district
commissioner of district and BBMP and the Commissioner to provide sites for
construction of buildings under RIDF/ESVHD schemes.In 2018-19 new buildings
have been constructed under RIDF in Pantharapalya and Tavarekere with a total
grant of 58.65 lakhs.a total grant of Rs.50000.00 has been released by the zilla
panchayat for repair works of 19 institutions.

The zilla panchayat has released Rs. 20.00 lakh grants to repair veterinary
institutions buildings in 2017-18. It was implemented directly by Department of
PRED.

1. As per Link document the total amount of Rs. 80.00 lakhs for purchase of
drugs and medicines under 2403-00-101-0-27 (Hospital and Dispensaries) in
2019-20 was released and Rs 79.37 lakh grant was utilised and in this
programme, for purchase of medicines and liquid nitrogen and distributed
to 101 veterinary institutions in the district as per zp guidelines.

2. In the link document to repair veterinary institutions in the district under
the program 2403-00-101-0-28 (Buildings) in 2019-20, Rs.60.00 lakh is
sanctioned and the grant from the Zilla Panchayat is directly distributed to
the PKA Department.21 buildings repairs have been completed during
2019-20.
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3. Rs. 15.00 lakhs is provided in the link document under extension program
(2403-00-101-0-30) for extension activities, and Rs. 15.00 Lakhs was
released under the scheme and the department activity leaflets printed
and distributed to subordinate institutions, gram panchayaths and milk
production cooperative societies (MPCS). Calf rallies have been conducted
in all the four taluks and milking competition for cows conducted. Rs.14.96
lakh has been spent.

4. Rs.20.80 lakhs is provided in the link document under 2403-00-103-0-31 for
the distribution of Giriraja and other birds. Rs. 20.80 lakhs has been
released and 20800 birds reared in government poultry farms purchased
and distributed to 2080 beneficiaries identified by the ZP members.Each
beneficiary is given 10 Giriraja birds aged 5 weeks.

5. The district has been allocated total amount of Rs 913.78 lakhs for the pay
allowance of 132 staff members in the district under the head of account
2403-00-101-0-26(001)and 2403-00-101-0-26(090). Rs.907.27 lakhs has
been spent.
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DEPARTMENT OF FISHERIES

Fish is an important source of protein and a nutritious food and fisheries
sector occupies an important position in the economic growth of the country. It
provides ample job opportunities for the rural poor and unemployed youths.

Bangalore Urban district has 2 Reservoirs (2322 ha), 178 major
departmental tanks (5614.77 ha) and 149 small Grama panchayath tanks (3099.2
ha). These water resources were developed by stocking suitable fast growing
varieties of fish varieties like , common carp, catla, rohu, mrigal, grass carp and
silver carp. To meet the ever growing demand for fish and its products,
considerable importance was given to increase the inland fish production in the
available water resources. The following developmental programmes were
implemented during the year 2019-20 with an emphasis on increase in fish
production and to create employment opportunities.

DISTRICT SECTOR PROGRAMMES

1) Assistance to Inland Fisheries development:-
a) Fish_Seed production, rearing and distribution:- Under this scheme

required quantity of fish seed are procured from both Government and
Private fish seed production and rearing centres at the rates fixed by the
Govt and are supplied to the fish culturists who have obtained fishery
rights of tanks either through Tender-cum- Aution or on direct lease
basis. Under this scheme a financial target Rs. 10.00 lakhs and Physical
target of 9.50 lakhs fish seed for stocking were fixed for the current year
and an amount of Rs. 9.80 lakhs has been spent against the target.
Fishery requisites kits have been distributed to 25 beneficiaries worth
Rs. 2.50 lakhs to 15 beneficieries under the special component plan and
15 kits worth Rs. 1.50 lakhs under Tribal sub-plan. Tanks in the district
with sufficient water during the period were developed by stocking 9.50
lakhs fish seeds.

b) Assistance to Fish Marketing and Mathsyavahini:- Under this Scheme

maximum subsidy of Rs.10,000/- @ 25% of the unit cost was given to
beneficiaries for purchase of two wheeler (moped) with insulated ice
box. In the current year a subsidy of Rs. 5.00 lakhs was given to 50

beneficiaries for the purchase of Mopeds and insulated boxes.
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c) Construction and maintenance of fisheries buildings and

infrastructure:- Under the scheme Rs. 6.48 lakhs was spent for

rejuvenating the existing borewell in nursery at Anekal Taluk.

d) Exhibition and Training:- Under the scheme an amount of 0.99 lakhs

was spent against on allocation of Rs. 1.00 lakhs towards printing of

brouchers, participation in exhibition and training of farmers.

