1.1 DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH & FAMILY WELFARE - BALLARI

There are 1 District Hospital, 7 Taluka General Hospitals, 92 Primary Health Centres, (89 Primary
Health Centres and 03 Urban Primary Health Centers under NHM working are Included) 13 Community
Health Centres, 2 Urban family welfare centres, 2 Urban Health Centres, 1 Mobile Health Unit 1 Mater-
nity Centres are Established and working in Ballari District. Health & Family Welfare Programmes are
implemented successfully in these Health Institutions.

A Sub Centre is established in Rural area to provide Rural people to their door steps to imple-
ment Health Programmes. 1 Jr. Health Assistant is deputed to each Sub Centre likewise there are 351
Sub Centres are working in Ballari District.

1.3 Mother Child Health Programme :

In the Year 2019-20,under this programme health staff has visited door to door in rural area and
worked for the registration of 58,990 ANC’s in the Primary Health Centers. As per this Iron Sucrose
tablets has been distributed and total 62,557 Tetaonous toxide injections has been administered. In the
health centers on an average of 3691 safe births has been conducted in a month leading to a gradual
decrease in MMR & IMR. For every 1000 population one trained asha worker has been appointed and
high risk pregnancies are identified and awareness is created to such cases to get regular check up at
the doctor and essential training is provided to asha worker to conduct deliveries and also encourage-
ment has been given to conduct deliveries at the health care center itself. Out of total 46,487 deliveries,
46413 deliveries are conducted at the health care center which constitutes to 99.84%.These deliveries
conducted by well experts and trained staffs.

In the year
of 2019-20 Cholera control Team is examined 223 water samples out of which 117 samples were found
not to fit for drinking purpose and informed to Grama Panchyath to take necessary action. And informed
to Zilla Panchayath Engineering officer to take the necessary action for maintaining repair works .

1.6 National Leproce Control Programme

® This program will be implemented in all the chc’s,phc;s, and sub Centers Modified Leprosy
programme in Bellary District.

® 46 Medical officers, 270 health workers, and 912 ASHA workers have been rehabilitated training
given in the National Leprosy Control Program 2019-20.

® A total of 77,544 households were surveyed through Special Situational Activity Programme (SAP),
During this survey 3 PB and 3 MB cases found.

® Special Situational Activity Programme (SAP), Implimented in the district's 5 taluks (Huvinahadagali,
Hagaribommanahalli, Kudligi, Hosapete, Bellary) Done during the period 2019-20.

® A total of 189 patients (old and new patients) have been cured by giving multi drug treatment
(MDT) and 165 new leprosy patients detected (every month 10-15 Cases were found) in Bellary
district for the year 2019-20.

Mental health Programme in Ballari District

Under the District mental health programme Ballari Psychiatrist and his team visit Community health
centers, primary health center and sub center. 2019-20 every month Psychiatrist and team visit all cen-
ters identify new patient and put them on treatment, those who needs counseling were taken by coun-
selors under this team. Every month every Tuesday conducted manochaithanya programme by DMHP
team identify and treated total patients-7963, mental retarded persons and mental iliness patients -396
and 256 respectively were issued certificates. In this year totally 80420 patients were identified and
treated by psychiatrist, medical officers PHC and CHC, General Hospitals, District Hospitals, and Medi-
cal college.

Under this program, doctors and other staff members of the Department of Health and other de-
partmental officers / staff are trained in mental health awareness programme. *Doctors -77 *Para Medi-
cal Staff -678 *RBSK Medical Officers -35 *Ayush Doctors-17 *Asha workers-1493 *District AIDS Con-
trol-Staff-36 *Police Department Staff-118 For NGO staff - 52 * For village and taluk panchayat mem-
bers -105 *for village and urban development workers-75 *NCDs /NTCP/RNTCP - 80 *Agriculture /Hor-
ticulture Department Officer-47 *Department of Panchayataraj Staff-173 *PLD Bank Staff -15 *Aganavadi
Teachers-275 Other Departments Officers / Staff are trained on mental health.

Establishment of counseling centers in urban slums in schools and colleges, consultations by coun-
selors, to ensure Patients to get out of mental illness.-2085 patients have been Consulted and given
treatment those in need (general mental ilinesses) in School /Colleges -2989 Patients have been con-
sulted in Work place /slums.

