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INTRODUCTION

For eradication of Beggary in the State The Maharaja of Mysore province His
Highness Sri Jayachamarajendra Odeyar Bahaddur has formed a Committee
of Higher Officers in the year 1944 for study of Beggary in the State. On
the basis of report of the committee decided to start Beggars Relief Center in
Bengaluru, for which acquired land in Srigandhada Kavalu and Sajjepalya
villages of Yeshwanthpur Hobli, mainly in Bengaluru-Magadi main road.
At the beginning the Beggars Relief Center was started in the year 1946 in a
rented building in Bengaluru. On 1st July 1948 with all basic infrastructure
the Bengaluru Relief Centre was inaugurated by the Maharaja of Mysore
Province Sri Jayachamarajendra Odeyar Bahaddur.

THE KARNATAKA PROHIBITION OF
BEGGARY ACT 1975

The Karnataka Prohibition of Beggary Act 1975, has been enacted to prohibit
beggary in the State. However, any person above the age of 16 years Male and
above the age of 18 years Female involved in begging will be arrested and
after following the procedure such person will be detained in the Beggers
Relief Centres for Rehabilitation. The Karnataka Prohibition of Beggary Act
1975 and The Karnatak Prohibition of Beggary Rules 1975 came into force
from 19-06-1975 and 01-04-1976 respectively. As per the Act Beggary is
prohibited in the State.

Central Relief Committee and Relief centers are maintained by 3% Beggary
cess levied on Property Tax on land and buildings by the local body authorities
and remitted to the Central Relief Committee Fund under section 31(1) of the
Karnataka Prohibition of Beggary Act 1975.
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ADMINISTRATIVE SETUP

State Level: Central Relief Committee:-

Central Relief Committee in the State level is constituted in accordance with
Section 4 of the Karnataka Prohibition of Beggary Act 1975 for the Supervision,
Direction and Control of all matters relating to the administration of Relief
Centers. The Committee consisting of 3 official members and 4 non-official
Members nominated by the Government. The Government appoints one of the
members as Chairman. At present Sri G. Kumar Naik, Principal Secretary,
Social Welfare is the Chairman of Central Relief Committee. Principal
Secretary to Government, Finance Department, Principal Secretary to the
Government Social Welfare Department and Commissioner of Social Welfare
Department are Official Members of the Committee. Sri U. Chandranaik,
Additional Director, Social welfare Department is working as Secretary,
Central Relief Committee and Member Secretary of the Committee.

District Level : Local Relief Committees:-

Relief Relief Centres are functioning in Bengaluru, Ballari, Belagavi,
Chitradurga, Davanagere, Dhakshina Kannada, Hubballi-Dharwad, Kalaburgi,
Kolar, Mysuru, Raichur, Shivamogga, Tumakuru and Vijayapura districts in
the State. The Bengaluru Relief Centre is under the administrative control of
Central Relief Committee. The Central Relief Committee constitutes the
Local Relief Committees at the districts level for administration of the relief
centres in the local area. The Local Relief Committee consists of the Deputy
Commissioner as Chairman, 11 official members and Joint/Deputy Director of
District Social Welfare department of the concerned districts as Member
Secretary. Group-A Officer for the Bengaluru Centre and Group-B Officers for
the remaining 13 centres are working as superintendents. They are looking after
day to day activities of relief centres as per the Act.

Administration of the central relief committee and local relief committee are
carried out as per the delegation of Financial and Administrative powers vested
in Central Relief and local Relief Committee under the Karnataka Prohibition
of Beggary Act 1975, Rules 1975 and orders i1ssued by the Government.
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RELIEF CENTRES

Relief centres are functioning in 14 districts of the state with one centre in each
district. All the Centres have own buildings and basic infrastructures.

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FACILITIES AT RELIEF CENTRES

* Every day Inmates are being served breakfast with coffee/tea and 2 nutritious
meals. Akshya Pathra Foundation of ISKON is supplying food for the
Bengaluru centre. In addition, banana and eggs are being provided three days

per week respectively.

 Three pairs of uniform per year, Bedding, Soap, Shampoo, Oil, Tooth brush,
Tooth paste/ powder, etc., are provided to inmates of the Centres and Sanitary
napkins to female inmates. Solar Water Heaters are installed in all the centres
for hot water. For Sports and other activities there is a Play ground in the
Bengaluru Centre and out door gym equipments are installed. Sports activities,

Yoga, Walking activities are conducted for the inmates in all Centers.

* Medical facilities are being provided to inmates in all centres. For higher
treatments inmates will be admitted to the nearest Government Hospital.

There is a Primary Health Centre of Health Department functioning around
the clock in Bengaluru Relief Centre with Two Medical Officers and seven
staff nurses. Health of the Inmates are being taken care by the Primary
Health Centre around the clock. The mentally ill beggars of the Bengaluru
Centre are treated by Psychiatrist of District Mental Health Programme and
BBMP. They are visiting Bengaluru Centre three times in a month for providing

treatment to Mentally ill cases. Those require further treatment are taken to
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VICTORIA/NIMHANS/ JAYADEVA hospitals. At Bengaluru Relief Centre
Ambulance is available for 24 hours. In other centres 3 Staff Nurses are
working in each centre and the inmates are provided medical facilities

through Government Hospitals.

* Training :- Vocational trainings are being imparted to the able bodied
inmates in Agriculture, Horticulture, Animal Husbandry, Sheep/Goat farming,
Coir mat making, Tailoring, File wrapper making, Phenol etc., household
articles making and other vocational trainings to motivate them and for self
reliance as a part of rehabilitation of the Beggars. During the training period /
engaged in work inmates are provided with Stipendiary/Daily wages of
Rs.75/-for 08 hours and Rs.38/- for less than 08 hours per day.

 Literacy activities are conducted in Relief centres to provide adult education.
Apart from these entertainment programmes are conducting in open air theatres.
T.Vs are provided in all centers for entertainment. Yoga, Meditation etc., are

conducted in all centres.

o Infrastructure facilities like, additional dormitories, Mini Health Clinic,
Kitchen and Dining halls, Internal Roads, Barber Shop, Compound Walls, and
Water Supply, drainages etc., works are undertaken in the centers in order to

accommodate more number of beggars and to provide better facilities.
