The Government vide Notification No. SAMVYASHE 58 SHASANA 2001,
dated 10-10-2002 has constituted the State Commission for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes and the Commission is functioning from 10-04-2003 officially at
No. 14/3, 2™ Floor, C.F.C. Building, Nrupathunga Road, Bangalore-560 001.

INTRODUCTION :
The Karnataka State Commission for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes is

constituted with the sole aim to fulfill the Constitutional mandate of this section of the
Society. Because of the extreme socio, educational and economic backwardness
arising out of practice of untouchability, these communities remained isolated from
the main stream of the society. The framers of the Constitution strongly advocated for
the Socio-Economic development of these communities and notified them as
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes under Articles 341 and 342. The constitution
of the SC/ST Commission in the State would, therefore, work towards safeguarding
the interests of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes and also facilitate effective
implementation of all the schemes including adequate reservation, reasonable share in
Government jobs, elected offices, educational institutions and equal participation in
Governance. These safeguards are contained in the Directive Principles of State
Policy of the Constitution and a specific provision in Article 46 which is a
comprehensive provision comprising both the developmental and regulatory aspects.
It reads as follows : “The State should promote with special care the Educational
and Economic interests of the weaker sections of the people and in particular
the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes and should protect them from

social injustice and all forms of exploitation”. . 2
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CONSTITUTION OF THE COMMISSION :

The Commission consists of one Chairman, 2 non-official members and the
Commissioner of Social Welfare as Member Secretary of the Commission. At present
under mentioned are working in the Commission.

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FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION :

According to the Karnataka State Commission for the Scheduled Castes and

Scheduled Tribes Act 2002 and No. SAMVYASHE 58 SHASANA 2001, dated

10.10.2002 the Commission shall perform all or any of the following functions :

(a)

To investigate and examine the working of various safeguards provided in the
Constitution of India or under any other law for the time being in force or under
any order of the Government for the welfare and protection of the Scheduled
Castes and the Scheduled Tribes of Karnataka.

(b)

To inquire into specific complaints with respect to the deprivation of rights and
safeguards of the SCs and STs of Karnataka and to take up such matter with the
appropriate authorities.

(©)

To participate and advice on the planning process of socio-economic
development of the SCs and STs and to evaluate the progress of their
development in the State.

(d)

To make recommendations as to the measures that should be taken by the State
for the effective implementation of safeguards and other measures for the
protection, welfare and socio-economic development of the SCs and STs and to
report to the State Government annually and at such other time as the
Commission may deem fit.

(e)

To discharge such other functions in relation to the protection, welfare,
development and advancement of the SCs and STs as may be prescribed.

Provided that if any matter specified in this section is dealt with by the National

Commission for Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes established under Article

338 of the Constitution of India, the State Commission for Scheduled Castes and

Scheduled Tribes shall cease to have jurisdiction on such matter.

POWERS OF THE COMMISSION :

The Commission while investigating any matter under Section 8 of the Act,

shall have all the powers of a Civil Court in trying a suit and in particular, in respect

of the following matters :
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(a) | Summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person from any part of the

State and examining him on oath.

(b) | Requiring the discovery and production of any document.

(¢) | Receiving evidence on affidavits.

(d) | Requisitioning any public record or copy thereof from any Court or office.

(e) | Issuing Commissions for the examination of witnesses and documents.

(f) | Any other matter, which may be prescribed.

Budget Allocation: Rs. 287.00 lakhs (HOA : 2225-01-001-0-07 :

During 2019-20 a budget provision of Rs. 287.00 lakhs was made. In this,
Rs. 272.96 has been released and up to the end of March-2020 Rs. 215.92 lakhs has
been utilized towards salary and other expenses of the Officer/Staffs, Building Rent,
Water Charges, Telephone Charges, General Expenses, Chairman and Members
Allowance, Travelling Expenses, Staffs Medical Reimbursement, Transport and other

expenses.
ACTIVITIES OF THE COMMISSION DURING 2019-20 :

The applications received to Commission have been sent to the concerned
Deputy Commissioners, Superintendents of Police, CEOs of ZPs and District Officers
to take necessary action to solve the problems raised in the petitions and justice has

been done in several cases.

The Commission holds enquiry in such cases it feels necessary in respect of
service matters, land disputes, atrocities, filling up of backlog posts, etc. So far a
number of cases have been taken up for enquiry, the details of which are as
