SAMAGRA SHIKSHANA KARNATAKA

There has been a radical change in primary and secondary education following the successful 

implementation of the Sarva Shikshana Abhiyan and Rashtriya Madyamika Shikshana Abhiyan. To 

further improve the effectiveness of these Centrally Sponsored Schemes, a SAMAGRA 

SHIKSHANA KARNATAKA Plan was implemented in 2019-20, merging the two individually 

implemented projects with Teacher Education with the broad aim of bringing about a positive change 

in the education system. Under this scheme, education from pre-primary to 12th grade is considered 

comprehensive, with no sub-sections. This will enable the coordination of the implementation of 

various educational projects by focusing on the use of available resources.

The Samagra Shikshana Karnataka A Project aims to achieve the following objectives. 

1. To ensure that all boys and girls complete free, fair and quality education from 1st to 12th 

grade with effective learning outcomes and quality education. 

2. To provide equal access to universal access to all levels of education from 1st to 12th grade 

and to provide vocational training for all, including persons with disabilities, the socially disabled and 

disadvantaged children, to address gender inequality. 

Based on the guidelines and standards laid down by the Central and State Government for 

overall improvement in the quality of education, the District Planning Committee has prepared the 

Plan for the year 2019-20 with the following framework giving more attention to the following 

frameworks.

· To give more importance to the education of teachers in order to improve the quality of 

education.

· Encourage creative ways to enhance academic ability and provide appropriate training to 

teachers from time to time to innovate and make teaching effective. 

· Support technology-based innovative activities. 

· Strengthening the library. 

· To provide an appropriate platform for improving English language skills by strengthening 

English language teaching. 

· Improve the quality of education by strengthening Karnataka Public Schools by focusing on the 

use of resources available to all levels of school education.

· Developing infrastructure and other facilities in collaboration with the public and non-

governmental organizations by strengthening the School Development and Monitoring 

Committee (SDMC).

· Providing self-defense training, guidance and counseling to strengthen girls' education.

· Developing specific vocational skills in children by promoting vocational training.

· Implementing school safety programs.

· Providing funds to develop youth and environmental clubs at primary and secondary education 
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levels to raise concerns about social responsibility and environmental factors. 

· Providing sports activities at school level to improve the physical development of children.

· Developing infrastructure in the education system.

Programs under Samagra Shikshana Karnataka Scheme for 2020-21:

School Grant :-

Under Samagra Shikshana Karnataka Scheme, Government primary schools will get School 

Grant of  Rs. 53.429 lakh and for Government High Schools Rs. 14.212 lakh has been released.

Out of School Children :-

The Chinnamartha Residency Strategy is being implemented in the Metropolitan Area to 

provide rehabilitation for children who have been deprived of education and to provide shelter for 

homeless children for a maximum period of 12 months. 22 children will be the beneficiaries in the year 

2020-21. Due to Covid pandamic only 22 childrens are benificiaries of this scheme.

Residential School :-

The school was opened in 2011-12 at the Belthangady Model School premises. In 2016-17, 

the school was shifted to a new building at Mugguli. 50 children are enrolled and educated by 2020-21. 

In the year 2020-21 only 64 childrens were enrolled in the Covid-19 background.

Child with Special Need :-

In the year 2020-2021, 2065 special needs children have been identified and 433 children 

have been provided with home based education. Around 133 children have been provided with escort 

allowance and 589 children have been provided with transport allowance for attending Resource 

Center and School Preparation Centers for Physiotherapy. Reader allowance facility for 24 full-blind 

children. 817 children are provided scholarships for special needs girls to attend school on a regular 

basis. Helper/Ayas service provided in 7 block level School rediness centers. 

A three day Medical Camp was organised in colobration with the department of Health and 

Family Welfare & The Department of Public Instructions to facilitate students with certification in 

language exclusion and specialization in SSLC exam for students with various disabilities studying in 

class 10. 

