For the last thirteen years, the Commission is serving the general public of

the State, by engaging itself in awakening and encouraging them as to the

means of protecting human rights, enforcing human rights of the general

public, compensating those who have suffered due to violation of human rights

and recommending departmental enquiry against the Government officials who

violate human rights or show negligence in preventing it.
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CONSTITUTION OF THE COMMISSION

The Karnataka State Human Rights Commission is a statutory body,
constituted under Section 21 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993
(hereinafter referred to as the “Act”) and is headed by a Chairperson and
has two Members. They are appointed by the Governor of the State on the
recommendations made by a Committee constituted under Section 22(1)
of the Act.

Appointment of Chairperson:

As per section 21(2)(a) of Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993,
those who have served as Chief Justice or Judge of a High Court could be

appointed as the Chairperson of the Commission.

Presently, Hon'ble Shri Justice Dhirendra H Waghela, Former Chief
Justice of the High Courts of Karnataka, Odissa and Mumbai has been
appointed as Chairperson of the Karnataka State Human Rights
Commission, with effect from 12/3/2018.

As per section 24(1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, a
person appointed as Chairperson of the Commission shall hold office for a
term of five years from the date on which he enters upon his office or until

he attains the age of seventy years, whichever is earlier.

As per section 24(1) of the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment)
Act, 2019, w.e.f.,, 06/08/2019 the tenure of a person appointed as
Chairperson of the Commission is limited to a term of three years from the
date on which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of
seventy years, whichever is earlier, and shall be eligible for re-

appointment.
Appointment of Members:

As per Section 21 (2) of Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, two

persons could be appointed as Members of the Commission.

a) One Member who is, or has been, a Judge of a High Court or
District Judge in the State with a minimum of seven years

experience as District Judge;
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b) One Member to be appointed from among persons having
knowledge or practical experience in matters relating to human

rights.

Presently, the following have been appointed as Members of the

Commission.

1) Shri K.B. Changappa, Retired District and Sessions Judge,
Member (since 19/2/2018)

2) Shri Rupak Kumar Dutta, I.P.S. Retired Director General and
Inspector General of Police, Member (since 26/2/2018)

As per section 24(2) of the Protection of Human Rights Act 1993, a
person appointed as Member of the Commission shall hold office for a
term of five years from the date on which he enters upon his office or until
he attains the age of seventy years, whichever is earlier and shall be

eligible for re-appointment for another term of five years.

As per section 24(2) of the Protection of Human Rights (Amendment)
Act, 2019, w.e.f., 06/08/2019 the tenure of a person appointed as
Member of the Commission is limited to a term of three years from the
date on which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of
seventy years, whichever is earlier, and shall be eligible for re-

appointment.
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FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION

The Commission is performing the following functions to increase

awareness about human rights and to enlighten people about the measures for

protection of human rights and helping those who have suffered on account of

violation of human rights:

Inquire, Suo-motu or on a petition presented to it by a victim or any
person on his behalf (or on a direction or order of any Court), into

complaint of -
(a) violation of human rights or abetment thereof; or

(b) negligence in the prevention of such violation by a public

servant;

Intervene in any proceeding involving any allegation of violation of

human rights pending before a Court with the approval of such Court.

Visit, notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the
time being in force, any jail or other institution under the control of
the State Government, where persons are detained or lodged for the
purposes of treatment, reformation or protection, for the study of the
living conditions of the inmates thereof and make recommendations

thereon to the Government.

Examine the legal aspects provided in respect of protection of human
rights in the Constitution or any law for the time being in force and to

recommend for enforcing for their effective implementation.

Examine the factors, including acts of terrorism that inhibit the
enjoyment of human rights and recommend appropriate remedial

measures.

Study treaties and other international instruments on human rights

and make recommendations for their effective implementation.
Undertake and promote research in the field of human rights.

Spread human rights literacy among various sections of society and
promote awareness of the safeguards available for the protection of
these rights through publications, the media, seminars and other

available means.

Encourage the efforts of non-governmental organisations and

institutions working in the field of human rights.
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(10) Such other functions as it may consider necessary for the promotion

of human rights.

(11) To create awareness among the Government servants who are under
training in state run organisations like Administrative Training
Institute, Karnataka Police Academy, Abdul Nazir Sab Rural

Development Organisation, etc.

