PREFACE

The Karnataka Town & Country Planning Act 1961 provides for the
regulation of planned growth of land-use and development and for the
preparation and execution of planning schemes in the various towns and cities

of Karnataka, the Act provides for the preparation of Master Plan.

Government of Karnataka established the District Planning unit of the
Department of Town & Country Planning at Mandya vide G.O.No. HMA. 08
TTP 75 dated 23™ August 1975 and it started functioning from 04-09-1975.
This planning unit prepared the ground work necessary to declare Local
Planning Area for the city and environs and has been providing the technical

assistance in regard to Planning and regulation.

Mandya city and environs were brought under the preview of Karnataka
Town & Country Planning Act 1961 by declaring Local Planning Area for
Mandya vide G.O.No.HMA 99 TTP 77 dated 2™ August 1977. The branch
office of the Department of Town & Country Planning at Mandya, prepared a
draft Outline development plan for Mandya city. The Planning Authority for
Mandya was first constituted vide G.O.No. HUD 90 TTP 77(2)

Dated: 03-11-1981. The Planning Authority thus prepared the Outline

development plan as required under the Act and got the final approval to it vide

G.O.No. HUD/369/TTP 185 dated 11-10-1985.

Government promulgated the provisions of the Karnataka Urban
Development Authority Act 1987 to Mandya city and environs in its order dated
15-06-1988 and constituted the Urban Development Authority for Mandya
Local Planning Area, duly amalgamating the City Planning Authority and the

City Improvement Board.

The Comprehensive development plan for Mandya Local Planning Area

was finally approved by the Government vide G.O.No. UDD/121/TTP 94 dated:
25-10-1994.

The Master Plan was approved since 10 years back, therefore it was
required to be revise the Master Plan according to amended section 13-D of
KTCP Act 1961, So the Urban Development Authority prepared the Master
Plan (Revision-1) and got the provisional approval of Government onl17-01-06
Then objections/suggestions were called from the public. The genuine
Objections/Suggestions were incorporated in the Master Plan (Revision-1) and
got the final approval from the Government vide G.O.No.NaAaEe.157 MyAa
pra-2007 dated 02-06-2007, under amended section 13-D of the KTCP Act
1961. The plan was prepared for a projected population of 2.10 Lakhs for the
year 2021.

1) Sahukar Channaiah Layout:

In Guthalu village of Mandya city a residential layout was formed
during 1988 in an extent of 4 Acres 3 Guntas, Out of this area about 92
sites of various dimensions were formed. The distribution of sites were
already made. Altogether the authority earned a revenue of Rs. 5.52
Lakhs from the allotment of sites. The layout is completely developed
and action 1s being taken to transfer the layout to City Municipal Council,

Mandya for maintenance and other activities.

2)  Sathanur Layout:

In sathanur village of Mandya City a residential layout was formed
during 1990 in an extent of 28 Acres 07 Guntas, Out of this area about
400 intermediate, sites 74 corners sites, 19 commercial sites and 09 c.a

sites were formed. Out of 502 total sites, about 371 sites were already




-

allotted and remaining 131 sites are yet to be allotted, depending upon the

demand, the sites will be allotted in due course.

About 80 percent of the infrastructural development works are already
carried out. After site allotment and reaming infrastructural works are
completed, action will be taken to handover this layout to City Municipal
Council Mandya for further maintenance. The Authority had already
earned a revenue of Rs. 164.42 Lakhs and in future a sum of Rs. 677.50
Lakhs will be generated after the disposal of Inter

mediate/Commercial/Corner/CA sites.

3) Vivekananda Nagar Layout:

In SyNo.507 of Mandya City in an extent of 230 Acres 11 Guntas a
residential scheme was approved by the Government during 2002 with an
estimated cost of Rs. 26.84 crores, out of this area about 2308
intermediate sites, 351 corner sites, 142 commercial sites and 21 c.a sites
of various dimensions were formed. All intermediate sites were allotted.
2270 About 93 corner plots, 28 commercial plots and 13 c.a sites are yet
to be allotted depending upon the demand for these sites arises. About 80
percent of macadam roads, 30 percent metalled roads, 70 percent of storm
water drains, were constructed. Complete electrification of layout was
done. UGD & Water supply works will be handed over to Karnataka
Urban Water supply and Drainage Board- partial water supply
arrangements were made for the dwellings already constructed in this
layout. The Authority had already earned a revenue of Rs. 3101.78 Lakhs
and in future a sum of Rs.2422.42 Lakhs will be generated after the

disposal of Commercial/Corner/ C.A sites.




Also, betterment fees for change of land-use and building/Private
layout permissions, development charges, scrutiny fees are the main

source of income to the Authority.

achievements of the last 2 years about the project, schemes:

The Mandya Urban Development Authority is enforcing various
Master Plan proposals such as Zoning Regulations for
buildings/Layouts, maintaining proposed road widths during approval
of buildings and layout, strict enforcement of land-uses as indicated in
the approved Master plan.

In order to provide various infrastructural facilities to the
Vivekananda Nagara layout, Sathanur layout, development works are
taken keeping in view the financial position of the Authority.

The local planning area of mandya urban development authority is
comes within the limits of Krishnarajasagara culturable command
area. The development of residential / commercial layouts within the
culturable command area is difficult because the maximum lands are
irrigated. These lands are owned by small and marginal farmers and
they dependent on these lands. The cost of the land is too high, hence
authority couldnUt afford to implementthe new layout scheme. Hence
the authority proposed a construction of new township within the
distance of 8 to 10 k.m away from town within the existing local
planning area. The land comes under proposed township are dry lands
and these are suitable for developmental works. The authority decided
to develop a new township in the meeting held on dated: 28.06.2011
and 13.02.2012

In the meeting held on dated: 13.02.2012 the authority decided to
take up formation of new township and decided to send a proposal to

government for an approval.
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The proposal was sent to government on Dated:19-03-2013 and
finally Government vide its letter Dated: 28.06.2014 After permission

of the government to implement the plan.
