In Mandya district AYUSH dept providing health service to public through, Ayurveda,
Unani, Homeopathy and Nature cure systems. There are 19 Ayurvedic, 4 Unani and 1 Nature
cure dispensaries, 4 Ayurvedic Hospitals and 1 Ayurveda and Homeopathy combined hospital
are functioning and providing free treatment to patients. In the year 2020-21 totally 90,953
patients were treated as Out patients and 12 were treated as in-patients and 134 patients
were treated as Bed Accupancy and 8,481 patients have taken treatment in Panchakarma at
District Govt Ayurvedic Hospital, Mandya.

The Total Geographical area of Mandya district is 4,98,244 ha, where in Ragi, Pulses and
Oilseeds crops are grown underrainfed areas and Paddy, Sugarcane and irrigated ragiwere grown
under assured irrigated areas. Agriculture is the main occupation in rural community of Mandya
district. During 2020-21various agriculture crops are grown in 2,41,019 ha.of which 1,32,711 ha are
irrigated crops. The total number of land holders in the district4,13,426, of which majority are small
and marginal farmers which amounts to 3,86,505.

Mandya district has 31 hoblies, each hobli has one RaitaSamparka Kendra, with the primary
objective to render service for development of agriculture sector of the district. In these
RaitaSamparka Kendra agriculture inputs such as seeds, micronutrients, Plant protection chemicals,
Hi-tech implements and other inputs/implements which are basic requirement to carryout
agriculture operations are provided to the farmers in subsidized rates. Through RSKs the latest
innovations of the agriculture universities, new technologies are introduced to the farming
community with the intension to increase productivity of crops which results in increase the
economic status of the farmers. The Department is implementing various development schemes
pertaining to agriculture sector.

The farmers of this district
have been growing crops such as sugarcane and Paddy significantly over the decades,
whereasHorticulture crops were grown less when compared.Out of total cultivable area
245188 hectares,Horticulture crops werecultivated in 80921 hectares. Every year the

cultivable area under Horticulture crops has been increasing, so various programmes
have beenincluded for the development of farmers growingHorticulture crops.

ZillaPanchayat Schemes

1. Drip irrigation - Special Subsidy for Horticultural crops:Under this scheme,
90% subsidy is given to farmers to implement drip irrigation for horticulture crops. In
the current financial year, Rs.20.00 lakh grants has been released and Rs.18.63 lakh is
spent, Subsidy has been provided to beneficiaries who have installed drip irrigation for
various horticulture cropsin 25.62 hectares.

INTRODUCTION

Fisheries being one of the oldest profession is also second highest user of water
resources. Fish is often referred to as “rich food for poor people”. It provides essential
wholesome nourishment. In light of increasing population growth fisheries in inland water
bodies is becoming increasingly important. Fish meat being the most efficient source of
animal protein, essential fats, vitamins and minerals can be considered a complete food.
Efficient use of water resources and waste lands for fisheries activities can be profitable and
generate more employment opportunities particularly among the poorer sections of the rural
community.

Mandya District of Karnataka State is gifted with vast inland water resources with
178 major Departmental tanks with a water spread of 11,381ha, 04 reservoirs of 13,419 ha
and river stretches of about 170 km. District comprises of 687 Gram panchayath tanks of
3637 haarea.

The district comprises of 42 fishermen co-operative societies with 11,929 members
who are actively involved in fisheries activities. There are 7,865 families in the fisheries
profession and are completely dependants on the fisheries alone. During 2020-21 were
350.52 lakh advanced fish fingerlings stocked to district departmental tanks, riverine
stretches and reservoirs. Fish catches of about 30000 metric tonnes has been reported in the
district.

Social Forestry Division

The Geographical area of Mandya district 1s 4961.00 Sq Kms., which constitutes
2.59% of State Geographical area. The district has 5.42% Reserve Forest, which is one of the
districts having very less percentage of forest area.

To improve the percentage of tree cover in the district, importance is given for Raising
seedlings for planting and for distributing to the farmers to increase the tree canopy through,
Agro forestry, Farm forestry and Block plantations in Non forest areas like C and D Class
lands.

Agro Forestry and Farm Forestry is being carried-out in farmers land by planting tree
species like Hebbevu, Teak, Silver oak, Honge, Nerale, Neem and other species which are in
demand by farmers.

Block plantations and Roadside plantations are planted with species like Honge,
Neem, Nerale, Red sanders, sandal, Kamara, Mahogany, Ala, Arali, Mango etc., in Govt and
C & D class lands . Through this activity the percentage of Tree cover in the District will be
increased gradually.

Mandya Social Forestry Division comprises of Seven Ranges in the Talukas of the District,
each Range is having a Nursery for raising of seedlings. During the year 2020-21 totally
5.882 lakhs Seedlings were raised under various budget heads 63K.Ms of road side plantation
& 13 Ha Black Plantation were raised.
