3) PROGRESS DURING THE YEAR 2020-21:-
(From 01-04-2020 to 31-03-2021)

a) Report on SMK Nagar (Airport enclave):-

SMK Nagar (Airport enclave) Residential Layout has been developed in 453 Acres of land
as per approved plan and formed 6335 various dimensions of sites. The sites have been
allotted to publics and landowners as per Urban Development Authority Site allotment Rules
1991 (Karnataka Urban Development Authority Allotment of Sites in lieu of Compensation
for the land acquired rules-2009) on 18.05.2017. and C.A. sites has been allotted as per
allotment of CA sites rules Govt. norms at SMK layout and Corner sites being disposed
thorough e-auction as per norms.

b) Implementation of Proposed Residential scheme):-

As per Govt. Notification No:udd/44/Bemrupra/2009 Dated: 30.07.2009, Amendment
Rules 2015 and Govt., Notification No:UDD/08/TTP/2014 Dated:11.02.2015 the HUDA has
proposed to Development of New residential layout with 50:50 ration (HUDA 50% and
Formers 50%) in approximately 1060 acres of land situated in various Sy.No. of Boovanahalli,
Kenchatavalli, Samudravalli and Gekaravahalli villages. The Government has given
administration approval for take-up the new residential layout.

The demand survey has been conducted during June 2020 with fixed the rate of Rs.850/-
per sft. 57765 application were received from the publics for seeking allotment of various
dimensions of sites. And initial deposit of Rs.75.00 Croros was collected. The proposed
residential layout is adjacent to proposed Hassan Airport and approach road to Airport is being
passed in centre of the residential layout and Bangalore-Mangalore NH road also beside to the
layout. The HUDA has planning to form approximately 16000 various dimensions of sites. At
present out of 1060 acres of land 670 acres has been registered from land owners. And
registration of remaining land is under progress.

The tender has been called for PMC service for preparation of detailed project report

(DPR) is under progress and HUDA has taken all effort to development of new residential
layout within the stipulated period and allotment of sites to public and land owners.

c) Development of Javenahally lake:-

Javenahally lake is within the jurisdiction of city municipal council. Hassan and also within
area of Master plan. The HUDA in his meeting held on 07.03.2020 took a decision to develop
the lake under the fund (Lake rejuvenation fund) lake conservation A/c, the DPR has been
prepared for Rs.333.50 lakhs and the same has been submitted to Govt. for approval.

Notification No:udd/44/Bemrupra/2009 Dated: 30.07.2009, Amendment
Rules 2015 and Govt., Notification No:UDD/08/TTP/2014 Dated:11.02.2015 the HUDA has
taken up the New residential layout in approximately 1060 acres of land situated in various
Sy.No. of Boovanahalli, Kenchatavalli, Samudravalli and Gekaravahalli villages with 50:50
ratio. The demand survey has been conducted and 57765 applications were received.

The HUDA has planning to formation of residential layout with form 16000 various
dimensions of sites and the same has to be allotted to public and land owners at 50:50 ratio

B) Establishing 2x12.5MVA. 66/11KV Sub-station at S.M.Krishna layout in
Hassan:-

The construction of Electrical substation at SMK Nagar residential layout at an estimate
cost of Rs.14.00 Crores. The Govt. has given administration approval for Rs.14.00. The
tender has been called as per transparency act and is under progress.

C) Development of Javenahalli L.ake):-

As per Govt. circular, the development of Javenahalli lake has proposed to taken up by
HUDA under the fund lake conservation A/c., The estimate for Rs.333.50 lakhs has been
prepared and the same has been submitted to Govt. for approval. After approval to estimate
action will be taken to call for tender.

D) Development of Circles in HUDA Limit):-

The HUDA has proposed to development of 4 circles on the interest of public.
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E) Development Parks HUDA Limit):-

The HUDA has proposed to development of park in his jurisdiction.

F) Construction of HUDA New Building in HUDA premises :-

The HUDA has proposed a constructions of new office building at existing building
premises with a budget provision of Rs.9.00 Crores during 2021-22

G) The UGD work at Vijay Nagar 1st. 2nd and 3rd stage at Hassan:-

The estimate of Rs.317.00 lakhs for balance UGD work at Vijaya nagara 1* and 2™
stage (Part) and 3" stage (Part) has been sanctioned by the Govt. vide order no:
S0y /37 fyweg /2014 ©:31.03.2015, The work has been executed by executive Engineer, KUWS

& DB, Hassan as a deposit contribution work and work is nearing completion.

H) Vijay Nagar 1st. 2nd and 3rd stage at Hassan:-

The HUDA has Proposed to Developmental works like Development of Roads
including asphalting, Construction of CC Drains and culverts at Vijaya Nagar 1st, 2nd and 3rd
stage, Hassan and the work is under progress.

I) Development of Approach Road at Proposed Hassan Air Port :-

As per proposal of the Deputy Commissioner, Hassan Dist. Hassan the HUDA has
proposed to Development of approach road to Proposed Hassan Airport from Bangalore to
Mangalore road National Highway. The road length is 2.00 kms and width of 100meters.