Distribution of Fishery requisite kits:- Under this programme, the
materials required for fishing like fishing nets, head rope, foot rope,
sinkers etc, are supplied free of cost to poor fishermen. Financial
target for the programme was Rs. 0.20 lakhs and accordingly the
programme was implemented covering 20 elegible beneficiaries.

Distribution of Fibre glass Coracles to Fishemen for fishing:- Under
this programme fibre glass coracles are distributed to professional
fisherman at 100% subsidy during the year under report 24 coracles
have been distribute to 20 professional fishermen incurring an
expenditure of Rs.2.40 lakhs.

3) Assistance to purchase fish seed:- The Programme enables to

provide a maximum subsidy of Rs. 20,000 to fihsermen co-opertaive
societies and an amout of Rs. 5000 to individual beneficieries in the
district against the purchase of fish seed made by them from
Departmental fish seed centres orapproved fish seed centres. Due to
non release of funds during 2018-19 an amount of Rs. 65480/- has
been spent during 2019-20.

Rastriya Krishi Vikasa Yojane:- Under the programme fishery
requisite kits are distributed to professional fishermen at 100%
subsidy. During the year 10 kits worth Rs. 1.00 lakhs have been
distributed to 10 fishermen. Also 5 fiberglass coracles worth Rs. 0.50
lakhs have been distributed to 5 Fishermen, thus incurring a total
expenditure of Rs. 1.50 lakhs under the programme.

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DEPARTMENT OF SERICULTURE

During the year 2019-20 in Urban district Sericulture has spread over 1066.75
Hectares of Mulberry garden and includes 1423 Sericulturists involved in
Sericulture activity. To render technical guidance to the above farmers 8 Technical
Service Centres are functioning in Anekal, Attibele, Chandapura, Sarjapura,
Kengeri, Yelahanka, Chikkajala and Varthur.

Anekal Taluk has been identified as bivoltine seed area and the cocoons
produced in this taluk is supplied to various parts of the state for production of
crossbreed and bivoltine disease free layings(dfls).

During the current year 8.667 lakhs crossbreed disease free layings are reared
and produced 700.674 metric tons of crossbreed cocoons. Simultaneously 5.215
lakhs bivoltine dfls are reared to produce 417.623 metric tons of bivoltine
cocoons.

Introduction:

The core belief of National Rural Livelihoods Mission (NRLM) is that the poor have a strong desire and
innate capabilities to come out of poverty. They are entrepreneurial. The challenge is to unleash their
innate capabilities to generate meaningful livelihoods, which enable them to come out of poverty. The
first step in this process is motivating them to form their own institutions. Their true potential is realized
when they are provided sufficient capacities to manage the external environment and easy access to
finance, and are enabled to expand their skills and assets and convert them into meaningful livelihoods.
This requires continuous handholding support by their institutions. An external dedicated, sensitive
support structure, from the national level to the sub-district level, is required to induce such social
mobilization, institution building and livelihoods promotion.

Strong institutional platforms of the poor empower the poor households and enable them to build-up
their own human, social, financial and other resources. They, in turn, enable them to access their rights,
entitlements and livelihoods opportunities, including services (both from the public and private sector).
The social mobilization process enhances solidarity, voice and bargaining power of the poor. These
processes enable them to pursue viable livelihoods based on leveraging their own resources, skills and
preferences. Thus, they come out of abject poverty and do not fall back into poverty.

NRLM also believes that the program can be up scaled in a time bound manner, only if it is driven by the
poor themselves.