School-colleges /residential schools visited by Psychiatrist, psychologists, Psychiatric Social Work-
ers and other staff members trained and educated about mental illnesses and counseling for needy
children / students- 5670 Students were provided with awareness about mental health.

® For 169 emergency procedures, patients can directly go to the empanelled hospitals of their choice
and avail treatment without referral.

AB-Ark Card

provided to the patient the PHIs on payment of o fee of Rs.10/-.

® AB-ARK cards can be obtained from Citizen Service centers, B1 and K1 centers also, at a cost of

1.10 National Blindness Control Programme :

Control Programme approximates 1260 cataract operations are don per month under this programme.
Free spectacles are supplied to some other patients .The are 20 Refractionsist are working in this
districts Refractions’ (eye testing) is conducted by the refractionists at PHC level and necessary specticles
are advised by them. Target for cataract operation is 16759, and achievement is 16511 total percentage
of achievement is 98.52% . In the year 2019-20, 3031 spectacles are supplied to students and 1500
spectacles are supplied to senior citizens

1.11 AIDS control programme

AIDS is one of the communicable disease which is spreads by HIV virus. So for there is no
treatment to control HIV virus. Health Education is only the method to control . This disease using of
condoms is the method to control this disease and another is to conduct HN Infection test before blood
donation through the health Education programmes in Rural areas we can educate the people
regarding this disease with the co-ordination of NGO’s awareness programmes are conducting in schools
and collages to control this disease. Total 26701 HIV Positive cases are detected upto end of the
March-2020. in the year 2019-20 total new 677 HIV positive cases are detected counselling and safe
sexual activities are advised to Infected persons after conducting the medical Investigations

1.12 National TB Elimination Programme (NTEP) :

In the year 2019-20 from January 2019 to December 2019 under Ballari NTEP all the PHIs
covering both rural & urban population has identified presumptive TB and referred to the Designated
Microscopic Centre (DMC).

Once diagnosed, the cases are notified in Nikshay and Treatment is started. Couselling & IPC is
done at PHIs by Medical Officers and family counseling, IPC to the family members is done by the field
staff and at their door step. All notified cases are subjected to CBNAAT within 15 days and also one
sample is sent to IRL / CDST Lab at Raichur. Treatment is DST guided and if the bacilli is sensitive for
FDC its given for 6 months duration, if found to be resistant for RR / INH / SL / FQ then according to
the DR-TB Schedule there is RR regimen / INH Mono Regimen / Short Course regimen. All Oral longer
regimens at 6 months, 9-12 months and 18-20 months respectively. Follow-up sputum examination is
also done for all cases FDC / MDR cases. The treatment initiated, most preferably Community DOT
Provider according to patient convenience.

Further a monthly nutritional support is given by DBT to the patient after his bank account details
are seeded and for the year 2019 (Jan 2019 to Dec 2019) NTEP Ballari has disbursed Rs.1,25,88,000/
- to 4059 TB Patients. All the Data is updated in Nikshay everyday in different portals like Nikshay,
Nikshay Poshan & Nikshay Aushadhi.

Since many years District NTEP Ballari had worked towards providing quality diagnosis and
treatment to the patients of Ballari as well as neighbouring districts like, Raichur, Chitradurga, Davangere,
Haveri, Koppal, Gadag & certain parts of Andhra Pradesh like Anantapur and Kurnool Districts.

Horticulture sector has become one of the major drivers of the growth in agriculture sector.
Horticulture sector provides employment opportunities across primary, secondary and tertiary sectors.
Horticulture crops prominently fruit crops are relatively resistant to changes in the weather conditions. In
Ballari district presently Geographical Area 9.896 Ha out of this Net Cultivated area 6.068 lakhs Ha
This includes 2.253 Lakhs Ha Under lIrrigation and 3.815 Lakhs Ha Under Rain fed Area. In the
Cultivable area Horticulture Crops Covers 0.56 Lakhs Ha. Ballari District Annual Average Rain fall is
660 mm. Black soil, Medium Black Soil, Sandy Soil and red Soil are Predominantly Present in the
District. The Below mentioned Horticulture Crops covers maximum Area in the District are as Fallows.
1) Fruits : Mango, Sapota, Pomegranate, Fig, Papaya and Other Fruits crops 2) Vegetables : Tomato,
Onion, Chilli, Brinjal, Gherkin, Drumstick, Ladies finger, Gourds crops 3)Flowers: Marigold, Jasmine and
Tuberose crops are Majorly Growing.