Eco Club: -

The Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change, Government of India has 

allocated Rs. 5,000 The Eco Club grant will be released to 500 schools in the district.

Infrastructure: -

 As per the affidavit filed with the Hon'ble Karnataka High Court, the total grant of Rs. 266.20 



51

lakhs will be released to the schools in the district. In the First installment Rs. 133.10 lakhs and in the 

year 2020-21 second Installment Rs. 72.60 lakhs total Rs. 205.70 lakhs grant released. Rs. 60.50 lakhs 

grant release is pending. Out of 28 schools 25 schools already completed all works, remaining 3 schools 

work is nearing completion.

Karnataka Public School : -

Two Karnataka Public Schools have been selected for the implemention infrastructure works 

for the year 2020-21. A total amount of 4.00 Crores is allocated for 2 Schools in the year 2020-21. Each 

school will get Rs. 2 Crore. The work is being handled by the Executive Engineers Department of 

Public Works.

Civil Work :-
Under the RMSA scheme Rs. 403.72 lakhs grant have been alloted for the implementation of 

Civil Works for the district. 3 Upgraded schools approved from 2009-10, 2010-11, 2013-14 & 2017-18. 
Currently 50% of the           Rs. 201.86 lakhs grant is released.

Mid Day Meal Programme

To achieve the goal of Universalization of Education universal enrollment and universal attendance are 
very necessary.  To prevent the child becoming oose, to make the child to attend the school regularly 
and to learn with joy, this flagship programme of Mid-Day Meal is started.  To avoid malnutrition in 
children (Government and aided schools) and to make them healthy.  Central Government and State 
Government together run Mid-Day Meal Scheme and Ksheera Bhagya Scheme.  By giving cooked hot 
and healthy meal children develop physically, mentally and educationally.

The Aims of the programme:	

n To improve enrollment and attendance of children.

n To prevent the children becoming oose.

n Improving the nutritional level of children, thereby improving their health.

n To improve learning capacity of the children.

n To develop equality and brotherhood in children thereby fostering Nationalism.

n To bulid a healthy society.

At present there are 149035benificieries in this scheme. In 2020-21 to avoid spread of COVID-19 
the schools did not run continuously and the hot meals were also not served tp children.  Instead as per 
the Food Safety Act, foodgrains like rice, wheat and other food materilas like dal, oil and iodised salt 
were distributed to all the beneficiaries.  Children of 1-5 – 100gms. Of rice per child for 5 days and 
100gms of wheat for a day in a week.  For 6-8 – 150gms of rice /day for 5 days and 150gms of wheat for 
a day per week is bought from FCI and distributed to the children.  For the children of 9-10 – 150gms of 
rice for all the 6 working days of the week is bought from KFCSC in APL rate and the same is 
distributed to children.

The cooking cost is calculated as under:

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The total cooking cost is calculated and corresponding quantity of dal, oil and iodised salt were 
calculated and the same items were distributed to children.

For the effective of implementation of the programme one Education Officer,one FDA are working 
in the district office.  For collection, consolidation of District data one Data Entry Operator is appointed 
through Outsource Agency.

In Taluk level one Assistant Director, one FDA are working.  From 2020-21 the Data Entry 
Operators from the taluk offices were removed which affected implementation of the programme in 
time.

In each school cooks are appointed for ten months according to the number of the children in the 
school.  In total 3213 cooks were woking in the year 2020-21.

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Suvarna Arogya Chaitanya: -

 Suvarna Arogya Chaitanya program has been held from 2006-07 Regular health check ups are 

conducted  under the program and is undertaking  health check up of 1 to 10th class students in all 

government, aided and unaided schools of the state. Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan and NRHM are printing 

health cards and distributing them to schools. 

Samudayadatta School program: -

 The Government has organized a new program in schools with the help of Department of 

Education to encourage parents and community participation in the education process for the 

universalization of education and the educational activities of the school. All Parents and SDMCs in 

each Government Primary and Secondary School assemble together on scheduled dates according to 

the Samudayadatta School program. The Head master and teachers will take action to participate in the 

meeting, and the mentors and teachers will be required to participate in the program.