(12) Publishing books with regard to human rights to create social

awareness.

(13) To encourage NGOs to create social awareness about how to

safeguard and to protect human rights.

(14) The Commission is also recommending to the Government for
payment of compensation to the affected persons if the violation of

human rights is proved.

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission, while inquiring into
complaints under this Act, shall have all the powers of a Civil Court trying a suit
under the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission may, for the purpose of
conducting any investigation pertaining to the inquiry, utilize the services of
any officer or investigation agency of the Central Government or any State
Government with the concurrence of the Central Government or the State

Government, as the case may be.

Whenever the Chairperson and Members of the Commission are on tour in
the State, they receive complaints from public about human rights violations,
visit the places of incidents, examine the complaints and make

recommendations for solving the problems.

National Human Rights Commission in collaboration with the National
Informatics Centre, has developed 'Complaints Management System' and the
Karnataka State Human Rights Commission has also adopted this system
since November, 2014. Complainants can lodge complaints and get feedbacks
about the complaints through this system. By this system duplication of
complaints with National Human Rights Commission and Karnataka State
Human Rights Commission can be avoided. Ifthis system is made use properly

complaints can be examined and attended quickly.
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In order to reduce the burden to the general public from personally visiting
the Commission to lodged complaints, a 'Helpline' has been setup in the
Commission since 6/3/2015. The public can lodge complaints over toll free

number 1800-4252-3333 or can correspond through letter /e-mail.

In order to protect and recollect whenever necessary, the records available

in the Commission is being scanned and preserved.

As a whole, the Commission has been striving to respond to human rights

violations of all the people in the society.

The Commission has been providing opportunity for internship to Law

students from all over India as well from foreign countries.
Registration of complaints before the Human Rights Commission:

Any person or group of persons or an organisation can register complaints
about human rights violations. The Human Rights Commission shall not
discriminate or deny merely on account of age, economic condition, caste,

gender or religion of the complainant.

Sometimes, victims may not be in a position to lodge complaints. He may
be dead, under custody, illiterate or ill. In such cases any other person can

lodge complaint on behalf of the victim.

The following can file Complaint:
. a person or group of persons; or
o any forum, association or non-governmental organization; or

° any other representative.

Complaint can also be lodged against a public servant under following

circumstances.
» when a Government servant violates the human rights directly;
» encourages/abet violation of human rights, help or support;

»  not preventing violation of human rights and showing negligence in
their duty.
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“Public Servant” shall include those as mentioned in section 21 of the
Indian Penal Code it shall include every Commissioned Officer in the Military,
every Judge, every officer or assistant of a Court of Justice, every arbitrator,
every person empowered to place or keep any person in confinement, every
officer appointed to safeguard the public interest, every person in the service of
the Forest Department, Government Doctor, Government Teacher, Tahasildar,

Patwari, every employee of the electricity department and others.

The Human Right Commissions will not work with any non-governmental

organizations or any persons including the Advocates in registering complaints.

To improve attendance of the staff and to make them time-sensitive, a

biometric system has been installed in the Commission.
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STRUCTURE OF THE COMMISSION

The State Commission is divided into three wings -- Administration, Law
and Investigation. The Secretary is the Chief Executive Officer of the
Commission and works under the guidance of the Chairperson. Inspector
General of Police is the Head of Investigation Wing and a Registrar heads the
Law Wing.

ADMINISTRATION WING

Secretary:

Section 27(1)(a) of the Act, provides for appointment of an officer, not below
the rank of a Secretary to the State Government, as Secretary of the
Commission. As per the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission, even
a super-time scale District and Sessions Judge belonging to Karnataka Judicial
Service, may be appointed as the Secretary of the Commission.

The Secretary shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the State Commission
and shall, subject to the control of the Chairperson, exercise all administrative
and financial powers of the State Commission.