NRLM Values:

The core values which guide all the activities under NRLM are as follows: Inclusion of the poorest, and
meaningful role to the poorest in all the processes. Transparency and accountability of all processes and
institutions.Ownership and key role of the poor and their institutions in all stages — planning,
implementation and monitoring.Community self-reliance and self-dependence.

“To reduce poverty by enabling the poor households to access gainful self-employment and skilled
wage employment opportunities resulting in appreciable improvement in their livelihoods on a
sustainable basis, through building strong and sustainable grassroots institutions of the poor.”

Bangalore Urban Zilla Panchayat’s all villages of 96 Gram Panchayats were

declared Open Defecation Free (ODF) on the occasion of Gandhi Jayanti, on 02"
October 2016, as all the families of all Gram Panchayats had access to IHHL.

Currently, Swachh Bharat Mission-Gramin’s ODF-S and ODF-Plus programs

like SWM, LWM, FSM, LOB, CSC and MHM are being implemented. Further, other
components which are being implemented in the year 2019-20 are as follows:

Solid Waste Management (SWM): For Gram Panchayats having more than
500 families, Solid Waste Management (SWM) work can be implemented
under unit coast of approximately Rs.20.00 lakhs per GP. The plan is
approved in 40 Gram Panchayats in the year 2019-20.The program is
currently being implemented in Government-sanctioned 14Grama
Panchayats in the district. Solid Waste Management (SWM) unit has been
installed and IEC programs are being stared in Shantipura GP of Anekal
Taluk; Rajanukunte, Doddajala, Chikkajala, Aluru, Huskuru, Kittanahalli,
Dasanapura, Laxmipura, Satanuru, Sonappanahalli GPs of Bangalore North
taluk and Doddagubbi, Kannuru GPs of Bangalore East taluk.

Basava Housing scheme;

Basava housing scheme has been launched with the vision to make Karnataka
state as the Hut free state. The rural homeless people can apply and avail the
scheme through the Gram panchayats. The Grama Panchayats will identify the
beneficiaries as per the census of existing thatched huts at the panchayath level.
The beneficiaries will be identified through the Grama Sabha with the annual
income of lesser than Rs. 32,000/-. Among the identified beneficiaries except
handicaps, ex-army, widows and senior citizens, the annual income is applicable
only to the women beneficiaries.

The beneficiary should be a citizen of Karnataka state, must be an owner of the
land and he/she should not be the beneficiary of any other housing schemes. For
reservation details are as; 38% for scheduled caste, 100% for scheduled class, 10%
for minority, and 50% for general category. And 3% reservation for handicaps, 2%
for senior citizens, 1% for ex-army respectively.

Each house unit cost is Rs. 1.00 lakh, the central and state government funding is
Rs. 1.20 lakhs and out of Rs.30000/- loan and subscription is included. At 4 phases
the progress of the construction has been monitored through GPS technology.
The construction progress photos will be uploaded in the online and accordingly
the fund directly released to the bank account of the beneficiary.

The selected beneficiaries must undergo an agreement with Rajiv Gandhi
housing corporation, in the prescribed given form No -2 & 2A of And form No -3

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Crop Insurance and Crop estimation Survey

The main objective of the crop Estimation Surveys is to estimate the yield
per hectare of the important food and non-food crops at Grama panchayat, Hobli,
District and the State levels and to collect useful ancillary information on crop
management on the existing cultivation practices, attack of pests and diseases
etc. After the introduction of crop insurance Scheme (CIS) in the state, the results
obtained out of CES are being made use to assess the crop loss for settlement of
crop insurance claims.

2019-20 kharif season total 492 experiments were planned and
conducted under Ragi, Paddy, Maize and different Vegatable crops.

Birth And Death Registration

The enactment of the Registration of Births and Deaths Act 1969 has made the
Registration of Births and Deaths compulsory all over the country.In urban areas
Chief Officer/Health Inspector and in rural areas Village Accountants are
appointed as Births and Deaths Registrars. Online registration implimented very
first in Karnataka State in Anekal Taluk from August 2014. From 2016 system also
extended to remaining taluks of the District.
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