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AGRICULTURE

Ballari district has a Geographical area of 9.56 lakh hectares and out of this area cultivable is
5.33 lakh hectares with irrigation facility available for 1.75 lakh hectares. The district has three seasons
viz., kharif, rabi and summer. During kharif against target area of 4.49 lakh hectares, in 2019-20 around
4.25 lakh hectares was sown. Similarly during rabi season against target of 1.73 lakh hectares, 0.94
lakh hectares was covered with crops and in summer against target area of 0.74 lakh hectares, 0.58
lakh hectares was sown. The district average annual rainfall is 623 mm and during 2019-20the district
received an average annual rainfall of 666 mm. The district comprises of black, medium black and red
soils and the major crops of the district are paddy, jowar, maize, ragi, navane, ground nut, sunflower,
Bengal gram, cotton and sugarcane. Thungabhadra dam provides irrigation facility for ballari, siruguppa
and hospettalukas and malvi dam provides irrigation for hagaribommanahalli andsandur gets irrigation
facility from Narihalla. Also the district has irrigation facility from various tanks, lakes and bore wells.
3.1 PROGRAMMES :

During 2019-20, against target area for food crops of 3.09 lakh hectares about 3.06 lakh hectares
was covered under various food crops and with respect to oilseeds, against target area of 1.10 lakh
hectares, about 0.80 lakh hectares was sown with various oilseed crops. Similarly cotton was sown in
0.60 lakh hectares against target area of 0.44 lakh hectares and sugarcane was sown in 0.10 lakh
hectares against target area of 0.083 lakh hectares.

ZILLA PANCHAYAT SCHEMES :

Under this scheme the District Agriculture Training Centre (DATC) located at Kampli organizes
various training programs for farmers and officers. Also this scheme provides support for maintenance of
the DATC and also all the RSKs in the district During2019-20, outlay for this programme was Rs21.50lakh
and achievement is Rs 20.37 lakh.

3) Organic fertilizers (2435-00-101-0-34)

Under this scheme various agricultural inputs like green leaf manure seeds, organic manures,
vermicompostetc are distributed at 50% subsidy under general subscheme and 90% subsidy under SCP
and TSP subschemes. During 2019-20, outlay for this program was Rs13.00 lakh and achievement is
Rs12.99 lakhs.

4) Agriculture Farms and Development Centres (2435-00-101-0-40)

Under this Programme , Assistance is provided for seed farms located at District Agriculture
Training Centre (DATC) Kampli and Gundinahole farm kudligi. During 2019-20, outlay for this program
was Rs17.50 lakh and achievement is Rs17.498 lakh.

This programme was introduced for the yerar on 01/08/2013 for the year 2013-14. Under
this programme all the children covered who are studying in Govt and unaided schools from 1st
standard to 10th standard. Children drink milk weekly trice from Monday to Saturday in alternative
days, but recent order issued by Joint Director of Bengaluru we are distributing milk to the children
weekly five days except Saturday from 01/07/2017.Every child drinks hot milk 150 ml which is
prepared with 18grams milk powder and 10grames sugar. This programme is implemented in 1786
Govt schools and 197 aided schools in our district.

This programme is continued in the year 2019-20. Under this programme 320191 children
covered who are studying in Govt and aided schools from 1st standard to 10th standard. In the year
2019-20 total grant used Rs.2546.09 lacs on tha basis of per day Rs4.54+GST.

Midday meal programme:Akshra dasoha programme was started on01/06/2002 in the district
for the children who are studying in Govt schools from 1st standard to 5th standard.Again this
programme was extended to aided school children on 01/09/2004.Again this programme was extented
on 01/04/2005 from 1st to 7th standard children in all Govt and aided schools.