 All the officers of the Department of Education, Education Coordinators, BRC work at the taluk 

level for monitoring the Samudayadatta school program. And at CRC The staff will take part in the 

program by selecting one of the schools in the taluk and the CRPS, district deputy directors, BEO and 

BRCs will participate in one of the schools at the end of the day to ensure that the program is held.

3. Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK)

 According to March of Dimes (2006), out of every 100 babies born in this country annually, 6 to 7 
have a birth defect. This would translate to around 17 lakhs birth defects annually in the country and 
accounts for 9.6% of all the newborn deaths. Various nutritional deficiencies affecting the preschool 
children range from 4 per cent to 70 per cent. Developmental delays are common in early childhood 
affecting at least 10 percent of the children. These delays if not intervened timely may lead to permanent 
disabilities including cognitive, hearing or vision impairment. Also, there are group of diseases 
common in children viz. dental caries, rheumatic heart disease, reactive airways diseases etc. Early 
detection and management diseases including deficiencies bring added value in preventing these 
conditions to progress to its more severe and debilitating form and thereby reducing hospitalization and 
improving implementation of Right to Education.

 Rashtriya Bal Swasthya Karyakram (RBSK) is an important initiative aiming at early 
identification and early intervention for children from birth to 18 years to cover 4 'D's viz. Defects at 
birth, Deficiencies, Diseases, Development delays including disability.

 In Dakshina District There is 16 RBSK Teams working consisting of 2 Doctors, 1 Staff Nurse and 1 
Ophthalmic Assistant  in a team. The Teams are visiting Anganwadi, Government, Aided Schools and 
Government, Aided Pre University Colleges to Screen the Childrens as per their action plan. 

4. WEEKLY IRON AND FOLIC ACID PROGRAMME (WIFS):
    The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has launched the Weekly Iron and Folic Acid 
Supplementation (WIFS) Programme to meet the challenge of high prevalence and incidence of 
anaemia amongst adolescent girls and boys. WIFS is evidence based programmatic response to the 
prevailing anaemia situation amongst adolescent girls and boys through supervised weekly ingestion of 
IFA supplementation and biannual helminthic control. The long term goal is to break the 
intergenerational cycle of anaemia, the short term benefits is of a nutritionally improved human capital. 
The programme, implemented across the country both in rural and urban areas.

Objective: The objective of the programme is free up society from Tuberculosis by treating and curing 
TB patients.

Introduction: TB is an infectious disease caused by a bacterium, Mycobacterium Tuberculosis. TB is 
spread through air by a person suffering from TB while coughing/ sneezing. A single patient can infect 
10 or more people in a year.

India accounts for one fifth of the global TB burden. In India, every day:

· 6,000 people develop Tb disease
· 600 people die of TB (2 death every 5 minute)

Under NTEP treatment is provided through DOTS: DOTS ensures;

Malaria : 
During  Jan 2020 and December 2020, 255535 people were subjected for surveillance by collection of 
Blood Smears . 1397 Malaria Positive cases out of which 205 were Falciparum Malaria were detected 
and treated. 73782 Blood Smears were collected in Urban area out of which 1306 were positive for 
malaria ( 198 were diagnosed as Falsiparum malaria cases) All cases were treated appropriately.

112227 smears were collected during Jan to March 2021 . 226 malaria cases were diagnosed ( 51 
Falsiparum malaria cases ) and treated . Incidence of malaria is highest in Mangalore City Corporation 
limits. 36975 smears were collected during Jan to March 2021 out of which 207 were positive for  
malaria ( 49 Falsiparum malaria cases )  All cases were treated appropriately.

       All Primary Health Centres including UHPCs are equipped well to diagnose and treat malaria. 
Active case finding is always done during house to house visit by health workers.

        Awarness programmes on prevention of malaria is being conducted in schools through out the 
District.