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Grants provided to the Commission:

The Government, in its budget for the year 2019-20, has provided to the
Commission, a grant of Rs. 5,69,00,000/- and an additional grant of
Rs.1,67,85,000/-, totaling to Rs.7,36,85,000/-, out of which an amount of
Rs.5,57,80,000/- has been utilised and remaining amount of Rs.1,79,05,000/ -

has been surrendered to the State Government.
World Human Rights Day:

With a view to create awareness among the general public, the
Commission has been organizing World Human Rights Day, on 10th of
December, every year. It is the bounden duty of all Government Officers and
employees to create more awareness among the general public aware about the
protection of human rights. On the occation of the 'Human Rights Day' on the
10th December, 2019, the Karnataka Human Rights Commission has brought
out booklet named “Human Rights — Awareness — Protection — Help”. About
1000 copies of this handbook was sent to Tahsildars of all Taluks in the State
for distribution among the students of Government Colleges in their

jurisdiction though the Block Educational Officers.
Annual Audit:

The Annual Accounts of the Karnataka State Human Rights Commission
for the year 2019-20 has been prepared and with the approval of the
Commission has been sent to the Controller and Auditor General of India,
Karnataka, Bangalore for conducting yearly audit as required under section
35(2) of the Protection of Human Rights Act 1993.

Cadre and Recruitment Rules:

As per the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission 111 posts have
been sanctioned to the Commission. These posts are to be filled by deputation.
However, the Government has not filled all the posts on deputation. Hence, in
view of the day-to-day functioning of the Commaission some posts are filled by
engaging retired Government officers / employees and private persons
temporarily on contract basis as provided under section 27(2) of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993. Employees so appointed, are being paid minimum
of the applicable pay-scale attached to the post as monthly consolidated pay.

For this approval and budgetary grant of the Government has been obtained.
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Working staff:

Out of the 111 posts sanctioned to the Commission, 28 officers/staff are
working on deputation while 55 officers/staff are working on contract basis, at

present and remaining 28 posts are vacant.

Proposals pending with the Government:

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Karnataka State Human Rights Commission has jurisdiction over the
entire geographical area of Karnataka State and the Headquarters is situated in
Bengaluru. In order to inquire into cases of human rights violations and also to
decentralise the administration it is necessary to establish 6 regional offices
along with supporting staff outside Bengaluru. The Commission is required to
have its own officers / staff to undertake appropriate inquiry at ground level. In

this background, it is proposed to establish the following 3 divisions on an

experimental basis:

(Hyderabad Karnataka) Raichur and Koppal Districts

(2) | West Division -Mangalore Including Dakshina Kannada, Udupi,

Haveri Districts

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LAW WING

REGISTRAR & ADDITIONAL REGISTRAR:

Provision is made in the Cadre and Recruitment Rules of the Commission
to post officers in the cadre of District Judges from Karnataka Judicial Service
on deputation as Registrar and Additional Registrar of the Commission.
During the present year, the State Government had not posted any officer on
deputation to the State Commission as Registrar and Additional Registrar.
Hence, in view of the day-to-day functioning of the Commission retired District
Judges have been appointed to the posts of Registrar and Additional Registrar
temporarily on contract basis as provided under section 27(2) of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993. Employees so appointed.

During the year 2019-20 the following persons have worked in the
Karnataka Human Rights Commission as Registrar and Additional Registrar:

Registrar is the Head of the Law Wing. Law Wing is an important wing and
complaints are registered in this branch. The complaints so registered are
scrutinised and heard by Hon'ble Chairperson and the Members as per the
Karnataka Human Rights Commission (Procedure) Rules 2007 and orders are
made thereon.

1) As on 1/4/2019, 4145 complaints were pending. 4559 complaints were
registered during the current year 2019-20. Of them, 14 are Suo-motu
complaints and 4545 are general complaints. Commission has disposed 7191
complaints including pending complaints. 1513 complaints were pending as
on 31/3/2020. The statistics regarding complaints received, disposed and
pending are given in Annexure-1 to Annexure-5 appended to this report.

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission has been continuing the
system of registering cases of human rights violations that appear in
electronic and press media on Suo-motu basis. In addition, the
Commission has been taking congnizance of serious incidents on Suo-
motu basis, not registered by anybody. Subjects of such Suo-motu cases,

taken up Suo-motu during the year of this Report are as follow:

(1) Basicamenities and other facilities available in Prisons in the State.
(2) Scarcity of doctors and quasi-medical staff in Government Hospitals.
(3) Child trafficking, Child labour, Child marriage.

(4) Bonded Labour.