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Horticulture Department

Dakshina Kannada is a coastal district situated on the western parts of Karnataka. This district is 

in the tropical region having a hot and humid climate. This Climate is highly suitable for cultivation of 

horticulture crops. The district includes Sullia Coastal, inland and Western Ghats regions. In this 

Mangaluru Taluk fall under coastal region, where as Bantwal and Puttur under inland and  and 

Belthangady comes under Western Ghats regions. Sandy soil is predominant in coastal & inlands 

whereas red to lateritic soils could be seen in Western Ghats region. The average annual rainfall in 

Dakshina Kannada district is 3975 mm.

In this District horticulture crops are being grown in an area around 173571.76 ha. Out of which 

plantation crops occupies major portion. They are being cultivated on an around 161299.63 ha, 4982.45 

ha fruit crops, 58.21 ha vegetable crops, 7210.84 ha spice crop and 24.05 ha flower crops are being 

cultivated. Arecanut is the prominent commercial crop of this district, covers an area around 93152.75 

ha. Apart from that coconut spread over in an area around 31994.67 ha, Cashew 14095.13 ha, Cocoa 

3203.86 ha, Black pepper 7149.37 ha, Banana 4454.96  ha. Every year district produce & around 

461.29 ton vegetables, 110517.62 ton fruits, 171187.65 ton plantation crops & 1837.80 ton spice crops. 

Around 3753.95 lakhs of coconuts are being produced. Among the entire horticulture crops Arecanut 

comprises 53.67%, coconut 18.43% and cashew crops covers 8.12% of area under horticulture.

In Dakshina Kannada District horticulture department is headed by the Deputy Director and all 

the offices of horticulture at taluk level and the offices of the state sectors comes under his 

administrative jurisdiction.

As the major portion of cultivable area is under horticulture and the district has the capacity to 

grow majority of tropical horticulture crops, this district could be named as horticulture district. The 

department plays a vital role in the development of horticulture. Department had provided a helping 

hand to the farmers by providing good quality planting material, disseminating technical information 

and also through implementation of different development schemes of the government. 

 In the year of 2020-21 department spent Rs. 167.85 lakh for the different horticulture 

development activity under MGNAREGA schemes & generated 60514  man days which in turn to 

encouraged the area expansion of horticulture crops in this district.

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Department of  Fisheries

Senior Assistant Director of Fisheries  is the district level office under the administrative control 
of Dakshina Kannada Zilla Panchayat. At taluk level, there is only one Assistant Director of Fisheries 
office covering 6 inland taluks (Moodabidre,Belthangadi, Bantwal, Puttur, Kadaba and Sullia) and one 
coastal taluk (Mangaluru). For the overall development of fisheries and welfare of fishermen various 
Central sector, State sector and District sector schemes are being implemented through these offices.

	 To unable the quick transport of the fish caught to the market places in fresh and hygienic 
conditions fishery link roads are built and maintained. In order to provide relief to fishermen/their 
dependents in case of death/permanent disability while fishing, under the centrally sponsored scheme, 
premium is paid to the National Federation of Fisheries Co-operative Ltd., New Delhi towards 
insurance coverage of fishermen of the State. This scheme is extended only the members of the 
fishermen co-operative societies. Also under state sector scheme, a  distress relief fund was created 
from which additional relief is given to the fishermen/their dependents. Under saving cum relief 
scheme, a sum of Rs.166 per month is collected from marine fishermen for a period of fishing months in 
a year.  The total amount of Rs.1500 thus collected from each fisherman will be matched with an equal 
amount by the State and equal amount form Central Government. and the same is disbursed during 3 
lean months to them at the rate of Rs.1500 per month.  