(5) Sexual harassment in private and public service.

(6) Rapeon minor children.

(7) Sexworkers.

(8) Basiccivic amenities including drinking water supply.

(9) Supply of polluted water to the residents in certain localities.

Recommendations are made to the concerned Authorities for taking
suitable action, providing relief, payment of compensation, etc.
Commission has issued necessary directions for submitting compliance
report / action taken reports within a time limit of one / two / three
months. Details of such cases are given in Annexure-6 appended to this

report.
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INVESTIGATION WING
INSPECTOR GENERAL OF POLICE:

As per Section 27(1)(b) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, an
officer not below the rank of Inspector General of Police and other police officers
and staff are being deputed by the State Government to the Commission.
Inspector General of Police is the Head of this Wing. This Wing also consists of
other Police Officers and ministerial staff for effective functioning.

During the year 2019-20 the following persons have worked as the
Inspectors General of Police in the Karnataka State Human Rights
Commission:

This wing functions under the directions of the Commission. The Wing
inquires into such cases of violation of human rights referred by the
Commission and submits report prior to disposal of cases by the Commission.
Investigation Wing also inquires into other cases entrusted by the Commission.

Investigation Wing also conducts workshops on behalf of the Commission
for creating awareness about human rights among the officers and staff of the
Police Department and Prisons Department.

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POST-FACE

Karnataka State Human Rights Commission is a statutory body, but does
not have a separate office building. Currently it is functioning in 9,684 sq.ft.
premises provided by the Government in the 5th stage of Multistoried
Buildings, wherein other offices are also located. The Commission has
requested the State Government to arrange for shifting those offices and to
provide the entire block of Sth Stage, M.S. Building to the Commission. In this
regard a letter has been sent to the Governmenton 23/8/2018.

Whenever the Commission directs, the Head of the Investigation Team and
supporting staff, after noticing the severity of violation of human rights, will
have to proceed to other Districts for conducting investigation. It requires more
time to be devoted. Since it is not possible with the existing few officers / staff,
reports are being sought from the police officers of the respective districts.
Reports submitted by the senior police officers against the accused officers are
normally found to be favoring the accused. Hence, the Commission is of the
opinion that investigation should be conducted by the officers of the
Commission itself. Therefore, it has been proposed to set up three Zonal
Investigation Wings (each with 35 staff) in the first place on trial basis.
Accordingly, a proposal has been sent to Government for creation of totally 105
posts headed by a Superintendent of Police. A letter has been sent to
Government in this regard on 20/03/2018.

As regards creation of new posts for the Commission, proposal is being
sent to the Government from time-to-time. Discussions were also held with the
Chief Secretary to the Government in this regard. Decision has to be taken at
the Government level about the proposal of the Commission for creation of
posts. The Commission, once again reiterates its demand for creation of
additional posts.

Violation of human rights relates to different aspects and has a direct
impact on the quality of human lives. The Commission, apart from
investigating into the complaints of violation of human rights received in the
Commission, it also takes up Suo-motu investigation of incidents of violation of
human rights brought to light in print media and electronic media.

There is a growing concern over steep increase in incidents involving
violation of human rights against women, children and persons in custody. A
thought over effective and efficacious remedy has become necessary. Besides,
itis high time to act against those who create unrestin the peacefullife of the
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society and also against those who support such violations. Furthermore, it is
a very serious issue that Government servants, more particularly police
personnel, sometimes remain negligent instead of registering complaints

against the culprits who should be punished.

The Commission is keen and considers as its utmost duty and endeavour
to create 'Human Rights Awareness' from the very grass roots level i.e., from a
hamlet and a town, and is keen in that direction. There is a need to enlighten
the people about 'Human Rights and Basic Issues of their Violations'. Likewise
it is also necessary to create awareness about how and from whom to get relief

etc.

The Commission hopes that Government will take all possible steps to
make the Commission stronger and more effective, in order to subserve the

common good for all.

In this case, the complainant, Sri M.S. Rudraiah, Advocate, CHBS Layout,
Vijayanagar, Bengaluru, had alleged that on 27/11/2018, when he had
gone along with his daughter to Vijayanagar Police Station to lodge a
complaint for theft of Active Honda Scooty of his daughter, P.S.I Sri D.H.
Santhosh demanded bribe of Rs.5000 for registration of F.I.R and when
the complainant refused to pay bribe, P.S.I misbehaved and threatened.
The complaint was registered after 8 days by changing the date as
5/12/2018in placeof28/11/2018.