	 Women play important role in the entire economy chain of post harvest fisheries.  The 
predominant role they play is in the marketing of fish and fishery products.  The increasing cost of fish 
and the paucity of fish available from traditional crafts have pushed these women to the dependent on 
private money lenders for resources much needed for their day to day trading. Under the scheme, 
Matsya Mahila Swavalambana Yojane , revolving fund is provided to group of 10 fisherwomen at the 
rate of Rs. 50,000 for each group.  Matsya Ashraya scheme provides houses to houseless fishermen.  
Department is implementing  fishery kit scheme at the cost of  Rs.10000/- to the traditional fisherman at 
free of cost.  The kit include fishery requisites such as fishing nets, floats and sinkers. Exemption of 
Sales Taxs on HSD on diesel used by the mechanised fishing boats scheme being implemented from 
1990-2000 under the scheme and  all the registered fishing vessels with diesel pass books issued from 
the department are eligible to avail this benefit.

       The government is taken up registration of all the fishing vessels operating in Karnataka coast 
under M.S.Act of Government of India.  Identification of fisherman in the Sea is very much necessary 
from the point of national security and to safe guard the interest of the fishing community issue of Smart 
Card to the Coastal Fisherman is taken up. The existing Mangalore fishing harbour providing jetty 
facilities for 2100 Mechanised trawlers, pursines and outboard boats.  The present facilities is 
inadequate for landing of these boats.   Extension of Mangaluru fishing harbour with all infrastructure 
facilities such as fishery jetty, harbour link roads, dredging of the harbour area was sanctioned under the 
centrally sponsored scheme at the cost of  Rs. 58 crores.  The project provide 579 mtrs. landing jetty 
towards southern side of the existing fishing harbour, 502mtrs. berthing jetty at Bengre and dredging of 
the harbour basin.  The Department of fisheries taken up modern hygienic fish markets with modern 
sanitary conditions with the financial assistance of  National fisheries Development Board,  
Hyderabad. 

        At present, there are about 57 purse seine boats, 1327  trawlers, 1501 motorised traditional boats, 
and 541 non mechanised boats operating in 42 Km. coastal line of the District.  There are 35970 
members enrolled in 23 fishermen co-operative societies.  At present annual production of fish from sea 
is around 179944 metric tons valued Rs.2031.38 crores.   There is one fishing harbour at Mangaluru and 
4 beach landing centres along the coast.  In recent years, fishermen are being trained in operation of 
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sophisticated electronic equipments both for fishing and navigation. At present there are 63 ice plants 
with a capacity of 1727 metric tons of ice per day, 11 cold storages (387 metric tons), 14fish meal plants 
with a capacity of 291.5 metric tons in D.K. district. The inland fishery resource in the district is 
restricted to small tanks and agricultural ponds.  Conservation of endangered and extinct fish species is 
one of the activity of the department.  The government is already banned some places such as Shishila, 
Thodikana, Bachanayakanagundi, river stretches in D.K.District for conservation of  Mahseer fish.

 Social Forest Division is functioning under Dakshina Kannada Zilla Panchayath, Mangalore.

Social Forest Division office and Mangalore Range office is functioning in Zilla Panchayath 

premises. Bantwala, Puttur and Sullia range offices are functioning in rented buildings of KFDC 

quarters. Bantwala range office is functioning in Taluk Panchayath Office building. Puttur Social Forest 

range office was previously functioning in TAMPC building and presently functioning in Taluk 

Panchayath office building.

In each taluk one Range Forest Officer and one or two Deputy Range Forest Officers are there 

for observing ongoing forest development works. In range forest offices there is no sanctioned posts for 

office work and hence office works are carried out by the Outsource workers.

In this Social Forest  Division one ford and Mahindra bolero vehicle is being used by the Deputy 

Conservator of Forest and Assistant Conservator of Forest officer. Mahindra bolero vehicle is being 

used by the Belthangady, Bantwala and Sullia and Mahindra Thar is being used by Puttur  Range Forest 

Officers during verifications of the forest development works. 
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Co operative Department

As on 31.03.2021 Total 865 Co-operative Societies are Registered in Dakshina Kannada 
District. Out of which 820 Co-operatives Societies are working, 20 co-op. Societies are defunct and 25  
co-operative societies are under liquidation.