The commission, after an enquiry, made the following order:

The Police Commissioner, Bengaluru should order Departmental Enquiry
in accordance with law on the basis of complaint dated 9/12/2018 and the
comments dated 12/03/2019, of which a copy shall be attached to this
order for appropriate disciplinary action and make final orders after giving
an opportunity also to the complainant of being heard.

HRC No:3686/10/31/2018 (FB), Date 07/06/2019

It is a Suo-motu complaint on the basis of Deccan Herald News paper
report published on 09/07/2018, regarding illegal detention and assault
of the victim, Vinod Kumar and the Dy.S.P attached to the Commission
was requested to make a preliminary enquiry and to report about the
violation of human rights by K.G. Halli police officers and a preliminary
report was submitted on 18/08/2018 against the police constables Sri.
Muchandi and Harish of K.G. Halli Police Station for illegal detention of
victim from 29/06/2018 till 7 p.m. on 30/06/2018.

After an enquiry, the Commission recommended as follows:

a) The Commissioner of Police, Bengaluru should pay to the victim
Shri Vinod kumar, son of Shri Jayamani, a sum of Rs.30,000/- by
way of compensation, within one month and consider in accordance
with law, recovery of the same amount from constables Shri
Muchandi and Shri Harish, working at K.G. Halli Police Station,
Bengaluru.

b) The Police Commissioner, Bengaluru may order holding of proper and
full-fledged departmental enquiry after framing proper charges on the
basis of the complaint and the materials which have come on record
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in this proceeding, so as to afford an opportunity of hearing to the
victim and the aggrieved person as also the police constables and the
officer concerned.

426/10/31/2019, 425/10/31/2019, 702/10/31/2019 and
1304/10/31/2019. (FB), Date 31/01/2020

H.R.C. NO.377/10/31/2019, was taken up on 29/01/2019 on a report
sent by the Chief Superintendent, Central Prison, Bengaluru, through G-
mail. It was reported that UTP No.305/18, Syed Firoz @ Firoz s/o late. Syed
Munna aged about 21 years, resident of DJ Halli, Bengaluru, died on
23/01/2019 at about 04.40 pm in Victoria Hospital, Bengaluru, while
undergoing treatment. The aforesaid under trail prisoner was an accused
in DJ Halli police station in Cr.no.09/2018 for an offence punishable u/s
20-B of Narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances (NDPS) Act. The post-
mortem report dated 24 /01/2019 stated 7 major external injuries.

After an enquiry, the Commission recommended as follows:

a) The State Government should interest investigation into criminal
case, registered in Cr.no.132/19 at Parappana Agrahara Police
station in respect of death of Syed Firoz @ Firoz, to criminal
investigation department for carrying out further and proper
investigation under supervision of an officer not below the rank of SP
for proper and expeditious report before appropriate court.

b) In view of the unexplained and number of physical injuries on the
body of the deceased and obvious negligence in providing proper and
sufficient medical treatment either in the prison hospital for by
expeditiously transferred to the Government hospital or eleven days,
resulting into the death of deceased after 14 days of alleged incident of
beating of the deceased with in jail premises, the Government should
pay to surviving 3 brothers and a sister of the deceased a total sum of
Rs.10 lakhs, to be equally divided among them, by way of immediate
and interim compensation within a month from the date of order. The
names of surviving brothers as stated by the complainant are 1. Syed
Tabrez, 2. Syed Afroz, 3. Syed Shoaib, all the sons of Syed Munna and
Arshia Taj the daughter of Syed Munna. The payment should be made
by Account payee cheques or DD in their individual names and Syed
Shoaib and Arshia Taj having been stated to be minors, the payment
should be made with instructions to deposit the amount in fixed
deposit for 2 years under the guardianship of Syed Tabrez in
scheduled bank, having branch in their residential area.
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c) Officers and staff concerned of Parappana Agrahara prison at
Bengaluru should be identified and charged with relevant clauses of
misconduct, including dereliction of duty, violence or abetment of
violence and /or negligence during the course of duty under the

relevant Service Rules for proper punishment in accordance with law.

d) The Government should consider and make appropriate order in
accordance with law for recovery of the aforesaid amount of interim
compensation from such officers of the jail as may be found to be
guilty of such misconduct as would have led to the extraordinary
event of brutal custodial death of the prisoner.

e) The Additional Director General of Police (Prisons) should take proper
steps to ensure that medical staff and facilities within prisons are
adequate to address ailments and injuries of serious nature and issue
mandatory direction to immediately transfer to the nearest better
hospital, such cases of emergency as cannot be treated with the
medical facility available within the prison.

f) In view of the serious lapse on the part of jurisdictional police station
in not registering criminal case even after the receipt of magisterial
enquiry report dated 20-03-2019 till the present proceedings were
initiated, Additional Chief Secretary to the Government, Home
Department is requested to issue appropriate directions to all the
officers in charge of police station to immediately register criminal
case on the basis of such reports of magisterial enquiry as would offer
reason to suspect commission of cognizable offences.

H.R.C.NO:3720/10/31/2018 (B-1), Datel2/03/2020

In this case, the complainant Smt. Gangamma through her advocate Sri

N.T. Nagaraj, R.K.H. Colony, J.P. Nagar, Bengaluru had alleged that on

31/08/2018 one Saravana along with goons came to her house in

Marappa Garden, J.C. Nagar, Bengaluru, abused, assaulted her and

damaged the house and took away the articles and the J.C.Nagar Police

Inspector had not taken any action and complaint was also accepted after

lot of persistence.

After an enquiry, the Commission recommended as follows:

The Commissioner of Police, Bengaluru should order a departmental

enquiry in accordance with law, into alleged dereliction of duties by the

police officers, Shri Girish Naik, Police Inspector, Shri Neminath Thakai and

Shri Vinod Jiragale, Police Sub-Inspectors, and after giving to the parties,

including Smt. Gangamma and her family, a reasonable opportunity
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to being heard, to pass an appropriate order of punishment including
recovery of amounts by way of fines which may be required to be paid

pursuant to the next recommendation.

a) Smt. Gangamma should be paid by the State Government, by way of
compensation for the Violation of her human rights, sudden loss of
abode, other loss and damage which have come to light and on record
during enquiry by K.S.H.R.C, an amount of Rs.1,50,000/- within a
period of one month by account payee cheque in her name.

b) The aforesaid amount of compensation may be recovered, by way of
fine or otherwise, after an enquiry as aforesaid, from the said police
officers as may be found to be responsible, for violation of human
rights of Smt. Gangamma and her family, due to failure of the police
in providing protection to her, registering F.I.LR in time and
investigating her complaint with due diligence and in not initiating

any action against the persons accused by Smt. Gangamma.

In brief, the cases of the complainant were that, the Karnataka Industrial
Area Development Board, had acquired 950 acres of land in Dakshina
Kannada District, which included Bagundi lake, agricultural land and
Kudumbur river and same had been allotted to M/s Jayaprakash
Engineering Steel Company in the year 1997. M/s Jayaprakash
Engineering Steel Company had shelved idea of starting the steel plant
and had not started any other activity even after 17 years. It was alleged
that the Bagundi lake was filled with weeds and silt. The lake was the only
water source for both Kuali and Baikampady villages. Therefore, the
complainant had requested to release Bagundi lake from KIADB
acquisition and direct the Government to retain the same in the form of
lake, develop it and help to maintain the water table level in both villages
and also improve the Flora and Fauna of the area.

It is statutory obligation on all authorities to ensure that the waste is not
dumped randomly and it has to be collected, segregated, transported and
disposed off in accordance with Municipal Solid Waste (Management and
Handling) Rules 2000 and 2016.

After an enquiry, the Commission recommended as follows:

The Chairman, Karnataka State Pollution Control Board and the
Commissioner, Mangaluru Mahanagara Palike to take steps to provide
underground drainage system and sewage treatment plant to prevent
chances of mixing of domestic sewage with rain water and entering into the
Bagundi Lake in Mangaluru, D.K. District and to develop the lake as
directed by the Hon'ble High Court of Karnataka in W.P.
No.817/2008(GM-RES) dated 11/04/2012.
